said earlier, unless the entire informa-
tion is with me, it may not be possible 
for me to confirm or contradIct it. 

SHRI LOBO PRABHU: Will the 
Ministry collect information about 
other donations? Would it also collect 
information about foregin contributions 
to them? Will it also collect informa-
tion on the contribution given by trade 
unions to their representatives? Be-
cause, the principle should be that if 
one side gives up the donation or 
assistance it gets, the other sides should 
also give up the same. 

SHRI F. A. AHMED: I do not 
know what the hon. Member means. 
There are no organisations through 
which foreign countries make these 
contributions, so far as my ministry 
is concerned. I have no organisation 
through which this information could 
be collected. If there is a feeling that 
some contribution is coming from out-
side. il is for the hon. Member to 
direct his question to the ministry 
concerned and they will certainly sup-
ply him information. 

SHRI K. LAKKAPP A: Is it a fact 
that certain sections of the Congress 
headed by Mr. S. K. Patil. . .. (Inter-
ruptions.) 

MR. SPEAKER: Yesterday also I 
requested you not to bring in the 
names of persons who are not here to 
defend themselves. 

SHRI K. LAKKAPP A: ... headed 
by big congress leaders who were de-
feated in the general elections but who 
are in the working committee are put-
ting pressur e to stop legislation being 

enacted to prevent donations by big 
industrialists who are in the hands of 
these congress leaders? What action 
is this government taking to resist that 
pressure? . . ..

(b) whether it is also a fact that 
huge stocks have piled up; and 

(c) if so, the steps Government pro-
pose to take to meet the situation? 
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF STEEL. MI-
NES AND METALS (SHRI P. C. 
SETHI): (a) The production in l;he 
Zinc Smelter has ~n temporarily 
stopped but no permanent or regular 
employee has been retrenched. 

(b) There has been accumulation of 
stocks as under:-

Cadmium 
Superphosphate

(c) Steps are being taken by the 

Government to review ana restrict the 
import of zinc and superphosl?hate to 
the minimum. Import of cadnuum has 
been restricted. In the case of zinc. 
arrangements are being made to divert 
a part of the stocks for g~.lv~ising 
purposes. Efforts are contmwng to 
clear the stock of superphosphate. 

, Hon'ble Chief Minister of Madhya 
Pradesh Government has assured to 
take 15.000 tonnes of superphosphate, 
on an immediate basis. With these 
measures the factory is expected to 
resume production from 15th Septem-
ber, 1968.

SHRI N. K. SOMANI: It has 
become patently clear that because of 
the irresponsible issuance of free 
licences by the Commerce Ministry 
for the import of 50,000 tons of zinc 
this year alone, the indigenous plant 
capacity is being forced to remain 
idle and there is absolutely no coordi-
nation between these two Ministries, 
which is entirely at the cost of foreign 
exchange and an infant public sector 
project. To my mind the only chance 
is that India should be able to develop 
the export of zinc in times to come. 
While the cost of imported zinc is 
Rs. 2,800 per tonne, our cost of pro-
duction comes to Rs. 3,200 per tonne 
which is inclusive of excise duty and 
the high cost of power charged by the 
Rajasthan Electricity Board. In this 
context, may I know from the 
Government of India whether it will 
take steps to export zinc in the near 
future by cutting down the excise 
duty and also bringing down the rate 
of power which is being charged in 
Rajasthan? 

SHRI P. C. SETHI: O\lf require-
ment of zinc in 1967-68 is 80,000 
tonnes: in 1968-69 it is 88,00 tonnes 
and in 1969-70 it will be 96,800 
tonnes. Our total available produc-
tion next year will be only 38,000 
tonnes. Therefore, there is hardly 
any scope for trying to export. As 
far as the import of zinc is concerned, 
the price is Rs. 2,300 per tonne and 
a counterveiling duty of Rs. 500 is 
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plit over it. Therefore, from that 
point of view also we will have to 
heavily subsidise if we try to export. 
So, there. is no chance of export. Our 
requirements are also much higher 
than our production. 

SHRI THIRUMALA RAO: Is it 
not a fact that while units like DCM 
are able to produce and sell their 
products to Congress Governments. 
a public sector project is not able to 
sell its stock to Congress Govern-
ments? What is the snag here? Why 
is it that the private sector is able to 
command a better market than our 
own institutions? Will the Minister 
explain why it is so? 

SHRI P. C. SETHI: As far as the 
cost of superphosphate of Hindustan 
Zinc is concerned. we are able to 
produce it cheaper than private sec-
tor parties. It is true that we were 
depending on their supplies to give 
to Madhya Pradesh 25.000 tonnes 
and Rajasthan 10.000 tonnes. We are 
trying in the other States also but they 
could not materialise. Our selling 
price is comparatively much cheaper 
than the selling price of the private 
sector parties. But I would admit 
that the sales organisation of Hindus-
tan Zinc has not yet picked up and 
there is scope for improving the sales 
organisation.
