(a) the progress that has been made
regarding establishment of the Fourth
Steel Plant at Bokaro; and

aid?

The Deputy Minister in the Ministry
of Steel and Heavy Industries (Shri
P. C. Sethi): (a) and (b). The US.
Stee] Techno-Economic Survey team
sent by the U.S. Agency for Inter-
national Development are expected
to submit their report to the U.S.
Agency early in 1963. The actual
decision on financial aid for the Pro-
ject will be taken after the Techno-
Economic Survey team have submit-
ted their report. In the meanwhile
preliminary work is going on at the
site and action is being taken to
acquire the necessary land

Shri S. M. Banerjee: Have Govern-
ment taken adequate steps t> see that
the establishment of this piant does
not suffer because of foreign exchange
difficulties due to this emergercy?

The Minister of Steel and Heavy
Industries (Shri C. Subramaniam):
Once the scheme is approved, I am
sure sufficient aid will be coming
from the US which will take care of
foreign exchange also.
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Shri Indrajit Gupta: Is there any
truth in reports which have appeared
in the papers that the American
experts—I know they have not sub-
mitted their final report—are not in
favour of a very large-size unit at
Bokaro and they would like the

~ maximum capacity to be not more than
" 3 million tons a year?

Shri C. Subramaniam: I would not
like to enter into speculation like
newspapers.
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Shri C. Subramaniam: It is Iikely to
go into production some titne in the
Fourth Plan period. I am sorry I will
not be able to fix the exact time-table
before it is finalised.
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Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad: With refer-
ence to his answers in the past and
also repeated now, do Government
propose to impress upon the US Gov-
ernment, in view of our need for more
steel, the need for establishing pro-
duction in the plant in the Third Plan
period itself?

Shri C. Subramaniam: They are
aware of it and I am sure they will
keep that in mind when taking a
decision.

Shri Morarka: s it a fact that the
leader of this American ‘eam, Mr. Eric
Jacobbson, called on the hon. Minister
and has told him that the findings of
the team are that this project is
feasible and that only ceriain details
remain to be worked out before pro-
ceeding further?

Shri C. Subramaniam: Yes, I had a
series of discussions recently with the
leader of the deieTition. I do not

think at this stage I should disclose
details,

proposing to acquire about 44,000 acres
in the first instance. Perhups a little
more may be necessary. The price
