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administrative units to assist and 
encourage the workers to fOrm them­
selves into housing co-operatives. The 
financial provisions of the Scheme 
have also been liberalised. Coopera­
tive societies of employees can now 
obtain financial assistance upto 90 per 
cent of the approved cost of the 
houses. The remaining 10 per cent can 
be obtained by them as non-refund­
able advances from their Provident 
Fund.

conve1ned by the Central Water & 
Power Commission for the purpose of 
considering the question of develop­
ment of regional power grids.

A statement showinjl 
the main advantages of the schem~ 

is laid on the Table Of the House. 

STATEMENT 

(i) Owing to diversity of load de­
mands, an integrated system requires 
less generating capacity than that 
required by individual systems; 

(ii) An integrated system reqiures 
less standby capacity than two or 
more systems operating independently; 

(ill) Large generating stations inclu­
ding atomic power stations can be 
located at the most economical 
sites in the region as a whole; 

(iv) Thermal stations can be used 
more effectively in conjunction with 
hydro-electric plants; 

(v) Neighbouring systems could 
come to the aid of one another in 
times of emergency; and 

(vi) An integrated system require5 
less capital and can 'be more favoura­
bly financed than two or more inde­
pendent systems.
