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and technologists abroad is maintain-
ed in the National Register of Scienti-
fic and Technical personnel, C.S.LR.
1964. Forty-seven per cent of these
Indians Abroad Section of the Na-
tional Register by the end of August,
1964. Forty-seven percent of these
registrants had reported their return
to India.

(d) The Government has taken
various steps to facilitate employment
and utilisation of Scientists and Tech-
nologists returning from abroad:—

(i) A separate register of scienti-
fic and technical personnel
who are receiving training or
are in employment in foreign
countries is maintained. The
particulars of the registrants
are circulated to a large
number of employers in the
public and private sectors.

(ii) Cases of suitable candidates
in the register are brought to
the notice of the various em-
ploying agencies against their
employment notifications.

(iii) Abstracts of Scientific and
technical job notifications are
printeq is the Technical Man-
power Bulletin and circulated
to the Indian Missions abroad
and to a number of foreign
institutions for information of
our Scientists abroad.

(iv) A Scientists’ Pool for tempo-
rary placement and utilisa-
tion of well qualified person-
nel until they can secure
regular employment in the
country, has been created.

(v) Recently, all approved scien-
tific institutions have been
authorised to create super-
numerary posts to which
temporary appointments can
be made quickly from among
the Scientists working or
studying abroad.

' (a) whether it is a fact that the
Union Government have formulated
a new plan to check infiltration of

The Deputy Minister in the Minis-
try of Home Affairs (Shri L. N.
Mishra): (a) and (b). No new plan as
such hag been formulated. The exist-
ing arrangements for checking of infil-
tration of Pakistani nationals and also
for their detection and eviction are
being strengthened and intensified.
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
