Sbri p, C, Horooab: In spite of 
Assam being 70 years ahead of othcr 
States so far as oil industry is concern-
ed,-the source of naptha that is pro-
duced in Barauni lies somewhere in 
Naharkotiya oil fields in Assam,-may 
! know whv Assam has been excluded 
from the map of p~tro['hemical indus-
tries of the country? 

Shri HUDlayuR Kabir: Assam is not 
70 but 60 years ahead. But in any 
case, the major rea5()n is that till 
now naphiha-based petrcchemic,,; in 
dustries were not tnown throughout 
the world. Only in the last 
ten years they have grown. It 
will depend UPOn th·~ amount of 
naphtha that is available and thc gus 
that will be available. These [lave 
been taken into consideration and the 
two expert committees which have 
examined this question have su;:!gest-
ed tbat only some minor industries 
may be put up in Assam. At Ihe 
present time it would nGt be possible 
to put up any large petrochemical 
comple in Assam. 
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Shri Humayun Kabir: I have al-

ready stated that we have asked the 
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Madhya Pradesh Ck>vernment to 
inform us what quantities of naphtha 
they require and f'Jr what purpose. 
It will pass very nea,. Madhya Pra-
desh, .between Mirz"pu!' and Allaha-
bad.
