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(b) and (c). Penalties totalling
Rs. 1,55,00,00 were imposed on Messrs.
Bird & Co., Messrs. Orissa Minerals
Development Co. Ltd. and Messrs,
Becker Grey & Co. (1930) Ltd. In
addition, personal penalties on the
total amount of Rs. 10,35,000 were
imposed on four individuals.

Against the aforesaid penalties,
appeals have been filed by the parties
concerned to the Central Board of
Excise & Customs. Pending conside-
ration of the appeals, an amount of
Rs. 47,50,000 has been deposited and
for the balance of the penalties
imposed on the companies, acceptable
bonds have been or are being execut=
ed. Against the personal penalties, a
sum of Rs. 15,000 has been deposited.
Steps to recover the balance are
being pursued by the Customs autho-
rities.

In the circumstances, the question
of Government acquiring shares in
Messrs. Bird & Co, or Messrs. F. W.
Heilgers & Co. do not arise.
