The Deputy MInIster 01 bterIIal 
Mairs (8brlmati LabhmI MenOR): 
(a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) The main burden of this pro-
paganda is to show that India took a 
soft line on the question of colonialism 
at the behest of certain Western 
Powers, and has, in consequence, is0-
lated herself from the main trend of 
Afro-Asian thought. The attention of 
the Chinese Government has been 
drawn to the campaign sustained in 
the Chinese Press to misrepresent and 
distort the Prime Minister's statement 
at Belgrade with the mischievous view 
of creating gene<>al prejudice against 
Government of India's policies. To cor_ 
reet the impression created by Chinese 
propaganda, the true version of the 
Prime Minister's statement has been 
widely circulated d.-awing attention. at 
the same time, to the distortions in the 
Chinese version of the statement. 

(c) and (d). The Government of 
India's stand on the question of colo-
nialism is well known. No amount of 
malicious Chinese propaganda will 
mislead people into believing stories 
about a change in Government's poliCy 
in regard to colonialism. 

8hri RacIha Raman: May I know 
whether the Government's attempta at 
counte<>action in respect of certain dis_ 
torted statements and misstatements, 
as the Deputy Minister has just 
pointed out, have created some posl'-
tive results with regard to the pro-
paganda which the Chinese press has 
undertaken? 

8hrimati Lakshmi Menon: It is very 
difficul t to know the reaction of the 
Chinese press, because, as everybody 
knows, there is no freedom of the 
press there, and everything is control-
led by the State. So, we do not know 
exactly what the reactions of the 
Chine5e people are in this matter. 

Shri Shree Narayan Das: What steps 
have been taken by the Indian Em-
bassy in Peking in this respect? 

Shrimati LakshmI Menon: As I said 
in answer to the original question, we 
give the correet version, and then we 
have got our own publications, the 
Indian News and other hand-outs, in 
which we state the truth about these 
things.
