particularly the one at Mettupalayam? 

Shrl Manubhal Shah: I answered 
this question last week here stating 
that as far as possible we try to reopen 
those factories which have good machi-
nery and which have potentiality of 

- producing things at economic rates. 
There have been more than five or six 
Ilass factories closed, but infantile 
mortality in industry cannot be 
altogether ruled out. These are very 
old factories neither fit for reopening, 
nor are they profitable or .",eflcial to 
the country.

The Prime Mlulster and Minister of 
External Affairs (Shri Jawaharlal 
Nehru): (a) Yes. 

(b) to (d). A statement giving the 
required information is laid on the 
Table of Lok Sabha. [See appendix 
III, anneXUre No. 2.1 

Shrl aadha RaIIWI: May I know 
whether any of these countries men· 
tioned in the statement have granted 
any scholarship to the trainees who 
are in those cou':ltries? 

Shrl Jawaharlal Nehru: As the hon. 
Member will see, most of these train· 
ees have gone to Canada. This is in 
terms of the agreement arrived at 
with the Canadian Government for 
what is called the Canada-India re-
actor which is being constructed at 

Trombay. All these people have gone 
there, and I believe the term. are that 
the Canadian Govel":lment pays for 
them, their training etc., and the Gov-
ernment of India pCy. their salaries. 

So far as the others are concerned, 
in the case of three persons who have 
gone to the United States for technical 
training in the constructi<r.l and ope-
ration of research reactors, it is paid 
for by the Technical Co·operatioD 
Administration, not by the Govern-
ment of India. So far as the trainees 
who have gone to Harwell in the U.K. 
are concerned, the Governme<lt of 
India pays for it. , 

Shri Badha RamaD: Ma7 I Imcnr 
whether the Government contem· 
plates to send some persons for 
training in the U.S.S.R. in future, 
and if that Government has offered 
assistance in this matter? 

Shrl Jawaharlal Nehru: When ne· 
cessity arises, we shall certainly send 
people there for training, but these 
are in connection with the reactors we 
are building up, and that is necessa· 
rily associated chiefly with Canada. 
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Shrl c. D. Pande: May kno.r 
whether a sum which is less than 
Rs, 5 crores is not too small for start-
ing any he:J.vy industry? 

Shrl S. N. Mishra: That would 
depend on the nature of the heavy 
industry to be taken up, I have per-
haps indicated that there would be 
provbdon for 8 cement factory in 
U.P. We are just now seriously con .. 
sidering the establishment of the 
aluminium factory and the synthetic 
rubber plant. Th'ey would be in addi-
tion, But the "mount would depend 
upon the nature of the heavy indus-
try to be established, 

The Minister of Indnstry (Shri 
Manubhal Shah): With your permis-
sion, may I add that the synthetic 
rubber plant is going to cost about 
Rs. 23 crores, and the aluminium fac~ 
tory w::l cost about Rs. 13 crores? 
The sites have more or less been 
finalised, The project reports are 
ready, And we hope to implement 
them perhaps within the Second Five 
Year Plan, 

Shrl Blshwlll1llith Roy: May I kno.r 
when the work in the direction of the 
establishment of these two factories 
mentioned just now will start? 

Shrl S. N. Mishr&.: As I have said, 
we are considering now the prelimi-
nary results of the investigations in 
regard to these two factories, and as 
to when the work will actually begin, 
we cannot say just now.

·41Z. Shrl Muhammed Elias: Will 
the Minister of Commerce and Indus-
1ry be pleased to state: 

(a) how many licences have been 
given to firms for the manufacture 
-of auto· bicycles in India during 
1956-57; 

(b) where the factories are to be 
located; 

(c) whether any licence has been 
cancelled during 1956-57 in West 
.Bengal; and 

(d) if so, the reasons therefor 1 

The Minister of Industry (Shri 
Manubhal Shah): (a) to (d). Nil, do 
not arisc. 

However, there is one factory which 
was licensed in 1955, which produced 
2,069 auto-cycles in 1956-57. 

Shrl Gajendra Prasad Sinha: May 
I know why the prices are going up? 

Shri Manubhal Shah: Firstly, tac-
tually, it is not quite correct. The 
prices are varying between Rs. 1600 
and Rs. 1800 for the Indian-ma"e 
Scooter and Rs. 800 for the autocycle; 
they were never lower than this. But 
the effort of Government is to broad-
base the production, so that cost will 
go dow" gradually. 

Shri Gajendra Prasad Sinha: May 
I know what components of these 
auto·cycles are manufactured in this 
country? Is there any proposal to 
manufacture the machinery as well? 

Shri Manubhal Sbah: The whole 
thing is a combination of various 
machines and parts. 22 per cent. indi-
genous component production has al-
ready been achieved, and we want to 
achieve one hundred per cent. in the 
next three years. 

Shrl Gajendra Prasad Sinha: What 
about thE' engines? 

Shrl Manubhal Shah: One hundred 
per cent. includes the engine of the 
auto-cycle as well as the built-in 
frame. 

ShrlmaU Tarkeshwarl Sinha: May I 
know the names of the foreign manu-
facturing companies which are parti-
cipating in this manufacturing pro-
gramme, and what percentage of capi-
tal they have invested? 

Shrl Manubbal Shah: The Lambret-
tas have no capital as such, but only 
a royalty etc. agreement. But in the 
Enflelds, there was going to be a 
participation to the tune of 49 per 
cent. by the foreign firm but now they 
have only a technical collaboration 
based on royalty etc. In the case of
