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(ix) Regarding equitable supply of subsidized fertilizers in Odisha

SHRI SURESH PUJARI (BARGARH): The Department of Fertilizers,
Government of India is ensuring allocation of all subsidized fertilizers like DAP,
Urea; MOP, etc. for Odisha as per the requirement of the State. But the alleged
nexus of the management of manufacturers, state government officials, and
private Wholesalers are creating alleged artificial shortage of fertilizers and
forcing the farmers to buy them at a much higher price than the subsidized prices.
The well-planned distribution system for fertilizers prescribed by Govt. of India is
being allegedly vitiated by the above nexus at the state level in Odisha in the
following manner: The Government of India is allocating fertilizers to Odisha to be
supplied by various manufacturers and suppliers like PPL, IPL, IFFCO, KFL,
NFCL NFL, RCF, MFCL, and CIL. The state government is instructing the
Suppliers to supply the same to various districts as per requirement through both
state-owned agencies like OSCMF, & amp; OAIC and limited private wholesalers.
Most of the private manufacturers and suppliers like PPL, IPL MFCL, etc. are
supplying most of their quota through limited numbers of private wholesalers in
various districts. Again almost all the suppliers are engaging the same
wholesalers in the district avoiding other available private wholesalers and
government and co-operative agencies as a result of which, it is leading to a
complete monopoly of some specific private wholesalers in every district to
control the supply of fertilizers to various blocks. They are supplying it to those
block level wholesalers who are allegedly paying more price and those who are

ready to purchase a maximum quantity of other nonsubsidized pesticides and bio-
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fertilizers from the company. The block level wholesaler, in turn, auction it to local
retailers at a much higher price with tagging of nonsubsidized products. As such,
the farmers are being forced to purchase subsidized fertilizers at such a high
price that they are not getting the full benefits of the subsidy provided by
Government of India. Therefore, | request the hon’ble Minister of Chemicals and
Fertilizers to conduct an inquiry into the artificial scarcity created and alleged
black marketing of fertilizers in Odisha and instruct the state government and all
the fertilizer suppliers to ensure an equitable supply of all subsidized fertilizers to
all the state-owned agencies, particularly the primary cooperative societies of the

state and all private wholesalers.

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(xii) Regarding creation of buffer zone around forest boundary

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): | would like to draw the attention of the
Government towards an important matter that involves the lives of lakhs of people
who are living near the forest in my constituency Idukki. The latest Supreme
Court’s verdict on making 1 km as buffer zone after forest boundary will largely
affect the people in Kerala. Originally, this verdict was based on an ecological
issue raised by the state of Tamil Nadu. However, the Court made the verdict for
the entire country without even consulting the other States. The ecological factors
and the way to protect them varies from state to state. Hence, It is not scientific to
apply the same standard of protection of ecology across the states. This verdict
has had huge negative impacts for the state of Kerala, which is thickly populated
and where lakhs of people reside very close to national parks and wildlife
sanctuaries. The state has 24 national parks and wildlife sanctuaries wherein
almost 30 per cent comes under forest areas. Hence, the Government should
intervene immediately and take necessary initiatives relating to verdict of Hon’ble
Supreme Court declaring 1 km Buffer Zone. It is also imperative to have a
comprehensive legislation to settle the matter if necessary. The environment must
be protected but not at the cost of human lives. Hence, | urge upon the
Government to intervene immediately and make sure that the issue is resolved in

people’s interest at the earliest.
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(xiii) Regarding upgradation of ESIC Ezhukone to a Super Speciality
Medical College

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): The ESIC Hospital at
Ezhukone, Kollam district of Kerala is an important health care delivery institution
that serves the common man including the labourers effectively and with

dedication.

However, the expansion of its present treatment portfolio by means of
establishing a full-fledged Ayurveda treatment and Ayush hospital is imperative
as there is sufficient infrastructure and ample scope of such expansion and

incorporation of Ayurveda treatment for the benefit of the common man.

Apart from this, | would request that the ESIC should be upgraded with
round the clock speciality emergency, provision of super speciality IP, modern
blood bank, pharmacy, state of the art ambulance, neo-natal ICU, expansion of
existing medical block, and eventual upgradation of ESIC Ezhukone to a super

speciality medical College.
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(xiv) Need to lift travel ban to Yemen

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to raise a matter
regarding travel ban to Yemen. Yemen has been at war since the Houthis took
control of Sanaa in 2014. All Indian nationals were strongly advised by the Indian
authorities to avoid travelling to Yemen under any circumstances, as the security
situation in Yemen was fragile with armed hostilities continuing in parts of the
country. But a truce was signed between warring parties on April 2, 2022. The
truce between the Yemeni government and the country’s Houthi rebels was

extended for two months on August 2, 2022.

As part of the truce deal that went into effect on April 2, the parties to the
conflict had agreed to halt all military operations inside Yemen and across its
borders, operate two commercial flights a week from Houthi-controlled Sanaa to
Jordan and Egypt. Another major success of the truce was the resumption of

commercial flights from Sanaa Airport on April 16, the first in six years.

Around 3000 Indians are registered with the embassy. Most of the Indians
living in Yemen comprise hospital staff, professionals, academicians, engineers,
etc. The Indian expatriates are facing severe inconvenience due to the travel ban
to Yemen. In the light of the truce, | request the Hon’ble Minister of External

Affairs to intervene in the matter to lift the travel ban to Yemen.
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(xv) Regarding admission of Ukraine-returnee medical students in medical
colleges in Tamil Nadu

DR. PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): | want to draw the attention
of the Government towards a very important issue regarding the future of medical

students from Tamil Nadu, who had returned from war-torn Ukraine.

Around 2000 students who had gone to pursue higher education

(engineering & medical) had returned to Tamil Nadu in March 2022.

Our Hon’ble CM has taken necessary steps to accommodate engineering
students in Tamil Nadu Engineering Colleges. But the future of medical students
is bleak. Concerned over their future, Hon’ble CM has written to the Prime
Minister to take necessary steps to secure the future of medical students. It is
already been 6months, since they have arrived and they are mentally depressed.
Recently Centre has told Lok Sabha that there was no permission from the
National Medical Commission (NMC) to accommodate the medical students. This
reply of Union Government shows that they are not concerned about the medical
students’ future. Tamil Nadu Government led by our CM is deeply concerned

about the education of our medical students.

Hence, | once again urge the Union Government to instruct NMC to grant
permission to accommodate the students in medical colleges in Tamil Nadu, so

they can continue their education.
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(xvi) Regarding merger of schools under the New Education Policy

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): | would like to draw
the kind attention of the Government towards the New Education Policy
proposing to merge the primary and upper primary schools with the nearby high
schools in the radius of 3 km. These guidelines are creating some
implementation problems in the country.

For example, as per the guidelines, AP Government has mapped nearly
5919 schools for this merger. Due to increasing distance of the school due to this
merger of schools, parents are finding problems in admitting their children in far
away schools. Nearly, 11 lakhs students refrained from taking admissions
because of irrational merger of schools.

There is an apprehension that the merger decision will certainly increase
the dropout rate of the students, particularly from SC, ST, BC, Minority
Communities and girl students from rural areas.

Following these guidelines, the Government of Andhra Pradesh is trying to
reduce the number of schools and teachers in schools and is also doing away
with the Telugu Medium from Class-1 to Class-VIII.

The AP High Court prima facie found fault with the rationale of merging
schools. It observed that the GO NO. 117 issued by the state government is in
violation of the provisions of the Right to Education Act (RTE Act).

Keeping in view of all the above, | urge upon the GOI to intervene in the
matter of implementation of NEP without creating any problems to the students in

the name of merger of schools that will increase the dropout ratio.
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(xvii) Need to provide tourist facilities at Tiger Point, Lonavala in Maval
Parliamentary Constituency, Maharashtra

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(xx) Regarding caste-based census and filling up of vacant posts

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): As | have stated in
the past, | reiterate my demand that the Government should conduct a caste
based census in India. At present India’s population is around 138 crores, but
subsequent Governments have used the 1931 data when the population was just
around 27 crores. This flawed data has resulted in obsolete policies which unfairly
deny the opportunity for many who deserve a fair chance. Additionally, | demand
the creation of a separate Ministry for the welfare of development of Backward
Classes. This will ensure concerted and efficient efforts towards the welfare and
development of the OBC community. As on 1st January 2021, 9 major
ministries/departments of the Union Government had more than 19,000
vacancies against the OBC reserved seats. Similarly, the number was around
17000 for SCs and 13000 for STs. Sadly, the objective of reservation is nullified
by the non-filling of these vacancies. Thus, the Government must formulate an

action plan to fill these vacancies at the earliest in an efficient manner.
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(xxi) Regarding development of Braille and Sign language and GST on
Cochlear implant devices

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Government should take
emergent steps to develop the Braille language for the use of blind persons in the
country. Similarly, sign language development is also required. We have to think

that there are 63 Million deaf and dumb persons and over 18 Million blind people.

When the country thinks of an Inclusive growth, then these people deserve

top most consideration.

It is also to be noted that the kids who underwent Cochlear implantation
surgery now find it difficult to get devices required for the maintenance of the
system. It is sad to say that GST at the rate of 18 % is levied on these devices

which may be waived off on humanitarian consideration.
