(b) whether only 29 thousand tgnnes of foodgrains were supplied to Bihar upto the
11th June, 1967 as stated by the Food Minister of Bihar in his statement made in the
Bihar Legislative Assembly on the 13th June, 1967 while one lakh tonnes of foodgrains
were to be supplied to them by the said date;

(c) whether there is a likelihood of the breakdown of the rationing system in Bihar
and rise in the foodgrain prices as result of the short supply; and

(d) if so, the reasons for not supplying the full quota to the Bihar Government and
the arrangements being made in this behalf ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
and Cooperation(Shri Anna Sabib Shinde) : (a) Yes. Sir. The original allotment to
Bihar for June was 2-25 lakh tonnes of foodgrains (wheat and milo).

(b) Including movement from ports and supplies from depots the despatches upto
10-6-67, were 36400 tonnes. The movement to Bihar during this period was slow. Thbis
was mainly due to poor arrival and availablity in other ports and stocks from Calcutta
port being supplied to West Bengal and Assam.

(c) Thedistribution in Bihar will continue under strian as the supplies reaching
Bihar will not be quite satisfactory. Itis, however, expected that there will be no break-
down as such.

(d) Actual supplies depend on actul availablities which have been severely restric-
ted by the recent closure of the Suez Canal. All efforts are being isade to despatch
maximum quantities of foodgrains to Bihar consistent with the availablity and the minimal
needs of other areas. '

Besides, with the existing
varieties, a programme of Soyabean cultivation along with maize is proposed to be taken
up in Himachal Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh to cover an area of 1500 acres. In addition
to this, 12 tonnes of Soyabean seed -of improved varieties is being imported from U.S.A.
for seed production over an area of about 500 acres by the Uttar Pradesh Agricultural
University, Pant nagar, during the coming Kharif season.

The N.linister of State in The Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
and FOOPEl‘atlo‘n (Shri Annasahib Shinde ): (a)and (b): Relief operations includiig
starting of relief works to provide employmeat and purchasing power to the popula-
tion affected by scarcity are undertaken by the State Governments. The Central Gov-
erpment gives assistance to the State Governments in respect of the expenditure on
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relief operations according to a prescribed pattern of assistance, The state Governments
are free to set up any number of relief works they consider necessary in any scarcity-
affected part of the State . Relief works were started in Azamgarh District to relieve
the distress caused by the last year’s drought but the projects had to be abandoned
as labourers in sufficient numbers were not forthcoming to these works.

Other relief operations have, however been carried on inthe district. The State
Government have allotted to the district Rs. 20,000 for gratuitous relief, Rs. 50,000 for
taccavi and Rs. 3,500 for miscellaneous relief expenditure. The state Govt. have also allot
ted to the district the following foodstuffs for distribution:--

Wheat 175 toones
Milkpowder 48 tonnes
Biscuits 2 tonnes

Foodgrains Consumed by Rats

3759. Shri Ramajvtar Shastri :
Shri K. M. Madhukar :

Will the Minister of Food and Agriculture be pleased to state :

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
and Cooperation { Shri Anna Sahib Shinde ) : (a) and (b) Foodgrains are damaged by rats
in the field as well as in stores. The precise figures of damage caused by rats are not
available, but the overal] losses due to rats are estimated at 2:4%0f the agricultural produce.
With the increasing coverage under rat control, the losses are gradually being reduced.

(c) (i) The Government of India as well as the State Governments are fully aware
of problem of damage caused to foodgrains etc. by rats. The State Departments of Agri-
culture have set up plant protection organisations and seasonal campaigns to eradicate rats
aie organised regularly. The Government of India gave a grant of Rs. 12.9 lakhs during
1966-67 to the State Governments for free distribution of rodenticides. It is proposed to
grant Rs. 40 lakhs for free distribution of rodenticides during 1967-68 for an estimated
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coversge of 20 million actés. The strategy for organising anti-rat campaigns has also ‘
been worked out and circulated to the States,

(ii) State Governments have been advised to ensure future construction of godowns
being rodent proof in the private sector, i

(iii) Cheap an effective methods for control of rodents have been developed and
these are being popularised.

(iv)  Under the respective orders, the Roller Flour Mills, Licensed Dealers in food- -
grains and Rice Mills, have to adopt rodent control measures.

(v) Training aod demonstration facilities are being expanded with the help of the
United Nations Special Development Fund,
Results Achieved :

1. Storage of foodgrains in rodent-proof warehouses has minimised the losses to a
negligible figure.

2. The pesticides required for rodent control are being produced in the country
“and their production is being increased to meet the rising demand.

3, Following areas were covered by anti-rat campaigns in the country during the
last three years :

1964-65 62.71 lakh ~  acres
1965-66 62.51 lakh acres
1966-67 83.00 lakh acres

" The programe is being further intensified in order to reduce losses due to rats.

Shri Gajraj Singh Rao (Mahendragarh) : Our country faces danger from two
neighbouring countries. We should always be fully prepared to meet any threat whatso-
ever. Antinational elements exist within the country and we have to be on the guard so
far as these elements are concerned. Government should keep aclose watch on their

activities.

The security force which is at present under the Ministry of Home Affairs should
be left to the care of the Ministry of Defence erpecially in the arecas which are open to
aggression. Retired army personnel should be given preference for appcintment in the

security forces,

We should not make any cut in our defence budget. 1If we require additional funds
for other purposes, other sources should b2 tapped. Some railway bogeys should be
reserved for army personnel, As at present, they have to spend some days on the railway
stations. Those days of their leave go waste.

Government should take special care of the families of the army personnel. This
step will help raise their morale further.

Some emergency commissioned officers are being retrenched. These officers have
served this country at a time when it was exposed to a grave danger. Government should
take it upon themselves to absorb them in civil employment, The morale of our soldiers
is very high. But steps should also be taken to strengthen our civil defence which is most

essential.

Shri Arjun Singh Bhadoria (Etawah) : The amount ear marked for defence should
be spent in full. The amount allocated for ordnance factories has not been fully utilised.

out any delay. In 1963 engines worth 465 lakhs of rupees were purchased and they
remained idle for 2-3 years for want of a spare parts costing only 4! paise which could not

be procured. Government have already made payments of Rs. 3 rores for the procure-
ment of 1200 road rollers for the army but stil: they have not been pr cured. Therefore
the question before us is not for an increase in de ence allocation b it its fuller utllisation.
Some equipments for the navy were idented in 1952-53 and they could not be procured
before 1957. This clearly shows that there is something wrong some where. The foreign
and defence policies are closely interrelated, Our foreign policy has so far been under the
influence of some foreign countries. As a result of th:s we have not been able to make
ou:’_ defence forces fully upto-date and strong. We should adopt an independent foreign
policy.

Some 6,000 emergency commissioned officers are being retrenched. They have
helped the country at a critical time. We should not do any such thing which will have
an adverse effect on the morale of our armed forces. What are the reasons which have
compelled the Government to retrench these persons, Such a step may result in wide-
spread dis-contentment and rebellion which will not only affect the armed forces but the

independence and security of our country as well.

I want to bring one more thing to the notice of the Guvernment. The General
Officer commanding in Gaza General Rikhey has informed Dr, Lohia that the Indian
Soldier gets Rs. 3/- per day while Italian or Swedish Soldier gets Rs. 60/~ per day, On
this issue General Rikey was taken to task. But on the other hand our Prime Minister
has called some Army Officers and asked their readiness in regard to a situation if Parlia-

ment disolved.

Shrl George Fernandes (Bombay-South) : The five basic reasons of discontentment
amongst the labourers pertain to recognition of the unions, bonafide attempt for recon-
ciliation, voluntary arbitration where talks fail, honest implementation of awards and
the fundamental right of lJabourers to resort to strike. May I know whether Govern-
ment have undertaken any steps to have a conceret policy with regard to any of these
items. The Government should assure the recognition of labour unions in accordance
with International Labour Organisation conventions.

India is a member of International Labour Organisation, yet L. L. O. convention 87
and 98 have not been adopted. I would like to know whether Government will announce
a definiate policy in that connection.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi-Sadar) : It often happens that the industrialists do
not implement the awards. They take matter to High Court and Supreme Court. The
Government should give statistics regarding the number of ghraos due to non-implementa-
tion of indystrial awards and tbe number of gheraos of flimsy grounds.

The concilliation machinery is very costly and the matters are also prolonged, but
1 am not in favour of gheraos as a labour problems. The Government should find out

a way to implement the awards soon.

The Wage Board for textile industry was constituted five years ago but its report
has not so far been received. An interim report should be given. I would like to know

the reasons for delay in this connection.
