The true significance of the Ujjwala Scheme lies not just in the eight

crore connections which have been provided, nor does it lie just in the
hon. Finance Minister’s statement in her Budget speech that there is an
intention to provide one more crore gas connections. But the real
significance lies in the fact that our sisters and mothers, who had been
reliant on traditional modes of cooking fuels which are injurious to
health, had been able to convert and utilise this. Then, during the
pandemic period, three more cylinders had been given to beneficiaries.

An average household normally uses six to seven cylinders a year.

Our effort 1s to incentivise and to encourage our sisters and mothers to
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shift to a clean cooking medium. This 1s a work in process and this

process will continue.

So, I would like to inform the hon. Member that today we have
29.11 crore gas connections in the country, which is a significant increase
since 2014. I would also like to inform the hon. Member that from 2014,
there has been an 80 per cent increase in the number of LPG
distributorship; there has been a five per cent increase in bottling plant;
and there has been a 60 per cent increase in bottling capacity. The number
of terminals importing gas has gone up from 11 to 14. The import
capacity has gone up from 12. 02 million metric tonnes per annum to

16.80 million metric tonnes per annum, which is a 40 per cent increase.

Sir, the length of the LPG pipeline has gone up by 77 per cent and
the pipeline capacity has gone up by 143 per cent. ... (Interruptions) The
total LPG consumption today, has again, gone up by 57 per cent. ...
(Interruptions). I am a newly appointed Minister. These are far-sighted
visionary policies which were initiated by the hon. Prime Minister and I
am very fortunate that I had a very distinguished and experienced
colleague who 1is sitting right in front of me who implemented these
policies ...
