*SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR): 1 thank you sir,
for giving me the opportunity to speak on the “Constitution (Scheduled
Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2021

Sir, Hon. Baba Saheb Ambedkar ji had framed the Constitution of

India and every citizen had been provided equal rights, whether it was
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the matter of castes or religious. However, with the passage of time,
Dalits continued to suffer. Global Index says that out of 160 countries,

4th place as far as giving rights to the citizens is concerned.

we are at 9
The poor Dalit people have found themselves at the receiving end.
These people do jobs like Safai Karamcharis, daily wage labourers and
manual scavenging work. They have to carry night soil manually. They
have to enter severs for cleaning these. We have failed to provide

technology to come to their rescue.

Social injustice and corruption against Dalits are rampant.
Governments have failed to discharge their duties towards these sections
on time. Whether it is ‘Honour Killing’ or mob — lynching, Dalits are
the targets. They have been stigmatized and oppressed. The capitalists
and powerful castes conspire against them and subdue them. 16.2% SCs

and 8.2% STs are present in the total population.

Sir, the Education System of Dalits is in shambles. 91% children of
this section of society do get admitted in nursery schools but by 10+2
stage, over 70% of these children drop-out of schools. So, education
must be ensured for children of Dalit community. It they study, they

will get jobs and come out of the rut of poverty.

Scholaships for SCs have been started by Captain Amarinder Singh,
CM of Punjab. The Central Government Scheme was there under Shri
Manmohan Singh of UPA Government. 90% money was provided by
centre and 10% share was borne by the State Government. Modi ji’s
Government changed the norms to 60% share of Central Government
and 40% share of State Government. Chairman Sir, states do not have so
much resources. So, the scholarship scheme of centre fails for lack of

money.
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The eligibility of scholarship scheme was also been changed to Rs.
2 lakhs. Punjab Government has fixed Rs. 4 lakh as eligibility norm.
The Central Government should follow suit.

In 1974, late Smt. Indira Gandhi had started Indira Awas Yojna as
the Dalits did not have a roof under the sky. They had no land and no
houses to live in. This Government has allowed them to get houses but
they do not have ownership rights to these houses. Their lands and
houses are purchased by rich and powerful sections of society. They are
forcible kicked out of their lands and houses. Their rights are thus,

snatched away.

This bill has been brought by the Union Government for deriving
political gains keeping in view the Tamil Nadu elections. The genuine
and just needs of these deprived and marginalized sections of society
must be met. Sir, maximum crimes are committed against Dalit Children
and Dalit Women. 20% crimes are perpetrated against women in India
but in the case of Dalit women, this ratio 1s 35%. Maximum crimes are
being committed against Dalits in U.P. and M.P. is not far behind in this
matter. In Hathras, a Dalit lady was abused and killed and she was
cremated in a hush-hush way without even allowing the presence of her
parents. No one was arrested. Rahul Gandhi ji and Priyanka Gandhi ji
went to the place and demanded justice for this hapless girl. Elsewhere

too, such incidents have taken place. ...(Interruption)

Wherever, it happens, it is bad. In Gujarat too, such incidents have

taken place. It is the land of our Prime Minister .... (Interruption)
When your turn comes, do speak.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please sit down.
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SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA : I know, you survive only anti-

Sir, Article 14 says :

Article 14 of India’s Constitution ensures equality by providing that
the State shall not deny to any person equality before the law or equal

protection of law within the territory of India.

Article 15(1) says that State shall not discriminate against any
citizen on ground only of religion, race, caste, sex, place of birth or any
of them.

Article 53 says that the state is free to make any special provision

for women and children.

Hon. Chairman Sir, the judicial system is very slow. Cases in
courts are pending and justice is provided to a miniscule minority.
Supreme Court has asked for fast track courts to be set up. We all know

that reality is different.

Central Government had promised that fast-track courts will be
set-up but nothing has been done till now. Crimes against Dalits should
be registered in separate police stations. 1,26,229 crores has been
earmarked for this section by Hon. Minister Shri Thawar Chand Gehlot.
We provide them money. But, education, health and good working

environment should be provided to them.

Dalits are doing manual scavenging work which is stigmatized. So,
technology must be developed so that machines do such degrading
work. We talk about 5 trillion economy but what about these deprived

sections of society?

SUSHRI SUNITA DUGGAL (SIRSA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I thank
you for bestowing on me the opportunity to speak on the Bill amending
the Constitution (Scheduled Caste) Order 1950 to modify the list of
Scheduled Castes in the State of Tamil Nadu. According to this, seven
sub-castes that are to be encompassed, such as Pallan, Pannadi,
Kudumban, Vathiriyan, Kadaiyan, Kalladi, and Devendrakulathan, are to
be now called as Devendrakula Velalar. The Devendrakula Velalar
people traditionally belong to the agricultural community. These people

are part of very ancient agricultural Tamil title ‘Velalar’.

Records also convey that they comprised a powerful cultivator and
warrior clan. Literature records the mainstay of the Devendrakula
Velalar as Erum Porum”. ‘Erum’ means plough and ‘Porum’ means war.
So, these exemplary set of people created and ploughed the Tamil
Marudham land of the Tamil Moovendar kings- Chera, Chola and
Pandyan emperors. They are referred to in the ancient Tamil Sangam
literatures as Mallars, in epigraphical and ancient cooper plate records as

Kudumbar and Devendrar, and socially as Pallar or Pallan currently.

Writers and researchers like Deva Aseervadham, Gurusamy have
written about their true links with the legendary Moovendhar the three
great leaders, with irrefutable proof. There is a mention in the 2000-
year-old Kerala Edakkal inscriptions, Sivagangai, Poolankuruchi
inscriptions. Also, the inscription was proudly mentioned by our hon.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji while laying the foundation stone of

the new Parliament building during December, 2020. This Kudumbu
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title has been continuously inscribed even in the Devendrakula Vellalar’s
Thiruchendur Lord Murugan temple both in the ornaments and in the

temple pillars.

The Devendrakula Vellalar have been receiving the Parivattam:
first respect from the temple priest which involves tying a turban around
the head amd temple car festival respects from ancient times in the most
important temples of Tamil Nadu like Madurai Meenakshi Temple,
Palani Murugan temple , Kovai Perur Patteeswarer temple and almost

400 other temples in Tamil Nadu.

There is a proverb Tamil: “Devendra kulathaan vadam pidithaal
ther odum” which means only by the touch of the Devendra can all the
temples’ cars move. True to that, the Devendrakula Velalar still initiate

all temple car pulling events till date.

Department on 12.01.1924 to the effect of nominating Thiru P.M.
Kandasamy Moopanar to the Madras Legislative Council as
representing the backward community of Devendra Tirukula Pallars
which proves that they were a part of the Backward Classes in 1924 AD.
With such rich history, culture and lineage, it was a mistake of
monumental proportions on the part of the then rulers in the year 1927 to
have mistakenly recommended to the British Council to include the
Devendrakula Velalar in the list of Scheduled Castes.

At that time,
only taxpayers, land owners and educated people were allowed to vote.

This community owned
lands and even voted during the British Raj. “We should have never
been included into SC category”, said M. Thangaraj, the President of

Devendera Charitable Trust.

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KUMARI GODDETI MADHAVI (ARAKU): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson, Sir.

On behalf of YSRCP, I rise to support this Bill. The Constitution
(Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2021 seeks to amend the
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order, 1950.

The Bill, as we know, replaces the entry for the Devendrakulathan
community with the Devendrakula Velalar community, which includes
communities like Devendrakulathan, Kalladi, Kudumban, Pallan,
Pannadi, and Vathiriyan. Currently, these are separately listed within the
Act. Further, the Bill also creates the distinction for the Kadaiyan

community based on the residence.

Today, as we talk about reservations for the Scheduled Castes, we
must remind ourselves to the famous saying of Dr. Ambedkar, which is,
‘So long as we do not achieve social liberty, whatever freedom is
provided by the law is of no avail to us.” Thus, through reservations
under Article 15 and Article 16, the Constitution has given a great

respite to the deprived people and undo such injustices of history.

Talking of the Bill at hand, it addresses the long-standing demand
of seven sub-sects constituting about 17.07 per cent of the total
Scheduled Castes population in the State of Tamil Nadu. The
committees are set-up by the State Government under the Chairmanship
of Prof. S. Sumathi and under Shri Hansraj Verma respectively had also
favoured 1t. Moreover, the demand for the same had been raised with the
hon. Prime Minister on several occasions since 2015, for which we must

applaud the Government to have acted upon.
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In the light of this, I must also take this opportunity to highlight
that the schemes and policy measures of the State Government of
Andhra Pradesh, like YSR Pension Kanuka, YSR Aasara, Amma Vodi,
Jagananna Vidya Deevena and various such other schemes, have ensured
continued support to the people belonging to the Scheduled Castes. Even
recently, the hon. Chief Minister has released the State’s New Industrial
Policy (2020-23) with an aim to provide an additional push to the
aspiring entrepreneurs, especially among underprivileged communities,
particularly the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

The Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Government in Andhra Pradesh has
unveiled a development initiative for the benefit of SC and ST
entrepreneurs, providing higher reimbursement in power charges and

investment subsidy.

A 25-paise increase in reimbursement of power charges per unit, a
10 per cent rise in investment subsidy and enhancement of nine per cent
in interest subsidy for micro, small and medium enterprises are the

notable features in the separate policy for SCs and STs.

Under Badugu Vikasam, SC and ST entrepreneurs setting up
manufacturing units will get an investment subsidy of 45 per cent, with a

cap of one crore rupees.

For service sector and transport related units, the subsidy amount

has been capped at Rs. 75 lakh, according to the policy document.

The interest subsidy for MSMEs that was fixed at three per cent in
the industry policy has been enhanced by nine per cent under Badugu

Vikasam.
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Similarly, power cost reimbursement has increased to Rs. 1.50 per

unit.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, apart from that, 25 per cent seed capital
assistance will be provided for machinery for first generation

entrepreneurs establishing micro units.

In the industrial parks in Andhra Pradesh, 16.2 per cent of plots

would be reserved for SCs and six per cent for STs.

The SC and ST entrepreneurs need to pay only 25 per cent of the
land cost upfront and the balance payment could be done over eight

years, with 8 per cent interest, after the start of commercial production.

A dedicated SC and ST Entrepreneur Facilitation Cell will be set up
in all district industries centres for handholding support and
entrepreneurship development programmes will be taken up to provide

necessary capabilities and skills.

The Government will take up capacity building, skill development
training programmes, sectoral studies for future ready investible
opportunities and identification of various marketing opportunities in the

respective sectors for the SC and ST entrepreneurs.

As a result of all such stringent efforts taken on the part of the State
Government, | feel happy to inform the house that since the formation of
our Government in the State, there has been an 11 per cent reduction in
the number of cases registered under Section 302 in the State with
respect to the SC, along with about 17 per cent reduction under Section
376 and 46 per cent reduction under Sections 435 and 436 of the IPC.
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Sir, our hon. Chief Minister is giving more importance to SCs and
STs.

With this, I conclude by expressing our Party’s support for the Bill.
Thank you for giving me this opportunity.

SHRI RAMULU POTHUGANTI (NAGARKURNOOL): Thank you
very much, hon. Chairperson, Sir, for giving me an opportunity to

participate in the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment)
Bill, 2021.

At the very outset, I express my sincere thanks to the Union
Government for bringing this Amendment Bill. In this context, I would
like to confine my speech pertaining to the issues of Scheduled Castes in

the State of Telangana.

Sir, I would like to bring to the notice of this august House that
there has been a long-pending demand for sub-categorisation of
Scheduled Cates into A,B,C,D groups in both the States of Telangana
and Andhra Pradesh to render equal social justice to all Scheduled
Castes in these States as only some sections of the Scheduled Castes

immediately benefited.

[ wish to draw the following facts before this august House. In
1998, the Commissioner of India for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
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Tribes himself stated that the undivided State of Andhra Pradesh is not
equally accessible to benefits of reservations. The Mala and Adi Andhra
group of Scheduled Castes are cornering jobs and seats in educational

institutions disproportionate to their population.

Medigas, Rellis and Mehtar group of Scheduled Castes are
subjected to social injustice in reserved field of education and
employment. The Medigas, Rellis and Mehtars of erstwhile Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana had demanded for sub-categorisation of

Scheduled Castes into A,B,C,D groups for equal justice.

Conceding the demand of Medigas, Rellis and Mehtar, the
erstwhile Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly passed a unanimous
resolution thrice supporting the sub-categorisation. In reverence to the
popular support, the then Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly passed
an Act known as Andhra Pradesh Scheduled Castes (Rationalisation)
Reservations Act in April, 2000 categorizing 59 Scheduled Castes into
A, B, C, D groups allotting 7 per cent, 6 per cent, 1 per cent to A, B, C

and D groups respectively.

The categorization policy was implemented for four years from
2000 to 2004, distributing reservation benefits equally and in proportion
to the population of each Scheduled Caste group in erstwhile Andhra
Pradesh. But the Supreme Court of India struck down the Act stating
that the categorization of Scheduled Castes into groups is beyond the
sphere of State authority which implies that it is within the sphere of the

authority of Parliament.

Consequently, the then Union Government appointed a National
Commission of Inquiry with hon. Justice (Retd.) Usha Mehra as its

Chairperson to examine the issue of sub-categorization of Scheduled
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Castes. The Commission received representations from various groups
within the Scheduled Castes in Andhra Pradesh and Telangana and
collected elaborate statistics after visiting various districts in the State.
Based on sufficient data, Justice Usha Mehra Commission of Inquiry felt
that there is an urgent need for sub-categorization of the Scheduled
Castes to provide equal and proportional justice to all sub-castes listed in
the Scheduled Castes.

The report of the Justice Usha Mehra Commission for sub-
categorization of the Scheduled Castes into A, B, C, D groups had been
forwarded to the Union Cabinet by the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment which is pending for clearance from the Union Cabinet.
The Usha Mehra Commission Report, inter-alia, recommended for

categorization of the Scheduled Castes into A, B, C, D groups.

After formation of the Telangana State, a Resolution was also

unanimously passed on 29t November, 2014. All political parties,
cutting across party lines, supported the sub-categorization of the
Scheduled Castes into A, B, C, D groups and the same has been sent to
the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment and also to the Union
Government for considering the same by bringing a suitable

Amendment Bill in the Parliament.

For generations, the entire Madiga community and its associated
most downtrodden minor sub-castes of the Scheduled Castes shall ever
remember your goodself’s kind gesture for rendering justice to them.
Classification of the Scheduled Castes in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh
into A, B, C, D groups would enable a large section of population of the

Scheduled Castes to get their due share of reservations based on their
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degree of socio-cultural history, literacy, backwardness and their

proportionate population.

I, would, therefore, earnestly request the hon. Prime Minister and
also the Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment to bring the
required Constitution (Amendment) Bill for categorization of the
Scheduled Castes into A, B, C, D groups in this Budget Session and
provide equal justice to all the Scheduled Castes in the States of
Telangana and Andhra Pradesh.

Sir, the Amendment Bill for sub-categorisation of Scheduled Castes
into A,B,C and D groups will render the equal opportunities in terms of
education and employment to a larger extent and would remove

imbalances.

I would, therefore, request the Union Government to bring a
Constitution Amendment Bill for sub-categorisation of Scheduled
Castes into A, B, C and D groups in the State of Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh in this Budget Session itself.

Sir, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri K. Chandrasekhar Rao also wrote
a letter to the hon. Prime Minister, which I would like to quote here. He

said:

“Dear Shri Narendra Modi-ji,

You are kindly aware of the longstanding demand for
sub-categorisation of the Scheduled Castes. The rationale for
this demand is to ensure that the benefits of the reservation

are distributed in an equitable manner among different groups
of the Scheduled Castes.
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Immediately after the formation of Telangana, the State
Legislative Assembly passed a Resolution in June, 2014
requesting the Government of India to take steps to complete

the process of sub-categorisation of the Scheduled Castes.

As the Government of India had not taken any decision
on this issue, all political parties in the Telangana Assembly
have demanded that an all-party delegation headed by the
Chief Minister should meet the hon. Prime Minister of India
to apprise the importance of the issue and the gravity of
situation.

I, therefore, request you to kindly direct the Ministries
concerned, namely, Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of
Law and Justice and Ministry of Social Justice &
Empowerment, to consider this issue for favourable orders in

this regard.”

So, Sir, I would request the hon. Minister of Social Justice and
Empowerment to kindly consider this issue and take necessary action as

early as possible and do justice.

With these words, I conclude my speech. Thank you.

*SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE: (RAIGAD): Hon.
Chairman Sir, thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to
speak on the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill,
2021 brought for the State of Tamil Nadu. After independence, under
the chairmanship of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, the Constituent
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Assembly declared India a Republic. The then Prime Minister Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru made a provision of reservation for SCs and STs in
1950. This revolutionary decision was taken to ensure their overall
development as well as representation in legislative Assemblies and
Parliament. But apart from this, the Government did nothing for their
welfare.  When Hon. Sharad Pawar ji was Chief Minister of
Maharashtra, around 11% and 10% of the Budget used to be earmarked
for the welfare of SCs and STs. The cap of 50% was fixed for
reservation and also the State Governments were permitted to grant
reservation to backward and OBC Communities. When the Mandal
Commission Report was being implemented, violent protests and riots
occurred throughout the country. In spite of this, Hon. Sharad Pawar ji
took a decision to implement Mandal Commission Report in

Maharashtra to give reservation to OBCs.

Now, the Maratha Community has been fighting for reservation in
Maharashtra for the last 2-3 years. Maratha Community organized
peaceful street marches comprising lacs of people. These agitations

were completely peaceful and that is why I want to salute them.

The then Maharashtra Government gave Maratha reservation
without necessary provisions but today this Government has brought this
bill to take political mileage in Tamil Nadu Assembly Elections. When
the cap of 50% in reservations was crossed by the State of Tamil Nadu,
the then Central Government had made a constitutional amendment to
accommodate that under Schedule Nine so that nobody could challenge
it.

In case of Maratha reservation, High Court has validated and upheld

the decision of reservation given to Maratha Community but Hon.
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Supreme Court of India has stayed it.

Therefore, the Central Government of India should come forward
to support it. Hon. Ministers Shri Raosaheb Danveji and Gadkari ji are
present here. I would like to request the Central Government to bring a
constitutional amendment to put this in Schedule 9 to protect it. I
demand that Dhangar and Lingayat communities should also get the

benefits of reservation along with Maratha Community.

Day before yesterday, Supreme Court had given a decision to scrap
OBC reservation in Panchayat Samiti, Zilla Parishad and Nagar
Panchayat. Elected Members of these bodies have been terminated. In
this situation, central government should come forward and intervene.
You are doing injustice to the people of OBC community. You are free
to do politics, but do not punish the people of Maharashtra otherwise it
would trigger unrest among masses. Central government should take
necessary steps to secure reservation facilities to these backward
communities. The provision of Maratha reservation should be placed in
the IX Schedule and this is my earnest request to you. You have brought
a very good legislation and I would like to congratulate you. Kindly take
necessary steps in the case of Maratha reservation too. Jai Hind, Jai
Maharashtra!

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Chairman, Sir, I stand here in strong support of the Constitution
(Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2021, brought by our
Social Justice and Empowerment Minister, Shri Thawar Chand Gehlot
ji. I thank our beloved hon. Prime Minister Modiji and the Government
of Tamil Nadu also for this purpose. A thorough study has been done.
Many queries were raised by RGI. All queries were properly replied by
the Tamil Nadu Government. They have rightly done their job. This
Bill replaces entry for Devendra Kulathan community with their
heritage name, that is, Devendra Kula Vellalar which includes the
communities which are listed separately within the Act. These are
Kudumban, Pannadi, Kaladi, Kadayan, Devendrakulathan, Pallan and

Vadhiriyan communities. Now, the separate entries have been omitted.

Sir, 1t 1s not just a mere change of name, there was an evidence in
history and literature about the existence of the name Devendrakula
Velalar and that is the reason why the Government is doing everything

to set the records straight.

It has been a long pending demand of the Dalit movement to change
the nomenclature of the caste for the last three decades. Assigning a
new name, Devendra Kulal Vellalar, of seven communities would give

them honour, dignity and respectability in society.

Sir, here, I would like to express what Narendra Modi;i says. He

says:

Our beloved Prime Minister believes in doing what he says. I
would like to mention here that our hon. Prime Minister has said in the
rally in Madurai just a year back that he is committed to give justice,

opportunity, and ensure social harmony in the community. Today, we are

witnessing this Hifdp ﬁl—cﬁ oI ol Wa %, d Hd % |

Hon. Chairperson Sir, the people of Devendrakulathan Caste claim
that they gained this name because they are the descendants of Lord
Indra, the King of Devas. Leaders of their community were brought to
the temple with great fanfare. They would be riding on an elephant with
white umbrella, and there would be trumpet and drum players. These
were the privileges only the ancient Tamil Kings had, and they were
passed on to their descendants. The Devendrakulathan community now
has Scheduled Caste status. They resent this large drop in status. History
explains how their status dropped so drastically. Research suggests that
they are the descendants of Tamil Kings who ruled what is now called
Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka, some parts of Andhra Pradesh, and
Mabharashtra during ancient period, up to the 16th Century. After the
invasion of the Vijayanagar and Maratha Empires, Tamil Kings and their
communities were relieved of their titles and land. They became

agricultural labourers on the farms which they once owned. This new

situation continued during the 17® Century until the mid-20™ Century.
The Devendrakulathan community now live in Tamil Nadu, Andhra

Pradesh, Kerala, Karnataka, and Sri Lanka.
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Hon. Chairperson Sir, I would like to put some light on my
community, that is, Banjara community. I can relate myself with this
community as most of the people of this caste are involved in
agriculture. The people who live in villages have their own self-
Government. They have their special priests in temples, special barbers,
special cloth washers, and special medical workers in villages. These
people also have their own temples which are called King Temples.
Also, there are priests in village temples and shrines which are
exclusively owned by these people. That is the reason why Modiji has
said that these communities have a rich heritage and culture. All these
communities would be grateful to our hon. Prime Minister, Narendra
Modyji.

Sir, there are some issues of my State of Karnataka. As one of the
hon. Members and my colleague from Maharashtra mentioned about
Dhangar Community which 1s called Kuruba community in Karnataka.

There 1s also Koli community in Karnataka. These communities were

about to sit on an agitation on 271 of this month but because of COVID-
19 pandemic, they deferred. So, the Koli Community and the Kuruba
Community should also be included in the Scheduled Tribes list. The
Government of Karnataka has already recommended to include them in
ST category. This is also being studied by the RGI. They have raised
some queries which have already been replied to. So, through you, I
would request the hon. Minister to include the Dhangar community,
which is called Kuruba community in Karnataka, and also the Koli

Community in the Scheduled Tribes list. Thank you.
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*DR. AMAR SINGH (FATEHGARH SAHIB): Thank you, Hon.

Chairman Sir.

Let me say that proposal for inclusion of a particular caste in the SC
list had been there for the last several years. I have read the files in this
regard. But you have brought this bill to derive political mileage as
there are elections in Tamil Nadu. Why did you not bring this bill 6
months or one year ago? Their demands are just and genuine. I have
seen letters written by Tamil Nadu Government in 2019. But, your
timing in bringing this bill reeks of sheer politics. You should not have
done it when election process had already started. You should have

done it earlier.

Sir, we are talking about Dalits and all of us want to speak about
their plights in the House. I know the Hon. Minister and he knows me
well. Both of us are concerned about this section of society. Sir, I was

in the M.P. cadre. He is a politician from M.P.

Sir, the Dalits have been trailing behind socially, economically and
politically even after 72 years of getting independence. This is the truth
we all know. [ don’t want to accuse any government in this regard. But it
is the main responsibility of the present government to ameliorate the

plight of Dalits and mitigate their suffering.

Chairman Sir, we can help the weaker sections most through
providing them education. Those who study and get technical degrees
get jobs. Post-matric scholarship scheme that was there since last 30-40
years has been altered so much that it is rendered ineffective. The 60%
and 40% share done by Central government is a sad state of affairs.
Gehlot sir, this change was made when you were the Minister and I am
saddened by this. You are a well-wisher of this community. The states
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do not have money even to pay the salaries to their employees. Loans
are being taken by them They cannot provide 60% contribution in

scholarships.

I demand that Union Government provide 100% money for this
scholarship. Your image will improve. The SC children will be very

happy. This will be historic and landmark step.

Sir I have been in the Government and I know how policy
decisions are made. But if you do not have budgetary provision, the
scheme fails. You should keep Rs. 60000/- to Rs. 70000/- crores for SC
scholarship. The School Education department has the details of SC
children. The government must know these details. How many SC
students are there in higher education? The HRD ministry must have this
information. Thus, their number multiplied by scholarship amount will

by the budget for scholarship. This is my suggestion.

Secondly, mostly Dalits are landless and they work in MGNREGA. UPA
government had given a guarantee that 100 days’ work would be
provided by us. It is not the case now. Rs.241/- income per day is a
peanut. I urge upon the hon. Minister that though this does not fall under
your ministry but you are custodian of scheduled castes. You should take
a proposal in cabinet. 80 to 90% SCs work in MGNREGA. Their daily

wage should be increased. They will get economic relief.

Thirdly, you are framing policies as per your whims because you
are 1n the government and you have a brute majority. We cannot stop
you. But hon. Minister sir, you privatise everything. Who will provide
reservations to SCs and STs? How are you protecting their reservation
while, on the other hand, you are privatising all the public sector

undertakings? SCs are mostly employed in public sector. You are selling
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these istitutions. You are in a majority and you will get things passed.
But what will happen to SCs.

The Dalits cannot be admitted in private schools due to costly fee.
Why not open schools of excellence for them at district level so that they
will get educated. Help them. This will go a long way in uplifting them.

PROF. RITA BAHUGUNA JOSHI (ALLAHABAD): Sir, thank you
for allowing me to speak on this very important issue. I rise here in
support of the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill,
2021 to modify the list of Scheduled Castes in the State of Tamil Nadu
as introduced by the hon. Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment.

[ feel that it is incumbent on every civilised society to give
respectability to its citizens, especially so in a democracy like ours

which has provided in its Constitution equal opportunities and equality
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to every citizen of this nation. Yet we are debating on a Bill which, I

think, should have been passed without any debate in the House today.

What is the Bill that we are bringing in today? I compliment the
Government of India, especially the Prime Minister, who had promised a
group of people that the least we could do is to give respectability to
them. So, the Government of India has introduced an amendment,
through this Bill, which was forwarded by the Government of Tamil
Nadu.

What i1s it all about? A group of seven castes want a new
nomenclature. They want to be known collectively as Devendrakula
Velalar. I associate myself with all the historical background that has
been provided by other Members. I will not dwell into that. But I was
just wondering and thinking about this caste, the Devendrakula Velalar.
The history of this caste is replete with injustices. Just imagine a
situation where this caste enjoyed a lot of titles. It enjoyed respectability
in the society. They had temples, they had big lands, they were

cultivators and they were warriors. But in three centuries, commencing

from the 17 century, their position declined gradually in the society.

They were dispossessed of their title; they were dispossessed of
their land; they were dispossessed of all their respectability. Think of a
situation when people who were the masters of their land became
labourers in their own fields in their own lands. They were cultivators,
they were warriors, and yet these seven castes, Devendrakula Velalar
broke up and different sub-castes were doing different kinds of
activities. For instance, the Devendrakulathan were agriculturists,
Kaidaiyan were into fishing, the Kalladis were in mat making and

Kudumban were agricultural labourers and Pallam and Pannadi enjoyed
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cultivation. Now, these people have been struggling for decades for
respectability. They are not asking for any material support from you.
They even do not want to be in the Scheduled Caste category. That
matter is sub judice whether it can exceed 50 per cent reservation or not
and any State Government can do that or not. So, that will come in later.
But we have been seeing in the papers that thousands of them collect
periodically and demand respectability. Now, what have the Government
of Tamil Nadu asked for? The request of the Government of Tamil Nadu
1s to permit them to issue caste/community certificates to the people
belonging to the seven castes who are in the Scheduled Caste list as
Devendrakula Velalar and without any mention of their previous caste.
That 1s all. They have also said that the Kadaiyan who pursue fishing
can also be referred to in the Caste certificate. They are asking for
nothing. It does not involve any financial liability on any Government. It
is only giving respectability. I would just like to quote Baba Saheb Bhim
Rao Ambedkar. Dr. Bhim Rao Ambedkar had said: “No race can be
raised by destroying its self-respect”. At a point he said, “You have no
land because others have usurped them. You have no post because others

have monopolized them. Learn to live in the world with self-respect”.

Sir, for all of us, the first pre-requisite for self-advancement or
moving forth 1s self-respect. I tell all the women that if they are devoid
of self-respect, they can never grow and they can never achieve their
desires or their wish. So, we need self-respect, and we are giving
nothing in this amendment except self-respect to this group of people.
But here we find that many people are opposing it. They are bringing in
so many stories. There are a lot of people who are looking for upward
mobility, there are a number of backwards who want to move into the

Scheduled Caste category. 17 sub-castes in UP have been struggling for

decades to go into the SC category because they are being denied the
kind of support or benefits that are being provided to the backward
community. There are people in the Scheduled Caste community who
want to shift into the Scheduled Tribe community. So, upward mobility
is required. People want it whichever way it can come, whether it can
come through caste certificates, whether it can come through any
Government policies or whether they can achieve it by moving from one
group to another. This is their right to ask for it. Some of the speakers
have asked for reservation for certain castes in different categories and I
also agree with this. I have Kol community in my constituency in big
numbers. The Kols are STs in Madhya Pradesh and in my constituency
they are SCs. The other issue is with Dhangad and the Dhangar. In
English, you cannot type Dhangad. You have to type Dhangar. Now, the
Government has told the States that it can give out certificates, but the
DMs are not giving certificates. They said H YIS el Eﬁ, dH Y1TR

debated. It should happen. So, I would say that all that the Devendrakula

Velalar 1s asking for is respectability. They have been enjoying

respectability in the past. They have been relegated to a situation of

disrespect. They want to get it back.

As we all know, the State Government wanted to do it. The court
said that it requires a legislative amendment and they have come to us. If

they have come to the Government of India, I compliment the Prime
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Minister and the Minister for Social Justice for bringing in their demand
to us in the form of an Amendment Bill. It should be passed because
under Article 341 of the Constitution of India, it is the Union
Government that is the nodal agency for notification of Scheduled
Castes. However, the subject of identification of castes and
communities, issuance of caste certificate, and verification thereof rests
with the State Governments and Union Territory Administrations

concerned.

The Government of Tamil Nadu has proposed that they should be
permitted to issue caste and community certificates to the people
belonging to these seven castes who are in the Scheduled Castes list as
Devendrakula Velalar without any mention of the previous sub-castes in
brackets, which should be admitted and accepted. Further, those who
want to be known as Kadaiyans may also be accepted. This is the issue

before the House. So, I plead with the House to pass it unanimously.

Some of our Members were talking that the Government is doing
nothing for the Scheduled Castes. I would like to beg your pardon. The
amount of affection and concern that the NDA Government under Shri
Narendra Modi ji has for the have-nots, for the communities that are
totally dispossessed of any facility can be seen through the programmes
that are being brought by this Government. All activities of this
Government are directed towards the poor whether it is housing, toilets,
giving out Golden Cards for health or all the other programmes all are

benefiting the poorest of the poor.

Excuse me, but I would like to tell the speaker who has spoken
before me that the maximum beneficiaries of the Government

programmes are the SCs, the most backward, the Muslims and the
