SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, [ would like to start by thanking
the hon. Members who have spoken. My two colleagues from the BJP,

Shrimati Meenakshi Lekhi ji and Shri Ramesh Bidhuri ji, in particular,

have made some valuable points.

I would like to remind those of my colleagues in the House that
there 1s a public perception that the issue of unauthorised colonies has
been delayed by some political parties when they were in office. I can
tell you that this 1s a problem that pre-dates the Modi Government
coming into office in 2014. In fact, as long back as 1961, the problem of
unauthorised colonies in Delhi was there and 103 colonies were

regularised in 1962. The Government of India had also issued a

Regularisation Notice Order on 16th February 1977 for 567 unauthorised
colonies. These were regularised between 1979 and 1993. Then, again in
2001, a similar Order was issued. But the history of the problem of
unauthorised colonies in the National Capital Territory of Delhi has been
that prior to this no Government took this issue up with any degree of

seriousness.
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Sir, the problems of Delhi are very well-known. Some of these
problems are understood, but let me try and point out the demographics.

Members
that all political parties, especially those who have delayed the process
of regularization and especially those whose neglect of Delhi borders on
the criminal should now be cooperating and helping the Government to
take those measures necessary to bring relief to the citizens of Delhi. ...
(Interruptions). When I used words like neglecting the problems of
Delhi, let me also draw your attention with a sense of responsibility to
what has been happening so far. ...(/nterruptions). I will start with an
extraordinary Gazette Notification which was issued in 2008 and I draw
your attention to paragraph 7.3 of this Gazette Notification. It says, the
entire process of regularization is to be co-ordinated and supervised by
the GNCTD, the Government of the National Capital Territory of Delhi
which may give wide publicity to the revised guidelines of 2007 and the
regulation. ...(/nterruptions). It is a matter of public record and it is a
matter of great shame that between 2006 when the process started and
2014, all the Governments which were in power in the city of Delhi did
nothing. ...(Interruptions). It 1s a matter of great regret and I would say

this borders on criminal neglect. What happened after 2014? I will read
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out a letter exchanged with the Government. ...(I/nterruptions) This is a
letter addressed by the Government of the National Capital Territory of
Delhi to the Additional Secretary in the Delhi Division of the Ministry

of Urban Development. ...(Interruptions). It is a letter dated 18™
August, 2017. The operative part of this letter 1s, and this letter has

already been placed on the record of this House, the Government of
NCT of Delhi would require a time period of two years from 15t August

2017 to 315 July, 2019 to complete the survey of the unauthorized
colonies. ...(I/nterruptions). The very people who today are becoming
the champions of people living in unauthorized colonies asked for two

years in 2017. ...(Interruptions)

Finally, I would like to quote a letter dated 29th January, 2019. This
is a letter from the Department of Revenue of the Government of NCT,
Delhi. This letter says that it is expected that the whole exercise will be
undertaken and they wanted two years in 2019. ...(Interruptions). When
it became obvious to me and to my Ministry that in 2019 they wanted
another two years, it became clear that the criminal neglect between
2006 and 2014 was now being compounded, that was when we brought
this law in 2017, and we would have completed the work of
unauthorized colonies had it not been for the pandemic.

(Interruptions). I commend this Bill for adoption by this House, so that

protection from sealing etc. will be available till 315! December, 2023. 1
