SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Tiruvarur Sorting has
been serving 2 districts of Tiruvarur and Nagapattinam under my
constituency. As an all India measure, the Ministry of
Telecommunications already implemented PNOP and MNOP systems.
in the Department of Posts. According to these new systems, the speed
and Parcel articles booked at Tiruvarur and Nagapattinam RMS meant
for Tiruvarur and Nagapattinam are sent to Mayiladuthurai RMS for
processing and again sent to Tiruvarur for further delivery. It creates
unnecessary delay in the delivery process. Because of this my
constituency people suffer a lot. Sometimes for a local delivery itself, it

takes two days.

On the other hand, it has come to notice that the divisional
administration of RMS Trichy, planned to downgrade the Tiruvarur
Sorting office by reducing the staff strength and working hours. Now
staff is working during nights to deliver the letters, parcels and speed
posts to the customers. But the divisional administration planned to
make it as a Day Set. This will create unnecessary delay in the delivery
of all the letters to the public. Earlier the processed parcels and speed
articles from Mayiladuthurai RMS came by midnight. But nowadays
they are-sent in the early morning only, this also creates one day delay in
the delivery of letters.I urge the Government to take remedial steps in
this regard.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon.

Chairperson, thank you for giving me this opportunity to raise a
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discussion under Rule 193 on the topic "Crop loss due to various reasons
and 1ts impact on farmers’. At the outset I would like to submit that the
Government has no intent, desire, and genuine concern towards
addressing the issues of farmers in the country. The notice I gave for this
discussion read -- ‘Agrarian crisis and farmers’ distress’. The
Government did not accept the language in which I submitted my notice
for this discussion, instead have formulated the language for the
discussion in another way. The Government chose to ignore the topic
that would have exposed the failure of the BJP Government to the
public. The Government formulated another language which read --
"Crop loss due to various reasons and its impact on farmers’. They have
not chosen the straight path but instead have taken a circuitous route to
deviate from the core issue. But this anti-farmer and anti-agriculturist
attitude of the BJP Government thus stands exposed in this House as the
Modi Government is afraid of facing the truth of deeply disturbing
agrarian crisis engulfing the country by refusing to address the real
concern. The Congress and other like-minded parties decided to raise

this 1ssue in this august House.

The Ministry of Agriculture assumed a great importance under the
various Congress Governments as the Congress party viewed agriculture
as the most important aspect for the livelihood for its people. More than
two-thirds of the population in this country derives its livelihood from
agriculture and farming. It is only natural to stand by them and the
Congress party always stood with the farmers, labourers, the deprived
and the working class. While the Congress Governments stood with the
cause of the farmers, the NDA Governments, be it the first NDA
Government of 1999 or be it the successive Modi Governments of 2014

and 2019 systematically diluted the powers of the Ministry of
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Agriculture and made it into a rubber stamp. There is no freedom for the
Ministers in this Government to act on issues affecting farmers. This
NDA Government is nothing but an extension of the corporates, ultra-
rich and imperial interests. The Congress Governments understood the
pain of the farmers, the agony of the tillers, crisis of the small and

marginal farmers. Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehru stated and I quote: -

“If our agricultural foundation is not strong, then the industry
we seek to build will not have a strong basis either. Apart from
that the situation in the country is such that if our food front
cracks up, everything else will crack up. Therefore, we dare

not weaken our food front.”

And true to his belief, Nehru Ji, in the First Five Year Plan (1951-
56) devoted 17.4 per cent of its total expenditure to agriculture and
community development. A major portion of the outlay for irrigation
and power, that 1s, 27.2 per cent, also went to agricultural development.
Unlike the BJP, the Congress Governments had a galaxy of Ministers for

agriculture who understood the farmers and their situation.

I must draw the attention of the House to the following important
steps taken by the Congress Party for the progress of farmers. By 1956,
the Zamindari Abolition Act was passed in many Provinces. Due to
conferment of land rights, around 30 lakh tenants and share-croppers
were able to acquire ownership rights over a total cultivated area of 62
lakh acres throughout the country. This was the benefit of the passage of
this Act. This was the most revolutionary step undertaken by the
greatest ever Prime Minister, Pandit Nehru, who gave the farmers their
right to land and cultivate and rescued them from the chains of landlords

and zamindars. That was done by the Congress Party unlike the
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Government under Shri Narendra Modi which destroys the livelihood of
farmers and makes them helpless. The Congress Party gave the farmers

their land which they can proudly proclaim as their own.

Creation of institutions was the next step for building a confident
farmer development-oriented India and towards this end, the Food
Corporation of India was set up to maintain demand and supply situation
such as maintenance of buffer stocks. The Agricultural Prices
Commission, the National Water Commission and National Agricultural
Commission were established to suggest policy measures to tackle the

issues of growth and distribution.

The next step was to create the “Temples of Modern India” by
which irrigation became a possibility. Some of the game changing
projects like Bhakra-Beas and Damodar Valley addressed energy
shortage and irrigation infrastructure helping the farmers with
technologies and support. Then fertiliser plants were set up and these
plants supplied subsidised fertilisers to farmers. Institutes were set up for
research of crops and seeds which developed high yielding seeds and
drought/disease-resistant crops. The concept of minimum support price
was started to prevent distress selling of crops by farmers to village
moneylenders. Then came the Green Revolution under which the
productivity of our farmers doubled and that made India self-sufficient

in food grain production.

I would also mention about the change and progress of input use in
Indian agriculture from 1950-51 to 1990-91. There was a change from
using bullocks to tractors. For tilling per thousand hectares, mere 0.5
tractors were used and it became 5.8 tractors with the same

measurement of inputs. This proves that there was progress in farming
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inputs and adoption of technology. From this situation, the Congress
Governments and their visionary leaders like Pandit Nehru Ji, Indira
Gandhi ji and Rajiv Gandhi Ji brought the country to a stage where we
are able to stand tall and self-sufficient to feed 135 crore people of this
country. Can the Government under the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi, ever say that they received a nation which was empty? It was
made self-sufficient by the efforts of the Congress Party by transforming
it bit by bit and by policy after policy through progressive reforms
aimed at the welfare of even the last citizen of the country. So, when the
Prime Minister and the NDA Governments make claims of building the
country, they should remember that the Congress Party had built this
nation which supported its farmers all the time. That is why, the India,
which BJP wants, will not become, as India’s DNA i1s composed of

sacrifices of the Congress Party and initiatives of its leaders.

All you did, apart from blaming the Government of Congress, was
to destroy every institution that helped to visualise the development of
the country for mere political revenge. The Planning Commission,
which you renamed as ‘NITI Aayog’ is nothing but ‘ANITI Aayog’, as
it made the most falsified Report and fooled the country. Madam, the
doubling of farmers’ income, which is a pet project of the Government
1s a plot to cover up its lack of interest in making agriculture sustainable.
It states to double the farmers’ income by 2022. What is the reality?
Most of the kharif crops, except cotton, are going to witness a drop in
production from 12 per cent to 4.5 per cent, due to heavy rains and
floods in many parts of the country during the last monsoon season.
Madam Chairperson, rice and main Kkharif oilseed crop soybean
produced 1s expected to fall by 12 per cent to 90 million tonnes (mt) and

12.15 mt respectively, the pulses output is estimated to be nearly 8.2 mt,
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4.5 lower than the previous year's production estimates of 8.59 mt. A
total of 137 districts in 12 States, that are, Andhra Pradesh, Assam,
Bihar, Gujarat, Haryana, Karnataka, Kerala, Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh, Odisha, Punjab, and Uttar Pradesh, were affected by excess
rains that led to floods in many regions and 4.5 million hectares of land
was inundated, out of which 3.2 million hectares was the agricultural
land. It is a very serious issue. What is the Government’s policy and plan

for addressing the losses suffered by the farmers in this matter?

Madam Chairperson, now, I come to the observation on the
Ministry of Home Affairs. The Ministry of Home Affairs has confirmed,
through the National Crime Records Bureau’s Report that 11,379
farmers died by suicide in India in 2016. It is a Report of the National
Crime Records Bureau, not my Report. This translates into 948 suicides
every month, or 31 suicides every day. This is the Government’s record.
This is the record of the Ministry of Home Affairs.

Madam, in the 17th Lok Sabha, the question about farmers’ suicides
was asked ten times in every question. The Government has two
standard answers. One is, “There is no proposal on waiver of crop loans
under consideration of the Government of India”, the other one 1s, “The
Government had constituted an Inter-Ministerial Committee in 2016 to
recommend a strategy for doubling of farmers’ income by the year
2022.” Is there anything else this Government can actually say in this
serious matter where farmers are ending their lives every day? Madam,
the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana, is another half-baked
programme that the Government will use in its defence. It is noted from
several quarters of the country that even as the cropping season is

underway, the support of this Scheme has not reached farmers in most of
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the regions of the country. Out of the allocation of Rs. 75,000 crore for
Financial Year 2019-20, Rs. 27,937.26 crore have been spent until end
of October and this was stated in the House by the Hon. Minister of
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare and also my good friend, Shri

Narendra Singh Tomar Ji himself. Do you agree?

What is the Economic Survey saying? I go into the Economic
Survey with regard to the agricultural scenario in this country. Growth
of agriculture sector has decreased from 6.3 per cent in 2016-17 to 2.9
per cent in 2018-19. Gross fixed capital formation in agriculture has
decreased from 17.7 per cent in 2013-14 to 15.2 per cent in 2017-18.
The contribution of agriculture to the Gross Value Added has decreased
from 15 per cent in 2015-16 to 14.4 per cent in 2018-19. The agriculture
sector growth decreased from 4.9 per cent to 2.1 per cent between 2019
and 2020 and still there are talks by this Government for doubling the
farmers’ income by 2022. How is it possible? Hon. Minister may let us
know that.

I would invite the attention of this august House to the time when
Dr. Manmohan Singh was the Prime Minister of India and the UPA
Government under the leadership of Shrimati Sonia Gandhi Ji. The
UPA policies have led to a historical high agricultural output. This
became possible because of the Government’s thrust on improving
agricultural inputs such as quality seeds, pesticides, and fertilizers. A
scheme for developing and improving infrastructure for producing and
distributing superior quality seeds to farmers at affordable prices was
implemented and in initial stage, about 32.8 million tonnes of certified
quality seeds were available. Better connectivity of rural areas, easy
access to agricultural markets and facilitation of agricultural credit to

small and marginal farmers gave a helping hand to them. Growth in
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gross bank credit for rural and semi-urban areas had been steadily
increasing under the UPA Government, with agricultural credit
increasing significantly. Gramin banks were established to help the
farmers. The post-harvest loans were granted to farmers against
negotiable warchouse receipts at commercial rates against the distress
sale done by them in the past. Capital investment in agriculture and
allied sectors rose from 13.5 per cent of GDP in 2004-05 to 20.1 per
cent, coupled with higher support prices announced ahead of the sowing

season. All this made farming lucrative again.

Just now I compared it to the UPA regime. Now, I come to the
NDA regime as to what they have done over the last five years. As
compared to the first NDA regime, average yearly Minimum Support
Prices were higher by 55 per cent for wheat, 81 per cent for coarse
cereals, and 75 per cent for paddy. The average annual food grain yield
has increased by 207 kg per hectare. The average food grain production
per year during UPA was 28 million tonnes, more than that of first
NDA’s rule. This excess food stock is enough to meet half of the

nation’s Food Security Bill requirement of 54.92 million tonnes per year.

The Vidarbha package by the UPA 1s another important milestone
that addressed the agrarian crisis where Rs. 3750 crore package was
announced by the UPA Government. Above all, a scheme of debt waiver
and debt relief for farmers of Rs. 50,000 crore and the one-time
settlement relief on the overdue loans is estimated at Rs. 10,000 crore
together coming to a sum of Rs. 60,000 crore in the Union Budget of
2008-09 in the UPA-I Government.These are some of the measures of
the UPA Government under the leadership of Dr. Manmohan Singh-ji
and the UPA Chairperson, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi-ji. But what is

happening today? The onion crisis in India has left people in distress. A
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kilo of onion is retailing at Rs 90 to Rs.100 in almost all the States of
India. It is peaking at Rs. 120 to Rs. 130 a kilo in major cities. But are

the farmers getting any benefit from the whole issue?

Madam, one report says that a farmer from Maharashtra was forced
to sell onions at Rs. 8 per kilo, which is nearly 15 times less than the
rate, which the consumers are currently paying for a kilo of onion. So,
traders are hoarding. Black marketing is on the rise; and the farmers get
nothing and the consumer also gets a terrible jolt. It was only because of
the strong protests by the Congress Party that the BJP Government
retreated from signing the RCEP Agreement, which would have
destroyed the farmers of India. Not only the Congress Party but the
entre Opposition in the country strongly opposed the signing of the
RCEP Agreement. That i1s why this Government went away from the
RECP Agreement.

Kharif and rabi crops suffered extensive damages, and the BJP
Government ignored the farmers and refused to raise the MSP, which
worsened the farmers’ crisis. The reasons for crop loss apart from
climate change, are lack of planning and lack of execution of timely
policies for helping farmers. There is no compensation for farmers to
address their losses. Banks are refusing to give loans to farmers. Banks
have become the parking grounds for the rich. There is no declaration

of any special package to help the farmers in this continuing crisis.

So, it is not just the farmers, but the entire country is suffering from
multiple atrocities and failures of the BJP Government. Unemployment,
job loss, agricultural failure, industrial slowdown and recession are the
gifts, which the Modi Government is giving to the people of this

country. Madam, the Modi Government has failed on all fronts. It has
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failed in managing the agrarian crisis. In their idea, Indian farmers are
seen as ‘perishable commodities.” Once Agriculture used to feed three-
fourth of India’s population, but their livelihood 1s breathing its last as

an insensitive Government is moving away from protecting them.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude, now.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Madam, I am concluding in another
five minutes. Let me, now, come to some points concerning my State of
Kerala.  Repeated floods and natural calamities including landslides
have caused massive destruction in Kerala in 2018 and 2019. Despite
extensive damage to life, property, and livelihood due to these repeated
floods in Kerala, the Central Government has ignored appeals for help
and assistance. The farmers in Kerala, who are mostly, small and
medium-scale farmers, are in a desperate position due to extensive crop
loss. They need to be compensated immediately. The post disaster
needs assessment by the Kerala Government and the UNDP reveals that
Kerala has suffered a total loss of Rs. 31,000 crore in the year 2018 due

to floods, which was the worst ever since 1924.

Nearly 341 landslides were reported from 10 districts. The
devastating floods and landslides affected 5.4 million people, displaced
1.4 million people.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude, now.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Madam, I am the initiator of this
discussion. So, I should be given maximum time to speak. It is my
right. Please do not ring the bell. Madam, nearly 341 landslides were
reported from ten districts. The devasting floods and landslides affected

5.4 million people and displaced 1.4 million people. The State
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Government reports that the floods and landslides caused extensive
damage to houses, roads, railways, bridges, power supply,
communication networks, and other infrastructure. The crops and
livestock have been washed away. The Post Disaster Needs Assessment
(PDNA) conducted by the UN under the leadership of the Government
of Kerala estimates the total recovery needs to be at US$ 4.4 billion. The
unforeseen and unimaginable impact of the flood in 2018 has left the

State 1n dire straits.

Madam, now, | am coming to my last point. Nearly 52 per cent of
Kerala’s population lives in rural areas and 17.15 per cent of the
population depends on the agricultural sector including crops, livestock
and fisheries. Our hon. Minister for Fisheries is here. It is a means of
livelihood. The sector contributes to 11 per cent of the total gross state
value addition at current prices, crops 5.42 per cent, livestock 3.84 per
cent and fisheries 1.78 per cent. All three sub-sectors — crops, livestock
and fisheries — have suffered losses and damages in the flooding and
landslides of 2018. Crops were most heavily affected, which is
contributing 88 per cent of the total loss and damage to the sector,
followed by livestock, which 1s 10 per cent, and fishery or aquaculture,
which is 2 per cent. Finally, subsistence agriculture across all three sub-
sectors i1s an important source of income for rural communities. To
conclude, I would like to cite the words of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru:

“Everything else can wait, but not agriculture.” Thank you.

#*SHRI S S PALANIMANICKAM (THANJAVUR): Hon. Madam
Chairperson, Vanakkam. Before starting my speech, I wish to convey
my sincere thanks to Hon. Union Minister for Agriculture for sending a
letter to me with lots of responsibility and concern as reply to my
questions raised during the discussion on Demands for Grants for

Agriculture during the previous Session of Lok Sabha. When farmers go
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to sell salt, it starts raining; and if they go to sell rice bran, it becomes
windy. What can the farmers do? It is a routine affair that Indian farmers
are affected every year due to natural calamity and climate change in
some parts of the country. During the last ten days onion has become a
most sought-after vegetable. During the discussion on supplementary
demands for grants held yesterday, there were discussions on onion for
more than half-an-hour. It took half-an-hour for Shri Adhir Ranjan
Choudhury, Group leader of the our coalition to come out of discussion
on onion as he was seized of the matter. On earlier occasion even there
was no remunerative price for onion it was dumped as waste on the
streets. This was the case with milk, potato and tomato when there was
no remunerative price for them. On all these occasions this House and
the people of the country have not paid attention in hearing the issues of

farmers with due concern.

15.02 hrs (Shri N.K. Premachandran in the Chair)

Only when the price of an agriculture produce is increased, this
House and people of the country intend to think about farmers. During
yesterday’s discussion many Hon. Members raised concern about non-
availability of an alternative method for onion drying. A Research
Centre named Indian Institute of Food Processing Technology in
Thanjavur under the Ministry of Food Processing Industries, has found

an alternative method as regards onion-drying. In our area there is a
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place where 20 tonnes of onion is produced in one hectare land. Through
this alternate method they go for onion drying and store them.
Perishable items like onion, potato, tomato, etc. have to be produced,
procured and stored by way of cold chain storage systems for use of

people every year.

The Government started Food Corporation of India for storing food
grains. Similarly, there should be a storage facility for perishable items
too. Cyclones have played havoc in different parts of the State of Tamil
Nadu during last one year. Ockhi, Thane and Gaja cyclones have hit
Tamil Nadu. Due to Gaja cyclone, more than 60 lakh coconut trees were
uprooted in the delta districts of Cauvery basin. As many as one Crore
Mango, Jackfruit, Peepal, Banyan and Neem trees have fallen due to the
cyclones. But the Union and State Governments have not bothered
much. For a coconut tree to give an yield it takes approximately 7 years.
But the compensation for a coconut tree 1s fixed at Rs1100/- What can
the farmer do with this meagre amount? You send a Central team to visit
the natural calamity affected areas. If such a disaster takes place in any
part of our country, the Union Government has the facility to monitor

and assess the ground reality.

During the previous regimes when D.M.K. was in the coalition, if a
natural disaster hits an area, particularly the coastal areas hit by
Tsunami, the very next day, Union Ministers visited the place to take
stock of the situation. Damage was assessed and the relief was provided
within a span of one or two weeks. But when Gaja cyclone devastated
Tamil Nadu, the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu went for an aerial survey
of the affected areas through an helicopter just for five minutes and from
there he proceeded to his native place to attend a family function with a

non-veg feast. We expected the Prime Minister or the Union Ministers to
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visit the Gaja cyclone-affected areas. But nobody turned up. Even today
people are on streets under the scorching sun with no sigh of relief for
them. If a central team visit a place affected by a natural disaster after
three months’ time, how will they be able to assess the damage caused
by the disaster?

My friend Shri Kodikkunnil Suresh accused yourself and your
government. I do not want to accuse you. Rather I want to give you
some valuable and constructive suggestions for your consideration. A
member of the ruling party who spoke before me said that the Union
Government had announced provision of Rs 6,000/- to farmers as
financial assistance. Along with this, if an additional amount of
Rs.6,000/- is provided by the State Government concerned, it will
become Rs.12,000/- and the farmers will get a better relief in their lives.
If this proposal is followed in BJP ruled States of the country, we can
also insist upon the our Coalition ruled States of the country to provide
this additional amount of Rs.6,000/- to each of the farmers. I request you
to immediately send a team to visit the natural calamity-affected area
once it was hit by a natural calamity and to provide necessary
compensation to the affected farmers. Farmers should get help

immediately to go for next harvest.

There should be long term storage facilities to preserve perishable
items like tomato, potato, onion, etc. You have provided tax exemption
to the industrial sector to the tune of Rs. 1.5 lakh Crore which was rolled
out during the previous Budget and also through the announcements of
the Finance Ministry thereafter. Why can’t you waive off all the farm
loans availed by farmers? The then Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr.
Kalaignar, as mentioned in the election manifesto of 2006, waived off

Rs.7,000 Crore worth farm loans. The then Union Government also

waived Rs.70,000 Crore worth farm loans. If you are really concerned
about farmers, you can waive off farm loans completely. Even the
Maharashtra State Government which assumed power recently, has
stated that it is pondering over the issue of waiving off all the farm loans
in the State. Instead of providing benefits to some hundreds of people,
you should go for benefitting Crores of farmers of the country. Cane
growers send their sugarcanes to sugar mills for extraction of sugar. But
the sugarcane farmers are not given the pending amount that is due to
them. The sugar mill owners engage in exploitation of farmers,
particularly the cane growers. Union and State Governments concerned
should intervene immediately and ensure that the farmers get their

pending dues paid to them by the sugar mill owners.

Fishermen are equally affected along with farmers at times of
natural disasters. Compensation to fishermen should be provided well in
time. Fishermen of Mallipattinam and other areas in my Thanjavur
constituency who had lost their boats due to Gaja cyclone, have not
received any relief or compensation till date. Day by day, population of
India 1s exploding. When you go to a Doctor he advises to take food 6
times a day instead of three times. The demand for food is also on the
rise as regards population. During 60s we imported, under PL 480,
wheat from the United States of America. We were at the mercy of
USA at that point of time. If you want to achieve self-sufficiency in food
production unlike 60s, do not calculate on what you do for the welfare
of farmers of our country. No sensible farmer will like to take alms from
anyone, especially from the government. But the prevailing situation has
made the farmers to expect something in the form of financial assistance

from the government.
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I will conclude my speech by saying this. My friend sitting next to
me 1s making sounds. I don’t know whether he is doing that to
encourage me or to give a caution. Only when the farmers plough the
fields, we can get rice to eat. My friend Hon Member Shri Virendra
Singh while speaking said that, unlike the Congress Government, the
BJP Government has been working hard to protect the interests of
farmers. I request you to work hard for the welfare of farmers not only
by mere saying or in writing but also in actions. The farmers have given
threefold number of seats to you in this august House. You keep in mind

while working for them. Thank you for this opportunity.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Sir, there are a
number of reasons for loss of crops in our country. One of the reasons 1s
the use of harmful synthetic chemicals. The policy of the Government 1s
‘produce more and become prosperous’. Now it has become "produce
more and perish’ for our Indian farmers. Farmers are using high external
synthetic chemicals during farming, which causes 25 per cent of land
degradation. Soil and water get poisoned with the use of synthetic
chemicals, which result in the loss of crops in various parts of our
country. So, the Government must take a policy decision in regard to
utilisation of harmful synthetic chemicals in the agricultural field. Would
it continue or would it be discontinued? Where would be the cut off
line? What should be done? These decisions need to be taken by the

Government.
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Now, I come to genetically modified seeds. A number of social
activist groups and studies proposed a link between expensive
genetically modified crops and farmer suicides. Bt cotton was claimed to
be responsible for farmer suicides. Bt cotton seeds cost nearly twice as
much as ordinary ones. The higher costs forced many farmers into
taking larger loans from private moneylenders, who charge exorbitant
interest rates. The money lenders force farmers to sell their cotton to
them at a price lower than the price given in the market. According to
the study, it created a sort of debt and economic stress, ultimately
leading to suicide among farmers, increasing cost in farming sector with

decreasing yields.

Secondly, there is a misdirection of Government subsidies and
funds. As per reports by the Central Government and NCRB, the
Government farming subsidies from 1993 to 2018 went to the dealers to
produce the seeds and fertilizers, not to the farmers. It is not that the
Government is not doing it, but to whom 1is it going ultimately? It is
going to the dealers. In 2017, Rs. 35,000 crore of loans and subsidies
were given to the entities in the cities of New Delhi and Chandigarh
which do not have any farmers. Similarly, in Maharashtra, 60 per cent of
the Government loans and subsidies were given to the people and
entities residing in Mumbai. This has resulted in money being circulated
between the Government, large and small corporations and politicians
without any of it reaching farmers aggravating their woes. I am not
saying that the Government is not releasing the subsidies but to whom it
is going 1s what [ am saying. It is going into the hands of a few entities
in Delhi, Mumbai and Chandigarh. It is not going to the farmers in the
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villages. They are not getting it. The middleman is enjoying the benefits.

The Government needs a review of it.

The funds which have been given for subsidies, should be
immediately checked or immediate audit should be conducted on the
entire scenario to see whether it has gone to the farmers or it is being

enjoyed by the middleman.

I want to speak regarding the impact of cyclone. Cyclone in the
coastal areas severely affects field crops, horticulture crops through
direct damage by high-speed wind, torrential rains and extensive
flooding. High tide may bring saline water and sand mass making the
field unsuitable for agriculture. Super Cyclone in 1999 and Phailin in
2013 severaly affected the crop production and livelihood of the farmers

in coastal areas in eastern coast of India.

Sir, recently, Cyclone Bulbul, that battered the coastal districts of
West Bengal has caused a loss of Rs. 23,811 crore in the State. The
standing crop was damaged as well as crops like betel leaves. A great
loss has been caused there. A total of 14,89,924 hectares of agricultural
land was affected in the State of West Bengal and five lakhs houses have
been damaged due to Cyclone Bulbul.

Now, the State Government of West Bengal has given Rs. 1,200
crore to the affected people of the State. Sir, I want to point out that
when our hon. Chief Minister of West Bengal visited the Bulbul affected
area, the hon. Prime Minister also had a conversation over telephone
with the hon. Chief Minister and assured that the compensation will be
given. But still, no money has been given to West Bengal. But in case of

Gujarat, we have seen, you gave the money overnight, overnight
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compensation had been given; in case of West Bengal, you are not

giving the money because another ruling party is there.

Why this discrimination between farmers of different States? Farmers
are farmers whether they live in Gujarat, Kerala or West Bengal. I,
therefore, would request the hon. Minister to look into this. Not only in
West Bengal, about three lakh hectares of crops including horticulture
have been affected because of cyclone Bulbul in Odisha as per a report
of the Government of Odisha.

I now come to another problem and that is the human-elephant
conflict. In India, 101 elephant corridors are there in the States of West
Bengal, Jharkhand, Odisha, Karnataka, Kerala, etc. Elephants damaged
crops, primarily paddy and maize, in over one million hectares of
agricultural land. We need to reduce this human-elephant conflict to

save the crops.

Between 1953 and 2017, India suffered damage to crops worth
Rs.1,11,225.621 crore due to floods. That is nearly 30 per cent of the
total damage, which is Rs.3,78,247.047 crore. In 2015, as per data from
the Central Water Commission, country’s total loss due to floods was
Rs.57.291.1 crore.

Between 2016-17 and 2018-19, crop losses owing to floods in
major States are: 11.71 lakh hectares in West Bengal, 11.82 lakh
hectares in Bihar, and 12.67 lakh hectares in Uttar Pradesh.

Impact of pollution on agriculture is also an important factor. Air
pollution causing damage to human health is an established fact. Apart

from causing heart disease and asthma, pollutants are also damaging the
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yield of food crops, reducing their nutritional quality and safety, and are
posing a major risk to food security. The time is ripe now. I would
request the hon. Prime Minister to look into this. Air pollution is not
only affecting human beings. It is affecting the crops also. Therefore,
pollution control and agricultural production are now interlinked. In
major cities in India, the level of pollutants often surpasses the safe
limits and it does not look set to change any time soon. An increasing

proportion of agricultural land is being affected by air pollution.

Researchers found that between 1980 and 2010, yields were up to
36 per cent lower than what they would have been without air pollution
trends. In 2010 this loss was an equivalent of more than 24 million

tonnes of wheat in India, which is worth around USD 5 billion.

Suicides by farmers are increasing day by day. I would just like to
give the data in brief. We have seen 12,000 suicides being reported in
agricultural sector. Every year since 2013, they account for
approximately 10 per cent of the total suicides. There were 3,000 farmer
suicides in 2015. The victims had unpaid loans from local banks.
Maharashtra had 1,293 suicides; Karnataka had 946. When these
suicides were committed 1n Karnataka and Maharashtra, the
Government there was a BJP-led Government. So, all these suicides

have happened in these States.

Before concluding, I would like to say two things. Very often I hear
that ST AT fhdTd Ugax fd &1 91 B &, 98 fba &1 a1 g1
Eﬁ?ﬁ % | T hear this very often.

If one is born in the family of farmers,
we all have respect for him but please do not disrespect others who are
not coming from the farmers’ family. That is my request. The hon.

Minister is a very senior leader.

Now, what is the solution? I will tell you a few solutions. Small and
marginal farmers should be encouraged to pull funds by leveraging their
land. The advantage associated with larger land holding is the use of
modern and mechanised farming techniques. Water supply for irrigation
must be insulated from the vagaries of nature by better water
management system. Attention must particularly be paid to rain water
harvesting and resolution of inter-State river water sharing disputes.
Farmers must be educated about modern farming techniques and
practices. Younger professionals must be encouraged to participate in
farming activities. Farm loans at soft interest rates need to be made
available and loan recovery procedure need to respect human rights. It
should be discussed with the farmers as to how to deal with the private

money lenders. That is the most important part.

Again, I am requesting the hon. Minister to kindly ensure that —
you are giving subsidies, it is going from the Central Government’s
fund, it is going from the State Government’s fund — subsidies go to the

farmers, not to the entities in the cities.

Sir, I am grateful to you for giving me time. I am concluding now.
You have given me time. [ will keep my commitment. Cyclone Bulbul
has affected West Bengal. You have seen that. The farmers have really
lost a lot. I have already mentioned about the quantum of losses. There
was also a telephonic assurance given by the hon. Prime Minister to our

hon. Chief Minister on compensation. I will request, through you, the
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Agriculture Minister to kindly make it expeditious. That is my request.

SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): Hon.
Chairman, Sir, I would like to thank you for giving me an opportunity to
put forth our party YSRCP’s views on crop losses. In India, majority of
our population is still dependent on agriculture. There is never an
inappropriate time to discuss the issue concerning our farmers. In India,
a large number of farmers undertake subsistence agriculture for survival.
Farming is also undertaken on loans, which leads to debt trap most of
the times. In this light, the worst adversity that farmers could face is
crop loss. Such crop losses make survival of farmers a concern, wherein
there have been many instances of farmers committing suicide due to
loss of crops. The situation of landless and tenant farmers is much
worse. Before entering into the nuances of this issue, I would like to
congratulate our hon. Chief Minister Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu for
launching the YSR Rythu Bharosa-PM Kisan scheme, through which
landless and tenant farmers are set to get monetary support from the

Government in our State.

Out of all the 29 States of India, through this scheme, maximum
support is offered to the farmers of my State. Under this scheme, 51
lakh farmers, which includes more than 3 lakh tenant farmers, belonging
to Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe and Other Backward community,

will receive Rs.13,500 per annum as farm investment support.
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A conscious effort has been made to include tenant and landless
farmers, as they stand excluded from the vision of PM-KISAN Scheme.
Such a move is bound to stoke up positive sentiments amongst the
landless and tenant farmers, that the Government cares for them and is
concerned about the difficulties faced by them in undertaking a

hardworking task like agriculture and crop cultivation.

The support provided by the YSR Rythu Bharosa Scheme is bound
to help farmers tide over crop losses, and also help invest in quality

farming techniques that can prevent crop losses.

Sir, the reasons for crop losses in India have been studied by
different organisations. The foremost reason for crop loss is found to be
infestation by pests, weeds and climatic conditions like cyclones and
untimely rains. ICAR scientists estimate that about 30-35 per cent of the
annual crop yield in India gets wasted because of pests. The recent
infestation by Fall Armyworm 1s fresh in our memory which affected
almost ten Indian States. In a country where farmers do not get
remunerative returns for their healthy produce, crop losses due to such

avoidable reasons are unforgivable.
The reasons for high prevalence of such losses are:

Pesticides may be unaffordable to some farmers. Farmers may thus use
other make-shift methods to protect crops from pests which is low on
effectiveness. In light of this, the Government support through schemes,
like YSR Rythu Bharosa Scheme, will help farmers invest in good
quality pesticides.

Quality of pesticides is lacking. At present, the quality control regime

for pesticides 1s lacking. The proposed Pesticides Management Bill,
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2019 can be a game-changer to ensure accountability in the aspect of

effectiveness of pesticides.

Pests become resistant to pesticides because of the unscientific use of
pesticides by farmers due to poor awareness. The extension
programmes of the Government and the newly proposed Bill need to
spread awareness about the scientific usage amongst farmers, especially

the less empowered farmers.

There is poor focus on international best practices and Research and
Development on crop protection means. There are good emerging
trends and solutions for sustainable crop protection, which include crop
protection chemicals, agronomy, fertigation, seed treatment and

biotechnology development, which need to be encouraged.

Seeds of poor quality have no resilience against damages, which is a

serious cause of concern.

Sir, almost 60 per cent of Indian agriculture is rain-fed. It is,
therefore, dependent on the vagaries of monsoon for its success. So,

another major reason for crop loss is the impact of drought.

Our State of Andhra Pradesh often faces such a situation which is
beyond our control, especially in districts such as Anantapur, Kadapa,
Chittoor and Kurnool. Our dedicated effort should go into crop-
diversification, to grow less water intensive crops in these regions and

successfully implement the Drought Mitigation Programme.

There 1s a need to relook at our MSP Policy which does not
incentivise farmers to have a healthy cropping pattern. More often, the

MSP announced would be higher but there would not be any
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procurement at the rates fixed by the Government. The Government

should actively procure crops from the farmers at the MSP rates.

In coastal States, such as Andhra Pradesh, cyclones are a looming
threat for crops. According to the preliminary estimates, in 2018, the
Phethai Cyclone led to the damage of over 10 lakh hectares of crop.
Such vagaries of weather conditions are bound to impact Indian
agriculture due to its precarious nature. With climate change breathing
down our necks, such natural calamities and vagaries are bound to rise,
thus we need to consider preventive and damage control mechanisms

much more seriously.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, lastly, post-harvest crop losses also demand
our attention. Transport for farmers to take their crops to markets, is also
a cause of concern. It becomes vital for us as parliamentarians to
deliberate about our responsibility towards ‘annadatas’ and steps should
be taken to ameliorate their conditions. The PM Fasal Bima Yojana is a
significant help to farmers to face the consequences and tide over the
losses that have come with crop damage. The Government should ensure
its effective implementation and redress grievances in mission-mode to
enhance effectiveness. Social audits of the schemes by its beneficiaries

can be conducted to incorporate necessary changes.

Firstly, India should focus on R&D to tackle agriculture-specific
challenges of climate change. This should include research in quality of
seeds and pesticides for enhancing shelf-life of crops. We should also
ensure that these technologies travel from lab to land without burdening
farmers. Secondly, we have to map the cropping pattern and incentivise

the shift wherever necessary.
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The policy of farm loan waivers should be seriously re-looked and
re-worked upon as it does not seem to tackle core problems of
agriculture and crop losses. Rather, more investment is needed in
efficient infrastructure for agricultural supply chain, including storage

and transport, etc.

This discussion that we are having 1s not new. We all know the
reasons for crop losses and have a general idea about what needs to be
done and what should be our priority. It is high time that we all align
together and show a dedicated political will to help our Rythu, who are
now contemplating suicide and are running from pillar to post for their
voice to be heard. Let us pledge to change the situation of agriculture in
India. Prof. MS Swaminathan once said, ‘if agriculture goes wrong,

nothing else will have a chance to go right in the country.” Thank you,
Sir.

*Thank you, Hon’ble Chairman Sir, for giving me an opportunity.

Kindly allow me to speak in Marathi. Hon’ble Chairman, Sir, as you
know the coastal area normally has rains till June 15, but this year this
area has witnessed prolonged rains. From June to September, we had
heavy rains in Maharashtra and it has continued till yesterday. This is
the harvesting season for farmers and horticulturists, but this prolonged
rain has devastated the standing crops. All the states like Tamil Nadu,
Karnataka, West Bengal, Assam, Kerala, Goa are badly affected by
floods. Hon’ble Chairman Sir, you won’t believe but in Kolhapur and
Sangli districts, the flood water had touched the height of 20 feet.

Flood water of 10 rivers got accumulated in this area for complete 18
days. In Konkan region, almost all the rivers were heavily flooded. All

terrains were completely submerged in flood water.

This was the first time in Maharashtra and even in India when this
kind of natural calamity occurred. All the regions of Maharastra like
Mumbai, Western Maharashtra, Marathwada, Vidharbha and Khandesh
had witnessed this heavy and unseasonal rains. Due to this the standing
crop got rotten and damaged completely. Hon’ble Chief Minister
Uddhav]i Thakre undertook a visit to take stock of the situation. In
Western Maharashtra, maize is the main crop but this time this crop was
totally destroyed. The farmers were literally crying seeing the condition
of their crops. Mother nature was not kind enough this time. All the
major crops like paddy, maize, pomegranate, grapes pineapple are

completely lost. When we visited pomegranates were scattered
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everywhere. Grapes are also grown in this area. But even the grapes
growers had to incur heavy losses even after investing lakhs of rupees in
the farms. Their dreams of higher education and marriage of their
children are completely shattered. Their gloomy faces with dried eyes
could move anybody’s heart. All the helpless and needy farmers
requested Uddhavji to kindly look into the matter and seek the central

government help.

Hon’ble Chairman Sir, all the major crops like pomegranate,
oranges, sweet lime, cotton, sugarcane etc. are completely devastated.
Western Maharashtra is the land of sugarcane. There are many sugar
mills in this area. But sugarcane cultivation requires lots of water. This
time the sugarcane also got rotten due to excess water. In Kondan
coconut and betelnuts also got affected badly. Kharif and Rabi, both, the
crops are damaged this time. Out of 36 districts of Maharashtra, all the
farmers and horticulturists of 34 districts are completely at loss. On the
basis of Times of India categorization, around 68% and 1 crore 52 lakh
farmers have lost their crops completely. Around 93% of Kharif land
turned completely barren. These farmers had no other means of
livelihood except farming. In North Maharashtra, world famous best
quality grapes are grown. This is also the land of onions. But all these
cash crops like grapes, pomegranate, oranges, sweet lime, cotton,

soyabean and sugarcane are totally lost.

Mabharashtra has got 720 km. long coastal line. Fisherman
community have been earning their bread and butter by selling fishes
and seafood for generations together. Non-fishing season 1s normally of
3 months but this time it had been prolonged to 8 months. Fishermen
also had to suffer heavy losses this season. Farmers, horticulturists and
fishermen all got badly affected.
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The estimated losses in Kolhapur and Sangli Districts were around
8000 crore. But the Union Government was ready to pay only 900 crore
and we did not receive that money too. 10000 cattle and 750 people
died in that biggest ever flood.

One Hon’ble Member had said that onions are available at rate of
Rs.25 per kg in his area but we are purchasing it at the rate of Rs.150 per
kg. Hon’ble Finance Minister should help out onion growers. The
amount of money collected in Maharashtra in the form of Excise duty,
Income Tax and GST is very, very high and we get back only 25% of it.
Hence, I would like to request the Union Government to give Rs. 40,000

crore package for the devastated farmers of Maharashtra. Thank you.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you
Chairperson Sir. I stand here today to deliberate on the subject that is
actually being discussed throughout the country today. I would start with
my State Odisha which has repeatedly been affected by natural
calamities, be it floods, cyclone or drought. After the devastating super
cyclone of 1999, Odisha has developed OSDMA which has rendered a
remarkable service to the affected people who were affected by floods

and cyclone. Farmers face the brunt of these natural calamities.

Before I deal with the crop loss and its impact on farmers, we
should ask ourselves, who 1s a farmer? What 1s the Government’s
definition of a farmer and how many farmers are there in India by that
definition? As there is an ambiguity in Government circle, it has its own
implication on the design and beneficiaries of the schemes meant to help
them including the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi. The
Government of India provides income support to all farmer families who
own cultivable land, but the number of land holdings do not necessarily
equate with the number of farming households. What does Dr. M.S.

Swaminathan Committee say? It says and I quote:

“The term ‘FARMER’ refers to a person engaged in the economic
and/or livelihood activity of growing crops and producing other
primary agricultural commodities, cultivators, agricultural workers,
sharecroppers, tenants as well as persons engaged in various

farming related occupations.

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“...It also includes tribal families/persons engaged in shifting
cultivation and in collection, use and sale of minor and non-

timber forests produce. ”

Therefore, should we limit ourselves only to those farmers, who are
land owners? PM-Kisan Samman Nidhi does that. Those who are land
owners are only getting the benefit. [ am reminded of this year’s Noble
Laureate, Michael Kremer though nobody talks about him in our
country. I am reminded of this year’s Nobel Laureate, Michael Kremer,
who is less discussed in the elite circles of this country. From Gujarat
cotton farmers to coffee growers of Karnataka and paddy farmers of
Odisha, the Research of 2019 Economics, Nobel Laureate Mr. Kremer
and the company he founded, has impacted the lives of more than six
lakh agriculturists in India. Randomised controlled trials, the research
for which the Nobel was awarded, showed that a low-cost mobile phone-
based agriculture consulting service, developed by Dr. Kremer’s

company, led to an annual income growth of about Rs. 7,000 per farmer.

Dr. Kremer’s fellow awardees — Esther Duflo and Abhijit Banerjee —
have well-documented personal and professional links to India. For the
third awardee, the biggest India connection comes via Precision
Agriculture for Development, the non-profit organisation he co-founded
in 2016 along with three others including fellow Harvard professor
Shawn Cole. Precision Agriculture for Development, India began work
with 2,000 cotton farmers in Gujarat in 2016, and now reaches six lakh
farmers across the country with the biggest contingent of 5.25 lakh
coming from Odisha. When farmers could call a helpline for real-time
expert advice on sowing and irrigation decisions, and inputs such as

seeds, fertilisers and pesticide, yields rose to a very high percentage.
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16.02 hrs (Shr1 Kodikunnil Suresh in the Chair)

I would urge upon the Government to make conscious efforts to
empower the farmers through this modern technology so that the income
of farmers will grow. Sir, I should say that in 2019, Odisha has faced
devastating cyclones, that is, Cyclone Fani in May and Cyclone Bulbul
in November. Due to Cyclone Fani, the total crop affected is around
1.82 lakh hectares. It affected 12 districts of Odisha and damaged 1.46
lakh hectares of crop. Funds that were allocated to the districts for
disbursement of agricultural input subsidies for crop loss till date, is Rs.
117.37 crore as per SDRF-NDRF Norms.

Disbursement of agricultural input subsidies is going on. In addition
to agricultural input subsidies, the State Government provided Rs. 50
crore form the Chief Minister’s Relief Fund for Assistance to affected
coconut growers. Other supports are also being provided to the affected
farmers 1n horticulture sector. Due to Cyclone Bulbul, coastal districts of
Odisha have been affected to a large extent. Standing crops fell flat in
the field. More than 2.2 hectaress of crop was damaged in Balasore,
Bhadrak, Jajpur, Jagatsinghpur, Kendrapara, Cuttack and Mayurbhan;

Districts.

Agricultural input subsidies from crop loss was estimated to be Rs.
151.98 crore as per SDRF-NDRF Norms. But we have not yet received
a single pie from the Union Government. Day before yesterday, Rs. 550
crore have been provided for SDRF share. Sir, [ would now come to the

issue of crop insurance.

The Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, if I may say so, is the
fourth avatar of crop insurance. I need not go into the history of crop

insurance in India which goes back to 1915 when Shri J.S. Chakravarti,
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Finance Secretary of Mysore State, proposed a rain insurance scheme.
Repeated attempts have been made to improve it. The C&AG has given
its reports. The Finance Committee has given its report. The action
taken notes have also been submitted in this House. Between 2011 to
2015-16, in these five years, only 14 per cent and 22 per cent of the total
farmers were covered under insurance, which means, 78 per cent to 86
per cent of farmers were outside the insurance coverage. The small and
marginal farmers’ case was worse. It was only 5.75 per cent to 13.32
per cent coverage, which means, 86 per cent to 94 per cent were

uninsured.

Did the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana improve the situation?
The Government may say so but a reply to an RTI question revealed that
11 insurance firms paid claims worth Rs. 31,602.72 crore against gross
premiums of Rs. 47,407.98 crore they had received in two years, in 2016
and 2017-18. What 1s the profit? It is Rs. 15,995 crore from Fasal Bima
Yojana. This 1s the profit which the insurance sector has received within
a period of two years. This means, a pay-out of Rs. 50 to the insurance
companies for every benefit worth Rs. 100 to the farmer. A little
arithmetic calculation which I had done has come to this. Are you
considering bringing in reforms? Are you considering reducing the role

of private insurance?

I was going through the figure relating to 30 districts of Odisha of
last three years. This demonstrates how much loss the farmers are
making because they are insuring their crops for the benefit. Anyone
who takes a loan from a cooperative society or a bank has to insure his

crop. That is compulsory and it has become like this.
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Here, I would speak about another aspect relating to Fasal Bima
Yojana. The Government has entrusted this job to the respective State
Governments to take a decision about which are the districts and who
will be the private insurer. We had tried to give such suggestions
through the Finance Committee that that private insurance company
should be in that district for, at least, three consecutive years.
Otherwise, what 1s happening is that one insurance company is there in
my district for this year and next year, when actually the problem starts,
we do not know where that insurance company is. He has been shifted
to another. Even if he is blacklisted, he goes to another State and does
his business. That should be stopped. This type of guideline can be
given by the Union Government or by the respective Ministry. Whoever

you are engaging, at least, engage him for three consecutive years.

Is the Government not aware that farmers are paying about Rs.
15,000 crore in GST annually? One would ask where would the farmers
be paying GST? Why would they pay GST for this? This is a
calculation. If the House decides, I can give it in detail but I would limit
that. Let us probe, what input cost a farmer is incurring, on which they

cannot claim input tax credit.

GST i1s something where input tax credit can be recovered. But
farmer is paying 5 per cent GST on fertilizer, 5 to 12 per cent GST on
botanicals and biologicals, 12 per cent GST on tractors, 12 per cent GST
on pumps, 12 per cent GST on drip and sprinkler system, 12 per cent
GST on farm implements, 18 per cent GST on pesticides, 18 per cent
GST on pheromone traps, and 18 per cent GST on pesticide safety kits.
That is how the farmers are being pauperised. It is because they are
paying GST. What we need is a scheme which makes the public

expenditure efficacious and which increases the farmers’ incomes. A
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mechanism to compensate farmers in the event of loss due to crop
failure, bad weather, pests, or any other reason and more so from
adverse market conditions is imperative. This calls for the Government’s
will and a vision to ensure income and employment security of the

farmers and food security of the people.

Odisha is giving some support to farmers through KALIA scheme,
so also Telangana, West Bengal, Karnataka, other than the PM
Kisan Nidhi. But that is not sufficient. Now, KALIA has been
subsumed with the PM Kisan Nidhi. It is a good thing that the Odisha
Government has done for the benefit of the farmers of Odisha.

Lastly, I would bring to the notice of the Minister and also of the
Government an unequal burden that is imposed on farmers. Farmers are
paying, as I said, about Rs.15,000 crore as GST annually on which they
are unable to claim input tax credit. Though this does not directly deal
with the subject that is being deliberated today. I thought to keep the
Government alert on this subject which I may discuss in a bit detail later
on if I am allowed to speak. Government needs to support the farmers.
They are the food suppliers, the annadata. All steps should be taken to

compensate their loss and they should not be fleeced. Thank you, Sir.

ADV. AM. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Mr. Chairperson, Sir, I thank you
for giving me an opportunity to speak on this burning issue of Indian
farmers. I appreciate the present Chair for drawing the attention of this
august House to the issue of crop loss due to various reasons and its

impact on farmers.

Our country is passing through a huge farm distress that is breaking
the backbone of our economy. Natural reasons and manmade reasons are
responsible for this. Natural reasons include flood, drought, cyclone,
diseases affecting the crop etc., but I feel that manmade reasons are
worsening the situation. Sadly, the Government policies are aggravating
the farm distress. Prices are soaring up, but the farmer is still living in

poverty.

The anti-farmer policy of this Government 1s crushing our farmers
ruthlessly. They have only one option and that is to end their lives. The
electricity charges, unfair import policies and fertiliser prices are
responsible for this. At the same time, inflation 1s also going up every

day.

The Prime Minister had announced his plan to double farmers’
income at a Kisan Rally in Bareilly, Uttar Pradesh on February 28, 2016,
but the real picture of an Indian farmer is there for all to see. Agriculture
in India 1s a death game. It 1s shocking that over 12,000 farmers in
Maharashtra committed suicide in three years. The recent National
Sample Survey on the assessment of farmers’ situation says 40 per cent

of farmers would like to quit agriculture.
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Crop failure is recurring every year either due to drought or due to
flood or other climatic reasons. What is the fate of this Government’s
much publicised Crop Insurance Scheme? Insurance companies, under
the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, have missed the deadline to
recognise and pay claims worth over Rs. 5,000 crore made by the
farmers. Their failure to deliver crop insurance claims has further
aggravated the farm distress. The Government is fooling the farmers.

They are only a vote bank for them.

The failure to tackle the middleman is another major issue and there
has been an utter failure of the Government in this regard. They have a
very powerful lobby and in most cases, goons are acting as middlemen.
As a result, 90 per cent of the profit is looted by these middlemen. The
Government has taken no initiative to eliminate the system of
middleman. Today, the price of onion has touched Rs. 160 or above, but

not a single farmer is going to get that price.

The Kerala farm sector is facing different challenges due to climatic
variations and unfair import policies of the Central Government. In
2016, farmers in Kerala were fighting the worst drought in 115 years. In
2018 and 2019, it had to face two floods, which was unheard of in
Kerala’s history. Agriculture in Kerala is struggling to overcome these

challenges.

Raising minimum support prices, providing insurance covers
against natural calamities and writing off large amounts of accumulated

farm debts are temporary respites to the distressed farmers.
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In Kerala, the farmers of 60 years and above are getting Rs. 1,300
every month. Thousands of hectares of land has become unuseable due
to wide-spread landslides. Kerala State had requested for Rs. 2,101
crore, but the Centre refused to provide even a single rupee of the
Emergency Relief Fund.

A permanent solution to the farm sector can be achieved only
through the policy measures that would make agriculture a sustainable
business. The Budget can extend fiscal incentives to set up better
infrastructure that would minimise post-harvest losses of food grains,
fruits, vegetables and other farm produce. Sir, with this, I conclude my

speech and thank you.

*SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE (RAIGAD): 1 am thankful
to you for allowing me to speak on this important issue related to our
farmers. India is an agrarian country but we are not serious of farmers’
issues. Agrarian Revolution was started by Lal Bahadur Shastriji by
giving the slogan ‘Jai Jawan Jai Kisan’ and in our Maharashtra it was
stated by Hon’ble Yashwantrao Chavanji during his regime. Hon’ble
Yashwantrao Chavanji was the Minister in the Ministries of Home,
Defence, External Affairs and Finance and he served the national
wholeheartedly.

During Lok Sabha elections we had been promised that the farmers
will get remunerative price for agricultural produce which would be 1.5
times more than the production cost. We had also been assured to
implement the recommendations of Dr. Swaminathan Commission.
This Commission was set up when Hon’ble Sharad Pawarji was the
Agriculture Minister of this country. MSP should be hiked and revised

every year.
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[ am also a paddy grower and paddy is the main crop in Konkan
region. During the Atal Behari Vajpayee Regime, the MSP for paddy is
fixed at the rate of Rs.450 per quintal. But when Sharad Pawarji took
over the charge of Agriculture Ministry, he revised it to Rs.1450 per
quintal. Rs.1000 quintal is hiked during the period in these ten years.
Unfortunately, during the last 5 years MSP is not revised. We are
talking only about paying Rs.6000 per year to the farmers. But, the

insurance companies are deceiving people in Maharashtra.

Our farmers in Maharashtra are facing hard times due to flood and
unseasonal rain. The rich grape growers in Nashik are completely
devastated this time and we are completely ruined. So, we should come
forward and help them by increasing MSP.

Hon’ble Sharad Pawarji had started Horticulture Mission in
Maharashtra in the year 1991 when he was CM of Maharashtra. He had
provided employment through horticulture. A farmer has to suffer for

years if a horticulture farm gets devastated.

During 2014 Lok Sabha Elections Campaign when Sharad Pawarji
found farmers in distress, he called NDRF meeting and helped the poor
farmers. All Party MPs are present in this House but nothing has been
given to the farmers in Maharashtra. When this kind of natural calamity
occurred in South India, we helped the affected fishermen instantly.
That kind of immediate help should also be extended to the fishermen of
Maharashtra.

Due to the prolonged rains, our fishermen were unable to go into
the sea for fishing. Hon’ble Prime Minister himself said that Sharad
Pawarji had helped Gujarati fishermen when they needed it most.
Today, farmers of Maharashtra are looking at the centre for urgent help.

SHRI FRANCISCO SARDINHA (SOUTH GOA): Sir, I must thank
you for having given me this opportunity.

Sir, our country is an agrarian country. Around 61 per cent of our
population depends on agriculture. It also contributes around 25 per cent
to our national income. Though our land holdings are small in
proportion to our population, we produce just about to feed our huge
population and we suffer massive crop loss due to variety of factors that
hit our agriculture sector, our people, and the economy. Unless measures
are taken in utmost urgency to prevent such losses, we are certainly in

for crop shortage and related consequential effects.

[ rise to draw your attention to this recurring problem that cripples
our agronomy and urge you to tackle it forthwith. Let me share the
magnitude of crop loss. It is estimated by several credible agencies that
the annual loss is to the tune of 17 per cent, amounting to 17.28 billion
US dollars. The losses were occurred in the main crops like cotton, rice,
maize, sugarcane, groundnut, pulses, and wheat. In addition to the
normal reasons for crop losses like weeds, insects, fungi, bacteria, and

virus, storage, processing, and logistics, are also the new factors.

According to the Economic Survey Report of last year, the crop loss
due to these extreme temperature shocks is 4 per cent in kharif season

and 4.7 per cent in rabi season. Due to below average rainfall, the loss

is 12.8 per cent in rabi season and 12.8 per cent in kharif season. So,
overall loss due to climate change is 15-18 per cent in irrigated land and

20-25 per cent in unirrigated areas.

Now, let us look at the specific cases. Due to vagaries of nature and
conditions leading to sudden climate change, crops in an estimated
1,53,000 were destroyed. In Odisha, cyclone Fani caused a huge crop
loss. Coming to Andhra Pradesh, cyclone Phethai created a heavy loss
to the tune of Rs.243 crore. Coming further down to Kerala, due to
heavy rains, paddy crops in 31,000 hectares were destroyed. Sir, about
1.21 lakh farmers suffered loss, and their loss was mainly in the paddy
fields which 1s the main staple food of Kerala. Another State that I
would like to quote i1s the State of Gujarat, the State of the hon. Prime
Minister and the Home Minister. Only a month ago it was reported that
about 45 lakh hectares of kharif area were affected. Soon after that,
there was cyclone Kyarr. The Government has reported a considerable
damage to the crop in many parts of Gujarat. The Government has
deferred the procurement of groundnut and paddy and also has promised
crop insurance to the farmers. Even in my State, though a small State,

due to torrential rains this year, there were heavy losses.

17.03 hrs (Dr. (Prof.) Kirit Premjibhai Solanki in the Chair)

I know that the Government is giving Rs.6000 per year as
minimum income support to the farmers. But this holds good under
normal conditions. When such catastrophes occur, the Government

should ensure that whatever losses the farmers incur are paid to them
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immediately as then only we can stop farmers’ suicides. Otherwise, this

will go on increasing.

Sir, to stop the losses due to various reasons, I would like to propose
some solutions. National Disaster Mitigation Authority, though they are
doing a good job, should advise the farmers with early warning systems

to mitigate the impact of climate change.

Farmers should sow high breed varieties that can withstand diseases
and pests and also side-by-side they should go for diversification of

crops and use of proper pesticides to control the weeds and insects.

It 1s not enough to produce but proper preservation of produce, like
tomatoes, onions and potatoes, 1s also necessary. We have seen people
throwing tomatoes on the roads. Such things should not occur. On the

one hand we do not have food to eat as it is so expensive - we are ranked

at 100 position on Global Hunger Index - and on the other hand people
throw food on the roads. This does not suit to the dignity of our

country.

Having said this, [ would request the hon. Minister that whenever
the farmers suffer, the Government should come to their rescue so that
the farmers’ suicides will stop, their income will increase and the

farming community of our country will prosper. Thank you.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank
you for giving me the opportunity to speak on this very important and

timely issue of crop loss in the country and its consequential impact on
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the farmers. The imminent consequence is nothing less than committing
suicide by the farmers as they have no other option if there is crop loss
due to rains or floods or droughts and if they are unable to pay back their

loans.

Sir, I have been in this House for the last six years and I have
observed that it has become a ritual to take up the discussion; be it
related to farmers’ suicides, be it related to distress among farmers and
be it related to loss of crops due to floods or heavy rains or droughts.
But I do not find any improvement over these last six years in the

condition of farmers and farmers’ suicides are going on unabated.

I do agree that we cannot avoid natural disasters, but we can
certainly take remedial measures through appropriate interventions. I am
not standing here to give sermons to the hon. Minister. He knows much
better than me about the status of farmers. But I certainly wish to make
some suggestions which I feel are important to better the conditions of

farmers and the farming community. [ will be pointed and specific.

My first suggestion is the implementation of all the
recommendations of Dr. Swaminathan Commission, which have been
only partially implemented so far. Now, we are giving the A2 and the FL
component, that is, paid out costs for seeds and fertilizer, interests on
working capital and farm labour. It was introduced two years ago. But in
the last two years, we have found no improvement in the conditions of
the farmers. So, I suggest for the consideration of the hon. Minister to
please add the C2 component, as recommended by Dr. Swaminathan. I
am sure it will definitely help the farmers to make farming a more viable

proposition.
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My second suggestion is that the consumption of food grains has to
go up through effective implementation of the Food Security Act, Mid-
Day Meal Scheme and other such schemes. It is only then that the full
cycle of production, procurement, storage and consumption is
completed. Otherwise, stocks will pile up in godowns resulting in
wastage since when the new crops come in, they may not have the place
needed for the storage.

The Goal no. 2 of the Sustainable Development Goals mandates to
double farm productivity by 2030. I think India has actually been even
more ambitious and has set the target as 2020. I would like to know
from the hon. Minister what blueprint the Ministry has prepared and
what roadmap it has, to reach these targets, as we are only days away

from entering 2020.

The distribution of seeds is also very important. But unfortunately,
good quality seeds are not available. So, I suggest that the availability
and distribution of breeder, foundation and certified seeds, have to be
improved considerably and same is the case with chemicals and

fertilizers.

The next i1ssue 1s irrigation. It is unfortunate that in spite of being
the second largest irrigated country in the world, we have only one-third
of our cropped area under irrigation. So, I suggest for granting at least
one national project to every State and also request the Government of
India to complete the Polavaram Project, which 1is the lifeline of Andhra

Pradesh by approving its revised DPRs within a time-bound manner.

There are two kinds of calamities. One is natural, which as I said in
the beginning, we can, to a great extent, avoid, even though it is
difficult. The second one is man-made disaster. You cannot stop man-
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made disaster, more particularly, when one does it with malicious
intention. The recent flash floods of the Krishna River in Andhra
Pradesh submerged agriculture crops in as many as 5300 hectares and
horticulture crops of 1,400 hectares in the Krishna district. Kolluru,
Duggirala, Kollipara, Bhattiprolu and Repalle mandals of Guntur

districts, were also severely affected.

The point to be noted here is that this disaster was created
deliberately. The objective was to score political points and to prove that
the earlier Government was wrong. The Government of Andhra Pradesh
deliberately mismanaged the flow of flood water to prove that the
Capital City of Amaravati is prone to floods and also with the intent to
submerge the house in which former CM, Shri Chandrababu Naidu
Garu, 1s staying on rent. The new Government has been intent on
shifting the Capital from Amaravati to a location preferred by the CM
and had allegedly thought that proving that Amaravati is prone to floods
would help them in achieving this without considering that there will be
thousands of acres of crop loss and thousands of farmers would suffer as

a result of their actions.

*SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPPATTINAM): Thank you Sir.
Vanakkam. Saint Thiruvalluvar says, “They alone live who live by
agriculture; all others lead a cringing, dependent life”. Mahakavi
Bharathi says that we should salute farming and industry and we should
discourage those who are idle and pleasure seekers. Saint Thiruvalluvar
compares farmers with God in Thirukkural. Today farmers live a

miserable life. A farmer toils hard to protect the crop from the time of
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sowing till its harvest. He is concerned about the crop by watching its
every minute growth, every day. If the growth is improper, he always
thinks about how to ensure its proper growth. He forgets to sleep till its
harvest. A farmer faces several difficulties in ensuring the growth of
every crop. He spends more time with the crops than with his children.
If he is not into agriculture, this society cannot eat. At times of calamity,
he faces so many difficulties. There are two types of natural disasters.
Tamil Nadu, particularly the delta districts are like a plain area. People
of this area are dependent on agriculture. In 12 districts, agriculture is
the main profession. Because of inadequate water for agriculture,
farmers are not able to follow periodic farming activities. Union
government should therefore ensure supply of water to agricultural areas
of Tamil Nadu. All the southern rivers should be interlinked. This
Scheme should be implemented immediately. Ganges-Cauvery link
scheme was announced when Smt. Indira Gandhi was the Prime

Minister. This scheme 1s pending till now.

This Ganges-Cauvery link scheme should be implemented,
Southern rivers should be linked soon. So that agricultural activities may
be protected. Farmers spend approximately Rs. 1800 per quintal
production of paddy. He produces 20 quintal of paddy in an acre. He is
unable to get remunerative price for his produce. MSP is fixed by the
Union Government. This should be increased. Dr. M.S. Swaminathan
Committee’s Report says that we can protect the lives of farmers only
by providing 50 per cent extra cost in addition to the production cost.
This government should act in accordance to the suggestions of Dr. M.S.

Swaminathan Committee.

[ belong to Nagappattinam parliamentary constituency. There are

two districts in my constituency. There are adjoining districts like
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Thanjavur, Pudukkottai, Perambalur and Cuddalore. Whenever there is a
cyclone in the Bay of Bengal, Nagappattinam district is the district
which will be affected followed by the districts like Thanjavur,
Thiruvarur, Cuddalore, Perambalur and Tiruchirappalli. Almost 12
districts of Tamil Nadu were affected because of Gaja cyclone. As many
as 80 lakh coconut trees were uprooted. Many of the beneficial trees
were uprooted. As much as 12 lakh hectares of land was inundated. But

till date crop insurance claims have not been settled.

We have two companies, New India Assurance Company and
National Insurance Company which are into crop insurance business.
There should be a national crop insurance scheme. Though that scheme
farmers can get insurance cover for their crops and can get
compensation. Private players should be restricted. Farmers affected by
Gaja cyclone last year did not get their insured amount for loss of crops
till now. As many as 196 revenue villages of Nagappattinam district and
206 villages of Thiruvarur district did not get this insurance amount.
More than 200 villages of Thanjavur district did not get crop insurance
compensation. The coconut growers are suffering till now because of
non receipt of compensation for loss of trees. I urge upon the Union
Government to intervene in this matter and ensure that compensation is
given to farmers who lost their crops due to Gaja cyclone. Thank you
Sr.

*DR. PRITAM GOPINATHRAO MUNDE (BEED): Hon’ble

Chairman Sir, kindly allow me to speak in Marathi. First of all I would
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like to thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this issue
under Rule 193. All the MPs tried to describe the plight of the farmers
in their areas. Even during the last term, we had demanded to discuss
this issue of adverse effects of natural calamity on the farmers.
Fortunately, we are discussing it during this term. In the last Lok Sabha
term, Maharashtra was facing drought conditions but this time we have
been facing flood situation due to heavy rains. It means the mother
nature 1s targeting these poor farmers. As far as Maharashtra is
concerned, 34 districts, 352 Tehsils and 94 lakh hectare of agricultural
land have got badly affected. Around I crore 4 lakh farmers are directly
affected. In Marathwada region around 41 lakh hectare of land got
affected due to the heavy rains and in my Beed district around 7.61 lakh
hectare of land got badly affected.

We had been facing water scarcity in Beed district but now there is
water everywhere. When I visited there the flood water inundated the

entire district and I had to take a bullock cart to cross the roads.

*Today we should not go into details. Cutting across party lines

all the leaders of different parties have visited the farms to take stock of
the situation. Some issues should be beyond politics and we all should

come together for humanity. It’s not easy to resolve this issue until and
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unless we know the ground reality. Hon’ble Governor of Maharashtra
had announced the relief assistance for farmers but that was not
sufficient. But we should not get into the blame game instead we should
try to help the farmers honestly. The rulers in Maharashtra are now
doing a face saving exercise. They had promised to clear the 7/12
certificate for farmers but now they are making excuses. 1 hope that
Hon’ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra would definitely help the poor
farmers. The state and the Central Government would come together for

the farmers in Maharashtra.

While dealing with the natural calamities most of the funds got
spent on compensation. But we should focus on continuous progress.
Some long term schemes should also be taken into consideration. For
short term schemes, cash benefits were being given to the
farmers. During this kind of situation, we must think of farmers. But
he 1s only a part of total system. Traders and consumers are also get
affected. Whenever you give any kind of monetary help to farmers, it is
for them and their families. But the farm labourers do not get anything
out of it. Hence, I would like to request the Union Government to
categorise the help. Availability of fodder for the cattles should also be
ensured. We must also work for their health and hygiene. Diseases not
only affect crops but also the cattles. Meteorological Department
should work scientifically. Timely alerts should be issued to the

farmers. Crop cycle should also be changed.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Sir, the farmers
in the entire country, right from Jammu and Kashmir in the northern part
of India to Kerala in the southern part of India, are in great distress.
Today we have seen so many hon. Members mentioning about the plight
of farmers in Maharashtra. The price of onion has gone beyond Rs.100.
But just before three months, in Maharashtra there were no takers for the
onion. So, this is the plight of the farmers. They should be assured of a

minimum basic price for all the agricultural produces.

In Kerala, we have around 11 lakh farmers who are doing farming
in natural rubber. These farmers do not get the minimum price. Once
they were getting around Rs.300 but now they are getting only Rs.120.
The cost of production is more than Rs.180.

So many Members were mentioning about Dr. Swaminathan who is
the father of Indian Green Revolution. Dr. Swaminathan has mentioned
that the farmers should get a minimum of one-and-a-half times more of
the cost of production, that is, 150 per cent more of the cost of
production. But the farmers do not get even the cost of production

anywhere in India.

So, this should be avoided and they should be made eligible to get a
minimum support price. In case of rubber, they should get a minimum of
Rs.200. I have mentioned it earlier also. Everywhere in India, almost in
every State, we have the human-animal conflict. The farmers do the
farming but the wild as well as all species of other animals come to their

farms and destroy their crops. The farmers cannot touch the animals.
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They cannot shoot them. Earlier, they were permitted to do that. But
now because of the directions from the Forest and Wild Life
Department, they cannot do anything. So, these restrictions should be
lifted. In Kerala, six out of 14 districts are affected by this problem. In
Kannur, there is a very big agitation going on in this regard. About one
lakh farmers have decided to go on march before the Collectorate
Office. This is a great problem. It has been mentioned by many hon.
Members. This should be seriously considered by the Government of
India at the earliest because the farmers are not in a position to do

farming.

Sir, India has entered into many international trade agreements of
which more than 10 are Free Trade Agreements and six are Preferential
Trade Agreements. These agreements have adversely been affecting the
farming community. The farmers of all sectors of agriculture are not
getting proper prices of their produce because of the tariff free import of
agricultural products from foreign countries. This should be avoided.
This is applicable to rubber, coffee, pepper and even for milk products.

This should be reviewed at the earliest.

Recently, we were talking about The Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership (RCEP) Agreement. If we get into this agreement,
it would have 16 countries as its members, including India. If we go for
this agreement, there will be free trade among these countries and India
will have to import their products without any tariff, which will again

badly affect farming in India.

| also request the Government to consider giving a minimum
pension to the old age farmers. The Government employees get regular

increments. Moreover, they get Dearness Allowance according to the
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Cost-of-Living-Index. But the farmers do not get even the cost which
they invest. They should be given a minimum pension of Rs.10,000

instead of any other financial support given by the Government.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Sir, for
allowing me to participate in this discussion under Rule 193 regarding
crop loss due to various reasons. Sir, despite technological development,
IT development, service sector development and industrial development,
India’s backbone is agriculture and more than 60 per cent of the
population in the country still depends on it. But, unfortunately, due
significance and importance i1s not given to the farming community in

India even after 70 years of Independence.

Sir, in 1996, when I came to Parliament in the 11t Lok Sabha, |
remember that in the Budget discussion we used to say that 33 per cent
of the total GDP was contributed by agriculture. Now, the contribution
of agriculture has just come down to 11 or 12 per cent. That means,
agriculture production in the country is shrinking because of the loss of

crop due to various reasons which has to be addressed on top most
priority.

Sir, the Government is following a policy to formalize almost all the
informal sectors in the country. We know what happened to the retail
sector. After implementation of GST, informal sectors being formalized
means it will affect the largest population of our country. If you

formalize the informal sectors, major population of the country,
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especially the common people of the country will be excluded from the

mainstream. That is happening in the agricultural field also.

Sir, we have passed the Food Security Act. Do we know what is the
food need of the country? Are we able to produce to satisfy the need of
the country? This has to be first taken into consideration. The statistical
report goes to show that by 2050 India’s population will be 1.65 billion
which is now 1.32 billion. Suppose, by 2050, India’s population
increases to 1.65 billion, whether we will be able to meet the food

demand of the population at that time of our country. ....(Interruptions)

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir, the question is whether by
2050, we will be able to meet the food needs of the population of India,
which is increasing. What is the main reason? Animal-man conflict is
there, but according to me, definitely the animals should be protected
and also, the farmers should be protected, for which a huge investment
is required. I know that in the areas of western ghats in my constituency,

farmers are suffering like anything because of the animals. So, the
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animal-man conflict can be prevented by using scientific methods now-

a-days.

Sir, climate change or weather change 1s the main reason for loss of
the crop. If we examine the so many studies which have been made, they
say that wheat, maize and sorghum are the worst hit by this phenomenon
of climate change. By 2030, rice and wheat are likely to see six to ten
per cent decrease in yields. There are also examples of crops like potato,
soybean, chick pea and mustard on which climate change will have a
neutral or positive impact. If that be the case, the position will be very
devastating because we will not be able to meet the minimum

requirements to feed the people of our country.

Sir, now we are importing onions from Egypt. Suppose, if this goes
on like this, there will be a disastrous condition. That is why, Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru decades back had said, ‘If you are not considering the
concerns of the agricultural community in the country, India will be

going on to a disastrous way.” Now-a-days, that 1s coming true, if we
examine. My suggestion is that an innovative system based on
indigenous and traditional knowledge that protects the natural resources’
base while increasing the productivity is needed. Mere productivity
increase will never meet the purpose because after the Green
Revolution, we all know, the entire focus was on increasing productivity
and production. Unfortunately, we were not concerned about the
environmental impact, climate change, soil health and all such things.
Subsequent to the Green Revolution, if we examine, the fertility of the
soil has gone down. So, we have to protect the environment and the

ecological system also.
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My last point 1s regarding the compensation. If there is a crop loss

due to flood, drought or any other natural calamity, the compensation,
which 1s being provided according to the National Disaster Management
Act, 1s very meagre. It is an insult to the farming community. So, I urge
upon the Government to kindly review the compensation which is
enunciated in the National Disaster Management Act as it is very
meagre. It has to be increased according to the cost of production. The
main problem the farmers are facing is that there is a big difference in
the cost of production and the price of product. That is the basic reason.
This anomaly has to be rectified for which I fully support the suggestion
made by Shri Thomas Chazhikadan that the farmers should be
considered equal to the Government servants for all purposes. With this,

I conclude.

* Thank you Chairman Sir. We are discussing crop loss and its

impact on farmers under Rule 193. Agriculture is the mainstay of our
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country and agriculturists are our treasure. We come to know about the
plight and economic condition of the farmers from the pages of
newspapers. Everyday 30 farmers commit suicide on an average in
India. They are under huge burden of farm loans. On the one hand, he
is deprived of the remunerative price of his crops; on the other hand, the
atmosphere 1s not conducive for agricultural activities. So the farmers
are in a pathetic situation. Then what is the way out? Farmers of West
Bengal get various facilities like crop loan through cooperatives, subsidy
to purchase agricultural equipment, seeds at subsidized and cheap rates.
So while the Bengal farmers receive all sorts of assistance from the state
government, unfortunately farmers of other states do not get any such
help. People have a lot of hope and expectations from the Government
of India. They had expected that it would support and stand by the
farmers in distress which it had promised before coming to power.
However, the farmers today are a deprived lot. Why are they
committing suicides? What i1s the reason? We must find out those

reasons.

Hon. Minister of Agriculture is present in the House. He must be
aware that due to lack of remunerative prices, farmers are in a pitiable
situation. Many hon. Members have already flagged the issues of their
respective states. MGNREGA should be linked with agriculture.
Farmers should be supplied with good quality seeds at subsidized rates
along with better equipment and tools. Supply of water should be
ensured; power should be supplied free of cost. If all this is done, then
the economic or financial condition of the farmers will improve a
lot. But it is being said that the income of the farmers has increased
manifold; an impression is being created that they are in a very good

condition. Why then are the farmers are pining for help? Why are they
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deprived? Whatever may be said today, we cannot find that they are

economically better off or self-reliant.

I would urge upon the Minister of Agriculture to kindly do
something for the farmers. There was cyclone Aila in Bengal which
devastated the farmers completely. But they have not received an iota of
financial assistance from the Central Government. Even cyclone Bulbul
has wrecked havoc in the state but the Government of India remained
quiet. I request the hon. Minister to extend his helping hand to the
Bengal farmers. Sir, I shall take only a minute. Today, the retail market
price of onions is Rs.100 per kg. but when onions are cultivated, even in
my state, it 1s sold for Rs.5 only. There is no storage facility for onions.
If storage facilities are opened, it can be highly beneficial for the

farming communities.

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Thank
you, Chairman Sir, for giving me an opportunity to talk about the most
important subject which 1s the need of the hour for the country. I will
take only four minutes, as you have suggested, to speak on four
important points. The first point is regarding the insurance claim that is
to be made by the farmers. As of now, under the Fasal Bima Yojana, the
time given is only three days for the farmers to submit the proposal. As
you know, farming is a sensitive subject and farmer is the most sensitive
person. He needs considerable time to recover and come out of the
shock of any calamity that happens. In this regard, I would request to

change the present time of three days to submit the claim and fulfil the
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formalities. At least ten days’ time should be given to address this

particular important issue.

Another issue is that, Sir, when there is drought in some districts,
the State Government gives the information to the Centre to send the
team. For example, in Andhra Pradesh, we have south-west monsoon as
well as north-east monsoon. If there is a failure of the south-
west monsoon, by the time we give the representation and the team is
sent, due to north-east monsoon, rainfall must have been there. Due to
this, there 1s a misunderstanding that this claim is a wrong claim. If the
team is sent at the right time, then, this kind of anomalies would not

happen.

In our State, our hon. Chief Minister has started a scheme,
Cultivator Credit Card. Instead of Farmer Credit Card, it is the
Cultivator Credit Card because more than 50 per cent of farming in this
country is being done by the cultivators. We call it “kaulu daru’ in our
language, Sir. For the cultivators, unfortunately, there is no availability
of credit. Any bank that gives the loan, takes land as collateral.
Cultivators are not getting a loan under any other scheme. Hence, they
go to private lenders to get a loan at the highest rate of interest. They are
in tremendous trouble. To come out of this hardship, our State has
started a scheme. I would request the hon. Minister of Agriculture, who
is a largehearted man and who knows the problem of the people, to
kindly see how since between 50 and 60 per cent land is with the
cultivators, protect the rights of the cultivators at the Government of
India level.
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The hon. Prime Minister is implementing the Fasal Bima Yojana.

In our State, our Chief Minister 1s giving 50 per cent, in addition to the
insurance that is given by the Government of India. In our State, we are
asking farmers to pay only one rupee. This is giving a lot of comfort to
the farmers. Without farmers, there 1s no life; there is no humanity.

Farmer 1s greater than God, according to me.

I would urge the Government of India, through you, and our
beloved hon. Prime Minister to consider giving premium under the
Fasal Bhima Yojana, with a request to kindly make it 100 per cent.
Every farmer would be immensely happy with this act. We all feel that
the farmer is God. Right from our childhood, we have been saying, Jai
Kisan’, "Jai Kisan. Let us do justice to the farmers by giving crop
insurance at the national level by the hon. Prime Minister, through our

hon. Minister.

*Sir, after we got independence, our Governments tried to bring

about a Green Revolution by implementing the Five Year Plans.

Though, we succeeded to some extent, we needed to put in a lot of effort
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to achieve our goals. The farmers are the back-bone of our country.
Agriculture depends on nature. Around 60-70% of our population
depends on agriculture who are providing food to our nation. Therefore,
it is the responsibility of the Government to take care of those farmers
who are feeding the entire country. Due to untimely rains, droughts and
floods, farmers are suffering huge losses and are committing suicides, as
the Government is not providing them relief in time. The banks are also
not giving loans to farmers on time. [ request the Government that
instead of making farmers run after the banks for loans, bankers should
be made to visit villages and facilitate loans to all needy farmers. It is

the moral responsibility of the Government to protect our farmers.

Similarly, allied sectors of agriculture like animal husbandry, dairy
farming, poultries, fisheries, etc should also be encouraged by the
government. In this direction, there is a need to declare a ‘National
Policy’ for agriculture in our country and save our farmers. Prominent
agricultural scientist Dr. Swaminathan’s Committee, made some
recommendations for determining Minimum Support Price for
agricultural produce. The Government should see that those
recommendations are implemented in letter and spirit to provide better

MSP to our farmers.

Whenever, there is a natural calamity, the Central Government
sends teams to assess the damage/loss in that region, after the State
Government sends a report. This takes two to three months after a
calamity strikes. Relief should be provided immediately in such
circumstances without much delay. There is an urgent need to
mechanise agriculture. We should provide sophisticated machines to
farmers. MGNREGA should be linked with agriculture to help farmers

in the long run. There is a need to increase MSP for crops. We should
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also encourage horticulture. 1 can proudly say that in our state
Telengana our Chief Minister Shr1 K Chandrashekhar Rao is emerging
as a role model in implementing welfare schemes for farmers. Many
major projects, like KLA, Ranga Reddy & Kaleshwaram were
completed in four years. Sir, [ come from farmer’s family. Through these
irrigation projects around 1,20,00,000 acres of land was brought under
irrigation. For farmers, Rs.10,000 per acre is being provided as input

cost. Crop loans are also being provided to the farmers.

*DR. SUJAY VIKHE PATIL (AHMEDNAGAR): Hon’ble Chairman,
Sir, thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak. I am
thankful to our Hon’ble Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji for
implementing so many schemes for farmers like PM Kisan Samman
Nidhi under which Rs.6000 per year is given to farmers. PM Kisan

Mandhan Yojana is a pension scheme under which Rs.3000 would be
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given to farmers and there are many more to mention but due to time
constraints [ would not talk about them. I would make only 2-3 points.
PM crop insurance scheme was launched by Hon’ble Prime Minister
Modiji but it has lots of lacunae. It is mandatory for the insurance
companies to give compensation to the farmers facing natural
calamities. But not the government, the insurance companies are at
fault. The insurance agents are not available when we need them most.
They are very arrogant and not ready to cooperate with our farmers.
Our government has infused a lot of money in these insurance
companies to do justice to the farmers but unfortunately they are not

doing justice and playing with the sentiments of farmers.

The insurance companies who have awarded the contracts of
insurance should be more helpful and positive. They must have
sufficient number of agents. The insurance claims should be settled
within stipulated time. If they fail to settle the claims within the fixed
time they should be liable to pay the interest at 12% per month.

Most of the MPs in this House talked about heavy rains and
destruction of standing crops of around 54.22 lac hectare of land. The
crops like onions, soyabean, maize, barely, millet, grapes etc have got
completely devastated. Government of Maharashtra helped them with
some terms and conditions; but that was not sufficient. A three party
Government had been formed in Maharashtra. I would like to request
them to fulfil their poll promises. I would also like to urge upon our

Hon’ble PM to provide the monetary assistance of Rs.5000 per hectare.

The 1ssue of flood 1s also very important and very serious to. Our
ex-Prime Minister Shri Atal Behari Vajpayee dreamt of interlinking of
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rivers. This project should be implemented immediately. In my
Ahmadnagar Constituency, if the water of Godawari river is diverted it
would definitely improve the irrigation facilities. I believe that under the
Prime Ministership of Narendra Modiji justice would be done to the

farmers of this country.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank
you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion under
Rule 193. In the previous Lok Sabha Session, I asked a question related
to the rate of farmers’ suicide in the country. Unfortunately, the reply
given was indifferent. The Ministry of Agriculture did not have any data
on this. We had to approach the Crime Records Bureau to get the details.
If this 1s the state of affairs, then how will the Government achieve the
target of doubling the income of farmers by the year 2022? Not having
enough data about farmers indicates the pathetic situation of the farming
community. The issues of farmers differ from State to State. We have to

adopt State-centric policies for resolving the issues of farmers.

The economy of our area is based on agriculture. The notable
cultivations are pepper, cardamom, rubber, tea etc. The drastic fall in
prices of these commodities have affected their livelihood. They are
struggling to meet their financial obligations. Sir, I hail from Idukki
district in Kerala. Kerala is a flood-affected State and I can say one thing

that more than 11,000 hectares of agricultural land was washed away
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during the last floods. Thousands of households have been destroyed
and seventy people have lost their lives due to flood and other natural
calamities. As a side effect, our crops and plants got infected with
deadly diseases. This resulted in low production and consequently the
income of farmers also went down and similarly they lost their
repayment capacity. The unfortunate thing is that during that time only
the bank authorities started confiscation process. Having no other way,
our farmers committed suicide. In my district 10 farmers committed
suicide and all over the State the number 1s 30. It is unfortunate to report
that even yesterday one farmer committed suicide. We have to adopt
policies that help in income generation of farmers. We have to adopt
income generation policies. The suicide rate of farmers is low now
only because of the moratorium policy.  Whenever the moratorium
policy is withdrawn by the State Government, maybe, the temptation of

committing suicide may restart.

Sir, [ am reminding this day about the loan waiver policy of UPA
Government and Congress-ruled States. I will go ahead with my speech
by referring to certain points. As far as pepper farmers in my area are
concerned, there has been a drastic fall in the price of pepper in 2019 as
compared to the price in 2017. It is Rs. 290 per kilogram now. The
provisions of the South Asian Foreign Trade Agreement permit Sri
Lanka to export 2500 tonnes without any duty. This import from Sri
Lanka to our domestic market is affecting our pepper farmers. So, the
MIP of pepper should be increased by Rs. 750. I am also requesting a
pepper cluster for Idukki District by way of this discussion.

As far as cardamom farmers are concerned, the price of cardamom
is little bit high but due to low production, there is no benefit for the

farmers. The Minister of Commerce, Shri Piyush Goyal announced
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Idukki as cardamom cluster but the benefits are not yet received by the
farmers even today. The Spices Board Field Offices closed earlier have
not been reopened so far. More than 90 per cent of rubber production is
from Kerala. We have to address the issues of rubber farmers by

increasing the MSP to at least Rs. 200 per kilogram.

HIGHTYT RIS H S TG | Hon’ble Chairman Sir, thank you very

much I would like to speak in my mother tongue Marathi. Unseasonal

rain lashed Maharashtra in the month of September-October and out of
36 districts 34 districts got badly affected. We lost our crops and cattle.

The farmers throughout Maharashtra are facing severe troubles due to
this. As far as my Buldhana district is concerned around 6 lakh farmers
have got directly affected. We had never witnessed such kind of
situation. Earlier there was a drought like situation but now we are

facing floods.

Farmers were expecting good returns this season as the rain was
satisfactory initially. They might be planning for higher education and
marriages of their children and even repaying their loans. But the
unseasonal and heavy rains which continued for 20-22 days washed the
standing crops completely. In this way their dreams got shattered.
Hence, these farmers are expecting some kind of help from the State and

Union Government.

During President’s Rule in Maharashtra monetary assistance of
Rs.8000 per acre was announced. But it was like a mockery to the

farmers. At least, Rs.25000 per hectare should be given. The State
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Government should come forward to help them. I would also like to
demand the Central Government to give a Rs.40000 crore relief

assistance to the farmers of Maharashtra.

This government has taken many courageous decisions like
repealing article 370 and Triple Talag. Now, some kind of courage
should be shown for implementing Dr. Swaminathan Commission
Report.

Our Ex-Prime Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri ji gave the slogan
“Jai Jawan, Jai Kisan”. Today, our soldiers are killing one another and
farmers are committing suicides. Around 243 farmers committed
suicide in my Buldhana District. If we really want to stop there suicides,
State and Central Governments should extend adequate help to these

distressed and needy farmers.

Farmers in Maharashtra are expecting a total loan waiver and State
Government act accordingly. Central Government should also come
forward to play its role. This is my earnest request to the Union

Government.

DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): Sir,
thank you for allowing me to speak on a very important topic of post-

harvest facilities. Every year, farmers lose around Rs. 63,000 crore for
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not being able to sell their produce for which they have already made
investments. Except for cold storage, the country is lagging behind in
all other agri-logistics required to bring the produce from farm to

markets.

Another major proposal which can ensure that crop losses are
minimised is to shift from road to rail for transportation of all perishable
products, horticulture produce, and sensitive handling of demand and
also adequate transportation support. As per the National Horticulture
Board, in the absence of robust and sustainable logistic mechanism,
more than half of fruits and vegetables end up as waste even before they
arrive in the market, especially tomatoes at Anantapur and Kadapa
districts in Andhra Pradesh. However, the vegetables and fruits are
categorized as perishable products which need a provision for fastest
transportation with storage at the receiving front. It should also be noted
that the perishables must not be stored at production centres, but moved

to places while still fresh and firm to withstand the rigours of transport.

It is heard that the Indian Railways, with it Pan India network, is the
optimal and preferred choice for movement of horticultural produce.
Yet, this exploding demand is not tapped or planned for, in full.
Among the top 21 commodities moved by rail and road, fruits and

vegetables have the lowest share there.

Sabhapati-ji, we cannot change the climate and its side effects on
the crops as it is not in our hands. However, we can change whatever is
possible, like increasing transportation from road to rail and by building

more post harvest facilities.

So, through you, Sabhapati-ji, I would request the Central
Government to take proper steps to reduce the crop losses and increase
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the farmers’ income.

With these few words, I conclude. Thank you very much.

*Hon’ble Speaker Sir, today all Hon'ble members expressed their

concern for the farmers of whole nation. I want to say that those who
were in power for many years i.e. 55 years, they did not care for the
farmers during that time. After Shri Narendra Modiji came to power,
they started showing concern for farmers. Not only after coming to
Delhi but when Shri Narendra Modiji was Chief Minister in Gujarat, he
started 'Krushi Mahotsav' (Agriculture Festival) from the year 2005.
Considering the problems faced by farmers in different parts of Gujarat,
he established four agriculture universities in four different parts of the
State. After becoming Prime Minister in 2014, if somebody has really
cared for farmers, it is our Hon'ble Prime Minister Narendra Modiji. A

farmer 1s called father of the whole universe.

As mentioned by the Hon'ble member Devjibhai, we cannot
survive without food and farmers cultivate food grains for us.
Agriculture provides highest employment in the country no matter how

many industries we may have. Sixty percent people are getting
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employment from agriculture. But farmers are facing many problems
like flood, drought, unseasonal rain, cyclone, etc. and among all these
problems, if I talk about the current year, it was very nice year for the
farmers of the whole nation and they were expecting bumper produce
and the crops were almost ready but suddenly the nature gave them a
blow in form of unseasonal rains and this caused a lot of damage to the
farmers. Farmers suffered losses in crops like cotton, millet, peanuts,

castor, mung, etc.

I want to mention here that the Gujarat Government awarded
compensation of Rs. 4,000/- to the farmers who sustained loss due to
unseasonal rain and it is a historical step and therefore I congratulate and
thank the Chief Minister Vijaybhai Rupani and his government.
Moreover, rates of electricity applicable to the motors pumps of 7.5 HP
were also applied to motor pumps of higher horsepower and this way
also the government helped the farmers. Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima
Yojana 1s a very good scheme for farmers. But there are some
shortcomings in the scheme which need to be corrected by taking policy
measures. There is one provision that the farmers should inform within
72 hours. I have a suggestion that this time limit should be increased.
The farmer will get insurance amount only if he informs about the loss

in time so we need to give more time to the farmers.

Farmers are given Rs.6,000/- as a part of Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Samman Yojana and it is an unprecedented scheme. Minimum Support
Price, Soil Health Card, supporting farmers during drought and floods,
compensating soil erosion and crop failure, etc. are very good steps
taken by Shri Narendra Modiji and his government. But we need to take
more steps for the betterment of farmers. At present farmers are given

financial support under various schemes; for example Rs. 6,000/- are
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given under Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Yojana. I request that all
these schemes should be clubbed to make them more -effective.
MNREGA scheme should also be connected with farmers because they
work very hard in their farms. The shortcomings in Pradhan Mantri
Fasal Bima Yojana should be rectified. I also request the government to

take steps to prevent rain water flowing into sea.

*SHRI BHAGWANT MANN (SANGRUR): [ thank you, Hon’ble

Chairman Sir. I will speak in my mother-tongue, Punjabi.

Sir, Punjab is an agrarian state. The farmers of Punjab used to feed
the entire country after Green Revolution. However, today, he is hungry
and neck-deep in debt. Sir, under the MNREGA Scheme, the farmer can
work in his own field and can get the money under this Scheme.
However, there is no awareness and publicity of this scheme and the

farmers are in the dark.

Sir, Punjab has been named as the land of five rivers. However, the
groundwater level in Punjab has gone down to the depth of 600 to 700
foot below the ground. Experts are of the opinion that in the coming 15

to 20 years, Punjab may turn into a desert.

Sir, we are ready to alter the sowing of our crops. Our farmers are
ready to sow maize, pearl millet, sunflower etc. Ours is a fertile land.

However, these alternative crops do not have a Minimum Support Price.
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MSP is given for paddy etc. Hence, these alternative crops should also

have remunerative MSP.

Sir, perishable vegetables like tomatoes and potatoes sometimes
have a bumper growth. However, due to the glut, they have to be
thrown on the roads as no one buys these vegetables. In Punjab and
Maharashtra, this happens. If these vegetables could be exported, that
will be very helpful for the farmers.

Sir, when crops fail or are damaged due to natural calamities, the
compensation to be provided to the farmers becomes a joke. Meager
amount cheque of Rs.26/- or Rs.70/- 1s granted to the hapless farmers.

So, timely and proper compensation should be provided to the farmers.

Sir, the Delhi Government of Shri Arvind Kejriwal has paid
compensation to farmers in line with Swaminathan Report. Although,
States cannot implement Swaminathan Committee Report, but Shri
Arvind Kejriwal has given the hapless farmers that much amount as
MSP. He has given Rs.20,000/- per acre to the farmers for the damaged

crops. Sir, a noted poet of Punjabi Shri Sant Ram Udasi has written:

“The Jat farmer 1s crying
Water is overflowing everywhere
Misfortune is what he gets
he is left with chaff only”

This means, in the natural calamity, the crops are destroyed and the
Jat farmer is left with nothing. He is neck-deep in debt already.
Misfortune 1s what he gets. Sir, the children of farmers should get other
jobs so that they are not dependant on farming and agriculture.
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Untimely heavy rains for half and hour can wreak havoc on the food-

grains sowed by him.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude

SHRI BHAGWANT MANN: Sir, the farmers of Punjab have always
fed millions of people in our country. However, they are in distress at
present. The country must come to the aid of the farmers of Punjab.

*Hon’ble Chairman Sir, kindly allow me to speak in Marathi
farmers in Maharashtra are distressed and facing hardships due to flood
and unseasonal rain. Out of 36 districts, 31 districts were flooded.
Kolhapur and Sangli districts were the worst affected districts and my
constituency Hatkanangle which falls in Sangli District was also badly
affected. The farmers in this area were completely helpless and waiting
for the government’s help. It was totally inhuman and unnatural. Not
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only Maharashtra but the entire country has to face heavy rains. But
there was human fault too. Almatti Dam in Karnataka and illegal
constructions in riverbed area chocked the rain water. The flood water
level even reached at the level of 20 feet. The life in that area came to a
standstill. Of course, it happened due to climate change but there are
other reasons too that also need to be taken into consideration. A
concrete policy should be framed in this regard. To counter water

scarcity, river linking project should be implemented immediately.

Earlier only farmers from Vidarbha region were committing
suicide but nowadays the farmers in Western Maharashtra are also
committing suicide. Hence, I would like to request you to declare a
complete loan waiver package for the farmers at the national

level. Thank you.

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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, we are
discussing a very burning issue. Crop loss is really an issue to be
discussed in detail.

As far as possible, we will have to make maximum efforts in
addressing all the issues concerning farmers. What are the reasons for
crop loss? We all know the reasons. It is because of many factors.
Climate change is one of the most important factors. Due to climate
change, a lot of things are happening. We have to give preference and
priority for controlling the climatic conditions. Global warming, floods,
droughts and other things are taking place. What we have to do is that
we have to be very serious about that. We must make very earnest
efforts for controlling and resolving these issues. India is a party to the
Paris Agreement pertaining to global warming. In that also, we have to

fix a target or to set a goal. That also should be taken very seriously.

Similarly, pest and disease control 1s an important issue.
Unfortunately, we have not been able to register our success in that. We
have not even achieved a small portion of the target in that. We have to
give emphasis on pest control as well as disease control. Sir, the issue of

man-animal conflict also needs serious attention.

Sir, I would like to talk about mechanisation in the agricultural
sector. Unfortunately, we are not giving that much importance to
mechanisation which is the most important area. We can improve the
situation of the farmers through mechanisation. The awareness should
also be created among peasants about mechanisation. Mechanisation
increases production, efficiency, per man productivity and yield per unit

land. It lowers the cost of work like ploughing by animal, lifting water,
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harvesting and transporting. Now, we are not getting agricultural
labourers, they are migrating to cities because they do not find any
employment in the agricultural sector. In order to keep them in the
agricultural sector, we have to promote these kinds of activities. In
addition to that, if we bring innovation in the farm technology, it will
make farming more attractive. It will modify the social structure in the
rural areas. The youngsters will be attracted to go to the fields and
engage in farming. It will also lead to commercialisation because less
input would give more output which will increase the income of the
farmers. We all know that there is a shortage of labour and manpower.
Mechanisation will result in better use of land. What I am suggesting is

that we have to promote mechanisation in the agricultural sector.

Sir, [ want to speak about the agricultural universities. We are proud
of them because there is tremendous contribution made by the
agricultural universities, but unfortunately, agricultural universities are
not up to the mark. I suggest that we have to revamp the curriculum of

the agricultural universities and modernise them.

Sir, in my constituency of Ponnani, there is a big project, Thrissur-
Ponnani Kole Land Development Project. The first phase of the project
1s over. Now, we are trying for the completion of the second phase of the
project. The hon. Minister may kindly take steps in that regard. A

proposal in that regard has already been submitted to the Government.
