may come across new reserves. The
rate of consumption also is a fluctuat-
ing one and one cannot tay with ex~
actitude what will be the consumption
over a long period of years, It is not
therefore possible to estimate correct-
ly how long our coal reserves will
last. As a rough estimate, however,
it may be said that the reserves will
suffice the country’'s requirements for
500 to 650 years. The present rate
of consumption 1is about 31 million
tons per year.
