Sir, after these accidents. what steps
the Gavernment have taken to prevent
recurrence of such accidents? What
instructiong have been given in the
matter?

Shri Raj Bahadur: All possible
steps are being taken, but as long us
the element of human error is there, .
I am afraid | cannot say that acci-
dents will not occur.

Shri Joachim Alva: After a nunber
ol repeated Dakota aircrashes, sre the
Civil Aviation department in com-
munication with the manufacturers
in regard to the.type of these planes?

Shri Raj Bahadur: The quastion is
based on a certain presumption—of a
number of Dakota air crashes. We
have information to the etfect that
only 2 acridents have occurred dur-
ing the recent period of twelve months
so far as passenger aireraft are ron-
cerned in one of which no bumen
life was lost.

Shri Feroze Gandhi: May I know.,
Sir. whether the Minister would kindly
enquire from the manufacturers whe-

Steps are, however, being
taken to revive tourist traffic to hill
-stations.

Shri Madiah Gowda: May I know
whether the inland tourists are not
entitled to have the sume facilities
from the Government as the foreign
tourists have?

The Deputy Minister of Railways
and Transport (Shri Alagesan): They
have all the facilities, Sir: but, Gov-
ernment is at present interested in
developing foreign tourist trnfe. It

out any facilities,
