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receipt of a preliminary report of the 
incident, an OfiRcer from the Govern­
ment of India was deputed to ascer­
tain the facts on the spot. The matter 
lias since been discussed with the repre­
sentatives of the Punjab Government, 
and the necessity for individual decla  ̂
rations, as indeed for a strict applica^ 
tion of the Customs rules, has been 
explained to them.

These are the facts of this matter, 
Sir, and it is rather unfortunate that 
it unnjecessarily received publicity in 
the press giving an exaggerated ver- 
jsion of the incident.

Shri Gidwani: Has the Punjab
Ciovemment accepted your new instruc­
tions?

Shri C. D. Deshmakh: Yes, Sir— 
very cordially.
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The Minister of Defence Organisa­
tion (Shri Tyagi): (a) The number of 
trainees at present in the Gimnery and 
Navigation Schools are as follows:—

(b) Yes.
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Shri Jaipal Singh: My hon. friend
said just now that in regard to the 
Defence Services statistics, no figures 
are kept provijijcewise. If  I under­
stood him correctly, may I refer him to 
the reply given in the House in the First 
Session?

Mr. Depifcy-Speaker: His point is 
that in regard to this particular sup­
plementary, figures are not kept 
provincewise.

Shri Jaipal Singh: May I know
whether this is true in regard to every
province?

Shri Tyagi: Yes, Sir—unless they
are asked for. When a specific ques­
tion is put, we have to make enquiries 
and collect the figures. But figures are 
not maintained province-wise regarding 
the schools.

Shri Punnoose: How many applica­
tions were received?

Shri Tyagi: I want notice.

Shri Dhusiya: What are the quali­
fications for admission of students?

Shri Tyagi: They are selected by a
competent board which looks into the 
selection. I have not got the details of 
the qualifications. I f  he is interested, 
I can get the information for him.

Shri Dhusiya: Is the reservation for 
scheduled castes taken into account?

Shri Tyagi: As I said, in the matter 
of enrolment and selection, it is done 
on merits only.

Shri Dhusiya: I want to know whe­
ther the reservation for scheduled 
castes is taken into account or not.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker; He has already 
answered it.
