Pv)int Four programme accord­
ing to which the U.S. Government met 
all expenses in respect of passages, 
living expenses, travelling expenses in 
the U.S.A,, tuition fees, cost of techni­
cal book?, and publications etc.

(c) They were all officers of thp 
Civil Avintion Department and were 
sent on deputation for training; on 
return tbcy resumed their duties in the 
Department.

Shri Radha Raman: May I know,
Sir, what was the duration of their 
training in U.S.A.?

Shri J:xffjivan Ram: Six to nine 
months.

Shri Radha Raman: Will the hon.
Minister be pleased to say what was 
the totnl expenditure incurred on these 
four officers?

Shri Ja r̂jlvan Ram: As I have said, 
all the exjienses were met by the U.S.

Qovernment. What we spent was a

very small amount, such as on medical 
examination, etc., of these officers.
