M obile Post O fmces

(b) Bombay and Calcutta which re­
main without mobile post offices will 
be brought under the scheme in about, 
six months i.e. as soon as vans arer 
built for them. ^
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The Deputy Minister of BaUwsya 
and Tnuuport (Shri Alageaan); (a)
and (c). At about 15-30 hours on 6th 
June, 1953, Down PWD Special Goods 
train on the run b̂etween Munderwa 
and KhalUabad Stations on the North­
