The Prime Minister (Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru): (a) and (b). Yes. On the
15th April, 1952, at 4 Am., the East
Bengal Police suddenly opened fre
from their territory on the Indian
Armed Police which resulted in the
death of a Jemadar. The Indian
Police returned the fire in self-defence.
Intermittent firing by the East Bengal
Police continued on the 16th April.
The Bihar Armed Police returned the
fire. There was no further casualty on
the Indian side. On the night of 6th
May, 1952, six shots from a light
machine gun were fired from Pakistan
territory on the Indian Police which
did not return the fire.

(c)-Some Pakistan nationals claim-
ed a small plot of land in village
Khanli, P.O. Islampur, District Purnea
in Bihar. According to the settlement
map, the plot is in India. It has all
along been in possession of Indian
nationals.

(d) The Government of India have
lodged a protest with the Government
of Pakistan against these unprovoked
attacks and have also asked them to
issue instructions to the local authori-
ties to prevent such incidents in the
future. They have also suggested that
the points of dispute may be discussed
between the two District Magistrates
concerned

(b) and (c) Motor vehicles are now
imported in a completely knocked down
condition and are assembled in the
country. There is sufficient assembly
capacity to meet the entire' demand:
Imports are regulated each half year
according to the supply and demand
position.
