Shri C. D. Deshmokh: l̂ ir, the terms 
of reference of the National Income 
Committee include measures for im­
proving the quality of the available 
data and for the collection of further 
essential statistics and to recommend 
ways and means of promoting re­
search in the field of national income.

Sir,
whether, as suggested by the com­
mittee- in its first report, non-official 
experts are being supplied with infor­
mation to carry on research in the 
field of national income?

Shri C. D. Desfamnkh: I do not quite 
know. Sir, to which portion of the first 
report the hon. Member is referring. 
1 am not aware of any specific action 
having been taken in that direction.

Shri S. N. Das: May I know. Sir,
the prominent experts, other than 
foreign, who have been consulted by 
the National Income Committee?

Shri C. D. Deshmnkli: The position 
is that the Indian experts were mem­
bers of the committee.
