(a) whether it is a fact that the
French Medical Degrees obtained from
Pondicherry and Paris by students of
Pondicherry and Chandernagore are
not recognised in India according to
the Indian Medical Council Act, 1933;

{b) if so, the steps proposed to be
taken in the matter; and

(c) the number of such cases that
have come to the notice of Govern-
ment and the action taken thereon?

The Deputy Minister of External
Affairs (Shri Anil K. Chanda): (a)
Yes.

(b) While this specific issue is re-
ceiving Government’s urgent con-
sideration, the whole question of
integration of the educational system
in Pondicherry State with that pre-
vailing in India is being examined by
the Joint Educational Committee set
up under the Indo-French Agreement.

(¢) Two. With a view to accord
temporary recognition, particulars of
examinations etc. they have passed,
have been called for from these
Doctors.
