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Dr. P. S. Deshmukht There is no mill 
which is woikinjf at the present moment 
but theie is need for a factoiy, and the U.P. 
Government is, I think, considering the 
mattei.

Shri Blthwa Nath Roy: May Lknow
whether the faaoiy under consideration 
will start crushing in the 1956-57 season?

Dr. P. S. Deshinukhx There is no 
likelihood of its starting so soon, because 
the proposals haven't been received from the 
State Government, even regarding the mills.

Aftei 
integration, it was decided to dismantle 
one printing unit at Rr.yapuram and have 
the machines sent to Trichmopoly and My- 
801 c.  There was some delay in the ins­
tallation of these machines at Mysore and 
some alterations also had to be made. This 
is the  reason.

Shri Raghavacharix For how long
has this state of affairs of issuing chit tickets 
been prevalent in Cuddapah?

Shri Alagesanx I do not have precise 
information on that point.  But I may 
state here that they were not mere slips 
which were given.  They were tickets prin­
ted on blank paper.  They are not mere 
slips.  Theie is a difference between the 
two.
