Artists.

(b) Half an hour each of the broad
casts directed to Portugal and Goa res
pectively.

(c) Yes, Sir ; they are fulfilling their 
purpose of supplying  cultural and poli
tical infomation  which would not be 
available  to them through  any other 
source.

Shri Kamath 1 Are these broadcasts 
confined only to news or does it also include 
talks explaining India’s  case on Goa and 
countering f Ise and poisonous propaganda 
by the  Portuguese  Government against 
India, and how much time is allowed for 
news and bow much time for talks ?

Dr. Ketkari These talks have not been 
•tarted with a view to publicity of  Goa 
campaigns only. These talks were really 
started when  we came to know  that 
people in Portugal and Portuguese posses
sions were given all sorts of wrong and 
distorted information about  India  and 
that it would be to the benefit of themselves 
and ourseles if correct information is sup- 
lied  to them.  Half an hour is no rigid 
limit.  As to how much of news and how 
much of talk and other thiî there are, 
that  varies.  There is a kind of variety 
programme that is given.  There is also 
entertainment ; there are talks ; there is 
news and sometimes also small features.

Sbrl Kamath t Is the material for 
Itese broadcasts taken only firom Reuter, 
PTI and AFP or also from Asian  news 
agencies like the KYODO and  ANTA- 
M ?  I

Dr. Kaakar s I do not know where the 
Reuter and the PTI come in hers.  Items 
of news  which are considered to be of 
interest to these people are given the;re. 
\l7e do not just take our news bulletins and 
have them translated into Portuguese and 
put them through.

Shrl Kamath 1  By whom is the Por
tuguese script of these broadcasts  vetted 
tiui okayed ? What are his qualifications 
and is it a £ict that he has askki for more 
stiff  10 man this Unit ?

Dr. Kaskar s  I am afraid I cannot 
apsdicallf gîc the degrees possessed bf the

gentleman who vets these.  We are satis* 
ned that he is quite competent to do the 
work.  Persons  who we consider reliable 
and good are being employed on this work. 
As for more time, certauily there has been a 
claim for more time for these broadcasts 
but I am afraid that as long as we are not 
able to instal the transmitter at Bombay 
which ic at present under erection it would 
not be possible to give more time.

Shri Kamath t  I did not ask about 
more time, but more staff.

Shri Hathi i The object of the scheme 
was improvement of the scarcity areas by 
irrigation works.

Mr. Speaker t  In answer to some 
question before, I believe, Goverrmient has 
stated that it has two distinct classes— 
ihort-term scheme for inmiediate relief and 
long-term  schemes.

Shri Ĥrthi 1 This is really meant for 
immediate  relief for the scarcity areas.
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
