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that whatever steps we may take for 
having collections in the rural areas, 
yet the collections will niostly come 
from the urban areas. Still, we con­
sider that efforts for collections 
should be made in the rural areas, 
and some organisation should be set 
up in the rural areas for that pur­
pose.
