Therefore, I have
handed over the plan to some of the
engineers and it is they who have to
prepare  estimates. I will give also the
estimate. The plan is regularly sanc-
tioned. And so, there is nothing fur-
ther to add to that.

1 challenge the Minister that the building
plan has been wrongly sanctioned under
the pressure of the then Prime Minister.

This is also what has been stated 1n
the Statesman dated 15-7-77:

“One of the main reasons for the
dectsion to split up the Fertiliser
Corprration of India into four
autonomous corprrations 18 that
it is “me nstrously big"
and, thercfore, ‘unmanogeable’,
At the moment the FCI hay seven
units in operation and four in
various s5tages of o mpletic n with
gross assets well in excess of
Rs. 700 crores. This is ad-
mittedly big but considening the
nature of the industry, the FCI'’s
size is modest. In fact, some ex-
perts are on recerd that the
FCI could ecasily manage more
than twice the present number
of wunits. Al units with
the exceptirn of the Nangal cne
have been incurring heavy losses
which does not necestarily mesn
that the FCI is badly mansged.
Alternatively, there is nothing
mt that they could be
to fﬁlm_kin‘ units
by the ﬂn& expedient of re-
organizing FCI
cp meticns. On the centrery,
the chances are that creating fc ur
autonomeus ohrpraticns in place
of one will involve 1
administrative and  menrgerial
overheads and encourege c ficials®

inherent ten-
dencles. Locational and tech-
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nelo:icuil fr‘uwns l1_'|.u1re been ad-
vanced in vour of restructurir
the FCI. '

Instead of recrganisirg the whole thirg,
Streamlining the administraticn erd ir-
troducing discipline in the administic-
tion, the hon. Minister has teken tuch
Steps which willresult in the net loss and
heavy expenditure by creating these fi ur
independent units. Ultimately, not cnjy
indiscipline will be curbed but it wiil
also be advantagecus to the building up
of in-built bureaucracy. Theretc 1e,
there is no austerity measure inve ived in
it; there is no simplicity invclved in it;
there is no administrative @ nvenience
and discipline involved in it. 1f they
take such a decisicn, it will be dissstrc us
to the naticn,

Instead of doing this, let the hen.
Minister bring about re-crientaticn snd
discipline in this secter.

(v) CrIsis IN SMALL SCALE AND COTTAGE
S8ECTORS OF THE SHOE INDUSTRY

SHRI SHAMBHU NATH CHA-
TURVEDI (Agra): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I
had given a notice of call Attenticn
to call the attention of the hon, Finance
Minister to the crvis facirg the small
scale & cottage scctors o the shice
indu‘try leading to lay-ofi and wun-
employment of thousand. of workers as
a result of the Central Excise MNoti-
fication No. 88/77 dated 9-5-77, which
reads as follows. I willrcad outonly the
operalive part of it.

¢«The Central Government hereby
exempt Footwear falling under
sub-item I of [tem 35 of the First
Schedule to the Excisc
and Salt Act, 1944 (1) of T944
from the whole of duty of Exisc
leviable thercon provided thar:—

(1) Such footwear is produced by or
on behalf of a manufacturers;
one or  morc factories,
including  precincts  thereof,
wherein not more than 40
workers are working or were
working on any Jay of the pre-
ceding 12 months; and

(2) That total cquivalent of power
used in the manufacture of such
Footwear by or on behall’ of rhe
manufacturer in one cf more
factories docs not exceed 2 WP

Then an explanation has been given as a
footnote which is the :ource of all the
mischijef.

“Explanation ;e

Where footwear, manufactured by
a manufacturer is affixcd with the
brand or trade name, registered
or not of an: ther manufaciurer or
is purchased by another manutac-
turer, it shall be deemed to have
been manufactured by or on be-
half of such other manufacturer.”

‘The explanation secks to undo the
concession that has been given in the
first two peragraphs which1 have read
out. In operation, the exemption
given to the small rcale sector and cot-
tage workers hss been nullified by this
explanation as most of the goods produced
in tsse nlm.nll scale sector are bo;::mhu;d
by o! izations in the
public lﬁeprﬁc sectors, and bear
their brand names. The total value of
the thus purchased frem the
small scale sector is of the order of two
to three crores.

With the imposition of this duty
which is being levied ont.hau:foomur;
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also which are now manufactured in the
cottage sector because they put a brand
name on it, this outlet for clearance and
disprsal of those goods will be closed,
as they can be more cheaply produced
by them in their own mechanised and
large scale units.

Further, since the small scale and
cottage workers are now being treated
s+ manufacturers on behalf of la
scale organizations, they have to e
out licences and comply with other
formalities. Thus, a fearful pro.-
pect of u loyment of workers and
ruin of this industry opens before them.
It affects the livelihood of thousands of
people.

Sir, the purpase of a Calting dn‘m—
tion notice is to know the Governmeni’s
thinking and mind in regard 10 th!s
problem which is not fulfilled by 2 mere
recital of the problem under Rule 377.
That is why, I do express my diwsatis-
factior, because I wanted to know the
reaction of the Government in this
matter where thelivehihod of thoosands
of workers is affected.

21 nging to any - £ the Marxist Party in
India. He is a Mardist intellecrural and
he has made cirtain « bservaticns «n the
basis of his «bjective study. It' was
published, as I said, in 1973, two  years
after Smt. Indira Gandhi came to pu wer

~with 1 great majerity. I qutc:

“‘But changes in the nuisances of the
priclamati~ns and declirticns met-
withstanding, during the entire quarter
c:ntury since Independence, including
the seven years nf Mrs.Gandhi’s steward-
ship and the two years of her crusade
against poverty, hunger and naked-
ness have ¢ ‘ntinued to stalk the land and
take toll uf human lives, The chorus
of hymn to a new dawn of promise
has not in the slightest degree dis-
pelled the glhom of total helplessness
in the l>wer depths. By resorting o
individual or eollective  suicides, cr
suicides after mugdering <ther, de-
pendent, members of the family
utterly despondent, defeated fighters
agiinst steadily encrcaching and en-
vel 'ping hunger continue to  pegister

their silent and docile protests against
Ahe exaniing orderof things evento-day,”
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This was doriog 1973, [Even to-day,
we rll knuw of the Belchi incident. It
is not a question of a clash against a

‘pnﬁalhrperlon. It is withercur mis-
ortunte that such things happen to- °*
dsy. And they are allcwed 1o happen,

. I would be menti ning scme specific
incidents as menmtiined in this book.
They all belong 1o the backwerd clr stes
—scheduled caStes grd sheduled mikes.

It was published in June 1972. I
quote here the relevant portion :

“Six members of a family in the
village of Majhua under
Kadwa police station in Purnea
district, Bihar, recently com-
mitted suicide by  hanging
themselves, because they were

unable to get foodgrains.”

“A carpenter of village Katnikol
in Sheikpura thana of M-nghyr
district allegedly adminjstercd
poison 1o hiv  three childien
and wife on Monday last [0
end their musery caused by
prolonged starvation. All the
family died.”

This was published in the [udan
Nation, on 15t  Scepiember 1972.

“An agricultural labourer faged 30)
his wife (aged 27) and threc
ildren .aged 10, ¥ and §
respectively ) were found dead
in the hur of a relative in
Selliampalayam  village near
Parambalur on  Nuovember
19. Jrisalleged rhat vn accuunt
of poverty the worker mixed
insecticide in milk and gave
it 1o his wife three children
and later drank it himself,”

A large number of people has been
thrown into absymal poverty, hunger
and starvation and we pass on our days
merely. That is the situation of Indian
society today.

Sir, I would like to guote cne more
paragraph here.

“If hunger is a _perennial, though
stealthy, killer in India,
lack o hing and shelter

»  During
wave thatstruck Notthern India
during the winter of 1972-73,
more than 300 persons froze 10
demth in Unar Pradesh and
Bihar alone, gaccording to in-
complete newspaper sccoun.

For all their ﬁ:ﬂuﬂwﬁn
withgarib hatav, the powers that
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that be could not even arrange
public log fircs for a few days
to save t unfortunate half-
naked destitutes.”

AN HON. MEMBER : Who is
responsible for this ?

PROF. DILIP CHAKRAVARTY :
The authorities in the previous Govern-
m:nt were responsible.  They  were
trying to raise a furorc in this House
on th: issue of the Belchi incident. It
is regrettable, it is unfortunate and I join
the other Members of this House for
having a judicial enquiry om that
ingident, because what hus happencd
s 8 standing  testimony o the wn-
civilised statc of things. In India
our heads hang in shame. [ have gone
through the report of Ram Dhan Com-
mittee. It was a non-official Committee.
For example, about Belchi itself, it
was admitted that out of 50 or 60
criminals, only 23 could be arrested
till today. Why is it that we arc moving
soslow ? Why is it that we cannot 1ake
expeditious  steps, steps which  will
strike  terror in the minds of those who
commit such crimes, not terror in the
minds of those who are helpless citizens
who would like to lead a normal life #
That is actually what has happened.
The Belehi incident ook place on 27th of
May. The villagers were so terror-
stricken that they came and reported
the incident onlvatter about 7 days of the
incident. So, it is not a question of
accusing this person or that person, It
is & question which we should consider
with the scriousness that it deserves
and we should all join together to see
that  such things ncver ovceur again.
What happened ro Mr. Mohan Dharia,
who is now a Cabinet Minister of the
Janata Government #  Ile raised the
issue of implementing the Congress
ﬁl in 1971, when he was the

inister in the previous Government,
that is, Indira Government, and he
drew the attention of the former Prime
Minister to the fact that they were to
pursue the programme on the basis
of which they went to the election in
1971, 'We know the result, Mr, Mohan
Dharig had to resign and he had to go to
prison. Now, in spite of all that, I
would like to point out one more fact.
We know the result. Mohan Dharia
had to resign, he was sent to _prison. 1
should like to point out another slmnﬁc
thing which happened inspite of the
professions of the former Prime
Minister, Mr. Karunanidhi. former
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu wrote
on 7-8-197§—Indira Gandhi was still in
power-and there was the emergency ,
Karunanidhi was expecting that taking
ads of the emergency provisions
she do something radical, some-
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thing which would pull up the weaker
sections of the community—that the
Parliament session which was  going
on then could be taken advantage of to
introduce an amendment to the consti-
tution making it possible for the Tamil
Nadu government to pass an order
appointing  IHarijans as priests in the
stutes’ temples. T think it was alaudable
propoiition; you have had to do some-

thing very radical in order to hit back at

consarvatism of this land which dies

rather hard. [ am also reminded of many

spa:ch s and writings of Dr. Ram Mano-

har Lohia, our revered leader. Why did

she fail to take such drastic steps t

it was demanded by an elected state

government ?

For lack of time [ do not want to
into details but I may mention thet in
1974, Loknayak Jaiprakash was starting
his movement for total revolution, He
never said that it would be the assemblies
and Parliament which could bring the
social change ; he wanted to rely on
every individual in the land and gave a
call to have a change within and start
changing the society. Duging this
period, so many incidents of
oppression took place in Bihar. Congress
wis in powor were these incidents
allowed to take place because the back-
ward classes were behind rhe Loknayak ?
On July 3, 70 Harijan famijlics were
losted in Bihar in 1974, On March s,
1974 012 Adivasi was killed as_a result
of firing by thz landlord ;: on  November
15, 1974, & dozen Harijan houses were
attacked in Darbhanga, Bihar, on
December, 2, 1974 two young Adivasis
were killed. Many such cases are
there.

Bangladesh (now) Our e protest-
ed against 1t, they were atrmd of the
trade being stopped  But Nehru said,
“As long as nivels and stecams are flow-
mg down the mountans to the vallies
(Surma Valley in Bungladush) no one
can stop the trade betweon the hlls and
the plains, s0 alwo India and Pakistan,™
But  after partition, the whole border
was  sealed and the trade was stopped

Now, thore v a strength of 300 miles
of burdcr between Meghalayn  and Ban-
gladesh  Puor to  independence, the
people 1n ur State were hiving  happily
and they were very prosperous, because
there wore free marketing facilines with
the Bangladesh people  But after parti-
nion 1n 1947, our people have become
poorer and mow  thcy have become
worse Prior to  partition, we never
knew what was hunger and starvation
Now people have to cross the border
now and exchange fish, eggs, chicken
with pan leaves, potatoes and betelnuts
But they are always haravsed by the BS T
The Governmnt of India from ume to
time had drawn up schemes to develop
these areas But so far no scheme
has been implemented in order to deve-
lop there tribal arcas Of course, the
Government of India have spent about
hundreds of lakhs of rupees for the
development of the border arcas But
we do not now how that money hes been
spent, We do not know in what way
tﬁ: money has been spent No roads,
no indutry, no 1m of the eco-
nomic cendition of the people

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. The condition of our tribal people
is not like those living in
the States like Orissa, Bihar and
U Pradesh  where  lands of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes have been usurped away by other
community people and they have become
destitutes in their own States. But in
our Statc we are still having our and
and there is a vast influx of the progress-
sive people who entered imto the towns
and cities and into all the cantres, taking
away trade and buiiness in our State.
Io regard to employment in our State,
the tribal people and the minority commu-
nity are not at all glven chance but the
elitist group always take away the posts.
There nas been a cry that we should go
along the main-stream of national life of
the country in regard to integration and
other political activitics., We want 1o

o along with the rest of India thatis why

E am here in this House today but the
elitist and the progressive group of feuplc
do not allow us to grow socially and  eco-
nomically. Therelore, my contention is
that we cannot grow socially and econo-
mucilly along with the progressive peuple.
We meed protection and reservation.
We are comparatively down-tri-dden

le. So, the Government should

into this fact.

Now, according to a Demographic
expert's report, it was stated thet the
tribal population int our State is stagnant.
It is rather decreasing. DPeople from
Bangladesh and other States come and
settle down in urban areas. In the towns
and cities, the population has doubled
or trebled. As far as rural areas are con-
cerned, le from Nepal have come
and settled down. According to the
Comtitwtion of India, the District
Cwncil Court cannot try the non-
tribal people. So, they used to come
and go after exploiting our forest wealth
and also exploit the tribal prople. They
cannot be accused or tried in «.ur courts,
TFhe people from other States and Nepal
clocked to the cities and towns of our
State and this is how the

lation has increased in the towns and
cities but the birth rate of our State is not
increasing . Another point is that reu le
from Nepal come toour State freely ge-
cause No visa or passportis necessary for
them because of the so-called ni-visa
relation with India. They come ard
sertle down in the rural arcas and
after four or five years they go back
to their country after cxploiti
our State and our tribal people. l}g
otherareas the population is increasing
but the tribal population is decreasing.
As I told you the foreigners come into the
coumry-tthc?alcsefmeme and go
and mff'}:t; tlﬁt.;éuts mcltdgc home the

ts. adesh people come and
stay in Meghalaya. Whole forests, in most
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of the rural arcas, have besn ied
by the foreigners who have cﬁiﬁﬁm

epal. It is the same in Manipur; it is
the same position in ays
the exception of Nagaland and
Mizoram, because there is an armed revo-
lution in that part of the country. I want
to remind the House that the previous
Govt. have done something _to the
people in the north eastern region by
creating the s:garate hillstates ; the states
are doing well but the territories are facing
great difficulties because of the dictation of
bupeaticsat 1ike the Raja of Arunachal terri-
tory, and the territory of Mizoram. In-
stead of protecting pc@lc, they bechave
like king. and rajas. We have reen the
memorandum of the peaple of Arunachal
regardirg whet Mr. Raia there is doing;
he is acting like a dictator, chasing people
who are trying 10 do social work which the
Governm:nt could not do. Because of
thut territories arc in a bad po-ition now.
The Government had been saying that
they will do inten.ive development work
for the tribal people and the rural people.
The Home Minister also says the rural
areas would not be neglected. 1 say that it
should not be mere words. I wam to
invite the Home Minister to ctme and
sec for himself the conditions there,
not only to express his ideas here, Some-
times, last week, he declared that the
north-east is the worst neglecred, but
when our Chief Mini.ter intr oduged him-
self to him, he asked Where is Meghalaya ?
Is it on the horder with China or on the
border with Burma ? The Government
Officials and the mimsters concerned
should know where their terrimry is and
what the ¢indition of the people in those
territories is so that they could do some-
thing a* least within the coming five ycars.

Another Report Attack on Harijan
marrige party—S3imla ; Reign of Terror on
Himachal Pradesh Harijans; Threat to
Harijans in U.P. Villuge etc. There are a
few more cuttings with me ; I have read
only some of them.

What dothese reports show ? Hereis an
undeclared war waged on Harijans by the
socially dommnant section with the con-
nivance and in some cases even with the
involvement of the police. They are mur-
dering them, burning them alive, seizing
thmr_Fmp:ﬂy and denying them their
jobs. These are the reports that have app-
cared in the newspapers after we have
started discussion on the problems of the
Harijan Community. problem of
Harijns has now been rased to g qualit~
tively different plane. A number of hon.
Mebers here have spoken about the atro-
citicy on Harijans, discrimination against
them and also as ro what their problems
are. I do not want to go into all thuse
issues now. But, I would remind this
House that Harijans and Tribals form
almost one- fourth of our ation From
the North- East, the tribal belt extends
through the heart of India to the coast of
Mahatashtra and up to Lakshadweep.
What is our attitude to one- fourth of the
population of this country ?

We have been hearing the speeches of
hon. Members who have come from the
North-East, Nagaland, Mehghalaya and
Mizoram. From what they have talked,
it is clear relationship with the ein
those areas has deteriorated. We have to
be self-critical sbout this. Christian
missionaries, th ds of miles away
from our land, whether they are
Methodises, ?hnhol‘:]? or mmhmgt, th
come,live in these vi 3 se wit
them, educate rhcmmry to bring them
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into the modern way of life. Can we boast
of any such activities on our part except
clbl'.ﬂhgthem to join the national mains-
8! we not feel a little bit ashamed of
this state of affairs ? Should I puta ques-
tion to the hon. Members of this House if
they will not get angry ? The Belchi in-
cident is known to everybody. All of us
including myself, have a pass to travel o
any part of our country. Even if we are
absent for a lew days, we  get

the daily allowance. Sdll did any

one of wus think when  such

a gruesome crimes were committed there
that we should go and visit that area und
find out exactly what had happened there?

It was only the parliamentary forum of
Scheduled Castes & Scheduled Tribes
that sent a delegation to find out the truth.

How did we react to that report? We
persunded one M.P. who did not even visit
that area and who permanently resided in
some other place, to issue a statement that

everything was calm and quiet and nothing
was abnormal in that area. I+ that thewas
that we should deal with such a problem ?

I do not say that al] the av scities that
are taking place ere only because of the
Ruling Party. It is not only Mr. Charan

that arc taking place in the whole country.

Waat is happzan'ng now ? I is the socia-
lly dominant section the caste Hindus, the
land!ords with the connivance fthe police,
who are trying to subjugate 1f4 th of the
population of this coutry. It is, therefore
a serious social problem. Whatever rights
have been given to these Harijans and
Scheduled Tribe. through our Constitu-
tion, in oactice, are being denied by the
feudally dominant section. Therefore, itis
a serious prlitial question.

Itis also an economic question becausc
jobs they were doing through generations
to make & living have been denied to them.
The land has been grabbed from them.
In short one-fourth of vur population.

are being terrorised by the socially
domimant sections. So, this has o be
treated as a national question,

1 am reminded of a situation that arose
in our country in the 1920 s—very similar
to this. The freedom movement which was
giiningmomentum at that lime encoura-
%ed the backward people to fight for
their rigrhs. The backward sections in our
community started fighting for their
rights and the Caste Hindus and the
socially dominant sections tried to supp-~
ress them,

So this question came up in the Canada
Congress. Afrer discussion, the question
of untouchability was taken as a national
question, People from all parts of India
helped. In our state at Vaikom, a struggle
was launched for the right to walk
a road near the temple known as Vaikom
Satyagraha. I was young at that time
and even now [ remember how with
their long beard and ki . these
Akaliesin large numbers and helped the
streggle .

After some time the question of Harijan
was treated as a domestic question of  the
Hindus.

“You know Gandhiji had his historic
fast in order to raise the level of the hari-
jans and the new name of harijan was given
to them only by Gandhiji. .1 do not want
to remind gnu of his Henntribution ro the
cause of theRarijans. But, after India’s
independence, what is hlﬂpcning?

Under Art. 338 the Ccmmissicner
cf Scheduled Csstes and = Scheduled
Tribes presents a repcrt and that repert
comes befcre parliement, but we d¢ nct
get en cpportunity to speek ¢n these
repcrts, thenks to the He me Minister and
cthers who are concerned with the
amelicraticn of the difficult life ¢nd
the devel- pment cf these ccmmunities
who are less fcrtunate and, under-

previleged,

In these repcrts, they have menticned
about the atrccities ccmmitted ¢n the
scheduled cestes ¢s 2lsc ¢ n the schecvled
tribes, There is 2 saying in English
‘Lies, damn lies and statictics, The
statistics which have been given in thece
reperts do not spesk the whele truth.
We kncw, thar innumerzble things
are g ing cn in the ccuntry which have
not found a  plece in these reporte.j

As far as atrocities cn the scheduled
castesand Scheduled tribes are ¢t ncerned,
thesituaticnisrather very eleamirg. In
that ccnnection, Shri Gevindin  Niir
has qur ted extensively = certeir. repcrts
about the atrocities, arscn, loct, gescult
and rape that are being committed cn
the scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes.

Sir, refcrmers have ccme 2nd gone,
but the stigma of untouchability
attached tc the scheduled castes still
remeinS. Article 17 is there in  the
Constitution end a number of ctetutes
have alsc been enscted, but untc uche bility
still remeins. The scheduled cestes
in certain zreas sre Still not allc wed to
draw water from the commoen wells.
They are put to a lotof incenvenience
specially in diy menths. So meny
other instences hsve been qucted in
these repcris.

Then, Sir, in the matter of land also,
a numbercfatrccitiesare being ¢ mmitted
on these pecple. During the last
three decades, thcugh scme efforts
have been made, sincerely cr ¢ therwise=—
some nati-nzl leaders heve shcwn their
concern  in  this regard—the results
have not percolated down to the sched-
uled castes and scheduled tribes. I,
therefrre, feel that a large number cf
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people frem the  sheduled cester rrnd
scheduled tribes shiuld be recruited
in the p lice, Secndly, M cieliecuniy

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SHRI B. SHANKARANAND: I have
been listening 1o many speeches on the
problems of Scheduled Castes and Sche-
duled Tribes. But it pains me to see that
many of the speeches have been received
by many of the Members in a lighter way.
T mean to say that the importance of the
SC & ST problems has not been taken as
seriously as it should have been. From
the speech which has been just now deli-
;irh‘hy m:;. Minister Lﬁnd. that

the problems oftE:nSCS & ST". P

T do not want to refer to the guestion
of representation in the services because
for day: rogether, it has been discussed.
I wish'to draw the attention of the House
on the various issues raised by the Com-
missionet in his reports of 1971-72 and
1972-73. Besides recommendinghundreds
of recymmendations for the considera-
tions, of the G » erment, he hag raised
fundamental questions. [ am sorry to say
that those questions have not been
discussed ar all. He says:

“ [here is no doubt that the problems
of et agrricrs ac s the mostimportant
uid ¢ o¥lh of owr country and are
the root caudes of our evils.”

Agan he says:

“Phe wesker sectivs ol the society
could be brought upro the gencral
standard in the country in as short a
time: as possible by one and all.”

Here, 1 want to<ay thattheissue of SC&
ST s not a party 1ssie. But I have heard

" in thy ~pesches that Members are just

blaming o7e parly or the other, Every
ailment of this country was attributed to
the British Rule, Now,the Janatais blam-
ing th: Congress and wvice-versa. This
has b2z made a party issuc. That is nor
the case, This is a national issuc.

When we ate talking about the atroci-
ties on Harjans, when we are talking
about {he welfare of Harijans, sometimes
it is taken in a light way. Can I not ask:
Are we not ashamed of these atrocities
commutted mﬂgtt; weaker mnoro?léf the
socic'y even 30 years ndepen-
dence ? We are not at all ashamed. We
talk of r.uneliﬁion swe talkof our culture;
we talk of our heritage: we talk of our his-
tory; we talk of everything. I can give
vent to the feelings of the Scheduled -
tes an.d Scheduled Tribes in this .
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more than 10 years. Every now and then,
on constitutioral issues and other issues,
Dr. Ambedkar is quoted both by the
Opposition and the ruling party, includ-
ing the past and the present Prime
Ministers. They appreciate his actions;
they appreciate his thovghts. But none is
going to accept the way he has shown to
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes,

Now, if at all we are interested to re-
move untouchability ard, once and for
all, the problems of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes, car we rot follow the
way of Dr. Ambedkar ? That is the ques-
tion which every Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled  Tribes Member should put
to himself, if not to others. I know, there
are many prominent Scheduled Caste
and Scheduled Tribe Members sitting on
the ruling side. I do not know why they
are keeping quiet. May be, perhaps. in
the hope of becoming Ministers, they do
not want to harm the feelings of the
Treasury Benches. I = private, they give
vent to their anger but. in public, I see
them silent. I am really shocked.

SHRI CHAND RAM: Are we really
keeping quiet ? Are we not speaking for
them ? (Interruprions).

SHRI B. SHANKARANAND: I Know,
Mr. Chand Ram is a very powerful leader
of the Scheduled Castes. I wish him to be
a member of the Cabinet of Mr. Morarji
Desai. T have been waiting for it so that
he does something for them. Many pecple
are here who are quite capable and who

. speak a lot about thedowntrodden people

and the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
‘Tribes people. Why is it that such emi-
nent Members who are in the Janata Party
are not included in the Cabinet ?

F AN HON. MEMBER : Mr. Jagjivan

Raim is there.

SHRI B. SHANKARANAND : Of

. course, Mr. Jagjivan Ram is there. But

if you want to treat him as a Scheduled

. Caste leader, I am very sorrv for that. We

have not treated him as a Scheduled Caste
leader. We have treated him as a national
leader. If you want to reduce him only
to the level of a Scheduled Caste leader,
then I am very sorry for that.

. Further, the Commissioner for Schedu-
led Castes and Scheduled Tribes has
said :
E “The question is whether the cool
breeze of freedom- has given any
solace to weakear sections of our society,
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
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Tribes. Has this political freedom any
meaning for such a mass of people wh»
still suffer from social disabilities and
economic inequalities ?**

This is the question put by him. He
has very frankly given certain reasons. He
has said that though there is a will to do
something, it has not been done. He says :

“Why, therefore, it has not been
possible for the Scheduled Castes znd
Scheduled Tribes to swim along with
others in the mainstream of develop-
ment and be equal partners in the
benefits of all our achievements. Has
this been due to indifference to tackling
this problem adequately at the policy-
making leve] ?”

I am not making this a party issue.

Having very little time at my disposal,
I want to mention one very important
point, that is, the place of religion in this
country in maintaining the caste system,
thereby maintaining untouchability in
perpetuity. Whether untouchability can
be removed without removing caste sys-
tem is a basic question. If the Govern-
ment says that it can be removed, then
they can advance their argument., Then
what is the solution ? How can they
remove caste system ? When we think of
issuing tickets for elections, whether it
is the Congress Party or the Janata Party
or any other political party, we think in
terms of caste; whether this man can win
from this contituency; whether that man
can win from that contituency and so on.
It happens with every political party.
I do not blame only one political party.
So, this caste system is just like a cancer.

About caste system, Dr. Ambedkar
said and we also say that our freedom in
future will be in danger, Dr. Ambedkar
assured that only by conversion, untou-
chability can be removed. He had shown
it by action. Unfertunately, Shri Raj
Narain spoke of manusmriti. When he
was speaking about manusmriti, many
Members on this side and many Members
on that side were burning in their hearts.
That manusmriti was burnt by Dr.
Ambedkar. It was the root cause for in-
troducing this caste system and untoucha-
bility, and that was being relied upon by
the Janta Ministers. What they may be
thinking about the solution ? This is
very unfair, this is very unfortunate that
the Ruling Party’s Ministers are giving
this impression in this country that the
Ramayana, the Mahabharata and manu-
smriti can solve this problem of caste
system. Then I don’t think this country
has any future. I have some historical
truth totell. Sir, you come from Karnataka
State. Youknow there in the 12th century,
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there was a man called Basaveswar, who
was brahmin by birth He estabbshed
veer smvism 1 e lingayata relhigion He
established 4 new religion and wanted to
make that religion universal The vachnas
are contamning the umiversal truth He
started converting all the people, he
wanted to do away with the caste svstem
and you know that everyone joined the
Ll.:.gl}fﬂl uh;lg:: and todayl:.youm;y
knowing—because people 1n the
North may not be knowing—that
lingayats Haryans in Karnataha are,
from burth to death, having the sanskaras
even today But after conversion, the
Imgayats are having a predominent -
tion 1n the social hwerarchy They
to be of a hugher caste and really they are
treated as a hugher caste A person
converted lumselt o SPEDN Y
vesterday, today the Hindus look upon
him as a man of cqual status I do not
blame the rehigion Do you think that
they have all come from W coun-
tries ® They are all conv Indians
who mostly are from the backward classes,
‘The converted people claim equal status
1n the society But those like myself and
my forefathers, who did not ¢ e their
rcigmn, still remauned caste people, they
still remain chamars 1n society and are
at the bottom of the social hierarchy

Dr Ambedkar was fully convinced
that not by economic equality the social
status can be rased, not by any econormic
improvement, the social status can be
rased He sad, when delivering the
speech, while presenung the Constitution
“Today, we are pohinically equal, today,
we have one man one vote, hut sociallv
and economucally we are not equal”
If we are to perpctuate this, this caste-
<ystem should continue and the atrocities

will continue

In spite of the best wishes of Chaudhur:
Charan Singh or the Ruling Party Mem-
burs or the Opposition Members, as long
as this untouchabihity and caste system
continut, nobody can stop the atrocities,
caste system 1tself divides the society into
a water tight compartment, not on equal
footing, but on gradation of superionty.
But, as long as this caste system con-
tinues, atrocities will continue, whether
we want or do not want it Finally, since
after three years, under Art 334 the Cons-
titutional provision regarding reservation
n thus House 1s going to ccase, I would
lthe to know the thinking of the Janata
Government in this regard Are they
thinking of ownnu.mgo thus facility for
another ten years or do they thunk that
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the social condition of the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes has come
up to the geneial level and that they
can stand on therr own legs without
any Constitutional protection ?

Secondly, I would like to know about
the people who have converted them-
selves to Buddlusm Thus 1s a very impor-
tant question I have scanned through
the reports of the Commussioner for
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
and also the annual report given by the
Home Mustry tor 1976-77 and I have
found that this problem has not beun
touched bv anybody There are lahhs of
people who have converted themselves
to Buddhism with the hope of
salvation 1n course of time—in thus
generation or the next generation or
many generations therwafter—and that,
as the Lmgayites have gained social status,
Buddhists may also achueve social status
in future Is the Government going to
encourage such conversion by helping the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
people by all means so that these people
can find their own salvation ? I do not
want vou to thrust your solution on the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tnibes
If a Harnpan scehs an escape by embracing
Buddhism, will the Government help
um by giving him all sorts of concesstons
as are given to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tnbes people * This 15 the
only way which will help solve this pro-
blum otherwise, this will continue

I would like to a5k one more question,
e Commussioner tor Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes has given manv
recommendations 1n his reports and I
beheve the Home Mimistry has studied
them all [ want to know how many
ot them the Government 15 going to ac-
cept and how many 1t 15 not going to
accept

So these are the two questions  Firstly,
will the converted Buddhists be given
the same concessions as are given to the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
communities * The Scheduled Tribes,
whether they are Christuans or Mushims,
have been given Constitutional protection.,
Art 25 gives freedom to all to profess
and practise any rely I am a Sche-
duled Caste man and [ can practice Bud-
dhism It 18 nowhere mentioned 1n the
Constitution that I cannot Now, Expla-
nation IT savs that under sub-clause (b)
to clause (2}, any reference to Hindus
shall be construed as including a reference
to persons professing the Sikh rehigion
or the Buddhist religion There are Sche-
duled Castes in Sikh rehgion also So
when the Constitution 1s very clear that
Hindus means Buddhists also, if a Sche-
duled Caste person professes to be &
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Buddhist why should he be debarred
from the Constitutional concessions ?

So, these are the three questions I am
putting. One is, how many recommenda-
tions is the Government going to accept ?
Secondly, are the concessiuns under Art.
234 going to cease or will they be extend-

for anuther ten years, i.e. up to 19¥0 *

Secondly, we would like to know
whether the Government 1s gong to
encourage those scheduled caste persons
who are converted or who want to convert
themselves to Budhism in order to escape
from this untouchability.

—by Shrimati Indira Gandhi—and they
have attempted to destroy the orga-
nisation.

M. RAM GOPAL REDDY: What
does he talk ? We had a war In
Budhism with China.

SHRI B.C. KAMBLE : Congress
has never worked either as a mother
of these people or as a nurse. This has
been Putnamausi,

Now it is theturn out of Janata Go-
vernment. I am very happy that the
hon. Homs Miniser is believing in the
teachings of Budha. I am very happy
they are quoting Dr. Lohia. T am very
happy that they are quoting al‘o that
they are in consonance with the principles
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which are propounded by Dr. Am-
bedkar. When the whole House 1is
supporting the cause let us see how the
 Constitutional  safeguards will be im-
plementad and if these Constiturional
safeguards are not implemented, why
-are they not implemented.

I am making certaknsuggestions. The
first thing is that the policy of Harijans
and Girijans is not based on human
considerations at all.

Dr. Ambsadkar has written a book on
“*Untouchables’—who they were and how
they became untouchables. Somebody
will have to write a book on  “Tribals’

tribals. Somebodv will have to write
a book on ‘Backward Classes’. My
respectful submiscicn is to change this
‘policy.

Implement the Constitational safe-
guards.

The Reserved
seats are captured by various political
parties. Those elected on Reserved
'seats, how are they working for the
Constitutional safeguards? There is
not a word in this regard. Simlarly
there must bs som= informarion pertain-
ing to the Ministers who are working for
the backward classes. There is not a
word about it. Therefore, I submit
that unrouchability and Hinduism both
gd togather. They live together and die
togsther. If untouchability _exists, this
‘religion exists. Both must live and die
together. There is no escape from
-this. It is no use talking thar we will
do this and we will do that. Let us go
‘step by step.

So far as th2 Budhists ars concerned.
I am very happy that the hon.  Prime
Mm!stcr Shri Morarii Desai is known to
him since 1952 when I was a Member
of the Bombay Legislative Acsembly.
He had been good enough to declare
that he ha® an open mind ~n the subject.
He is prepared to discuss thic subject.
“This is not a smallconcessi- n. I declare
here that in case the Prime Min'ster or
the Janata government doe: not look to
the grisvances. of the budcdh' + etc. I
shall be the first person to  fight. As
‘we have fought with the C-ngress so
:also we shall fight with tte  Janata
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party as well. So far as buddhists ar
concerned, I am not raising the subject
here. We will discuss this with the
hon. Prime Minister. If there is an
opportunity then we w'll raise tlat
problem. With thece words I conclude.
Thark you.

SHRI B. SHANKARANAND
The hon. Member who referred to my
championing the cause of the SC and
ST pecple spoke as if he is the only
person in this counfry w 'ho is very well-
versed with the problem of the §C and
ST pecple and is authori red to champion
their cause. - That arrogance, I think,
is not sustained by his performance in
the House.

SHRI B. C. KAMBLE : I :aid
that you deserted Dr. Ambedkar.

SHRI B. SHANKARANAND : If
by desertion is meant my joining the
congress party then he also is egually
to blame. I am very sorry about his
knowledge of politic: because he alro
has been elected on the Janata ticket.
That equally applies to him.

SHRI B. C. KAMELE : I am not
elected on Janata ticket. I am
supported by Janata. I am elected on
the Republican party ticket supported
by Janata. We have voted for Janata
in meny conitituercies., Janata has
supported me only in one constituency.
This is the positicn which I wanted to
clarify.

SHRI N. SREEKANTAN NAIR :
(Quilon) : Sir, my motion is different,
from the motions advanced by cther
members in that they want empll:“ met t
to this section or that secti cn in *he
scheduled caste list whereas I am talking
of somethmg e'se, and it is this. There
are inequalities. There is corruption.
There is nepoti-m in every ¢phere of
officers, bureaucrats and even pol'tical
leaders. Every section is trying to ex-
clude the harijans and the ccheduled
castes and Scheduled tribes, denying
them their due share.  There are
certain methods adopted by public cec-
tor undertakirgs. They ask employment
exchange: to send persons with four or five
year-* exeprience. How can the gradua-
tes of the scheduled castes and rcheduled
tribes have that experience ? They do
not have that experience. The Schedul-
ed Cactes and Scheduled Triber Act
was brought bv the previous Congress
Government. The  Scheduled Ca tes
and  Scheduled Tribes (Amendment)
Act 0f 1976 codifies the varions cate-
gories of people t- be included ac :che-
duled castes and tribes and give this
matter somes concrete shape.
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§ir,in Kerala, we were three distinct
entities, Travancore and Cochin were
different Statcs. Malabsr was under
the British. Each area had is own cate-
gories of scheduled castes and scheduled
tribes which did not e into the
other areas of the State. All these class=
es were codified in the Amendment
Act. Now the notification of the Am-
endment Act does not glve them the
right to get a certificate to jorm school
or college or get profe.cional traming.
Joiming ~ervice is also baing denied 1o
them because the notification  regarding
scoming into force' under this Act has
not been made.

If that were dene, why have you not
certified them as schoduled  castes and
sch duled tribes inour State? These
people do not get empl ¥yment becaute vf
that. Fer example this Amendment Order
had been publiciced but that has given
the pes plein Ci chin only a falsehccd thar
they will get Sche Jarthip ¢ 1 they will get
admitted to the schec s and in the barijn
hostels. That is net the cafe at o1l Thet
is becsuse that has nrt been mificd. I
want to bring this to the notice of the
Minister that in the interest « f ¢ ur Stcte
a5 also in the interest « [ ¢ they Sirte: o
well, as socn as the oct o mes inie fuiee
that should be immediatery m tified. In
Kerala this is a must impirtent thirg
which cats into the very existence « f the
Government,

SHRI A. K. ROY (Dhanbad} : Mr.
Speaker, Sir, I am surprited ¢~ learn
that our prr God hes ¢ mmitted all
these mistakes and, »#5 a resulr, we have
got this caste rystem, I beg to differ with
them, To think that the present caste
system 15 only a religivus or social phen: -
menon would be wreng & me think, it
is only an ecunomic phene mencn ; there
too, I beg to differ with them.
