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INTRODUCTION 

I, the Chairperson, Joint Committee on Offices of Profit, having been authorized by the 

Committee to submit the Report on its behalf: present this Ninth Report on the examination of 

election of Members of Parliament to the Animal Welfare Board of India (A WBI) of the 

Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying (Department of Animal Husbandry and 

Dairying). 

2. At its sitting held on Tt;csday, 20 November, 20 19, the Committee examined the te1m, 

composition, character, funct ions, etc., of the Animal Welfare Board of India (A WBI) with a 

view to consider as to whether the election of Members of Parliament to the A WBI would attract 

disqualification from the angle of 'Office of Profit' under Article I 02(1 )(a) of the Constitution of 

India. The Report was considered and adopted by the Committee at its Sitting held on Tuesday, 

18111 October, 2022. 

3. For facility of reference and convenience, the Recommendations I Observations of the 

Committee have been printed in bold letters. 

4. The Committee wishes to express its thanks to the officials of the Ministry of Fisheries, 

Animal Husbandry and Dairyi11g (Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) and the 

Ministry of Law and Justice (Legislative Department and Department of Legal Affairs) for 

appearing before the Committee and furnishing the information in connection with the 

examination of the A WBI. 

5. The Committee would also like to place on record its deep sense of appreciation for the 

invaluable assistance rendered by the officials of Lok Sabha Secretariat attached to the 

Committe~.

Examination of election of members of Parliament to the Animal Welfare Board of India 
(A WBI) under the administrative domain of the Department of Animal Husba::idry and 
Dairying, the Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying. 

REPORT 

Shri S.P. Gupta, IAS (Retd.), Chairman, Animal Welfare Board of India (A WBI) vide 

letter dated 18th October, 2018 (Annexure-I) had requested the Chairperson, Joint Committee on 

Offices of Profit (JCOP) to examine the election of six members of Parliament (04 from Lok 

Sabha and 02 from Rajya Sabha) in the Animal Welfare Board of India from the angle of Office 

of Profit. 

2. As per information furnished by the then administrative Ministry i.e. the Ministry of 

Environment, Forest and Climate Change (Animal Welfare Division) yide OM No. F. No. 

11/11/2007-AWD dated 19th December, 2018 (Annexure-11), the Animal Welfare Board of 

India is a statutory advisory body on animal welfare laws and promotes animal welfare in the 

country. It was e~tablished in 1962 as per Section 4 of the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals 

(PCA) Act, 1960 (No.59 of 1960). Section 5(i) of the PCA Act, 1960 provides for election of six 

members of Parliament, four from the Lok Sabha and two from the Rajya Sabha as members of 

the Board. The Animal Welfare Board of India is constituted for ensuring that animal welfare 

laws in the country are diligently followed. It provides grants to animal welfare organisations 

while advising the Government of India on animal welfare issues. The Board has been the face 

of animal welfare movement in the country for the last 50 years. The A WBI ensures the 

implementation of the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and rules made thereunder. 

The term of the member of Pz.rl iament as a non-official member in the Board is three years 

which shall come to an end as soon as he ceases to be a Member of the body which elected him 

or in respect of which he was chosen (section 6(2)(b) of the PCA Act, 1960). A member of 

Parliament is elected as per clause 5(l)(i) of PCA Act, 1960. As per Section 6(2)(d) of the PCA 

Act, 1960, the Central Government exercises control over the appointment to and removal from 



the office and over the performance and functions of the office. The Ministry has also stated in 

replies to List of Points, that the Board has the powers of disbursement of funds to animal 

welfare organisations as per Section 9(g) of the PCA Act, 1960. 

3. According to Rule 14(1) of the Animal Welfare Board (Administration ) Rules, 1962, no 

remuneration shall be paid to any member of the Board on acco~mt of his service as such. Ru le 

14(2)(b) specifically provides for the entitlement of members of Parliament in the Board 

(Annexure-11) as follows :-

"14(2) (b) Where he is a Member of Parliament -

(i) Travelling or conveyance allowance to recoup any expenditure 
incurred by him in pe1:for111ing such journey al a rate not exceeding 
the allowance admissible lo a Member of Parliament appointed to a 
commil/ee set up by the Central Government. 

(ii) Daily allowance at a rote not exceedmg the rate lo which a Member 
of Parliament is enlilled under the Salaries and Allowances of 
Members of Parliament Act, 195./. ··. 

4. As per provisions of Article 102(1)(a) of the Constitution oflndia :-

''A person shall be disqual(fied for being chosen as. and.for being, a member of either 
House of Parliament -

If he holds any cffice of profit under the Government of India or the Government of any 
State, other than an office declared by Parliament by law not to disqualifY its holder." 

5. Parliament has passed a law, namely the Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 

1959 (Annexure-111) laying down which offices would not disqualify holders thereof from the 

membership of Parliament. This Act also provides that if a chairman or director or member of 

any statutory or non-statutory body is not entitled to any remuneration other than the 

compensatory allowance, he would not incur disqualification for be ing chosen as, or for being, a 

member of Parliament. Under Section 2(a) of the said Act. "compensatory allowance" has been 

defined as any sum of "money payable to the holder of an office l)y way of daily allowance (such 

allowance not exceeding the amount of daily allowance to which a member of Parliament is 

entitled under the Salary, Allowance and Pension of Members of Parliament Act, 1954), any 
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conveyance allowance, house-rent allowance or travelling allowance for the purpose of enabling 

him to recoup any expenditure incurred by him in performing the functions of that office". 

6. As per the information furnished by the then administrative Ministry i.e. the Ministry of 

Environment, Forest and Climate Change, it is seen that the Government, as per Section 6(2)(d) 

of the PCA Act, 1960, exercises control over the appointment to and removal from the office and 

over the performance and functions of the office. The Board has powers of disbursement of 

funds to the Animal Welfare Boards as per Section 9(g) of the PCA Act, 1960. In the Prevention 

of Crnelty to Animals Act, 1960 and the Rules framed thereunder, nowhere it is specified that 

members of Parliament nominated or elected to the Board are exempted from disqualification 

(Annexure-II). 

7. The Conunittee sought written opinion of the Ministry of Law and Just~ce (Legislative 

Department and Department of Legal Affairs). The Department of Legal Affairs vide OM dated 

2211
d February, 2019 (Annexurc-IV) had furnished their written opinion as under: -

2. " ...... Jt is noted that as per the Department, the Animal Welfare Board of 
India is a statutory advisory body established under Section 4 of the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 (the PCA Act). The functions of 
the Board include the promotion of animal welfare generally for the purpose 
of prevention of cruelty and for protecting animals from being subjected to 
unnecessary pain or suffering, in particular. It is stated that from ensuring that 
animal welfare laws in the country are diligently followed, to providing 
grants to Animal Welfare Organisations and advising the Government of 
India on animal welfare issues, the Board has been the face of the animal 
welfare movement in the country for the last 50 years and has helped in the 
implementation of Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and rules 
made thereunder. 

3. Section 5( l )(i) of the Act provides that the Board shall consist inter-alia the 
'six members of Parliament, four to be elected by the House of the People 
(Lok Sabha) and two by the Council of States (Rajya Sabha). "It is stated that 
04 Members of Lok Sabha and 02 Members of Raj ya Sabha are appointed by 
the govenunent after election by the Lok Sabha and 1 Rajya Sabha, 
respectively and their term as non-official Member in the Board is three years 
and the term of member elected as per section 5( 1 )(i) is co-terminus with his 
ceasing to be Member of Parliament [section 6(2)(b)]. It is stated that MPs 
have not been nominated to the Board since 2007 and that Goverrunent 
exercises control over the appointment and removal from the office and over 
the performance and functions of the office as per section 6(2)( d) of the Act. 



4. With respect to the details of expenses payable to the Members of Parliament, 
it is stated that as per A WBI Adm inistration Rules 1962, travelling or 
conveyance allowance to recoup any expenditure incurred by him in 
performing such journey at a rate not exceeding the allowance admissible to a 
Member of Parliament appointed to a Committee set up by the Central 
Government. Daily allowances at a rate not exceeding the rate to which a 
Member of Parliament is entitled under the Salaries and Allowances of 
Members of Parliament A.ct, 1954. No facilities have been provided to them 
and as per Rule 14(1) of A WBT Administration Rules, 1962, no remuneration 
shall be paid to any Member of the Board on account of his services as such. 

5. It is stated that the Board neither has powers of appointment I removal nor 
wields influence or power by way of patronage and does not exercise 
executive, legislative or judicial powers. However, it is stated that the Board 
exercises powers of implementation of PCA Act and Rules made thereqnder. 
It is stated to have powers of disbursement of funds to Animal Welfare 
Organisations under section 9(g) of the Act. 

6. Attention is drawn towards Article 102(1) in the Constitution of India, which 
provides that a person shall be disqualified for being chosen as, and for being, 
a member of either House of Parliament (a) if he holds any office of profit 
under the Government of India or the Government of any State, other than an 
office declared by Parliament by law not to disqual ify its holder. The 
essential ingred ien ts for attracting the sa id article, as settled by numerous 
cases, are that there must be an office, such office must be an office of 
'profit', il must be under the Government of India or the Government of a 
State, such office must not be excluded from the operation of this sub-clause 
by a Jaw rnade by Parliament. To decide the issue, therefore, it is imperative 
to examine the nature of Government control, functions of the Board and the 
allowances receivable by the Member. 

7. Attention is also drawn to the case of Shivamurthy Swami Jnamdar v. Agadi 
Sanganna Andanappa, (1971) 3 SCC 870, wherein the Apex Court analyzed 
the ingredients of Article 102(l)(a) and held as under: 

"Thal Article says that a person sha ll be disquali fied for being chosen as, 
and for being, a member of either House of Parliament if he holds any 
office of profit under the Government of India or the Government of any 
State, other than an office declared by Parliament by law not to disqualify 
its holder. Therefore, before the provisions of that Article can be 
attrncted, it must be established that he was holding an office under the 
Union or the State Government and that office was an office of profit and 
thereafter we must see whether the disqualification relating to that oftice 
has been removed by any Parliamentary legislation. fn other words, the 
office in question must have been held under a Government and to that 
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some pay, salary, emoluments or allowance is attached." The word 
'profit' co1motes the idea of pecuniary gain. lf there is really a gain, its 
quantum or amount would not be material; but the amount of money 
receivable by a person in connection with the office he holds may be 
material in deciding whether the office really carries any profit. 

The Court also reiterated the tests laid down in several decisions for 
finding out whether an office in question is an office under a Government 
and whether it is an office of profit. "Those tests are : (I) Whether the 
Govenunent makes the appointment; (2) Whether the Government has 
the right lo remove or dismiss the holder; (3) Whether the Government 
pays the remuneration; ( 4) What are the functions of the holder? Does he 
perform them for the Government and (5) Does the Government exercise 
any control over the performance of those functions?" 

8. In the recent case of U.C. Raman V. P.T.A. Rahim, (2014) 8 sec 934, the . 
Court has extracted the relevant para of the judgment in the case of Jaya 
Bachchan case [(2006)5 SCC 266] as under and reiterated the principles laid 
therein: 

"An office of profit is an office which is capable of yielding a profit or 
pecuniary gain. Holding an office under the Central or State Government, 
to which some pay, salary, emolument, remuneration or non-
compensatory allowance is attached, is ' holding an office of profit'. The 
question whether a person holds an office of profit is required to be 
interpreted in a realistic manner. Nature of the payment must be 
considered as a matter of substance rather than of form. Nomenclature is 
not important. In fact, mere use of the word 'honorarium' cannot take the 
payment out of the purview of profit, if there is pecuniary gain for the 

_re~ipient. Payment of honorarium, in addition to daily allowances in the 
nature of compensatory allowances, rent free accommodation and 
chauffeur driven ('.ar at State expense, are clearly in the nature of 
remuneration and a source of pecuniary gain and hence constitute profit. 
For deciding the question as to whether one is holding an office of profit 
or not, what is relevant is whether the office is capable of yielding a 
profit or pecuniary gain and not whether the person actually obtained a 
monetary gain. If the 'pecuniary gain' is 'receivable' in connection with 
the office then it becomes an office of profit, irrespective of whether such 
pecuniary gain is actually received or not. If the office carries with it, or 
entitles the holder to, any pecuniary gain other than reimbursement of 
out-of-pocket/actual expenses, then the office will be an office of profit 
for the purpose of Article 102(l)(a). Th.is position of law stands settled 
for over half a century commencing from the decisions of Ravanna 
Subanna v. G.S. Kaggeerappa [AIR 1954 SC 653], Shivamurthy Swami 
Inamdar v. Agadi Sanganna Andanappa [(1971) 3 SCC 870], Satrucharla 
Chandrasekhar Raju v. Vyricherla Pradeep Kumar Dev [(1992) 4 SCC 
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404] and Shibu Soren v. Dayanand Sahay ((2001) 7 SCC 425]." 
~ 

9. The Court, in the said case, negated the plea that the word "profit" should 
include even status and influence, etc. besides the pecuniary profits and 
reiterated that an "office of profit' is an olTice which is capable of yielding a 
profit or pecuniary gain only and the same includes the pecuniary gain not 
only received but also "receivable" in connection with the office. As in the 
said case amount was only compensatory in nature by way of TA and daily 
allowances, the same was held to not amount to remuneration in the form of 
pay, salary, emoluments, remuneration, commission or anything of such 
nature. 

l 0. In the present matter, the AWBI is a Statutory Advisory Body established as 
per section 4 of the Act. Functions of the I3oard are as per section 9 of the 
PCA Act. The Board has a fixed composition and the term of the non-official 
Member in the Board is three years and the term of member elected as per 
section 5(l)(i) is co-terminus with his ceasing to be Member of Parliament 
[section 6(2)(b)]. The Government is stated to exercise control over their 
removal from the office and over the performance and functions of the office 
as per section 6(2)( d) of the Act. 

11. Attention is drnwn to the relevant functions specified in clause (d), (!) and (h) 
of section 9, which appear to be executive [unctions performed by the Board 
on behalf of the Government. This is more so, when the administrative 
Department itself has stated that they are responsible for implementation of 
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960. Other relevant functions are 
specified in clauses (g), (i) and (j) of section 9 of the PCA, which empower 
the Board to gran t financial assistance and make disbursement of funds. The 
Member of the Board thus appears to be holding an 'office'. 

12. With respect to the issue of allowance and 'office of profit', attention is 
drawn to the reply of Ministry, wherein it is slated that as per Rule 14(1) of 
the A WB I Administration Rules 1962, no remuneration shall be paid to any 
Member of the Board on account of his services as such. Only tmvelling or 
conveyance a llowance to recoup any expenditure incurred by the Member in 
performing such journey at a rate not exceeding the allowance is admissible 
to a Member of Parliament appointed to a Committee. Daily allowances at a 
rate not exceeding the rate to which a Member of Parliament is entitled under 
the Salaries and Allowances of Members of Parliament Act, 1954 is payable 
and no facilities have been provided to them. Thus, the allowances payable to 
a member appear to be in consonance with the compensatory allowances 
pe1missible to the Members of Parliament and the ingredient or 'proGt' or 
'pecuniary ga in ' is absent in the present case. 

13. On the basis of the information furnished by the administrative Ministry, we 
are of the view that the election of Members of Parliament to Animal Welfare 
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Board of India may not be considered as an 'office of profit' and may not 
incur disqualification in terms of Article 102 (l)(a) of the Constitution of 
India.". 

8. The Legislative Department of the Ministry of Law and Justice vide OM No. 

17(6)/2018/-Leg.III dated 171
h September, 2019 (Annexure-V) had also furnished their written 

opinion in the matter as under:-

" ....... that clause (i) of section 3 of the Parliament (Prevention of 
Disqualification) Act, 1959 (10 of 1959) exempts the office of chaimmn, 
director or member of any statutory or non-statutory body other than any 
such body as is referred to in clause (h), if the holder of such office is not 
entitled to any remuneration other than compensatory allowance. 
However, this exemption is not available to the chairman of the bodies 
specified in Part I of the Schedule to the Act and chairman and secretary to 
the bodies specified in Part II of the Schedule to the Act. 

3. In the light of the above provisions, the nomination of a Member of Lok 
Sabha to the Animal Welfare Board of India may not attract 
disqualification from the angle of 'office of profit'. However, it is 
noteworthy to mention that in the reply t<? the list of points provided by the 
administrative Ministry, against the query at serial number 7 (iii), they have 
stated that the allowances payable to the Member of Parliament as a 
Member of the Board are not covered under the compensatory allowance as 
defined in clause (a) of section 2 of the Parliament (Prevention of 
Disqualification) Act, 1959. 

4. Further, considering the powers of the Animal Welfare Board of India 
which involves disbursement of funds, it may attract the tests laid down by 
the· Apex Court in the case of Shivamurthy Swami Inmadar Vs. Sanganna 
Andanappa ( 197 l) 3 SCC 870 and the guiding principles laid down by. the 
Joint Committee on Offices of Profit, in their Tenth Report (Seventh Lok 
Sabha), which are being followed by the Committee time and again. 
Therefore, it appears that the nomination of the Member, Lok Sabha to the 
Animal Welfare Board <?f India may attract disqualification from the angle 
of 'office of profit'.". 

9. In view of the contradictory opinion tendered by both the Departments of the Ministry of 

Law and Justice, it was decided to take oral evidence of the representatives of the Ministry of 

Law and Justice (Legislative Department and Department of Legal Affairs) and the Ministry of 

Environment, Forests and Climate Change (Animal Welfare Division). However, the Ministry 

of Environment, Forests and Climate Change (Animal Welfare Division) informed that the 



animal welfare subject has been transretTed to the Ministry or Agriculture (Department or 

Animal Husbandry, Dairying and Fisheries). The Ministry or Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and 

Dairying (Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) vide their OM No.11/11/2007-A WD 

dated 18th November, 2019 had stated that the animal welfare subject had been transferred to the 

Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying and Fisheries, Ministry of Agricu lture vide Cabinet 

Secretariat notification No. S. 0. I 53(E) dated 04th A pril, 2019. Later on after the creation or a 

new Ministry of fisheries, Animal Husbandry, Dairying, the animal welfare and the Prevention 

of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 is administered · by the Department of Animal Husbandry and 

Dairying (Anncxure-VI). 

10. The Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying (Department of Animal 

Husbandry and Dairying) vide OM No. 11/11/2007-AWD dated 18th November, 2019 

(Anncxurc-VI) provided information which is summarized as under :-

(i) . The Animal Welfare Board of India is a statutory body established under 

Section 4 of the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960. 

(ii) The functions of the Board include the promotion of animal welfare 

generally for the purpose of prevention of cruelty and for protecting animals 

from being subjected lo unnecessary pain or suffering, in particular. 

(iii) Section 5(l)(i) of the Act provides that the Board shall consist of six 

members of Parliament, four to be elected by the I louse of the People (Lok 

Sabha) and two by the Council of States (Rajya Sabha). 

(iv) Rule 14(1) of the Administrative Rules, 1962 framed under section 38 of the 

PCA Act, 1960, stated that no remuneration shall be paid to any member of 

the Board on account of the services as such. 

(v) As per Section l 4(2)(b )(i) and 14 (2)(b) (ii), a member of Parliament who is 

a member of the Board is allowed to avail T NDA at the rate not exceeding 

the rate to which a member or Parliament is entitled under the Salaries and 

Allowances of Members of Parliament Act, 1954. 

(vi) Pecuniary gain or advantage has been given to any member of the Board 

including member of Parliament and whatever is given, is only in the nature 

of compensatory allowance for contribution in achieving and proceeding 

towards the objectives of the Board. 
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(vii) The members of Parliament in the Board have merely advisory role and they 

are provided only compensatory allowance i.e. out of pocket expense and 

actual expenses incurred for attending meetings of the Board. 

1 I . An oral evidence of the representatives of the Ministry of Law and Justice (Legislative 

Department and Department of Legal Affairs) and the Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry 

and Dairying (Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) was taken on Wednesday, 201h 

November, 2019. 

12. During the course of oral evidence, the Secretary, Ministry of Fisheries, Animal 

Husbandry and Dairying briefed the Committee as under:-

"Animal Welfare Board is a statutory body under Section 4 of the Prevention of 

Cruelty to Animals Act. The functions of the Animal Welfare Board which is also 

included in the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, are : (i) to encourage, by the 

grant of financial assistance or otherwise [for formation or establishment of 

pinjrapoles, rescue homes, animal shelters, sanctuaries and the like]. Disbursal of 

funds (ii) to give financial and other assistance to animal welfare organizations 

functioning in any local area or to encourage the formation of animal welfare 

organizations in any local area which shall work under the general supervision and 

guidance of the Board. " 

13. When the Committee enquired about the honorarium and TA I DA being given to the 

members of Parliament for attending the meetings of the Animal Welfare Board of India, the 

representatives of the Ministry stated that no honorarium or any grant was being given to the 

members of the Board, and that the details of travelling and daily allowances for attending the 

meetings of the Board were specified in the relevant Rules. 

14. When asked about the daily ailowance being given to the members of Parliament as non-

official members of the Board, the representatives of the Ministry informed that "the daily 

allowance which is being given to the members of Parliament for attending the meetings, is same 

as provided in the MSA Act, 1954." 

15. After hearing the views, the Committee concluded that the Office of the AWBI should 

not be construed as an Office of Profit as it is basically for the welfa,re of the animals. By virtue 



of Section 3(i) of the Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 1959, the AWBT may not 

allract disqualification from the angle of 'OfLJce of Profit'. However, considering the powers of 

the A WBI which involves disbursement of funds, it may attract disqualification. · 

16. The Committee directed the Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying 

(Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) lo include the A WBI in the exempted category 

in the Act of 1959 irrespective of the amount of fund the Board is gelling for further 

disbursement.

Observations I Recommendations 

17. The Committee note that the Animal Welfare Board of India is a statutory advisory 

body on the animal welfare laws and promotes animal welfare in the country. It was 

established in 1962 as per section 4 of the Pn~vention of Cruelty tG Animals Act, 1960. 

Section S(i) of the PCA Act, 1960 provides that six MPs, four from Lok Sabha and two 

from Rajya Sabha will be elected as members of the Board. The term of the member of 

Parliament as non-official Member in the Board is for three years. 

18. The Committee furthe~· note that the Animal Welfare Board of India helps in the 

implementation of the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and rules made 

thereunder. According to Section 14(1) of the Animal Welfare Board (Administration) 

Rules, 1962, no remuneration shaH be paid to any member of the Board on account of his 

service. As per the A WBI (Administration) Rules 1962, a member of Parliament elected to 

the A WBI is allowed to avail travelling or conveyance allowance to recoup any expenditure 

incurred by him in performing such journey at a rate not exceeding the allowance 

admissible to a member of Parliament appointed to a Committee set up by the Central 

Government and also daily allowances at a rate not exceeding the rate to which a member 

of Parliament is entitled to under the Salaries and Allowances of Members of Parliament 

Act, 1954. 

19. The Committee find that by virtue of Section 3(i) of the Parliament (Prevention of 

Disqualification) Act, 1959, the election of members of Parliament to the AWBI may not 

attract disqualification. However, the main issue which could attract disqualification is the 

nature and amount of funds received by the Board for disbursal. During the course of oral 

evidence, deliberations with the representatives of the Ministry of Fisheries, Animal 

Husbandry and Dairying (Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) and the 

Ministry of Law and Justice (Legislative Department and Department of Legal Affairs}, 

the Committee observe that funds are given for pinjrapoles, rescue homes, animal shelters, 

sanctuaries etc. Financial assistance is provided to the Board to extend assistance to 



animal welfare organizations functioning in local area and to encourage the animal welfare 

organizations in local area, which shaH work under the overall supervision and guidance of 

the Board. 

20. In view of the foregoing, the Committee are of the considered opinion that election 

of members of Parliament to the Animal Welfare Board of India may not be construed as 

an office of profit under the Government and the same may be considered not to incur 

disqualification under Article 102(1)(a) of the Constitution of India. However, in order to 

curb any anomaly, the Committee, therefore, recommend that the adm.inistrative Ministry 

concerned may take up the matter with the Ministry of Law and Justice and move a file for 

inclusion of the A WBI in the Table of the Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 

1959. 

21. Further, the Committee note that the Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and 

Dairying (Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying) has moved a file pertaining to 

inclusion of the Animal Welfare Board of India in the exempted category of the Parliament 

(Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 1959. However, the Committee direct the 

administrative Ministry as well as the Ministry of Law and Justice (Department of Legal 

Affairs) to inform the Committee forthwith, whenever any amendment to the Parliament 

(Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 1959 is proposed.

From the said rule, it is appar~t1tly clear that no pecuniary gain or advantage ·has been· given to 
any member of the Board including Member of Parliament and whatever is given, is only in 

· the nature of compensatory allowance for contrib~tion in ac~ieving and proceeding towards the 
bbjcctives of the Bo·ard. 

The Member of Parliament to be nominated in the Animal Board of India has merely advisory ·, 
role and th~y have been provided only compensatory allowance i.e. out of pocket expenses and , 
actua l expenses incurred for attending meetings of the Board; hence their nomination in the \ 
Board cannot be called office of profit. However, from the list .of office of profit') issued by ·the · 
Joint Committee on Office of Profit, it· is not. clear \!Vhether the Member of Parliaments to be 
nominated in the Animal \Velfare Board of india falls under th_e category of o~ce of profit. · 

_In common parlance, an ·office of profit' is an office which is capabie of yielding a profit or 
pecuniary gain. Holding an office under the Central or ~tate Qovernment, ·to which some pay, 
salary, emolument, remuneration qr non-compensatory allowance is a_ttached, is "holding an 
office of profit" for the purpose of Article 102 of the Constitu.ti<:Jff ofindia. 

The expression "office of profit" has not been defined in the Constitution or in the 
·Representation of rhe People Act, 1951. It is for the court to explain the significance and 
meaning of this ~oncept. Over the years, courts have dec~ded this issu~ in the con text of 
speci fie factual situations. Thus the .final ·interpretation and decision whether a person t~ 
disqualified or not rests with the coyrts and not with Parliament. 

The Joi~t Committee ·on office of profit constituted h~s ?.ls6 opined thal '"if a· q1ember of a body 
gets only compensatory allowance an~ the body exercises merely an advis.ory function, then no 
d isqualification would arise. But if the a tlo·wance given are more than compensatory

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THE PARLLAMENT (PREVENTION OF DISQUAU FICATlON) ACT, 1959 
ACT NO. 10 OF 1959 

[4th April, 1959.] 

An Act to declare that certain offices of profit under the Goverrunent shall not d isqualify the 
holders thereof for being chosen as, or for being, members of Parliament. 

BE it enacted. by Parliament in the Tenth Year of the Republic of India as fol lows:-

1. Short titlc.-This Act may be called the Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) 
Act, 1959. 

2. Dcfi nitions.-ln this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) "compensatory allowance" means any sum of money payable to the holder of an office by 
way of daily allowance (such allowance not exceeding the amount of daily allowance to which a 
member of Parliament is entitled under 1[the Salary, Allowances and Pension of Members of 
Parliament Act, 1954 (30 of 1954)], any conveyance allowance, house-rent allowance or 
travelling allowance for the purpose of enabling him to recoup any expenditure incurred by him in 
performing the functions of that office; 

(b) "statuto1y body" means any corporation, committee, commission, council, board or other 
body of persons, whether incorporated or not, established by or under any law for the time being 
in force; 

(c) "non-statutory body" means any body of persons other than a statutory body. 

3. Certain offices of profit not to disqualify.-ll is hereby declared that none of the following 
offices, in so far as it is an office of profit under the Government of India or the Government of any 
State, shall-disqualify the holder thereof for being chosen as, or for being, a member of Parliament, 
namely,-

(a) any office held by a Minister, Minister of State or Deputy Minister for the Union or for 
any State, whether ex officio or by name; 

2[(aa) the office of a Leader of the Opposition in Parliament;] 
3[(ab) the office of Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission;] 
4[(ac) the office of 5[each leader and each deputy leader] of a recognised party and a 

recognised group in either House of Parliament;] 
6[(ad) the office of the Chairperson of the National Advisory Council constituted by the 

Government of India in the Cabinet Secretariat vide Order No. 631/2/1/2004-Cab., dated the 3 lst 
May, 2004;] 

(b) the office of Chief Whip, Deputy Chief Whip or Whip in Parliament or of a Parliamentary 
Secretary;

by such person for any period not extending beyond a period of six months from the commencement 
of this Act disqualify him for being a member of Parliament.

The ~ndersigned is directed to refer to the Lok Sabha Secretariat, Committee Branch - II, Joint 

Committee on Offices of Profit O.M No. 21/14/4/2018/C II dated the 17th July, 2019 requesting this 

Department to re-examine the opinion of this Department in the light of clause (i) of section 3 of the 

Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 1959 (10of1959). 

2. Jn this regard, it may be mentioned that clause (i) of section 3 of the Parliament Prevention of 

Disqualification Act, 1959 (10 of 1959) exempts the office of chairman, director or member of any ~tatutory ~/ 
or non-statutory body other than any such body as is referred to in clause (h) , if the holder of such office is 

not entitled to any remuneration other than compensatory allowance. However, this exemption is not 

available to the chairman of the bodies specified in Part I of the Schedule to the Act and chairman and 

secretary to the bodies specified in Part II of the.Schedule to the Act. 

3. In the light of the above provisions, the nomination of a Member of Lok Sabha to the Animal 

Welfare Board of India may not attract disqu31ificatio11 from the angle of 'office of profit'. However, it is 

noteworthy to mention that in the reply to the list of points provided by the administrative Ministry, against 

the querry at. serial number 7 (iii), they have stated. that the allowance payable to the Member of 

Parliament as a Member of the Board are not covered under the compensatory allowance defined in 

clause (a) of section 2 of the Parliament (Prevention of Disqualification) Act, 1959. 

4. Further, considering the powers of the Animal Welfare Board of India which involves disbursement 

of funds, it may attract the tests laid down by the Apex Court in the case of .Shivamurthy Swami lnamdar 

Vs. Sanganna Andanappa (1971) 3 SCC 870 and the guiding principles laid down by the Joint Committee 

on Offices of Profit, in their Tenth Report (Seventh Lok Sabha), which are being followed by the
