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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: Hon. Speaker, Sir, this is a very important
question for the country. A majority of the people are now using contaminated
water everywhere in the country. In my Parliamentary constituency in Kerala,
Kuttanad in Alleppey District, Vembanad lake water is totally contaminated. In
my region Kuttanad, water bodies are totally contaminated because farmers
there are using pesticides in their paddy fields and also because the water
bodies there are fully covered by hyacinth and other things. The people of
Kuttanad are using this water. That is why, the number of cancer patients in

the area is increasing day by day in Kuttanad area.

I, therefore, would like to ask the hon. Minister if there is any mechanism
from the Government of India’s side to remove the contamination and provide

pure drinking water in Kuttanad area and also throughout the country.

SHRI GAJENDRA SINGH SHEKHAWAT: Hon. Speaker, Sir, as you are
aware, the Government is running a drinking water programme in mission
mode to provide safe and clean drinking water in stipulated quantity to each

and every rural household of the country under the name Jal Jeevan Mission.

Water being a State subject, primary planning, making of the DPRs,
augmentation, implementation, operation, maintenance, everything is to be
done by the States. We are supplementing their efforts financially or technically

when desired. The State of Kerala is implementing Jal Jeevan Mission.

Simultaneously, we have taken many initiatives under Jal Jeevan

Mission to provide safe and clean drinking water, and to create an ecosystem

of water testing protocol. We have established more than 2,000 NABL
accredited laboratories throughout the country. We have created a platform
where the entire water quality data is kept. Apart from establishing those 2,000
laboratories, we have trained almost 1.5 million ladies in the country to test the
water being disbursed in their homes or in their habitations through field-testing

kits.

Simultaneously, we are moving further to establish the IOT based,
sensor-based water testing protocol. We have established it more than a year
ago in a hundred locations and are successfully monitoring all those. So, on
the platform that we have created, in the last one year, more than 75 lakh
samples were received and tested; and if any contamination was found, it has
been taken care of. We have reports from the States and are continuously
working on that. If any assistance is sought by the States in treatment of
contaminated water, we are ready to give it. Otherwise also, in Jal Jeevan
Mission we are giving 10 per cent extra weightage to quality-compromised

habitations and States during allocation of funds.

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Thank you, Sir, for giving me an opportunity. The
Minister has been very active. My question pertains to redressing of the
complaints received from the passengers. Post-COVID 19, air traffic has
increased incredibly. Throughout India, every city’s airport is now jampacked
at peak times. | have been seeing the statements given by the Minister to
address the problem. | do understand that it is a daily, ongoing process.
Every day, passengers are queuing up just to clear the security part of it.
Sometimes, passengers are missing their flights because of the traffic. This is

quite a concern for all of us.

No step has been taken in this regard. You had time during COVID
when you could have expanded the security area, especially during peak traffic

hours, but nothing has been done.
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Secondly, when will you inaugurate new Chennai Terminal, which is

nearly ready? It is of great importance to us.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Sir, | would like to say that the Question is
on customer service and the AirSewa portal. However, the learned Member
has raised two extremely pertinent and important queries. One is related to

the resurgence of traffic in the area of civil aviation.

As we are all aware, we have gone through one of the most turbulent
times in civil aviation across the world during COVID, when all planes were
stranded on the ground. It is probably one of the industries that was the worst
affected. Suffice to say, because of the policies of the Government as well as
the desire of customers to travel, we have experienced today a V-shaped

recovery.

| would also like to report to this House that during pre-COVID, in 2019,
India experienced roughly about 4.07 lakh passengers, the highest number of
travellers per day in its history. We have broken that barrier three days ago
and we have reached the target of 4.13 lakh passengers per day. This talks to
a great deal in terms of this Government’s and the Prime Minister’s prerogative
of, first of all, democratising the area of civil aviation, increasing the breadth as
well as the depth of civil aviation. That, of course, brings with it issues with
regard to crowding at airports. We have to also understand that civil aviation
has an additional factor of seasonality to it. The festive season, starting from

October until February, is the peak season. We then have a normal season
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from March till roughly about May. And, then we have a lean season in the

monsoon from roughly about June to the end of September.

| have had a very detailed meeting with not only our airport operators
yesterday, but along with that with immigration and CISF personnel, and | have
requested them that we must put in a plan in terms of peak hour planning for
arrivals and departures, not based upon just an airport’s capability of runway
take off and landings but on the whole process capability, right from when a
passenger enters the airport to when he goes in for security check, baggage
drop off, and then goes to the gate. We should look at the whole process
based on which we should manage our number of arrivals and departures in
peak hour traffic. There is a great degree of volatility today. We need to
smoothen out that volatility curve. All the airports have pretty much come on
board, and very similar to the fog planning that we do in the winter schedule, |
have requested them to also do the peak hour planning. Today, as we speak,
that process is on, and | am quite sure that we will be able to manage in India
the resurgence of traffic, unlike what we experienced in the US, Europe, and
many developed parts of the world, when there was a resurgence of traffic,
there was mayhem at airports, baggage was getting lost. Our airports in India
did a yeoman’s job during that process. Even now, with this new height of
passenger traffic, we will smoothen out that process in the days to come. | am

very confident with our airport operators.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA: Thank you, hon. Speaker, Sir, for allowing me to
ask a supplementary.  This is related directly to customer service. A lot of
aged people in India have children staying abroad and they travel once a year.
If you wish to buy Vistara air ticket from Kolkata to London, there is no direct
flight. The flight routes via Delhi. So, you have to purchase a Kolkata-Delhi-
London ticket. A 70-80 years old couple, on the way back will have to land in
Delhi, wait at the baggage belt, take out their luggage, and then rebook it to
Kolkata. If you are going by British Airways, it is fine. For example, in the case
of Vistara, if the flight is via Bangalore, they have to be at the baggage belt in
Bangalore airport, take out heavy suitcases on their own and then rebook the

luggage to Kolkata.

For example, if you are travelling British Airways from here to Paris and
the changeover is at London, your luggage is booked through to Paris. You do
not have to take it out in London. So, is this something that we really need to
take up with international airlines that you are having to break this? The older
and disabled persons have to face huge problems while taking out luggage

themselves.
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So, this is something if you could please take up. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | think, that the hon.
Member has put forward a very valuable suggestion. We will certainly look into
that matter. For us, our elderly folks are an extremely important segment of our
population and it is our job to make sure that travelling becomes seamless and
a very flexible process for them. So, | shall certainly take that suggestion on

board.

Now, | come to Mr. Maran Ji’'s question that remained unanswered and
which is, the ‘B’ part of his question. Let me commit to him that we have a very
aggressive expansion plan for the current Chennai Terminal. We are spending
almost Rs. 2,895 crore for that expansion plan, and the probable date of
completion is somewhere in 2024. As soon as that gets done, we will certainly

inaugurate it.

Along with that, let me also suggest him and request him that we would
like to build a Greenfield Airport in Chennai as well. There is a new site that

has been co-located between the State Government as well as the Central

Government. Four sites have been offered. We have focussed on one, which
is, Parandur. TIDCO has sent its proposal for site clearance to us. We have
reverted to them with comments last month. If you can hasten up that process,

it will help us very much.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you very much.

| think, this is an excellent omnibus question, covering all the
suggestions that people are giving for airlines. | would like to mention one
particular thing with respect to the UDAN Scheme, which of course, serves
underserved airports. We, in Kerala, are unable to benefit from this because
none of our airports is technically underserved. But actually, there are routes
that are underserved or not even served at all. A question is coming up about
Coimbatore a little later this morning. This is a classic example. There are no
flights from any airport in Kerala to Coimbatore, even though it would actually
be beneficial to people in Eastern Kerala -- in Palakkad, for example -- where
Coimbatore is the nearest airport. Could we not extend the benefits of the
subsidy provided under the UDAN Scheme to well-served airports with
underserved routes? So, for example, when the Governor of Kerala, Shri
Sathasivam, had to go to Coimbatore, he had to fly to Chennai, change flight
there, and fly back to Coimbatore which meant almost as long as going by
road. In these kinds of things, we can easily have had a Trivandrum-

Coimbatore flight for example, or indeed, routes within Kerala from Trivandrum
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via Cochin, Kozhikode, up to Kannur, four international airports, which do not

benefit at the moment from any UDAN connectivity or subsidy.

Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | thank the hon.
Member for his question on the UDAN scheme which again is not related to
the core question. But | am more than happy to answer that. It is our
prerogative under the hon. Prime Minister’s leadership -- as | have mentioned -
- to both broaden as well as deepen civil aviation in India. Now, if we are to do
that, we need to take the call. Are we going to do that with currently well-
served airports in the country? Or, are we going to both increase the
penetration in rural areas as well as deepen that penetration in rural areas? Let
me give a couple of examples of that. Many airports that have been wiped off
the Civil Aviation map, post World War-ll and prior to Independence in India,
have resurfaced on the Civil Aviation map all because of hon. Prime Minister’s

‘Ude Desh ka Aam Naagrik Programme’.

In the last six years, we have built out 70 airports, waterdromes and
heliports under the UDAN Yojana, airports that one would never have
conceived of - Rupsi in Assam, Jharsuguda in Odisha, Kishangarh in
Rajasthan and Darbhanga - airports that today give robust connectivity to
earlier unserved population across the length and breadth of our country
ranging between 50,000 passengers to five and a half lakh passengers reach.

We have limited resources. UDAN yojana was given Rs. 4,500 crore in terms
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of capex and a Viability Gap Funding Programme. Within that, today, we have
transported in the last six years 1.1 crore passengers in our country that
probably have never flown before in their lives. We have flown close to
2,15,000 flights in the last six years that would have never flown before. We
have connected 70 airports along the length and breadth of India and it is our
target, let me commit to our House, | hope that in the next 3-4 years, we will

connect another 100 airports, waterdromes and heliports in India.

Prior to 2013-14, we had 74 airports in our country. Today, in a matter
of eight years, we have built out a total of 71 additional airports, waterdromes
and heliports making it 145. So, we are committed but it is important to identify
what our priority is. Once we increase our breadth, increase our depth, then

certainly we will look at these areas without doubt.

SHRI K. SHANMUGA SUNDARAM: Sir, | would like to know whether the
Government proposes to increase the number of international air services from
Coimbatore International Airport and if so, | would like to know the details

thereof.

SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA : Sir, Coimbatore is a very important
Airport for all of us in Tamil Nadu. Let me place it on record that, as far as
Government is concerned, we have given Coimbatore as a point of call to six
countries, namely, Sharjah, Dubai, Sri Lanka, Singapore, UK and USA. Along
with that, we have connectivity to Sharjah with ten frequencies per week and

14 frequencies to Singapore.

As we are all aware, civil aviation is an unregulated sector. Airlines make
their own decision based on economic viability for connectivity to certain cities.

It is our effort to make sure that all cities of India do get connected.

As far as Coimbatore Airport is concerned, there are a lot of works that
are ongoing at the Airport to improve the modernity of the Airport. Today, we
are looking at additional seven aeroplanes at a cost of Rs.23 crore and

resurfacing of the runway at a cost of Rs.47 crore.
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We are also planning a new cargo terminal. All of these are being done
keeping in mind our current air terminal capacity of 18,000 square metres and

a total throughput of passengers of almost 3.6 million per year.

SHRI K. SHANMUGA SUNDARAM: Hon. Minister has rightly told that
Coimbatore is an important city in Tamil Nadu. Coimbatore district itself has
more than one lakh MSME factories. Tirupur and Karur have more than 50,000
MSME factories. Coimbatore has more than 500 large-scale investment
factories; Karur and Tirupur have more than 500 large-scale investment
factories. In these three districts, nearly 20 lakh employees are working. The
daily footfall at Coimbatore Airport is nearly 10,000. Out of 10,000, more than

five per cent is international travellers.

So, the buyers coming to Coimbatore from different destinations are
facing difficulties. The growth of Coimbatore depends on the Airport expansion.
Industries and political parties are representing continuously to the

Government.

The Government is giving some reasons and | am not satisfied with
these reasons. You can compare the footfall and international services at the
Coimbatore Airport with other small airports. The Government should take it
seriously and give us an opportunity to run at least five international

aeroplanes.
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SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Sir, the hon. Member has raised a very
valid point. Airports require connectivity. That connectivity can only be granted

to airports if we build maximum capacity in those airports.

In my previous answer, | have given the details on current connectivity in
Coimbatore Airport and the works that our Government is undertaking to
strengthen Coimbatore Airport. But there is one big impediment to modernising
and expanding airports. And that impediment is the non-availability of land

from the State Government.

The hon. Member is a representative of his State of Tamil Nadu. | want
to request him to take up with the same fervour that he has in this House, the
same agenda with his State Government in Tamil Nadu. For many, many
years, we have been asking for almost 627.89 acres of land for Coimbatore
Airport. Today, Coimbatore Airport can only avail of Code C aircraft, to be able
to land, which means 737C and 320C. We want to expand that facility to Code
E aircraft so that the wide-bodied aircraft can land at Coimbatore. But that is
possibly only if the State Government gives us that land to expand it. It is my
commitment that if land is made available to us by the State Government of
Tamil Nadu, we will certainly expand that Airport in the days to come....

Sir, the first submission that | would like to make before the House is
that the number of LPG connections, which stood at 14 crores in 2014, has
gone up to 31.5 crores now.

date, we would have a total of 8 crore Ujjwala beneficiaries who would get as
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per the Scheme the chulha and one gas cylinder free and subsequently they

would avail of, purchase Ujjwala cylinders.

The scheme which was introduced in 2016 for eight crore beneficiaries
was completed many months in advance. If | remember correctly, it was
completed seven months before the stipulated date. Subsequently, we took a
decision more recently to add one crore additional beneficiaries to these eight
crore beneficiaries. Now, that figure of nine crore was also reached. In addition
to that, we decided to meet the demand of those who felt that they needed it,
and these are typically the households which are below the poverty line. Then,

to that, we added others who were also equally needy.

We added another 60 lakh beneficiaries. So, today, about 9 crore 60
lakh beneficiaries of the Ujjwala Scheme are there. Now, the hon. Member

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Mr. Chairman, Sir, once water-rich
State of Kerala is now facing severe seasonal water shortage ranging from two
to six months a year. With an annual utilisable water availability of about 48000
million cubic meters, the per capita water availability is only 1350 cubic meters

per annum against a requirement of 1800 cubic meters.

In our State, 44 rivers contribute more than 80 per cent of our water
needs. Decline of these river systems is the main reason for the water scarcity.
The once perennial rivers have now become seasonal with a reduction of 60 to
100 per cent in natural summer flow. On top of this, due to climate crisis, we

are now frequently facing huge flood threats.

Conserving and rejuvenating our river systems and managing them
efficiently and equitably is the best possible step to ensure future water

security for the state.

In this context, we have initiated an attempt to prepare a River Action
Plan for Chalakudypuzha and Periyaar, two of the main rivers in my
constituency, with support from premier research institutes and various

government departments and local self-governments and NGOs.

| humbly submit that the Union Government may provide a special

package for the State of Kerala for preparing and implementing River Action
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Plans for our 44 river systems, aimed at rejuvenation and efficient

management of these rivers. Thank you.

To a certain extent we can stop it, if we plant trees like
jackfruit, etc. as well as make availability of water by rejuvenating the dried

water resources in forest areas.

SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Thank you, Chairperson
Sir, for giving me this opportunity to raise a very important issue. It is about a

Railway project in my constituency, Koraput in Rayagada district. We have
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Naupada-Gunupur-Therubali railway line. Extension of Naupada-Gunupur
railway line is pending for quite some time. In 2017-18, this was approved in
the Budget. But the Rate of Return (RoR)was very less. So, it was not
approved. The Railways had demanded that the State Government should
share 50 per cent of the cost and provide land free of cost. That has already
been done and the DPR has been submitted. But unfortunately, the
Government is sitting on this project and approval of DPR by the Cabinet is
only pending. It is a very tribal dominated area. It is inhabited by tribals.
Southern Odisha is the most important region. | am not sure why the delay is
there. | would request the Government to approve the project immediately. At
the same time, there are two stations in Rayagada district, in Sambalpur
Division: Ambodala and Therubali. These are very important stations. The
trains used to stop before COVID-19. But after COVID-19, the Express trains
have stopped stopping in these stations. In Ambodala, we have Rourkela--
Jagadalpur Express, Howrah--Jagadalpur Express, Dhanbad--Alleppey
Express, Korba Express, Samta Express, and Hatia-Yashwantpur Express.
These were stopping before COVID-19, but now they are not stopping.
Similarly, in Therubali, we have Korba Express, Samta Express and Junagarh

Road--Bhubaneswar Link Express.

We demand that these trains should stop at this important railway

station.
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Lastly, | would like to speak about the Rayagada Railway Division.
When the East Coast Railway Zone was divided, the Government had
promised that Rayagada Rail Division will come up. Due to politics, this
Division has not come up yet. | would request the Government to set up
Rayagada Rail Division immediately. This is a highly needed project of the

southern Odisha. Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity.

(xiv) Regarding inclusion of Khetauri, Ghatwal-Ghatwar
and some others as Scheduled Tribes.

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): Sir, | refer to the matter raised under Rule
377 regarding inclusion of Khetauri, Ghatwal-Ghatwar and others as
Scheduled Tribes in Parliament and received a reply from hon. Minister of
Tribal Affairs. But, amidst all of this, no development has taken place in this

regard so far.

It is in this context that | want to place a piece of great historical record —
a book titled: ‘The Little World of an Indian District Officer’, written by R.

Carstairs and published by Macmillan & Co., London in 1912. In this book,
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there is a detailed, historical record of the fact that the Santhal Parganas was
created and named in 1855, and thus was the youngest of the Bengal districts.
The writer provides a wonderful account and description of the Ghatwals
(guardians of the passes) and the Khetowrie (Khetauri) and how at the time of
the Permanent Settlement in 1970, every part of the territory was occupied.
These detail that at the time of the Permanent Settlement there was not a
single Santhal in the whole of this area. “Bhunyas, Khetowries, Hindoos,

Mahomedans, Highlanders — yes, but Sonthals, no”.

It is a fact that when these findings were recorded and when the book in
question was published, the dispensation of Scheduled Castes and Tribes did

not exist in the context of what it means administratively today.

Thus, the aborigines of the region are the ones who are deprived of their

rightful status and claim to be recognized as Scheduled Tribes.

(xv) Regarding implementation of proposed Koyilandy-Musuru Rail Link.

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): Sir, a proposal is pending with
the Ministry of Railways to introduce a railway line from Koyilandy in Kozhikode
district via Kalpetta to Kadakola, a suburb of Mysuru. This was the only viable
proposal for rail connectivity between Wayanad and Mysuru districts without
disturbing wildlife habitats much. If the proposed rail line comes to fruition, the
distance from Kozhikode to Mysuru will be considerably reduced by 230 kms
as against the existing distance of 715 kms via Bengaluru and 507 kms via

Mangaluru. The new routes would reduce the travel distance from Bengaluru
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to Thiruvananthapuram by almost 120 kms and from Mysuru to
Thiruvananthapuram by about 330 kms, thus benefiting travellers from south
Kerala also. Regarding environmental clearance, the procedures included the
consent of Kerala and Karnataka Forest Departments, State Wildlife Boards,
National Wildlife Board, National Tiger Conservation Authority, Central

Empowered Committee, and finally the Supreme Court.

Incidentally, the Karnataka Government, citing ecological concerns, has
not entertained the two main projects of Kerala Rail Development Corporation
Limited (KRDCL), the special purpose vehicle set up for Nilambur-Nanjangud

and Thalassery-Wayanad-Mysuru projects.

Hence, | request the Government of India to take immediate necessary

steps to implement the proposed Koyilandy-Mysuru Rail Link.

(xvi) Need to send a Central team for assessment and grant of
compensation to flood affected people in Uttar Pradesh.

(xvii) Regarding implementation of Railway Coaching Terminal Project
in Nemom, Kerala.

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): | draw the kind attention of the
Government towards the urgent need for implementation of Railway Coaching
Terminal Project in Nemom, Kerala. The foundation stone for this terminal was
laid in March, 2019. Detailed Project Report of Rs.117 crore was submitted to
the Railway Board in November, 2019. Even after three years, the Railway
Board has not initiated any further action. There is no justification for this
inordinate delay. Development of Nemom Terminal is necessary to get the
benefit of track doubling and to allot more trains to the State of Kerala.
Immediate intervention of the Government is required to clear the confusion

over this crucial project and to start the works without further delay.
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(xviii) Regarding coastal erosion along the South Kerala Coastline.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): | wish to draw the
kind attention of the Minister of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying to
the recent protests being undertaken by the coastal community in Vizhinjam in
Thiruvananthapuram, demanding stoppage of works related to the Vizhinjam
Seaport, citing increased coastal erosion that is affecting their lives and

livelihoods.

| have repeatedly raised the plight of the fishing community in Parliament
as well as the issue of coastal erosion. Whether Vizhinjam Seaport, located on
an important international sea-trade channel, is responsible for the plight of the
fishing community, is a matter to be studied, but it is beyond dispute that their

other grievances are fully justified and must be resolved.

At the same time, the development of Vizhinjam is of vital national
importance since 70 per cent of India's imports are currently trans-shipped in
foreign ports. The protests have seriously impeded the port construction. It is
imperative that the coastal community's concerns are duly addressed and
steps are taken to alleviate them, now that an amicable resolution has been

reached to the current impasse.

| urge upon the Government to conduct an expert study of coastal

erosion along southern Kerala's coastline, recommend measures to check and
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reverse its effects and meanwhile, provide immediate relief and rehabilitation
to the affected persons.

(xix) Regarding expediting the extension of Chennai-MRTS
from Valachery to St. Thomas Mount.

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Mr. Chairperson, Sir, the Chennai-MRTS which was started initially
from Chennai Beach Station to Chepauk in 1995 on 01.11.1995 was later
extended up to Thirumayilai on 19.10.1997. It was further extended up to
Thiruvanmiyur on 26" January, 2004. The Chennai-MRTS was subsequently
extended up to Velachery as on 19.11.2007, covering a distance of 19.34
kilometres and 18 stations along the route. In 2008, the Southern Railway took
up the work for further extension of Chennai-MRTS, for about five kilometres,
from Velachery to St. Thomas Mount. Unfortunately, it remains pending for the
last 13 years for various reasons, including problems related to land
acquisition. The pending litigation was duly cleared and orders passed in
favour of the Chennai MRTS by the Madras High Court. South Chennai is the
hub for IT corridor, business and many industries. People from all over India
travel to and fro in South Chennai for their business and job related purposes.
Traffic congestion in South Chennai is not only a major hazard to the pubilic,
but also creates undue hardships. | would like to point out that the five-
kilometre stretch from Velachery to St. Thomas Mount is one of the main

arterial routes in the suburban transport system of Chennai. It connects
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suburban routes, Chennai Metro and also Southern Railway lines. There is an
urgent need for speedy action for the extension of Chennai MRTS route from
Velachery to St. Thomas Mount. Completion of this stretch will not only bring
about vast changes in the prevailing traffic congestion in Chennai, particularly
South Chennai, and ease the plight of the public, but also it will help in
reducing the carbon footprint due to excess vehicles on road. Above all,
completion of the stretch will make a positive turn around in the physical and
financial performances of Chennai-MRTS as also the success of the suburban
transport system in Chennai. Hence, | urge upon the Union Government to

expedite the extension of MRTS from Velachery to St. Thomas Mount.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: DR. DNV Senthilkumar S. - not present.

(xx) Regarding introduction of special reserved sleeper class trains only
for women.

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir,
when a woman travels, all that she wants is safe travel whether it is late at
night or early in the morning. However, despite many efforts, the safety of
women in public transport, especially on trains, has not been accomplished.
They face incidents of eve-teasing or fear of sexual harassment and thus, have

to avoid travelling long distances unaccompanied.

This issue of safety consequently prevents their access to public

transport and to travel freely as their male counterparts. It affects the mobility
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choices of women. They may adopt different coping strategies, such as
avoiding travel at certain times, travelling in groups, or avoiding travel
altogether. These barriers faced by women due to lack of safety can affect their

access to opportunities and impact their autonomy.

Thus, along with the current measures and acts, having a women-only
train will help us in achieving our goal of increasing the safety and security of
women passengers and removing the barriers to women and girls’ safe access

to public transport.

Therefore, | request the hon. Minister of Railways to introduce a special
sleeper class train with all compartments reserved for women passengers as it

would ensure a safe travel experience for women from all backgrounds.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Canning railway station is a
suburban station which experiences heavy footfall daily. Not only does it serve
the people of the rural area who travel to and fro to the city but also tourists.
Since it is the gateway to Sundarbans, it holds a special importance as a mode
of connectivity. The problem that | would like to put forth is related to basic

human necessity. Canning railway station is in dire need of a public toilet. In
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the absence of a proper toilet, men are seen urinating in the surrounding areas
and women have to suffer. People have to wait long hours just to use a
restroom. This should not be happening. Thus, | request the hon. Minister to
look into the matter and make provision for constructing a public toilet at
Canning railway station.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Sir, last year, prior
to the hon. Finance Minister's visit to Ponduru on National Handlooms Day, |
had given a representation dated 3" August 2021, with various proposals for
development of Ponduru khadi including getting a Geographical Indication tag
or Gl tag for Ponduru khadi. Hence, | was glad to read the reply to my
Parliament question dated 3" August 2022 during the Monsoon Session 2022
that the Gl tag application process has finally been initiated by KVIC. The Gl
tag will improve the income of weavers of Ponduru khadi as it will help to fetch
a high premium price for its uniqueness and protect the Ponduru khadi

weavers from counterfeit or duplicate products.

| request the Government to expedite this Gl tag application as weavers
have suffered greatly during the pandemic. Getting the Gl tag for Ponduru
khadi will improve the income of Ponduru weavers and help them bounce

back.
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(xxv) Regarding Bima Sugam Exchange proposal of the Insurance
Regulatory and Development Authority of India.

SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): The Insurance Regulatory and
Development Authority of India (IRDA) is a regulatory body tasked with
regulating and licensing the insurance and re-insurance industries in India. The
IRDA has a new proposal to bring 'Bima Sugam Exchange’ against the interest
of insurance industry and its policy holders. This industry is having assets of
more than Rs. 40 lakh crore at present which was earned by the dedicated
services of the staff, agents and development officers of insurance industry. It
is one of the wealthiest public sector CPSUs. It is giving its major share to the
Indian economy for providing basic amenities in the rural areas across the
country by giving loans to the Central/State Governments, and its share is
mostly with the Government sector/CPSUs only, and not with any private
sector. If IRDA's above proposals are accepted, there will not be any chances
for the ordinary people, who are unable to read and know the terms and
conditions while choosing a policy, to suit their earnings and savings and to
avail the benefits of policies. At present, around 200 different sets of insurance
policies are offered in the insurance industry by both Government and private
companies. Since, ordinary people have to apply for a policy through online
portal only, due to ignorance, there would be more chances of rejection of their
choice or they may be unaware of the claim details of their policies on its

maturity. There are more precedents on the privatization policy of the
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Government in the past. The recent and classic example is the erstwhile DoT
which was converted into BSNL Corporation on 01.10.2000 during the Prime
Ministership of late Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee, and now it is on the edge of
Government CPSU status and will be thrown out by allowing most of the
activities of BSNL by investing thousands of crores in infrastructure, incentives
to the private sector from the Government budget. Hence, | urge upon the
Union Government, through this august House, to drop IRDA's 'Bima Sugam
Exchange' proposal for the safety of policy holders, their claims of the policies
on its maturities, to save the Government owned insurance industry's wealth of
Rs. 40 lakh crore and to save more than 24 lakh well-educated
agents/staff/Development Officers who are wholly depending on this self-
employment for their livelihood.

* Further discussion on the need to promote sports in India and steps taken by the Government in this regard raised
by Shri Gaurav Gogoi on the 31* March, 2022.
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Sports unites youth, sports gives confidence, and sports builds trust in
communities. The need for Bharat Jodo is an important process, and with
Bharat Jodo only Bharat Jeeto can happen. How many districts have world-
class infrastructure? Can we develop infrastructure in district-specific talents?

Can amenities be developed in each district accordingly?

There is a story of a young under-20 athlete from Madurai whose name
is Selva Prabhu. He has won an under-20 medal in triple-jump, and the
Government of Tamil Nadu -- under the hon. Chief Minister -- has given Rs. 4
lakh as cash award for him. But what is the help from the Central Government?
How are we going to use that talent to make him play for India in the future?
Under-20 is an age where we need to invest a lot, and a budding talent can be

developed as a player for India in the next Olympics.

Now, the youth is getting attracted and involved in many sports other

than cricket.

Federations and associations play a major role in sports. Private sector
also plays a very important role in the investment part of sports. How is the
Ministry planning to welcome the private sector to support rural sports in the
southern part and other parts of India. How are the private companies going to

be encouraged to support rural people?
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We have a tax terrorism mentality now. All the agencies are now after
the business people who are not supporting the Government. Will there be a
change in this mindset and will they be encouraged to support the private
sector to support the major rural sports events? Will there be any concessions

given to them?

Further, sensitivity of the federations is needed. So, we need to develop
sensitivity for the people in the federations. We hear about many incidents of
insensitive attitude of the federations. How does the Sports Ministry appreciate
the sensitivity of an association? At the same time, how does it punish or how

does it handle the insensitivity of the associations?

Women cricket team and women hockey team have different challenges.
As a society, how do we support those sisters who played an important role in
making India proud at the world forums? These women teams, particularly the
women cricket team and hockey team, and the women players need to be

appreciated and their talents should be showcased and celebrated.

In the reply to a Question asked in the Lok Sabha, the hon. Sports
Minister replied that under the Khelo India Scheme, there are 300 projects
sanctioned and around Rs. 2753.78 crores have been spent. It is well
appreciated that the Government is taking interest in investing in the projects.
But there are only five projects announced for Tamil Nadu out of 300 projects.

Why is this discrimination? Tamil Nadu also needs support from the Central
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Government. | hope in the coming year, Tamil Nadu will also be given its due

share in promotion of sports.

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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Thank you,
Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on sports. The Member who spoke
earlier has already placed on record the number of medals that we have won
in the Tokyo Olympics. Even though COVID-19 pandemic was there, still our
athletes have done exceedingly well and they have won seven medals: one
gold, two silver and four bronze. Not only in the Tokyo Olympics, even in the
Paralympics as well our athletes have done exceedingly well and they have
won 19 medals. They have brought laurels to the country. But at the same

time, this is all focussed on getting the medals and everything.

With regard to the infrastructure that is available in the country to
actually get these medals, yes, we are doing exceedingly well. The
Government is doing exceedingly well. Not only the Government, even the
Associations, compared to 10 years or 15 years back, have become so
professionally organised right now and very transparent as well. It is because
of that we can see all these results over here. But the problem is the
infrastructure and the focus for us is very much on the Olympic medals and
Olympic medal tally right now. The infrastructure that is being developed

across the country is all focussed on that.

If we take, for example, the Gopichand Badminton Academy in
Hyderabad, it has produced Saina Nehwal, P.V. Sindhu and a lot of world
champions who have gone and won the medals. Also, recently | visited one of

the sports facilities in Bengaluru, that is the Padukone-Dravid Centre
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for Sports Excellence. It is a fantastic sports facility. Anyone who goes to
Bengaluru, definitely has to visit that. It is helping a lot of people to get in the
sports and everything. But the problem is that all this infrastructure and all the
focus from the Government is on actually getting the medals and world
championships. But we must understand that sport is a holistic thing. Sport
actually brings in a team spirit. Sport actually helps us understand how to get
up when we fall down. These are the things that we learn. We have to learn in
life; it takes a long time. But if we have to learn in sports, it is the best way to
learn because whatever you learn in sports, it happens in a very short duration

of time.

The reason why | am going in this direction is with regard to the usage of
drugs across the country. If you see the statistics from 2017 to 2022, it has
almost jumped across the country. If you see Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu,
Kerala, anywhere if look at it, the seizures have gone up by almost 10 times.
The only way that we can curb this menace is by bringing these sports to the

youth at the grassroot level.

This has been done in the Scandinavian countries. If you go through the
studies - the Scandinavian countries have done fantastically well - you will find
that by using football they have actually brought down the alcohol abuse and
drug abuse in their countries. We should take a leaf out of it. We do need

medals and the world championships, but at the same time we should use
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sports to make sure that behavioural changes actually happen in the society. |

hope, the Minister will take it up.

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SHRI B. B. PATIL (ZAHIRABAD): Thank you, hon. Chairperson, Sir.

Sports help children develop important life skills such as, leadership,
discipline, teamwork, tolerance, hard work, and cooperation. Every possible
sport could be played in India almost throughout the year. Yet, year after year,
we fail even to qualify in most of the international sports. Many reasons like
Government apathy and lack of infrastructure have been ascribed to this
dreadful performance. We all must be aware of the Tokyo Olympics Bronze
medallist boxer. She had complained of mental harassment caused due to
constant changing of her coaches. That affected her training process for
competing in the Commonwealth Games. If the athletes -- who have already
reached a certain level -- are being mentally harassed, then what about those
who are all still struggling? If the athletes -- who are representing our country
globally -- are in such a condition, how can we expect them to bring medals
and glory to the country? How can we expect that the youth will take up
sports? What type of examples are we setting for the youth of the country?
This is just one incident. However, there are so many such incidents where
athletes have to face such issues. On the one hand, other countries nurture
their athletes’ talents with world-class coaching and leading advancement in
sports science and technology. On the other hand, we, as a country, are not

giving them their dues also.
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There can be no doubt that India lacks world-class infrastructure for
sports. What makes poor countries -- that are smaller than an average Indian
district -- produce more Olympic Golds in a single Olympics than we have
earned since the beginning of modern Olympics? In India, there is support as
well as financial incentives for the top sportspersons, but the same is not true
for those who are struggling to rise to the top. Sport is not just for winning
medals. Children and youth need to know the positive impact of sports on the
physical and mental health. When they know the importance of sports, they will
more likely take up sports. The Government should provide adequate
infrastructure, equipment, and human resources in schools and colleges to
guide and train students in sports. Physical fitness and physical literacy should

be made compulsory from the elementary schools.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, Indian paralympic dreams are earmarked by
overcoming the most challenging odds. Sports elevated their lives and those
around them, but the disability and stigma they had to overcome, and the risks
they took for a chance at glory are unnerving. Although India fared better at the
Tokyo Paralympics than the Olympics by medal counts, the kind of support and
access provided to para-athletes in the country is a stark contrast when
compared to the able-bodied athletes. There is much that needs to be done to
bridge this gap and hone talent no matter the disabilities present, and the
Government has a crucial role to play here. Transport costs are a major hassle
for para-athletes in India. A policy providing them affordable travel to sporting

facilities will help massively in developing talent across the nation because
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access to facilities is the key. There is a need for Government’s assistance in
athletics and Olympic Sports to make them commercially viable. In order to
further the development of emerging athletes, para-sports training facilities are
essential and need to be established in every State in the next decade to
capitalize on the growing popularity of para-sports. After seeing our athletes
excel on the global stage, there will be more disabled youth wanting to prove
their mettle on the international stage. A Central Sector Scheme by the Ministry
of Youth Affairs and Sports with one of the objectives being broad-basing
participative sports among the disabled can be helpful. Subsidies and grants
for sports coaching institutes will ensure the retention of remarkable coaches.
Technology can bring people together and generate greater participation in

para-sports as well.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Sir, | am starting my speech by
welcoming the discussion on the need to promote sports in India. | think it is
the right time to discuss this matter. The football World Cup, 2022 in Qatar has
come to its final stage and we have to learn so much from Qatar. Qatar is a
small country. It has developed its sports infrastructure very much and it is

conducting that mega event very successfully.

Sir, we have the strongest youth force in the world. We have that
advantage. But we have not got as much success in sports sector as we
expected. | think that is the subject of today’s discussion. We have to give

much focus on this matter.

We have to learn from the successful stories of other countries, about
their management, their policies, their sports education etc. We have
conducted so many mega events like Asian Games, Commonwealth Games
and other sports events also. But in regard to budgetary allocation, | feel that
we are giving secondary treatment to the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports.
We are giving much importance to other Ministries. | am not saying that it is a
mistake. | feel that we are not giving enough importance to the Ministry of
Youth Affairs and Sports. In the last Budget, we allocated only Rs.362.60 crore

to this Ministry.

There is a slight difference in the Budget from that of the last year. We

have to develop more facilities in our sports academies. We are following all
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our sports developments like sports education and practices etc., through our

sports academies.

In my knowledge ‘Khelo India Programme’ is also another scheme for
the development of spots in India. It is also a sports academy. But we have to

attach much more importance to it.

| would make some suggestions for development of the sports
academics. All the sport academies are concentrated in townships. Mega
events and sports stadiums may be there in the townships, and it is a welcome
step. But the practicing academies should be concentrated in the village
areas. Then only, we would get the advantage of more and more sports
persons. Their physical strength and stamina, in a real sense, is connected

with or related to village-wise rural sports.

Sir, | come from Idukki District. It has a good sports culture. We have a
sports tradition there. But all this is not being utilised fully. The reason is that
our sports infrastructure is not fully developed. So, if we start developing our
sports infrastructure and practicing grounds in the rural areas, especially in the
hilly areas, definitely we would get many advantages. In my knowledge, the
Sports Authority of India in 2014, had a plan to start one High Altitude Training
Centre in Munnar in my Constituency. Munnar is the highest peak in South
India. | have gone through the minutes of the Sports Authority of India. The

hon. Minister may be aware about it. But | find that, they have not even started
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the process. The Government is always saying that there are financial

constraints.

In his speech, my colleague Shri Manickam Tagore also mentioned
about the Public Private Partnership in sports. We have to welcome the
private parties to help the sports sector. Already many private parties are
investing money for the development of sports infrastructure. But we should
have a proper plan to welcome more and more private parties to do investment
in sports infrastructures in PPP mode. It would really be a welcome step. So,
Sir, | am once again demanding for setting up of a High Altitude Training
Centre in Munnar. It will be of great advantage to our nation because the
physical strength and stamina are connected with the practice of sports
persons in the High Altitude Training Centres. In the end, | would say that we
should have a proper plan about imparting sports education to our students in
our colleges and universities. So, we should think of starting a Centre of
Excellence in our universities. We should also think of starting sports science
courses and laboratories in our universities. We should extend the services of
sports sciences by including sports psychology, sports medicines, performance
analysis and human performance labs. Coaching for elite athletes through
foreign specialists is also very much necessary. We should think about it
seriously. Sir, sports is uniting the nation. Apart from politics, be it caste, creed
or anything, we are all united when it comes to sports. Whatever developments
are coming in the sports sector, we should welcome them, and we will support

them even being in the Opposition.
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With these few words, | am supporting this discussion on sports under

Rule 193. Thank you.

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DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Thank you, Sir, for
permitting me to take part in this very important discussion. Sir, this is a very
timely and meaningful discussion. We are discussing this important issue at a
time when the world-renowned FIFA World Cup celebration is coming to an
end worldwide in Qatar in a very brilliant and magnificent manner. This
discussion will help our process and attempt to make our country a
superpower in the field of sports. We will be able to achieve that aim if we

work hard with a clear plan of policy making.

Sir, sports play a very major role in achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals. Nowadays, sports are identified as the biggest player in
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals. So, access to sports should be
ensured to everybody. Then only, we will be able to achieve more and more in
the arena of sports. Sir, people belonging to lower income levels have a very
limited access to sports opportunities. So, there must be a supportive
legislation to ensure the entry of lower-class people to sports. There was a
report submitted by the London School of Economics which found that cost
was the biggest barrier for young people to participate in sports because of

their financial ability and economic backwardness.

That has to be taken into consideration, and for that, a legislation has to
be made. Sir, the link between sports and development has to be identified

and realised by our policy makers. It has to become a part of our development
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budget. Funding of sports-related projects is a practice in progressive countries

like Germany, Austria, Norway and Japan.

We need to adopt that model. India is the second largest country in
terms of population and also the biggest democracy. But why are there only a
few medallists in our country? That is a very important issue we have to ponder

upon. Indian Cricket and Hockey teams are one of the finest teams.

There is no doubt about that. We have very brilliant sportspersons. But
still, due to many basic reasons and because of our own policies, we are not

able to make great achievements in this field.

A huge number of Indian football fans were very eager to see our
country playing in FIFA World Cup in Qatar. But it is unfortunate that
nowadays, sports have become a medium of cordial meeting between nations.

Still, we have to go far beyond to realise our goals.

Sir, the most important thing | feel is the necessity of physical literacy. It
must be recognised as a fundamental right. Amicus Curiae had submitted a
report in the beginning of this year at the Supreme Court asking every
educational board, including CBSE and ICSE to ensure at least 90 minutes of
their time to be dedicated to free play and games. That was given in the report.
But no action has been taken on these kinds of recommendations and

suggestions.
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Sir, sports are never a priority of majority of Indian parents and kids.
That is our problem. Even now, most of the Indians believe that if they study

hard, they will be successful and if they play sports, they will ruin our life.

Sir, if we really want to solve the problems related to sports, we have to
take certain points into consideration. | have certain suggestions. Poverty is
one of the reasons. Also, it is not easy to pursue a career in sports for many of
our young men and women. The infrastructure is also poor. School sports and

College sports are not made a part of the educational system.

Also, there is a lack of coaches to nurture and groom talent. Cricket
continues to dominate the landscape of other Indian sports. All other types of

sports are being ignored.

| would like to draw the attention of our hon. Minister to pay equal
attention to many other unidentified and unencouraged areas of sports. The
attitudes of the corporates and the wealthy individuals need to be changed in

this regard.

Sir, another problem is corruption. Many of the governing bodies of
sports organisations are led by politicians who have little knowledge about
sports. Most of them have nothing to do with sports. This kind of

unprofessional approach is responsible for this kind of a downfall.

| believe that this is an age of lifestyle diseases. If physical education is
brought into the curriculum and every Indian citizen is given a chance to enter
into the sports field, it will be helping us to meet the challenges of lifestyle

diseases.

Finally, | have a request to the hon. Minister. My constituency and the
district, which | represent, is Malappuram. It is very famous for football lovers
and football-related activities. Many of our young men and women are very
much interested in football. We have good players. We have contributed both

good sportsmen and sportswomen even to Olympics.

So, we want more and more football stadiums in the district of
Malappuram. Further, we would like to have more encouraging schemes and
programmes, especially in the area of Malabar, and in Kerala, for encouraging

sports.

| would like to request the hon. Minister to pay his attention to this kind of
a demand from a backward region so that they can also be brought to the

mainstream of our sports activities. Thank you, Sir.

Chairperson. | was hoping that the Sports Minister would be here, but | can
understand his state of mind, especially after what has happened in his home

State. So, | am sure that somebody else will take notes on his behalf.

Ours is not a sporting country. Ours is not a sporting society. If you look
at a family activity, what do families indulge in as a family activity? They would
perhaps go out to eat at a restaurant or they would go to a temple together or
they would go watch a movie together or they would go to shop together. We
rarely see an entire family playing a sport together. Have you ever seen a
mother, father, and two young children actually playing a sport? Sports is really
not part of our society. Our educational system, which is based on exams,
tuitions, and homework is the greatest impediment for the growth of sports in

this country.

| have a very few concrete suggestions, which | hope the Government
will take into account. Firstly, there should be no school -- whether private or

public or Government -- that can function legally without having a sports
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ground of its own. This is the first step. We must give access to playing fields.
There are so many schools in this country that are in building blocks without

playing fields.

Secondly, a physical education teacher should be compulsory in every
school, and he must be given the respect that the maths teacher gets or the
chemistry teacher gets. In most schools, the physical education teacher is only

used to catch late-coming students or to punish students who are in detention.

There is no respect for a physical education teacher. The first step is
that the society and the educational system should start respecting physical

education teachers.

As we are an exam-oriented society, the only way to make sure that
sports is compulsory is to say that if you do not meet certain physical criteria
like you cannot run a mile in eight minutes or in six minutes, you cannot write
your board exams. If you have to write a board exam and you have to pass the
10" standard board exam or a 12" standard board exam, you must have
compulsory physical education as part of your subject and if you do not meet

the physical condition, you cannot write the board exam.

Until you make it compulsory in this country, no mother will send their
daughters to play. First of all, they will say that they will get dark if they play
sports. That is another culture in this country. That is why most of the children
are overweight. They do not play sports and they are caught in this burden of

exams. The only way is that unless you make sports compulsory and a certain
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sporting standard has to be met in order to write the board exam, people will

never take it seriously.

Madam, | want to tell you something else. Please do not build large
stadiums. Building large stadiums is the biggest waste of money. We hardly
use stadiums. If you do a proper audit, and you check how many times a
stadium is used to its full capacity, you will see that it is very less. Please do
not build big stadiums in this country. Please build smaller stadiums that can
be dismantled after a sporting event and be moved elsewhere. We do not need
large stadiums in this country. Let us also make sure that the existing big
stadiums are converted into training centres and sports hospitals. The
Government must conduct an audit of all large stadiums and submit a report to

this august House.

Please start hiring sportsmen in the Government institutions. Sports
recruitment is very, very low. Most sportsmen do not become IPL players and
do not get endorsements. They have a playing career and their playing career
ends. There is no social security for them. Please start hiring sportsmen in all
Government institutions but do not tie them to desk. Hire them through sports
quota and encourage them to travel throughout the country to spot talent. In
fact, under CSR budget, companies must be encouraged to hire sportsmen but
they must not be given desk jobs. They must be told to travel to the districts to

spot talent and bring those talents forward.
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The main problem is that we do not have access to playing fields. That is
where our resources must be spent. We should not be spending on stadiums.

We should be spending money on coaches who can go and spot talent.

We also need to encourage international coaches to come to India, pay
them market salary so that they find it viable to come and work in India. It is
very, very important to have the new technologies which are available in

sports. Bring those technologies here.

Madam, two more minutes please. Please give cash incentives to
sportsmen based on their ranking. Let there be no arbitrariness in this. Most
sports have international ranking. If you achieve a certain ranking, let the
Government give a certain incentive at the end of the year, for example, in

Tennis or most international sports.

We have to think out of the box. We have to break the vertex of exam,
tuition and homework. Start giving respect to physical education teachers.

Insist on playing fields and stop building these big stadiums.

Lastly, please in your ego do not bid for the Olympics. It will bankrupt the
country and it is not going to do anything. So, in your ego, please do not bid for

the Olympics.

SHRI MARGANI BHARAT (RAJAHMUNDRY): Thank you, Madam
Chairperson. Being a youth representative, | would request a few more
minutes. | take this opportunity to raise the issue regarding fate of sports in our
country. Firstly, we need to understand what is plaguing sports in our country.
| can deliberately say that nepotism and group politics have been completely
ruining the sports industry in our country. | would like to know from the Sports
Minister, through you, whether we have world-class infrastructure or world-
class trainers. How can we expect medals specially when we think about
Olympics? Can India ever dream of being number one in Olympics? Forget
about achieving it, can India at least dream of it? Has India dreamt of it? Of
course, | do understand that we have improved a lot in recent times. In the last
Olympics, perhaps we have won seven medals. But we need to take

revolutionary measures in terms of improving sports in our country.

| would like to give a fair example of the great Indian epic Mahabharat.
Once Guru Dronacharya took Pandavas and Kauravas to the forest. He
placed one wooden bird on the top of the tree and asked Dharmaraj to aim at
the bird’s eye with a bow and arrow. Dronacharya asked him what he could
see. Dharmaraj told him that he could see the bird. Dronacharya again asked

the same question, to which he replied saying that he could see trees, flowers,
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and everything. The Guru asked him to release the arrow and Dharmaraj
failed to hit the target. At a later stage Duryodhan came and the same thing
was repeated. Eventually, Arjuna came and aimed at the bird. When
Dronacharya asked him what he could see, he replied that he could see the
eye of the bird. The Guru again asked him, what else he could see, to which
he again replied that he could see only the eye. Dronacharya asked him to
release the arrow, and Arjuna was able to hit the target. What is the moral of
the story? The moral of the story is that it requires pure dedication,
determination, and concentration to achieve the target. Likewise, the
Government should take proactive measures to achieve the goal of being a
global super power in sports. Population-wise India is the second largest
country in the world. We are the fifth or the sixth largest economy in the world.
Area-wise, we are the seventh largest country. But when it comes to sports,
we are hovering around about 48" or 50" rank. We need to be very
aggressive. If India really wishes to be a global super power in the world,

definitely revolutionary measures need to be taken.

| would like to quote hon. Member, Hema Malini ji who raised an
interesting question in this House. In the Question Hour she had asked the
Minister, ‘Does the Government have any plan to set up and encourage a
dedicated sport which is famous in the respective States’. For example,
football is famous in Bengal and hockey is famous in Punjab. Likewise,
badminton is famous in Andhra Pradesh. If the Government can encourage a

sport which is famous in a State, the sports lovers will frequently travel to that
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particular State. In a way, the tourism sector will also be complemented.
There will be a lot of cultural exchanges, and in a way, the revenue in the form
of different avenues like the advertisement, branding, will improve. | would like
to give one more example of Michael Phelps. The entire House, rather the
whole world, must be knowing about him. He is the most decorated Olympian
in the history of Olympics. He bagged 28 medals in Olympics, out of which 23
are Gold. Can any Indian ever dream of it? It has not happened just because
of his practising hard. It needs a lot of sacrifice, dedication, commitment, and
meticulous planning. | read in a book that he used to spend half of his day in
water. It is not that easy. | would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you,
Madam, how many temperature-controlled swimming pools do we have in our

country.

How many world-class or Olympic-standard swimming pools do we
have? If we count such swimming pools on finger tips, we will find that they are
hardly one or two or three. How can swimmers practice in winter and monsoon
seasons? How can we expect wonders to happen? It cannot happen. Madam
Chairperson, in the water sports division, there are more than sixty medals in
the Olympics. ... (Interruptions) Madam, please give me one more minute. ...

Madam Chairperson.

Madam Chairperson, | completely agree with most of the speakers who
have spoken before me and who have insisted that sports should be made a
part of our education system and should be made mandatory. Today, we have
seen that many of the schools, and especially private institutions, do not have
any space for children to play. We see advertisements that the classrooms
have air conditioners but there is no place for the children to come out and
play. If children do not learn team spirit and if they are not allowed to play, how
will they have a healthy life? How will they understand the importance of being

together? Maybe, ‘being together’ is not a good word in these days. But | think,

‘team spirit’ and ‘people coming together beyond differences’ are the most

important things. We have to teach our children in this regard.

We keep talking about our strength that India lives in villages or in rural
areas. But do we encourage sports among children living in these areas? Do
we reach children in rural areas and villages? Do we support and help them?
In my constituency, especially in a place called Kovilpatti, children love playing
hockey. How many of them can afford to buy hockey sticks? How many of
them can even afford to buy shoes? How many of them can even afford to buy
clothes? How do we reach these children? How do we support them? We do
not have hockey turfs in most of the places. The children, who want to run,
have no tracks to run. How do they practice? What will happen to their
dreams? How will they get the same opportunities that children in cities and in

developed nations get?

The Government of India provides sports equipment to schools under
the Fit India Movement and Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan. But sadly, some
schools avail benefits from both the schemes and some schools are
completely ignored and they do not get anything. | would like to know what
kind of accountability is there to make sure that schools are not ignored. Most
of the top sports associations in this country are ridden with politics,
interference by politicians, power games, and corruption. Many of the hon.

Members have mentioned that they are the bureaucrats and politicians who
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control these associations. They are the ones who actually have the final say

in the lives of sportspersons.

They decide who has to be selected and who has got talent. It is not

going to be unbiased. So, how are we going to make sure that there is justice?

The hon. Member, Shri Margani Bharat, who spoke before me, talked
about Dronacharya. | would like to talk about another story in Dronacharya’s
life. It is about Eklavya. Eklavya belonged to a lower caste. He belonged to a

Scheduled Tribe community.

He was such a good archer. He was better than Arjuna. As he comes
from a Scheduled Tribe community, he was deprived of that. He was made to
cut his thumb finger. The great Dronacharya wanted the thumb finger of his
student as dakshina. This sort of caste politics has not gone away. This caste
oppression is still there in sports today. How many children from Dalit
community and how many women from that community get opportunity to
play? In a village, where people cannot touch each other, where people
cannot walk in the same street, how will these children be allowed to play in

teams? They will not be allowed.

You know there are many games where teams have to be formed like
kabaddi or hockey. They are not allowed to play. What are we going to do to
reach to these people? How will you ensure that these people get justice? |
am not saying that you will have to bring in reservation in sports also. But at

least you must do something to protect these people to ensure them the justice
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particularly to children and women. You know very well the struggle women
have to face to get into sports. It is not easy to convince their families. When
they come into sports, we all know the kind of sexual abuse which they face.
How are we going to protect these women who come into sports? What kind of
importance do we give to Paralympics? Nobody talks about it. Nobody cares
about that. | think the people who are differently abled have the same right as
everybody else to express their talent. Transgenders, who are not men or

women, also have no space in sports.

| think sports has moved on. We have to have science and activity
together. Somebody has to monitor their talents and weaknesses. Many
sports athletes get injured. As they do not have access to medical facilities,

their career comes to an end. How are we going to support these people?

| know this Government does not approve of high protein diet in many
cases. But sports people need high protein diet. We have to ensure that. So,
we have to understand about the diet, science and everything has to be taken
into consideration if we really want more people come into sports. More young

people need to be encouraged to come in sports.

| would also like to ask one thing about swimmers. How many people or
swimmers are encouraged from coastal areas to get into swimming? No
swimmer comes from coastal areas. They are born to swim. We do not

encourage them. We have to consider all these things.

Thank you, Madam.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Madam
Chairperson, for allowing me to speak on the development and promotion of

sports in India.

Madam, this is the right time when we are discussing about sports in
India, especially in the light of ongoing football World Cup in Qatar. We have
seen that the countries which are having less than 40 lakhs of people have
participated in the World Cup football. But it is quite unfortunate to note that a
country having more than 130 crores of population is not able to even qualify in
the international sports events. This shows the pathetic situation of the sports

scenario in our country.

Why is it so? This year, we are celebrating Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav, 75
years of our Independence. We have been able to progress in almost all the
fields, in health, education, economy etc. In all the fields, we are having the
international standards. But it is quite unfortunate to note that even after 75
years of our Independence, we are not able to have the international standards

in sports except in cricket.

You know that we had been the world champion in Hockey for almost 20
years continuously. But now, what is our position in Hockey in international
standards, which was one of the most prestigious games in India? Why is it
so? The Government has to have an introspection on this. According to me, if

the Government have a political will, definitely, the situation can be improved.
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In Qatar World Cup football, several small countries have participated.
Yes, they have the money. But we can also do it if we have a political will and
a sincere attempt on the part of the Government. | would like to urge upon the
hon. Prime Minister to take the initiative to have a deliberate attempt to build

up the sports personalities in our country. For this, money has to be spent.

Hon. Minister, Shri Anurag Singh Thakur is here. According to his reply
in Rajya Sabha, for the last five years, the total money which we have spent for
the development of sports is just Rs.11,482.77 crore. We are a 3.5 ftrillion
economy. What is the money being spent for the sports? It is a very negligible
amount. This is the reason why we are not able to go up to the international

standards.

After Independence, no Government has been sincere and dedicated for
the promotion of sports because it does not make any influence on the
electorate. It does not gain any political point on electoral politics. That is the

reason why we are not able to make any progress in sports.

So, my point is that the Government of India and the hon. Prime Minister
should come out with a clear programme to develop sports in our country.
There should be a deliberate attempt on the part of the Government. That is

the first suggestion which | would like to make.

Madam, we are taking about the funding of sports and the development
of sports infrastructure. We should have a better sports scenario in our country.

If we train the school children from the grassroot level, definitely, we can
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minimise the medical expenditure also. We are spending a huge amount of
money on medical care and treatment. But if we can build up the sports
culture in our country in a big way, we would definitely be able to build a

healthy nation thereby minimising the expenditure on the medical field as well.

Madam, what are the issues concerning the sports sector? The first is
the identification of talented sportspersons from the rural areas as well as from
urban areas. Here, | would like to cite one example of P.T. Usha. Now, she is
the President of the Indian Olympic Association, and also an hon. Member of
Rajya Sabha. | would appreciate the Government for nominating her in Rajya
Sabha. She had practised in the coastal area. One coach, Mr. O.M. Nambiar
had found her talent, efficiency, and sporting sprit, and that is the only reason
why she could come to play at the international level. She had won many

medals in the Asian Games.

So, for identification of talented sportspersons at the grass-root level,
the scrutiny has to be done. It may also be done at the school level. It should

be on the basis of a specific level.

About modern infrastructure, | need not say that lack of proper modern
infrastructure is one of the reasons due to which we are not able to have an

international standard of sports.

Here, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister. We had
organised the 9" Asiad in 1982, and subsequently we also organised the

Commonwealth Games. Then, the last National Games were held in my
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State of Kerala. You could see the infrastructure that we had built by spending
crores of rupees. But what is the state of affairs of that sports infrastructure
now? We are not maintaining that infrastructure which we had already built for
the games. So, this issue needs to be looked into. Now, | would talk about
coaching and expertise. Foreign coaches, who are experts, have to be
brought here for giving proper coaching to our sportspersons. Not only this,
the financial security and safety of the sportspersons have also to be kept
intact. Otherwise, it would be a very difficult situation. Another point, which |
would like to make is this. Undue and unwarranted political influence and
interference in the sports scenario need to be stopped. My last point is
regarding the Corporate and Social Responsibility (CSR) Fund. | am only
making points, and not explaining everything. There is a specific provision
about Corporate Social Responsibility. Two per cent of the funds have to be
given under CSR. We also have a National Sports Development Fund. My
point is, why the corporates are not contributing for the development and
promotion of sports. | am having the statistics with me. If we examine it, we
would know that the contribution in the NSDF by the Corporate Social
Responsibility is very less. It needs to be increased. Madam, | support the
‘Khelo India Programme’ and ‘Target Olympic Podium Scheme’. While
supporting them, | would like to seek a clarification form the hon. Minister.

What about the ‘Target Olympic Podium Scheme’?

Many MPs have opined that allocation of funds to the Sports Ministry
should be increased. | also join all the Members in urging the hon. Minister to
enhance the allocation of funds for the Sports Ministry. Kabaddi is the National
game of our country. How much importance does this Government give to the
national game ‘Kabaddi’? It remains a question mark. Villages are so
important. Mahatma Gandhi spoke about Gram Swaraj. We have to identify the
talented sportspersons in the rural areas. The Government should take forward
the process of identification of such talented sportspersons. Talent hunt is
need of the hour.Thousands of youth of our country get training in sports
without even having proper spots uniform or shoes to wear or a healthy diet.
Have we addressed this problem? The Government should look into this. We
watch only cricket on our television sets. Cricket is a good game. At the same
time, | wish to say that we should give priority to promotion of various other

sports in the country.

Hon. Member Smt. Kanimozhi mentioned here that there is so much of
politics in sports. Even factors like religion and caste do harm to sports. Hon.
Member Smt. Kanimozhi narrated the story of Dronacharya and the sacrifice

made by Eklavya by offering his thumb as Guru Dakshina. This is called
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untouchability. We should know how this untouchability has affected sports. |
want to request the hon. Minister to clarify how many Dalit sportspersons are
there in our country? Hon. MP Smt. Kanimozhi has also asked the same
question. How many Dalit sportspersons are playing cricket? We talk about
equality and social justice in our country. But how many sports are being
played by persons belonging to all the communities. We should develop such a
culture. Only then, our country can develop and compete with the world

nations in the sports arena.

Many Members mentioned about Qatar. Qatar is a small country. But it
has carved a niche in the field of sports. But our nation with a population 133
Crores is placed at 50" position. It is a matter of pain and concern. Sports
should be included in our curriculum from primary level to college level as a
mandatory clause. Moreover, we should not only identify the talented
sportspersons from rural areas, but also nurture them in various sports. Only
then, we can create more number of sportspersons in various sports like

kabbadi, hockey and basketball.

| once again convey my sincere thanks to the hon. Minister for Sports,
and Madam Chairperson for allowing me to take part in this important

discussion and express my valuable suggestions. Thank you.

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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you
Madam Chairperson for giving me the opportunity to speak in an important

discussion on the sports development in India.

Hon. Chairperson, in the year 2022 and over the past few years also,
India has seen a splendid performance from our athletes at many events at the
global level. Recently also, in the Commonwealth Games 2022, we have seen
a total medal tally of 61 -- 22 golds, 16 silver and 23 bronze -- which is one of
the best performances India has ever seen in such tournaments. Also, | would
like to congratulate all our sportspersons who have displayed exemplary

athleticism at a world class level.

When we look at these glorious moments or when we look at these
athletes, it is not just that we look at this one moment or that one athlete
performing at that one event, but we also have to remind ourselves that such
events are a culmination of decades of investment in infrastructure and also in
sporting talents. In our country, it is quite natural when the urgent priorities are
welfare, health, education, social security, development of logistical
infrastructure like roads and public transport, the sports infrastructure or the
sports spending always does not meet the demand that it needs to be met. So,
the Government has to look at alternative funding models or creative or

innovative spending in the sporting system.

One suggestion that | would like to make is this. | have with me the

figures of a national CSR portal run by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs.
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Approximately, Rs.24,864 crore had been spent on CSR in 2020-2021. Out of
this, if you look at the sports spending, it is just Rs.240 crore. So, this CSR
spending can be improved, if, within the CSR portal, the State Governments

and the Central Government can list out the priority spending areas in sports.

The other Members, who have spoken before me, also mentioned that it
is not just about constructing these large stadiums worth hundreds and
thousands of crores but we have to look at the spending at the grass-roots
level which is at the schools and colleges. There are excellent grounds but in
reality, right now, if we look at these grounds at the village level, they are used

for grazing cattle.

These are the first grounds that any kid is introduced to, and these
should be the nurturing places for all these sporting talents. But that minimum
infrastructure has to be provided. So, instead of just looking at spending a high
amount of budget on these big stadiums, we have to look at the expenditure

that we make in the rural areas also.

| will appreciate the Khelo India Scheme which is a very good scheme. It
is penetrating very well at the district level. But why do we not take a step
forward and go to the schools also? Let us identify those schools with good
grounds. Why do we not improve the infrastructure there? That is one of the

suggestions.

Also, regarding alternative career paths, when many of the sporting

talents come to the college level, they see playing as an athlete or being a
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sportsperson might not be a career for them. So, they divert themselves into
other academics or they stop playing sports completely. Which is why, though
some might be passionate being in the sports arena, they may not play. Or,
some are injured players who still want to be associated with the sports. So,
the Government should also encourage other sporting career paths such as
data analytics in sports, nutritionists, fitness experts. Like this, it should

encourage something which can improve their career.

Madam, please give me one minute more, and | will conclude.

One more important thing which others have also mentioned is, why we
do not promote our traditional sports. With westernization of our culture, we
have imported a lot of sports from other countries, and we are only
concentrating on them. But there are a lot of sports like kushti, kabaddi,
mallakhamb, which is even referred to in Ramayana also, kho-kho, gilli danda,
lingocha, vallam kali, etc. There are very many sports, and these are just small
examples of the numerous sports which are played at rural level or village
level. The Government has to concentrate on improving and encouraging

these sports.
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One more point that | wanted to mention is that Pitta Bhagya Chandra
Yadav from my constituency went to Nepal in Karra Samu, which is Silambam,
which is a very local sport played in festive seasons. It has got him
international recognition, and we all feel proud for it. So, there is a lot of scope

in traditional sports also.

The other thing that | want to talk about is the National Sports University

in Manipal.

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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, today morning, | happened to see
a Facebook post by a former media reporter on sports development in India.
The crux of the post is simple. While countries across the world are investing in
building sports infrastructure for promoting young talents, in India, we are

spending money on building tall and wide statues.

Madam, for the World Cup Football 2022, Qatar has spent USD 6.50
billion for building eight stadiums. In anticipation of hosting the 2030 World
Cup, Morocco is building a stadium with a capacity of 93000 people in
Casablanca. During this discussion, | have to reveal some bitter truths in this
august House. In India, we spent Rs. 2,930 crore for Statue of Unity, spending
Rs. 2,500 crore for Ram Statue in Ayodhya, and Rs. 1,000 crore for Statue of

Equality, and the list goes on.

Madam, this Facebook post reflects the state of sports development in
India. Every time a Football World Cup or Olympics gets concluded, and our
Governments and sport administrators dream of getting a berth in the next
World Cup for increasing the medal tally. But after a few days, we would be
back to square-one and will think of it only after four years. | still remember,
long back, a former Union Sports Minister had claimed that in the next

Olympics, India would win 100 gold medals.

Luckily, we got at least one gold medal in athletics in the Tokyo

Olympics last year after waiting for 100 years. We only know how to make tall
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claims, but lack the political will to implement those claims. We will soon
become the most populated country in the world bypassing China. But where
do we stand in terms of sports development? Are we having a national
programme for promotion of sports other than Khelo India? The answer to it is

definitely ‘No’.

The slogans like Beti Bachao Beti Padhao are not enough for promotion
of sports. This Government has shown keen interest in encroaching on the
rights of States in matters like agriculture and cooperation, though they are

included in the State List in the Seventh Schedule to the Constitution.

If the Government had shown at least a fraction of this interest in sports -
- which also is a subject in the State List — then the fate of sports in the country
would have been much better. Unfortunately, this Government has left it
entirely to the States and washed off its hands without providing sufficient

funds for the States.

Youth are the major assets of our country and if their energy is not
channelized properly, then naturally they will be diverted to undesired paths.
The anti-national elements are pouring-in tonnes of drugs and other narcotic
substances to trap our youth that is seriously affecting their future whereas this
Government remains a mute spectator. Our discussion would be fruitful only if
the Government shows the political will to curb the menace of drugs and

channelize the energies of our youth towards sports.
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We need a good sports policy. We need playgrounds for our children in
every village and small stadiums in every local body, and for that the need of

the hour is allocation of sufficient funds to the States and local bodies.

| request the Government to make a masterplan to develop sports
infrastructure across the country so that our young talents could be nurtured to

their best possible extent. Thank you.

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*SHRI S. GNANATHIRAVIAM (TIRUNELVELI): | would like to express my
view on Discussion Under 193 of the need to promote sports in India and steps

taken by the Government.

In a fast-developing country like India, there is a dire need to encourage
non-traditional businesses which have a great potential to flourish and
contribute to the country's GDP. Contrary to popular belief, such sectors don't
receive the much-needed opportunity which they deserve in order to develop

and grow into a full-fledged industry.

As we move into the futuristic age, the Indian government should be on
the forefront to create a healthy environment for such businesses to thrive.
Sports, a massive and potentially profitable sector deserves the space and

support from the government just like any other traditional industry.

In a fast-growing economy like India, there is a tremendous potential for
the sports sector to develop and achieve the status of an industry. Previously,
the sports sector was considered a loss-making venture but with the boom of
multi-sporting events and leagues that is soon to change. India, now hosts the
Indian Premier League (cricket), Hockey India League, Indian Super League
(football), Pro Kabbadi League and Indian Badminton League, all of which

have aided in the growth of the sports sector.

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As the sporting scenario in India is evolving, we are witnessing an ever-
growing demand for sports entrepreneurship. This is the right moment to
venture into the sports sector, where there is ample room to flourish. We, as a
country, must award sports an industry status, given the fact that, now, India is
not just recognised through cricket but also through other sports such as

tennis, badminton, hockey, athletics and much more.

Once, sports is recognised as an industry, it can generate a large
number of employment opportunities in the form of the apparel and equipment

sector, sports medicine, sports tourism and other sport-related sectors.

As the sports sector is well on its path to attain industry status, there has
been a sudden demand for industry-based sports education programmes. We
see a spurt in sport management programmes, sports medicines, sports

tourism and affiliated sectors.

This is a sign for the Indian government to take effective methods to

promote programmes that cater to the industry-based sports education.

In order to attract young and visionary entrepreneurs to the sports
sector, the Indian government must increase funding and offer tax holidays for
sports-based firms. This move will serve as an impetus in the growth of an
industry which has a global presence. India has a great potential for sports
entrepreneurship, thanks to the existing huge market but the lack of

government initiatives have hindered the growth of this potential sector. We
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need to create sectors like SEZ for sport-specific companies which will aid the

growth of the sports sector.

The Indian government must invest in technological advances such as
sports analytics to assist in coaching professional athletes. It must also provide
wearables, sensors, and nutrition as per the requirement of the sport and the

sportsperson.

Also, the government must invest in professional coaching which will
increase the quality guidance give to the Indian sportsperson. There is also a
need to bring in performance apparel and equipment of international standard
for our athletes. Lastly, partnerships with tech companies and progressive

governments will attract the best talent in the sports arena.

A Public-Private Partnership (PPP) model works best for building sports
infrastructure. Also, a long-term land lease will help to get adequate land to
build such facilities. India being the second most populated country in the
world has the ability to churn out athletes who can put us on the global map in
terms of sports, other than cricket. We've already seen the rising stars in India
putting on splendid performances, but the facilities provided to such brilliant
performers are far from good. A perfect blend of private and public
partnerships is the solution to the troubles India faces when it comes to

providing world-class sports infrastructure to its budding athletes.

India's abysmally poor performance at the Olympics is nothing new.

India has consistently failed to foster players with a competitive edge in any
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sport other than cricket. Even a large amount of public and private investment

in sports has failed to produce substantial results.

These failures are often attributed to the model of sports governance in
India. Allegations of nepotism, fiefdom, unaccountability and financial
irregularities give credence to such views. But in the recent past, it seems, the
Indian state has started taking a keen interest in sports. However, it remains to
be seen if the increase in the budgetary allocation will galvanise any significant

change at the ground level.

Constitutionally, sports form a part of Entry 33 of the State List, under
Article 246 of the Seventh Schedule of the Constitution of India. Sports is
clubbed together with entertainment, cinematic performances and amusement.
There is also no specific enactment for the entire country. Constitutionally,

sport is a state subject.

In 2011 the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government of India,
notified the National Sports Development Code of India 2011. This code
superseded all notifications and instructions by the Government of India
pertaining to good governance of the National Sports Federations. What is not
certain is whether the National Sports Federations comply with the conditions
of the code. Various high courts and the Supreme Court, though, have upheld

the binding nature of the provisions of the Code.

The Government of India's attempt to promote sports and fitness has led

to many changes, at least at the policy level, in the last five years. These
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changes also seem to have created duplications in policy; both the
SamagraShikshaAbhiyaan and Fit India Movement are called upon to provide
sports equipment to government schools and ensure maintenance. This raises
questions about whether schools will get funding from both these programmes

and about who these schools will be accountable to.

Khelo India Youth Games (KIYG) now seems to have superseded Khelo
India School Games (KISG), but what this means has not been clearly
articulated. Does it include both schools and universities under one umbrella or
will there be one set of Khelo India games for the schools and one set for the

universities each year?

It is also unclear what the objective of these programmes is, considering
that the experts endowed with the responsibility to conceive, articulate and

implement the policy have conflicting views on it.

Some experts advocate inculcating a sports culture minus the
competitive aspect, others desire excellence in sports, and then there are also
those who want to include traditional and regional sports within the ambit of
sports. There also seems to be less clarity on the differences between sports
for excellence and sports as a pastime or a hobby or a leisure activity or just
for fitness. Then, some have been talking about physical education (PE) being

part of the school curriculum.

The Khelo India programme talks about "reviving India's sports culture at

the grass-root level by building a strong framework for all sports played in our
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country and establishing a great sporting nation". The Fit India Movement India
as mentions that the schools are also allowed to include their traditional and
regional games. Does this mean the schools will have three sets of designated
periods during school hours: one for physical education, one for sports that will
lead to the participants striving towards fulfilling Khelo India objectives, and

one for maintaining fitness that could include traditional and regional games?

At the governance level, corruption, lack of transparency and unclear
demarcation of rights and responsibilities have environment of confusion and
malpractice. For created an instance, in 2012 the Indian Olympic Association
(IOA) was suspended from the International Olympic Committee (IOC) for
electing members with pending criminal cases against them in its governing
body. This forced Indian athletes to compete at the Sochi Winter Games under

the 10C flag, instead of the Indian banner.

There is a need for structural changes. The worst thing today is that
federations have power without responsibility. Primarily, this is because we are
apathetic to how sports fares. Unless we resolve this apathy, there will be no
change. Further, Federations will always exist, but we need to find better
people to manage federations. We need a watchdog on federations to ensure

they do their job.

Many experts, at both the national and international levels, feel that if
India wants to become a sporting nation, the country will have to invest heavily

in building a modern infrastructure and a robust grassroots system.
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A major part of the allocation was directed at the Union government's
current favourite, Khelo India Games, Even the budgetary support for
meritorious sportspersons was reduced by almost 40% from the previous
financial year. We were still in a business-as-usual mode, blissfully ignorant

about the devastation that would soon befall on the world.

Scarce public investible resources have eluded sports (in India). This is
further compounded by misallocation, lack of transparency, poor asset
management, and an absence of a framework for measuring the impact of
public spending. This is unlikely to change, despite the government's best

intentions.

Keeping cricket aside, if we look into sports overall, then there has been
significant investment particularly in building infrastructure and making it
available across India. Karnataka, for instance, has reasonably good
infrastructure for track and field (athletics) around 10-14 tracks including
synthetic and mud tracks are available and well maintained. Other than this,

we also have sports hostels and other provisions by SAI.

All these ensure that we have facilities available for sports for
excellence. States like Haryana and Punjab have provisions available for their

specialty sports such as wrestling, boxing, etc."

The issue, is not one of infrastructure but that facilities are underutilised.
It highlights that importance of promoting local sports interests by pointing to

an example in Kenya. "There is a small town called Iten in Kenya. Iten has
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produced more than 10 world champions in the last couple of decades and
almost every middle-distance runner in the world has been to Iten for training
at least once in their lifetime. It started back in the early 1990s, with a Kenyan
world champion who wanted to start such training in Iten. Initially, they did not
begin with big infrastructure or huge equipment, rather their initial focus was on
the education of sports focusing on questions like how can you train better?
Essentially focusing on the soft part of learning. Even today if you visit Iten you
can see the makeshift gym made with pipes, paint boxes, and cement." India
needs to place far more emphasis and investment on the learning aspect of

sports.

The former president of IOA, admits that the IOA has not done enough
for the athletes. But, according to him, the problem goes much deeper than a
shortage of cash or organization. He opines that "sport is rarely at the top of
anyone's agenda - and that includes athletes and their families. Sport has

always taken back seat vis a vis education."

A young professional footballer trying to break into a topflight La Liga
football club in Spain. He feels India is one of the biggest sports markets in the
world at the moment. He notes, "At the end of the day, investors globally want
to see how they can make money out of a certain sport. This finance factor has
changed Indian football for the better over the years." He, however, feels a
four-month ISL is not really ideal from the perspective of sponsors, investors,

and the Indian players. "If you compare it to the Premier League in England or
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La Liga in Spain, they have a season for almost nine months. Also, the short
duration of the league impedes the development of players, they do not get

enough time to develop their skills."

Needless to say, the current model of governance of Indian sports
clearly lacks accountability and transparency, which that is conducive
corruption, threatening a tournament's overall credibility. Even India's most
profitable sports league, the IPL, despite being one of the better-managed
Indian professional leagues, has been embroiled in controversy in the recent
past. Hence, unless mechanisms are brought in place to govern the huge
sums of money and the interests of various stakeholders, tournaments will
always run the risk of losing credibility, negatively impacting the future of its

players and stakeholders.

Having said that, several civil society organisations are now stepping up
to the challenge of transforming India into a sporting nation by equipping
children at the grassroots level with the means to dream big. By incorporating
sports into children's daily lives, they are not only seeking to boost their
confidence, self image and personality, but also open the gateway to a

possible

career in sports. Thank you.
