(Interruptions) All the Anganwadi centres in
our country are enabled through POSHAN tracker where data is put everyday

by Anganwadi workers including district administration.
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Accountability is affirmed technologically and also in collaborative
attempts with State Governments including district authorities who tell us the
infrastructural challenges, and other cost challenges.

However, Sir, given the input received from State District Administration,
and understanding the trends that we have seen the POSHAN tracker,
adequate support is given to all States especially districts, who want to indulge
in innovative practices to meet the challenge of malnutrition.

| would also like to inform the House that our Ministry does not work in
isolation. Eighteen Ministries collaborate to ensure that the Anganwadi system,
and especially the challenge of malnutrition is met through convergence of
efforts.

SHRI CHANDRA SEKHAR SAHU: Sir, the prevalence of anaemia in majority
of India’s population, particularly amongst adolescent girls, women and
children, is a major public health challenge; and it should be tackled urgently.

The use of double fortified salt has been approved by experts saying
that its use has been one of the components to tackle the anaemia problem
amongst adolescent girls, women and children.

Sir, Respected Madam, during her tenure as Minister in the Education
Ministry, had issued advisories to all States for use of this type of salt in Mid-
Day Meal programme. | have also requested the hon. Minister that Odisha
Small Industries Corporation, a unit of my State Government, produces ODI
foods, has been producing this type of salt, and is able to fulfil the demand

received by them.
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| would like to know from the hon. Minister if the Government has any
proposal for assessing similar advisories to States for the use of double
fortified salt in her Ministry’s programme. Sir, while | was going through the
written reply, | have seen that the hon. Minister has mentioned about fortified
salt and after that she has also mentioned about fortified rice
(Interruptions) There is a more depth to this question.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, the hon. gentleman, since he calls me

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI: Sir, the hon. Minister will appreciate that we
cannot device policies unless we have good ideas about the numbers of
children in need of care and protection. Here, | would like to request the hon.
Minister to inform the House whether all the institutions under whatever name
housing the children in need of care and protection, and particularly adolescent
children have been registered under the law. It is because unless and until you
register these institutions, you cannot supervise and monitor their
performance, you cannot ensure that the benefits under law are made
available to the children.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, this House is a witness to amendments
he that we brought to the Juvenile Justice Act, and many Members of this very
House had pronounced their observations with regard to the said amendment
which include the hon. Member who has just spoken up about the need to
register. This concern has been deliberated upon continuously by this very
House.

Sir, through you, | would like to inform the House that every District
Authority and every State Government has not only been informed but also, we
have converged efforts to ensure that CCls are registered. Those CCls that
were not registered have been shut down. With the Juvenile Justice (Care and
Protection of Children) Amendment Act, we have brought forth a new

regulation. Earlier, an organisation that put in an application to establish a CCI
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would deemed to have received an approval by the authorities. Now, according
to the new regulation, till such time the District Authorities, which include
Police, do not verify the background of the organisation that seeks to set up a
CClI, no CCI can be set up. Moreover, Sir, now the rules mandate that even the
people who are hired within such institutions as caregivers have to have a
Police verification so that those individuals, who have a history of crime,
especially crimes against women and children, are never taken into such
organisations, thereby keeping our children in a safe environment.

DR. D. RAVIKUMAR: Respected Speaker Sir, the National Family Health
Survey has exposed an alarming percentage of children who are stunted and
wasted. In my Parliamentary Constituency, Viluppuram in Tamil Nadu, a
sizeable population of children are wasted and stunted. So, through you, Sir, |
would like to know whether the Ministry has any plan to allocate more funds to
those areas where the percentage of stunted and wasted children is high.

Also, recently, the Chief Justice of India has expressed the need for
increasing the age of consent under the POCSO Act. | would like to know
whether the Government has any plan to increase that.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, the hon. Member has asked two
questions conjoined under one or two different subjects altogether. However,
Sir, with your permission, | would like to extend the courtesy of answering both
the questions. Insofar as the reconsideration of age of consent under the
POCSO Act is concerned, it is this very House that deliberated on this

particular issue, and under the wisdom of this House, the age of consent was
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decided. Hence, to revisit the wisdom of the House is currently not my
purpose. Insofar as the question with regard to stunting is concerned, | would
like to highlight here — | had done so earlier — that the challenge of malnutrition
is met with the convergence of 18 Ministries, which includes the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare also. The hon. Minister of Health and Family
Welfare is seated right here in the House. Sir, one of the greatest challenges
when it comes to stunting is the birth of a child outside an institution. Hence, to
encourage institutional deliveries, the Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana
has ensured that over three crore pregnant women have received over Rs.
12,000 crore into their bank accounts so that we can encourage institutional
delivery of children. Post-delivery, the first thousand days of an entire child’s

birth cycle are also addressed through the POSHAN Abhiyaan.

DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD: Sir, the entire world has witnessed the horrible
dance of the COVID pandemic. So many medicines were tried out.

In the Siddha system of medicine, Kabasura kudineer from Tamil Nadu
was proven as one of the best medicines. | think you have also made a lot of
research and submitted the research materials. Since we are talking about
international co-operation, so that COVID like diseases are not transmitted
globally, is the Government having any specific programme to exchange the
research materials and do more research on Siddha medicines as they will be
useful for the entire nation?

SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL: Respected Speaker, Sir, regarding the
integrative system of medicine, under the directions of the hon. Prime Minister,
both the Ministries — the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and the Ministry
of AYUSH - have joined hands and are working together to make available

both the systems of treatment as well as medicine right from AIIMS to the State
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level, district level, CHC, PHC, up to the sub-centre level and also to the
Health and Wellness Centre. This is how we are working. Both the Ministries
have a common goal, that is, to prevent the disease, and to preserve and
promote human health. Since we have the common goal, we will have to work
together. That is what the hon. Prime Minister has directed both the Ministries
and we are working on these lines.

For the information of hon. Member, regarding kabasura kudineer of
Siddha system of medicine, | agree with him that it has played a big role,
particularly in the prevention of human ill-health during COVID-19 pandemic. It
was a very useful product. This Ministry is also working for the promotion of
Siddha.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER: Sir, | thank you very much.

Kerala is known as the paradise of Ayurveda. The slogan of this era
itself is ‘Return to Nature’. In such a situation, Ayurveda will have to play a
pivotal role as far as health sector is concerned.

Sir, around four million people are coming to India every year for
ayurvedic treatment and their first choice is Kerala only. In spite of this
favourable point for Kerala, our humble submission, and a reasonable
demand, for establishment of an Ayurveda University in Kerala is still being
neglected.

We had enough discussion and an officer was appointed, but nothing
has happened. What my humble submission is that looking at the Kerala’s

importance, we are talking about the infrastructure of international level, that
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also can be considered. Hon. Minister may kindly state whether he has some
kind of a strategy in this case?

SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL.: Respected Speaker, Sir, the hon. Member
of Parliament is a senior Member of this House. | pay my respects to him. His
concern is definitely very relevant, but up till now, there is no proposal on the
part of the Government of Kerala. | believe, this is the position at this moment.
| appreciate that whatever system of treatment under the traditional system of
medicine is available in Kerala, it is always praiseworthy. People not only from
within the country but also from abroad are taking treatment in Kerala. In the
recent past, you all know how the daughter of a former Prime Minister of
Kenya got her eye-sight back, after getting treatment in an institution in Kerala.
It is a unique contribution. There is no doubt about it.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY: Sir, | had the opportunity to be in this
Ministry for some time. So, | know that AYUSH stands for Ayurveda, Yoga and
Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and Homeopathy. In different States, it has
different type of influence. In the whole of country, homeopathy treatment is
best in West Bengal; Siddha is accepted in Karnataka and a few other States;
and Ayurveda is best in Kerala, as the hon. Member was telling. Sir, in West
Bengal, we have a very well-established Unani College with a hospital in
Kolkata, but that is suffering from a huge financial crunch. | would like to know
from the hon. Minister whether the Government of India can look into this issue
and take it up with the State Government, and provide them some financial

assistance by which this very beautiful and accepted institution can survive.
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SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL: Hon. Speaker Sir, if the State Government
sends the proposal to the Ministry of Ayush through the State Annual Action
Plan, then only the Ministry can look into the matter.

you very much for giving me an opportunity to raise a matter of urgent public

importance concerning my Parliamentary Constituency.
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Hon. Chairperson, Sir, in my Parliamentary Constituency, there were
proposals for the construction of eight ROBs in lieu of level crossings on
railway line from Chingavanam to Thrippunithura.

Out of the eight ROBs, one at Poovanthuruth and another at Manjoor
were completed at the time of doubling of railway line. In the case of two
ROBs, that is, one at Caritas and another at Mulanthuruthy, the railway portion
is completed and the construction of approach roads have recently been
started by the Government of Kerala.

With regard to the rest of the four ROBs, namely, Kureekad in lieu of LC
No. 11, Kaduthuruthy in lieu of LC No. 21, Kuruppanthara in lieu of LC No. 22,
and Kothanalloor in lieu of LC No. 23, even though the Railways have given
approval for the construction of these ROBs, the work has not started so far.
There is heavy road traffic through these level crossings. Therefore, the
construction of these four ROBs is very important.

Railway Minister
to intervene in this matter and give directions to expedite the construction of
these four ROBs at Kureekad, Kaduthuruthy, Kuruppanthara, and
Kothanalloor.

Sir, the reason is that till now, our Government has
been importing more than 90 per cent of rare earth minerals from China.

Sir, the rare earth materials consist of 17 very critical elements and
critical minerals which are applied on more than 20 items of our globe, ranging
from nuclear power to magnet, electric vehicles etc. So, this kind of
dependence upon a hostile country, | think, will not augur well for our nation.
This is why | thought it prudent to flag the attention of this House.

Sir, India has six per cent of world’s rare earth reserves. But we have
failed to explore less than one per cent of global output. The rare earth
materials include Lanthanide, Cadmium, Ethereum etc. These rare earth
elements are important components because of their wide range of application
which | have already stated. It is indispensable for manufacturing everything.

The House must be aware that rare earth materials are indispensable for
manufacturing everything, starting from smart phone to wind turbines etc. So,
certainly, they have some sort of sustainability paradox attached to it.

It is known as Green Gold. Rare earth materials are recognised as

Green Gold. So, | would request this Government that mineral exploration has
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to be given due priority and the rare earth materials that have strategic
importance should not be ignored.

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(xiii) Regarding conduct of 3-tier panchayat elections in Darjeeling and
Kalimpong dstricts.

SHRI RAJU BISTA (DARJEELING): Sir, the hilly regions of Darjeeling and
Kalimpong have run without Panchayat since 2006. Our region was kept
deprived of the Constitutionally guaranteed grassroots level governance
system for 16 years. This has resulted in massive developmental depravation
in the region. Various Central Government schemes initiated by the hon. Prime
Minister have not reached the people properly. Our people are deprived of
basic roads, drinking water, schools, healthcare and all Government schemes.
Apart from not conducting Panchayat elections, the Government of West
Bengal was appropriating the Panchayat funds meant for hilly regions of
Darjeeling and Kalimpong districts. The Central Government finally stopped
funding meant for Panchayats in the hills under the 14" Finance Commission.
Following which, the West Bengal Government announced for conducting
Panchayat elections in the region.  The West Bengal Government says that
they will only conduct 2-tier Panchayat elections. This is being done to further
deprive our region and people, as 2-tier Panchayat system is unconstitutional.
It is because of such deliberate acts of discrimination and deprivation by the
West Bengal Government like this that there have been andolans for separate
State of Gorkhaland. Therefore, respecting the sentiments of people, | request
the Ministry of Rural Development to order conducting of 3-tier Panchayat

Elections in the Darjeeling and Kalimpong Districts.
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(xiv)Regarding construction of two expressways along the banks
of Brahmaputra river from Sadiya to Dhubri.

SHRI ABDUL KHALEQUE (BARPETA): Sir, during the Budget Session 2016,
the Government of Assam in 2016 announced that it would build two
expressways along both the banks of the Brahmaputra from Sadiya to Dhubri.
The expressways would connect the eastern and western points of the State.

Once constructed, both the expressways will open up huge development
opportunities not only for the people of Assam but also for other States of the
region. There will be ease of doing business as these would connect many
lesser-known places along the route. Expressways would facilitate easy
movement of people and goods reducing cost and time incurred due to
transportation. It would also act as embankment for Brahmaputra, thus,
minimising flooding as well as erosion of land, a major flood related problem in
the State. However, apart from the announcement of the conceived project,
nothing substantial has been done in this regard. The project announced by
the State Government seems to be currently at a slow pace and needs to
move at a much faster rate. Therefore, | would urge upon the Government of
India through the Minister of Road Transport and Highways to impress upon
the State Government so that the expressways are completed and people are

benefited.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : Shri K. Muraleedharan — Not present.

(xv) Need to take urgent measures for mitigating global warming.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Sir, black carbon is a major
short-term contributor to global warming, with warming effects second only to
carbon dioxide, heat-trapping power is a million times more than carbon
dioxide and has capacity to travel long distances on air currents. Recent
studies have shown that increasing black carbon emissions in North East India
has led to a decrease in low-intensity rainfall in the pre-monsoon season and a
rise in severe rains. Independent research has also indicated a relationship
between high levels of black carbon pollution in Guwahati with accelerated
glacier melt. In the Brahmaputra River basin region, black carbon signatures,
formed from incomplete burning of fossil fuels, biomass and biofuels, have
been observed from vehicular emissions, brickkilns, tea gardens and
agricultural and household biomass burning. Given the dual effect of black
carbon on climate change and air pollution, there is a need for urgent and
consolidated measures to mitigate and offset these emissions. This must
include improved and regular monitoring of emissions as well as steps to
ensure effective implementation of clean cooking and transport fuel schemes
such as enhancing fuel efficiency standards for vehicles, phasing out diesel

vehicles and accelerating the use of LPG for cooking.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Dr. D. Ravikumar — Not present

(xvi) Regarding demands of fishermen in Anakapalli district
affected due to new Naval Base.

DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): Sir, the INS
VARSHA is a new Naval base developed by Indian Navy at Rambilli and S.
Rayavaram Mandals in Anakapalli District. Initially, it was proposed to
construct two fishing jetties, one for Kothapatnam, Vada Narsapuram and
other for Bangarammapalem. The survey was conducted by CICEF (Central
Institute of Coastal Engineering for Fisheries), Bangalore and given feasibility
to construct fishing harbour at Pudimadaka of Atchutapuram only. Therefore,
the construction of fishing jetty to Vada Narsapuram, Kothapatnam and
Bangarammapalem is not possible in-between Seethapalem of Rambilli and
Dondawaka of Nakkapalli Mandal. Further, the Navy may not allow to create
marine-based infrastructure in the area. The Fishermen of Vada Narsapuram
and Kothapatnam conduct fishing with base of Sharada river bank. The river
bank area was acquired by Naval Alternative Operation Base (NAOB) and
compound wall with two sub-gates at Kothapatham and Vada Narsapuram was
constructed. The NAOB imposed restrictions in view of the safety reasons for
entry of fishermen into NAOB area to conduct fishing. Further, the Navy will

close all sub-gates in future. The fishermen staged agitation/protest in front of
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NAOB main gate from 17.10.2022 demanding package for their livelihood
since they are not permitted to conduct fishing from Sharada river bank.

MAJOR DEMANDS OF FISHERMEN

The fishermen demand that if the fishing jetty construction is not
possible, livelihood package of Rs.11,500 per month to each family should be
provided until rehabilitation of fishermen villages of Vada Narsapuram,
Kothapatnam and Bangarammapalem (about 4,000 families) is done. Besides,
Health and education and other infrastructure facilities should be provided to
the PAF and PDF Villages. Separate residential school to fishermen should be
sanctioned and employment must be given to the skilled and eligible persons
and also separate skill development for villagers in order to provide suitable

employment to them.

Sir,

This resolution is concerning the welfare of Aganwadi workers and
helpers. Hon’ble Member from BSP, Shri Hritesh Pandey had introduced this
resolution. During the last few hrs. we were discussing it in this august House.
The discussions are moving towards it's conclusion. The Hon’ble Minister has
arrived in the House to make his reply. This was informed to us from the
Chair. | am happy that such a discussion about the welfare of the Aganwadi
workers and helpers is taking place in this House. Because there are lakhs of
Aganwadi workers in this country and they have many burning issues, which
they want to bring to the notice of the Central Government. This discussion,
has brought to limelight many such burning issues. All the Members in this

House, cutting across the political differences, have supported this resolution.

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| agree with all the issues raised by former Members. When the Hon.
Minister will reply to this resolution, it should not be a formal reply. Because
we should remember that lakhs of Aganwadi workers and helpers are looking
towards the Government, with great expectation , to see what steps you are
going to take.

Therefore, | request that the Minister's reply should not be a mere
formality. Because there are burning issues, and long pending demands, the
Government must accept these demands and act accordingly.

Chairman Sir, the Aganwadi workers have been demanding for many
years that their salaries and wages should be upgraded from time to time. For
many years now they have carried out dharnas in front of the State
Secretariats and Raj Bhawans raising their demands. Even the Parliament
Street and Jantar Mantar has witnessed many such dharnas.

Lakhs of workers and helpers had participated in such dharnas. Some
or the other Aganwadi workers Organisation carries out a dharna during every
Parliamentary Session. Therefore, | would like to tell this august House that
the rights of the aganwadi workers and their demand for income to match the
cost of living that exists today, should be taken to consideration. Salaries and
other incentives, should be given. This is the concern of this House which the
Government must accept. | urge the Central Government and the Social
Welfare Ministry to take appropriate steps.

Sir, what are the services that an anganwadi worker performs? At 9 ‘o’

clock morning, the parents hand over their children to the care and protection
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of the Aganwadi workers. The parents only come back to the aganwadi to call
back their children at four or five in the evening. So from 9 a.m. to four to five
evening, all the feeding, sleeping, playing, singing teaching of alphabets all
these activities are carried on by the poor aganwadi workers and helpers. So,
the life of these children are in the safe hands of these selfless aganwadi
workers.

But what is the wage they get? They do not have any approved regular
pay scale. Even today, they get, what is called an honorarium. Sir, how can
one live in this civilized society, with an honorarium. How can any aganwadi
worker, maintain his house hold expenses, solely on an amount of six
thousand, eight thousand or ten thousand a month?

So, what is their long pending demand? It is that, Aganwadi workers
and helpers should be considered as Government employees. They should
get a salary in parity with what a Central Government or State Government
employee gets.

Another Demand. Do they have pension. The answer is “No.”. Do they
have medical facilities? “No”. Are they covered under ESI or such Schemes.
“‘No”. Do they have the benefit of provident funds when they retire. Again the
answer is a big “No”.

No EPF, no ESI, no pension. So, these are burning issues which the

Government must take into consideration. We know the services they have
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performed during times of the Covid. This was pointed out by Mr. Shetty, who
spoke before me. So these Anganwadi workers and helpers are like guardian
angels for our children. We call our nurses as angels. Similarly, our
anganwadi workers and helpers are also guardian angels.

Therefore, they should get a respectable salary to meet the demands of
the inflation that exists today. Pension, medical facilities, these are all long
pending legitimate demands.

Similarly, there is no proper system that is followed for the recruitment of
the anganwadi workers. We need a mechanism, and a system for the
selection process.

There is a lot of corruption going on, in the election procedure of the
anganwadi workers. Lot of vested interests are at work now. A proper rule
procedure, for selection should be followed.

The Centre should not leave the responsibility of maintaining anganwadi
to the State Government. The Central Government is now washing its hands
off. That should not happen.

Integrated Child Development is an issue, that is the responsibility of the
Central Government. It was a concept that we ushered in by our former Prime
Minister, Smt. Indira Gandhi. We can make it a success in this country. It is
not enough, just to disburse some funds to the State Governments.

There should be a proper round the year, monitoring by the Central
Government on the functioning of anganwadies. The Central Government

should evolve a system to maintain at least basic amenities of anganvadies.
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In Kerala, we are quite happy in comparison to the rest of the country.
Kerala has the best anganvadies that are functioning in this country. 60% of
anganwadies in Kerala have their own lands and buildings. There are smart
anganwadies in Kerala, which get 15 lakhs as development fund. M.P. fund,
MLA fund, State Government fund, Gram Panchayat funds are all used to
develop the smart anganwadies.

Class rooms, furniture, and utensils for cooking good hygienic food all
these are available in many anganwadies. in Kerala. Modern kitchen and
surrounding walls are required. Some sixty percentage anganvadese in Kerala
have these facilities. May be Kerala, can be a model for the functioning of
anganwadies in this country.

Let me conclude, that the Central Government should take a proactive
role in the maintenance of anganwadies.

Similarly, honorarium is an outdated concept. They have to be
considered as Central Government or State Government employees and get

salaries and perks in parity with other Government employees.
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DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): Thank you hon.
Chairperson Sir, for kindly permitting me to take part in this very important
discussion concerning a major area of our public welfare service. The tragedy
of our social fabric and the political attitude is that the major and sensitive
fields of our public service are sometimes ignored. They are not taken into
consideration. Those who work hard for the country, for the society, toiling day
and night, they are being given meagre wages and are completely deprived of
other kinds of facilities. They are rejected. This is related to our attitude. We
have to change our attitudes when we discuss about the Anganwadi workers.
The Anganwadi workers are really those people who nourish the country and
also work hard for preserving the posterity of the country.

Sir, | am reminded of a famous couplet:

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DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI : Due to time constraint, | would like to
list a few suggestions. As already mentioned by the hon. speakers who spoke
before me, the wages given to the Anganwadi workers are very meagre. So,
the wages have to be enhanced. Their salaries have to be increased and a
better payment has to be ensured to the Anganwadi workers. They need
pension. At present, they do not have pension system. They have to be
brought under the ESI scheme. The first and foremost thing, as already
mentioned by the hon. speakers who spoke before me, is that they have to be
recognised as the Government servants. Their very important and sensitive
service to the society has to be considered as the Government service.

Then, there are other issues related to this. Actually, this is related to
many other areas of our public welfare schemes. For example, they not only
give training and education to our posterity, to our children, to our students till
six years, but also, they look after their nutrition, their health and their pre-
education needs. Important matters such as these have to be taken into
consideration.

Recent reports have shown gaps in the utilization of services. Such
reports have to be taken into consideration. They have to be given improved
training. Now there are training programmes as already mentioned by the
previous speaker, Mr. Kodikunnil Suresh. We have a better system in Kerala.
Even when | was an MLA, | had brought a Madhurga Anganwadi, model

Anganwadi in my constituency. In Kerala, we have a better service. But even in
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Kerala, their condition of life is very, very poor. That has to be enhanced. So, it
has to be made as a part of the national agenda.

Now, what the Centre is doing is that it has given the charge completely
to the State Governments. But | cannot understand why such a very major
area is not given enough consideration that it deserves by the Central
Government. | think the hon. Minister will be taking into consideration these
points. They need improved training. Many of the Anganwadi Centres are in a
very poor condition. Drainage, water and sanitary conditions are very bad.
Their condition has to be improved not only to help the children but to give
better training to them. Many of them are lady teachers who have to look after
their families also. So, very important issues like this have to be taken into
consideration.

Finally, | am again reinstating and emphasising this point that they are
the workers who are training our posterity. As the poet has said, 89 3R qH el

these points while giving her reply. When the reply comes from the hon.
Minister, we expect a better future for the lakhs and lakhs of Anganwadi
teachers working throughout the country.
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Madam Chairperson
for giving me this opportunity to take part in the discussion on the Resolution
moved by Shri Ritesh Pandey regarding the Anganwadi workers and
Anganwadi helpers. Unfortunately, the Mover of the Resolution is not present. |
think that the Mover of the Resolution should be present so as to hear the
views of the Members of the House so that a Resolution can be adopted by
this House.

Anyway, | would like to fully support, in letter and spirit, the Resolution
moved by learned friend, Shri Ritesh Pandey on 20" March, 2020. Madam
Chairperson, the Anganwadi workers and the Anganwadi helpers are the two
classes of people who come under the Integrated Child Development Scheme
being administered by the hon. Minister, Madam Smriti Irani Ji. So, we hope
that a lenient view be taken as far as these two classes of people are
concerned.

The Anganwadi workers and Anganwadi helpers are not being
considered as teachers because there is no imparting of education in the
Anganwadi establishments. It is not education that is being given. It is only
nursing the children which is being done, and they are not educating the

children. They are being taken care of. Care and caution of the children, their
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nourishment, their development — mental as well as physical — everything is
being done by these Anganwadi workers with the help of the helpers. So, this
is what is meant by Anganwadi system. The integrated development of the
child is the ultimate motto or the essence of the Anganwadi system which is
coming under the Integrated Child Development Scheme.

Madam, | would like to state two or three points over and above the main
issues to be considered as per the Resolution.

The first one is about the qualifications and the recruitment process of
these anganwadi helpers and workers. As per the things which are existing
now, there are no stringent or strict guidelines or norms for the recruitment of
these anganwadi teachers and anganwadi workers. No qualification is
prescribed. This is a very bad thing because the new generation of children, at
the age two, are being brought to the anganwadis. Since the nursing care has
to be provided to these children, and now since the scope of anganwadis has
increased because the pregnant women are being trained or are being well
taken care of in these Anganwadis, definitely the anganwadi workers as well
as anganwadi helpers should be qualified. So, my first suggestion is that
qualification for the anganwadi workers and helpers has to be well prescribed
by the Government of India. It is well known to me that now-a-days, their
appointment is totally a political appointment according to the whims and
fancies of the concerned panchayat member and the panchayat committee.
They are being appointed according to the whims and fancies of whichever

party is ruling that panchayat. According to their political will or political
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interest, they are being taken. The only qualification is that if she belonged to
my party, she is well qualified. That has to be done away with. There should be
a strict qualification prescribed. They should be better qualified. Their
recruitment process should also be there. For that, guidelines have to be
prescribed by the Government of India at the Centre because it is being
financed by the Government of India also.

My second point is about their salaries. As far as their salaries are
concerned, in the State of Kerala, per month salary of an anganwadi worker or
teacher is Rs. 12,000; and for a helper, it is just Rs. 8,000. It is nothing
because even a MGNREGS worker is getting more than this amount. A
woman anganwadi teacher is coming early in the morning by 9 o’clock in the
anganwadi and she has to stay there till 4 p.m. or 5 p.m. while they are getting
- it is not a salary or an honorarium - a meagre allowance of Rs. 12,000 and
Rs. 8,000. That has to be changed. That is why, the Private Member’s
Resolution specifically states that they should be regularised. Madam, my
Private Member Bill is pending in Lok Sabha on the same issue in which | have
demanded that anganwadi teachers and workers should be regularised as the
last grade servants of the Central Government. That is the first demand that |
would like to make.

Regarding their salaries, | would also like to mention that it is shared by
both the Central Government and the State Government. Their salary is not
same in other States. It is different in Karnataka; it is different in Tamil Nadu;

and it is different in a Northern India State like UP. | think, Kerala is providing
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them better allowances. | do not know fully about it, but they are being paid
less than that in other States. My submission is that all these anganwadi
teachers and workers should be regularised as the last grade servants of the
Central Government or the State Government, as the case may be, so that
they may be regularised. That is the point that | would like to make.

Regarding the welfare aspect, | would say that it is very easy to take
care of it. Now-a-days, ESI's medical benefit is one of the best medical
benefits which are available in our country. Today morning, | have made a
submission that the ceiling limit of ESI has to be enhanced because now, it is
Rs. 21,000. These poor women will come within the limit Rs. 21,000. My
submission is that the ESI benefit should be extended to all these anganwadi
workers and anganwadi teachers and helpers.

Madam, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to the fact
that as far as government teachers or government staff or other government
staff are concerned, they are getting all the benefits while those who are
working in the factories or in the unorganised sector, they are getting the PF,
the ESI and the gratuity, but these poor people, who are employed in
Anganwadis, are not getting any benefit as that of the government servants or
those working in the unorganised sectors.

They are not considered as unorganized workers and they also are not
regularized workers. It is a pitiable situation as far as these poor women are
concerned. So, the ESI medical benefits, gratuity and PF have to be given to

all these workers. ... (Interruptions)
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Madam, there is no time restriction as far as the Private Members
Resolution is concerned. ... (Interruptions) Kindly give me two minutes. ...
(Interruptions) The last point that | would like to make is regarding
infrastructure. Kindly look at the infrastructure provided to the Anganwadis. It is
a pitiable condition as regards almost all the Anganwadis. | have spent lakhs of
rupees in my Constituency to make them high-tech Anganwadis. Most of the
Anganwadis are now fully air-conditioned. There was a World Bank project for
renovation and establishment of modern Anganwadi buildings, that project is
completed. So, | urge upon the Union of India to find out some schemes or
funds so as to have high-tech Anganwadis in the country considering the
climate change.

With these words, | once again fully support the Resolution moved by
Shri Ritesh Pandey regarding the Angandwadi workers and Anganwadi

helpers. Thank you, Madam.
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"SHRI JASBIR SINGH GILL (KHADOOR SAHIB): Thank you, Madam
Chairperson. Today, you have given me the opportunity to speak on an
important aspect pertaining to the Government — the welfare of anganwadi
workers. Anganwadi Scheme was started by the Indian Government in 1975.
A child’s mental and physical development is maximum till he attains six years
of age. Nutritional food, health care and education to toddlers was needed,
that is why Anganwadi Scheme was started. Integrated Child Development
Service was needed and that is why it was initiated.

Today, approximately 4 lakh 37 thousand Anganwadi Centres are there.
Anganwadi workers and helpers work in these Centres. They also do primary
health check-up. They provide supplementary nutrition to children. Children
are educated. Even our women are told about family planning measures.

Madam Chairperson, the Anganwadi workers play a pivotal role in the
New Education Policy. Basic education is being imparted by them. The
Anganwadi workers are facing a lot of hardships. They are getting a pittance
as honorarium. Our Anganwadi sisters go to the field to implement all kinds of
inoculation and vaccination programmes for kids. During corona times, the
Anganwadi and Asha workers did a commendable job. We are proud of them.
However, it is rather unfortunate that these Anganwadi workers get no help

from the community or others.

* English translation of the speech originally delivered in Punjabi.
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Madam, in several States, these workers get less honorarium than
minimum wages given to workers. If a labourer does soil work, he is still
getting more money in MNREGA than an Anganwadi worker. So, | urge upon
the Government to give them regular jobs. They should be given the facility of
provident fund.

If an Anganwadi worker dies accidentally, someone from the immediate
family should be given a job as compensation on compassionate ground. The
front line worker are the eyes and ears of the Government. In a sensitive
State like Punjab, anti-Indian activities are done by anti-nationals. Our sisters
in Anganwadi are the eyes and ears of Government. So, proper care should
be taken for Anganwadi workers. They should not be left in the lurch.

50 lakh.

Sir, to this day, | can confirm to this House that for Anganwadi workers
under this very package, 1905 claims have been settled by the Government of
India in collaboration with the State Governments.

Sir, this House is aware that Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana
and Suraksha Bima Yojana were pronounced by this very Government. It was
the endeavour of the Ministry that Anganwadi workers and helpers get the
support even under these national initiatives.

Sir, | am happy to report to this House that a premium of Rs. 330 per
worker under the Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana and Suraksha Bima Yojana, was
paid by the Government of India covering all Anganwadi workers under these
two schemes.

Also, Sir, these benefits were made available up to May, 2020 and post-
May, 2020, a special procedure was pronounced in collaboration with States to

cover all Anganwadi workers and a premium provision was also made
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especially for this initiative of Rs. 64 crore on behalf of the Government of
India.

Sir, this is the partnership that we are currently engaged with regards to
State Governments. It is because as every learned Member of this House
knows that it is the State Governments that help us implement all that is
pronounced under the Programme by the Government of India.

SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Hon. Speaker Sir, | beg to move:-

“Having regard to the facts that-

(i) Indian Railways are one of the largest transportation and
logistics networks in the world and are drivers of the socio-
economic development of the country; Indian Railways account for
one per cent of India's Gross National Product and serve as the
backbone of core sector's freight needs;

(ii) India has a vast history of railway development with an

extensive network of train lines and stations built in the last
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century; Railways transport over twenty-four million passengers
each day, connecting 8000 stations across the country;

(i) Railway stations in the country have evolved as key
urban centres with commercial and infrastructural developments
around over the years;

(iv) owing to the rapid changes taking place in the Indian
economy huge investments are necessary to transform and
modernise railway infrastructure;

(v) various schemes including Model, Modern and Adarsh
Station Scheme have been formulated for beautification and
modernization of stations on Indian Railways in the last two
decades and the priority under said modernisation schemes have
been on improving passenger amenities at select A1 and A
category stations only;

(vi) there is an inordinate delay in the operationalization of
the Visakhapatnam-based South Coast Railway Zone in the State
of Andhra Pradesh with the Detailed Project Report of the zone is
pending with the Railway Ministry; and

(vii) there is no Railway Recruitment Board Beautification
and Modernization of Railway Stations under the Adarsh Station
Scheme, etc. 9 in the upcoming South Coast Railway Zone in the

State of Andhra Pradesh due to which job seekers are forced to
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travel to the State of Telangana to appear for railway recruitment
exams,
this House urges upon the Government to-

(a) take immediate action for the beautification and
modernization of the remaining stations targeted to be developed
under the Adarsh Station Scheme;

(b) ensure modernization and upgradation of all the railway
stations in the country; and

(c) expedite the operationalisation of the South Coast
Railway Zone and creation of a Railway Recruitment Board for the
zone."

Thank you very much, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to move the
Resolution relating to the beautification and modernization of railway stations
under the Adarsh Station Scheme, etc.

The Indian Railways are deemed to be one of the world's largest
transportation and logistics networks. They are the drivers of socio-economic
progress in the country, serving the freight requirements. With over 23,000
trains running across the country and connecting about 8,000 stations, the
Railways carry about 2.4 crore passengers per day on average.

Before moving on to the topic of discussion, | would like to highlight a
few important contributions made by the Railways in our everyday lives to

symbolize the critical nature of the topic | have raised. Since pre-
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Independence, the achievements like the growth of textile industry in Mumbai,
jute industry in areas surrounding Kolkata and coal industry in Jharkhand, are
largely attributed to the development of the railway network in these areas.
Due to its wide network, the Railways remain the cheapest and among the
most convenient modes of passenger transport for long distances. With freight
revenues for Indian Railways being over $16 billion in 2021 and an 18%
increase in freight loading as of 2021-22, the sector remains vital for long
haulage of heavy goods like coal, petroleum, and ores. By connecting various
regions, the Railways have also acted as an important factor in national
integration. In this context, | take this opportunity to bring the attention of the
House towards an urgent need to modernise our railway stations. As the
railway stations have evolved as key urban centres with commercial and
infrastructural developments over the years, aiding economic growth in the
area, our focus should be towards better maintenance and redevelopment of
the railway stations. Apart from the upgradation of infrastructures like the foot-
over bridge and proper signage, there are some other important aspects that |
would like to highlight in terms of the modernisation of the railway stations.

My first point is regarding prevention of accidents and mishaps. With a
rapid increase in passenger and goods traffic, the frequency of train accidents
has also raised serious public safety concerns. Owing to heavy traffic,
overcrowding and a large number of people aiming for a single train, mishaps

like stampedes take place.
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As per the data of the National Crime Records Bureau 2021, the Indian
Railways registered an increase of around 38.2% in accidents in 2021
compared to the previous year. Further, as per NCRB data on accidental
deaths between 2010-2019, about 2.52 lakh lives were lost due to railway
accidents. There were instances such as people falling from overcrowded
trains; being hit by poles while hanging out of overcrowded trains; falling in
gaps between the railway coach footboard and the platform; and trespassing
on tracks within the railway station premises.

Many of these incidents like falling from the trains or hitting the signal
poles occur near the railway stations. The main reason behind that is severe
overcrowding and improper measures for crowd control. Thus, | request the
Government to ensure proper measures to control the traffic and prevent
overcrowding through designated entry/exit points to the train. Also, there is a
need to increase deployment of Police personnel to ensure congestion-free
movement of people. The length of the platforms may be re-assessed to ease
the crowd and also the number of train coaches may be increased wherever
required.

Some other measures that should be taken for the modernisation of the
stations are installation of proper user-friendly international signage and the
segregation of arrival and departure points for passengers to reduce instances

of overcrowding, thereby decreasing accidents and other mishaps.
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Secondly, | come to safety of passengers. Apart from accidents,
another important factor in passenger safety is, terror threats or the smuggling
of illegal goods. Many instances are indicating such aspects, from the entry of
terrorists into the railway station and attacking common people during the 2008
Mumbai terror attacks to incidents of raids by security forces in which they
have found drugs being smuggled between States.

Many railway stations have body scanners and luggage scanners
installed at the entry points to identify weapons, explosives and narcotics. But
many reports are suggesting that the scanners remain defunct or damaged for
quite some time. The case of CCTV surveillance cameras is also similar.

Thus, in the endeavour to modernise the railway stations, the
Government must pay heed to the security concerns and loopholes present at
the stations. This should be augmented by investment in new surveillance
equipment, assessing the functionality of the existing security equipment and
engaging adequate manpower to do proper security checks, especially, at the
entry/exit points of the railway stations.

Along with this, the installation of full body scanners and walk-in security
checks would ensure proper security measures are in place as well as reduce
the crowding of passengers at the security check area.

Thirdly, | come to the point of making railway stations accessible for
persons with disability. The Ministry of Railways has launched the 'Sugamya

Bharat Abhiyan' (Accessible India Campaign) in 2015 to provide persons with
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disability with convenient and barrier-free transportation across the railway
network.

But for several senior citizens and persons with disabilities, the railway
stations and trains still lack in providing accessibility. The space on the stairs
for getting on to the train is very narrow and there is a significant gap between
the train and the platform, making it difficult for people using walking sticks to
get on to the trains.

Further, without the presence of ramps for entry into the trains, PwDs
using wheelchairs often have to undergo the difficult ordeal of carrying the
wheelchair up and down the stairs.

Other concerns relating to heights of platforms, toilets for the disabled
remaining under lock and key, absence of tactile flooring and prominent
displays for passenger assistance information across stations, still prevail
across most of the railway stations.

With the value of the right to life and prohibition of discrimination
enshrined as Fundamental Rights in our Constitution, the problems faced by
PwDs become pertinent. Through this Resolution, | would like to shift the
attention towards these issues and urge the Government to keep these in
priority while upgrading the infrastructure of the railway stations.

Fourthly, | come to management of freight. The Indian Railways is one of
the world's largest railways at the moment, with a network of 68,000 kilometres

and dedicated freight corridors crossing the country.
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Reports suggest that the goods carried through passenger trains and
vans account for only about 0.23 per cent of railways’ freight traffic. Other
freight trains face many infrastructural constraints like the absence of separate
loading/unloading space at railway stations, poor holding area/warehousing
conditions, choked road access-points for entry of trucks and high transit time
in railways due to multiple stoppages.

Also, as most parcels are handled at passenger platforms, they obstruct
commuters' free movement. With these issues prevalent across the county, |
urge upon the Government to take cognizance of the matter and place special
focus on better management of the loading/unloading points at the railway
stations.

Fifthly, modernisation schemes should focus on smaller stations. The
Adarsh Station Scheme of the Ministry of Railways aims to upgrade the
suburban stations in India to adarsh stations, but so far, the focus under
various modernisation schemes has been on improving passenger amenities
only at select stations. The development or redevelopment of certain railway
stations of metro cities and important junctions as world-class stations being a
priority, even the private sector investments are mostly utilised to develop
state-of-the-art amenities to provide a world-class experience to passengers in
these select stations. With an increase in the movement of migrants from small
towns and the increasing role of transportation in the development of the
economy, it is essential that the railway stations act as extensions for

development across the country. Smaller stations are already very congested
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due to haphazard suburban growth around them. They often suffer from heavy
traffic and cannot take any more new trains. Hence, in order to curb such
pertinent issues at smaller railway stations, it is essential that they are
upgraded with adequate investment and infrastructure development.

Sixthly, | will talk about funds for modernization of railway stations.
Modernization is not only about technological upgradation, rather it is about
convenience to the passengers. The Government must deliberate on creating
a dedicated Station Modernization Fund from which State-wise allocation and
distribution can happen in terms of stations with heavy footfalls like the Vizag
Station and pilgrim tourist destinations like Tirupathi Station.

This must be a reserve Fund with the provision of carrying forward the
balance year to year. It could also be utilized for maintenance and repair work
at the stations.

All the issues are being discussed to highlight the importance and an
urgent need to modernize the railway stations across the country, | would like
to end my speech by saying that the transportation of the future is not only
about providing boarding and deboarding services; rather modern facilities
such as automatic kiosks, functioning escalators and beautified station
buildings are going to be an integral part of station services along with them,
proving to be a mark of progress in the country. Hence, | request the House to
pass the Resolution unanimously.

Now, | come to my last point. | hail from Andhra Pradesh and it relates to

Secondly, there is no Railway Recruitment Board in the upcoming South
Coast Railway Zone in the State of Andhra Pradesh due to which the job-
seekers are forced to travel to the State of Telangana to appear in the railway
recruitment exams.

Sir, this House urges upon the Government to take immediate action for
the beautification and modernization of the remaining stations targeted to be
developed under the Adarsh Station Scheme; to ensure modernization and
upgradation of all the railway stations in the country; and to expedite the
operationalization of the South Coast Railway Zone and creation of a Railway
Recruitment Board for the Zone.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Madam, thank for you giving
me an opportunity for participating in the discussion on the Private Members’
Resolution on the subject ‘Adarsh Station Scheme’. This Scheme was
declared by the Railways in the year 2009-10 and it is still continuing. More
than 1253 stations were included in this Scheme. | am happy to note that eight
stations in my Parliamentary constituency were declared as Adarsh Stations at
the time when the constituency was represented by my predecessor, Shri Jose
K. Mani, who is our Party Chairman.

Madam, | also thankful to the Railway Minister for completing most of the
works connected with Adarsh Stations. In Kottayam railway station itself, entire
station’s outlook has become a modern outlook and people are very happy
about condition of stations now. But still there are certain aspects which are to
be completed in that station. It is the Sabrimala season, and last month only,
hon. Minister of State for External Affairs opened the pilgrimage centre which
was designed for the Sabrimala pilgrims who are coming via Kottayam railway
station. That pilgrim centre is a very beautiful building which has a three-
storeyed building with facilities for more than 900 pilgrims to stay for
‘verivagga’ that is what we call for the pilgrims. They have got the best facilities
for this pilgrimage.

There is another multi-storeyed parking lot for the two wheelers that also

has been completed under this Scheme. The station building has been re-

modelled in the Kerala architectural model and it looks very nice now. But |
have to point out a fact that people of Kottayam were demanding for a second
entry for more than 15 or 20 years. We want construction of the second entry
from the good shed site, and | myself have contributed from the MPLADS fund
for fixing a ticket vending machine over there. But the Railways could not
complete the civil structure which has been proposed to be constructed as a
three storeyed building. | would request the hon. Minister to look into this
matter and direct the concerned officers to complete that second entry building
also at the earliest.

This programme is very good. Ettumanoor is in my Parliamentary
constituency. There was an old building which was situated on the other side
of the road. Now, a new building has been constructed and the facilities have
been improved and the station looks very nice now. In Chingavanam also, that
station is totally re-modelled and that looks very good now. Kuruppanthara,
Mulanthuruthy, Pirawan Road, Vaikam road is also having a better look now.
But | have one request. Even at Ettumanoor, in the list of facilities being made
available as per Adarsh station scheme, for example, In Ettumanoor, a new
platform was built even though a canopy is made, but it is only covering

partially the platform.

The entire platform should be covered by canopy so that the passengers
waiting over there need not suffer because of rain as well as sun. This work

should be done at the earliest. Kumaranalloor is a small station where you
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have constructed a new platform, but the old platform that was the second
platform is not raised properly due to which the passengers are suffering over
there.

This scheme is very good, and | would request the Minister to look into
these matters and give direction to the concerned officers to complete the
renovation of the Kottayam Railway Station at the earliest so that it will have an
international outlook with all facilities including escalators, lifts, etc. Two lifts
are being constructed there for the past many months now, but the work has
not been completed yet.

There are seven platforms in the Kottayam Railway Station after
completion of the doubling work. Earlier, there were only three platforms. |
have proposed that there should be a Foot Over Bridge connecting the
platforms. A new Foot Over Bridge has to be constructed, which has actually
been agreed to by the Railway authorities. | would request the Minister to see

that these new facilities are provided at the earliest. Thank you very much.
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*SHRI JASBIR SINGH GILL (KHADOOR SAHIB): Thank you, Madam,
Chairperson. Railways is the backbone of our country. Over 2.5 crore people
commute by Railways. There are 8000 stations. Freight is being transported
through goods trains in large numbers. Whether it was industrial revolution on
green revolution, the foodgrains from Punjab are transported to every nook
and corner of India via Railways. Railway contributes to the growth of the
country and its share is 1% of GDP. So, it is essential to take care of
Railways.

Madam, after Army, Railways is the other Department that has ample
land with it. So, | urge upon the Hon. Minister to utilize this land judiciously.
This land should be exploited commercially. All encroachments on railway
land should be removed and commercially viable schemes should be made. It
will lead to profitability.

| am sorry to state that railways, that has lakhs of employees, is
represented very less by Punjab. | don’t know, why? | urge upon the Hon.
Minister to recruit the youths from Punjab too for railway jobs. In the last 15 to
20 years, Punjab has been neglected. Please look into this.

The Railways teams are considered very good in sports. Once, the
Railways hockey team used to be a force to reckon with in all tournaments.

But, recently, hockey has been ignored by railway officials. This is double

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service. Sports talent gets a boost. And railways gets a good name. So,
hockey should be further promoted in railways. Other sports should also get a
boost. The railways teams in all sports should be strengthened.

Madam, Hon. Minister is here. Amritsar is such a city where
international airport, international bus stand and international railway station
are there. Over 1.5 lakh people visit Amritsar daily to pay obeisance at Golden
Temple and they visit Jallianwalla Bagh too to pay their regards to martyrs.
They also visit Wagah border to watch ‘Retreat Ceremony’ by our jawans.
They also go to Harike Bird Sanctuary. However, there are many
shortcomings as far as railway station at Amritsar is concerned. Earlier too, |
had requested the Hon. Minister and some work was initiated. | thank the Hon.
Minister for it. A G-22 function will also be held at Amritsar. So, the facilities
at Amritsar Railway Station should be up to the mark. It needs to be upgraded
and modernized further. Ma’am, Radhaswami, Beas is a large Organization.
Lakhs of devotees visit Beas. Tarn Taran Sahib is another important place for
devotees. Sultanpur Lodhi is a place where Guru Nanak Dev ji spent time.
These are holy sites. So, these stations should be developed into pilgrimage
centres.

People love railways. But, when we attend a railway meeting, they give
us just a memento. If souvenir shops are opened at these railway stations, it
will add to the revenue of railways. These souvenirs can be sold. So, please
look into this matter. At cities like Amritsar, where 1.5 lakh visitors come daily,

please build 100 room rest houses. Tarn Taran is a district headquarter. A
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border district where I1S| and Pakistani agents are very active. Over there, it is
main line where trains commute to and fro Delhi, Mumbai and Jaipur. The
manned gates are closed there for long periods. City is divided into two parts.
R.O.B. or underpass is the need of the hour. The problem will be solved.
Please help us.

We have had a vision of being Vishwaguru today. We are the 5" largest
economy now. So, our infrastructure in railways should be of a particular
standard. It should be up to the mark. So that visitors are proud of it.

We have Shatabdi and Rajdhani trains. But, cleanliness level needs to
be improved. Railway belongs to all of us. We should be proud of it.

Madam Chairperson, the Hon. Prime Minister has dreamed about Bullet
trains. Work is going on between Ahmedabad and Mumbai. It has not yet
come in North India. Vande Bharat trains are being launched. This is a good
step. Its speed is 160 kms/hr. But, in North India, 90% trains run at the speed
of 110 kms/hr. on existing tracks. 10% trains run at a speed of 130 km/hr. We
must upgrade the tracks in North India so that high-speed trains can also run
here. The Patti-Ferozepur 40 kms. stretch is there. The Katra-Mumbai train
that plys on this route will be able to save 2 to 2.5 hours if tracks are upgraded.
People will gain out of it.

In the end, | hope that Hon. Minister Sir will look into the just demands of
Amritsar, Beas and Tarn-Taran and these stations will be further developed.
