(a) the details of domestic LPG connections released under Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana
(PMUY) 1.0 and 2.0 in Telangana, district-wise;

(b) the details of refills used under PMUY in Telangana since implementation of the scheme in
2017-18;

(c) the reasons for refills under the above scheme came down from 35.44 crores in 2020-21 to
31.47 crores; and

(d) whether LPG connections issued in 2021-22 are less in numbers as compared to 2020-21
under PMUY and if so, the reasons therefor?

(@) District-wise details of LPG connections released under Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana
(PMUY) 1.0 and 2.0 in the State of Telangana as on 01.11.2022 are at Annexure.

(b) Since inception of the PMUY, 148.91 lakh refills (in terms of 14.2 Kg refill) have been
taken by PMUY beneficiaries as on 01.11.2022 in the State of Telangana .

(c) During Financial Year 2020-21, the Government had provided upto 3 (three) free of cost
LPG refillsto PMUY beneficiaries under Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Package (PMGKP).
Under this Scheme, 14.17 crore free refills were provided to the PMUY beneficiaries, resulting
in increase in consumption of LPG by PMUY beneficiaries during year 2020-21.

(d)  Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) have released 1.58 crore PMUY
connections in 2021-22. Release of new connections under PMUY scheme was not in operation
in 2020-21 during that year.
