Will the Minister of SKILL DEVELOPMENT AND ENTREPRENEURSHIP be 

pleased to state:- 
 
(a)  whether the Government has any proposal to implement the skilling schemes 
including Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY), Pradhan Mantri Kaushal 
Kendra (PMKK) phase-wise in the States particularly in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh 
including in Medak, Mahabubnagar, Nalgonda, Bhongir and other Parliamentary 
constituencies–districts since 2015 onwards to till date; 
 
(b) if so, the details thereof and action taken thereon along with projects 
identified/implemented along with funds sanctioned/spent against each project in 
Telangana till now; 
 
(c)  the reviews made for these projects and action taken thereon and if not, the 
reasons therefor; 
 
(d)  whether the Government has sanctioned any grants/funds for any district of 
Telangana under the Skill Development Programme from the year 2015, if so, the details 
thereof and if not, the reasons therefor; and  
 
(e)  the number of youth provided training in Telangana under the Skill Development 
Programme from the year 2015 to 2022, district-wise?

(SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASEKHAR) 
 
(a)  Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE) is implementing 
various skilling schemes for the skill development of youth across the country including the 
State of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh such as Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana 
(PMKVY) through training centres including PMKKs (since 2015), Jan Shikshan Sansthans 
(JSS) (since 2018), National Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme (NAPS) (since 2016) and 
Craftsmen Training Scheme (CTS) through Industrial Training Institute (ITIs). 
 

The district-wise number of candidates trained in PMKVY, JSS, NAPS and CTS in 
the State of Telangana covering Medak, Mahabubnagar, Nalgonda, Bhongir (Yadadri 
Bhuvanagiri district) is given at Annexure I. The district-wise details for State of Andhra 
Pradesh are given at Annexure II. 



(b)  The number of candidates trained and funds sanctioned/spent under PMKVY, JSS, 
NAPS and CTS in the State of Telangana is given below:

(c)  The review of the skilling schemes/programmes is an on-going process. Ministry 
periodically reviews the effectiveness of implementation of the schemes/programmes 
through established mechanisms such as Steering / Executive committees under PMKVY, 
Directorate of Jan Shikshan Sansthan for JSS, Central Apprenticeship Council (CAC) for 
NAPS and Directorate General of Training for CTS. The consequent course correction is 
adopted continuously for the effective implementation of the schemes. 
 
(d)  There is no provision of district-wise allocation of funds for imparting training under 
PMKVY, JSS, NAPS and CTS. 
 
(e)  The district-wise number of candidates trained in the State of Telangana under 
PMKVY, JSS, NAPS and CTS is given at Annexure I.
