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ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
(Q. 101)

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: Sir, the country has a problem where there is
unemployment and huge amount of income disparity. We talk about below
poverty line families where the total income of a family is only around Rs. 30,000
annually. When we are talking about this, we are selling gas cylinders for Rs.
1,000 and even if you consider Rs. 200 subsidy which is being given, it is around
Rs. 9,600 for a family which is earning Rs. 30,000. We talk about the below
poverty line families.

The Government is claiming that they are giving gas for so many crores of
people. In income tax, you have slabs where you say that up to rupees seven
lakh, we are not going to charge any income tax.

HON. SPEAKER: Hon. Member, you ask the question.
DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: Sir, | am coming to the question.

| am asking the hon. Minister whether he can consider giving subsidy for
LPG at a much better rate for these BPL families where it can be given at
probably Rs. 200 per cylinder for BPL families and maybe at a higher rate for
higher income groups.

Thank you.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | want to, with your
permission, draw the attention of the hon. Member to the fact that it was precisely
because the capacity to pay of the families, which are termed as BPL families,

that the Ujjawala Scheme was introduced. When Ujjawala Scheme was
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introduced, initially, it had eight crore connections and these eight crore
connections were provided a good seven or eight months before the time. We re-
issued another 1.60 crore cylinders under the Ujjawala Scheme where the lady
member of the household was presented free of cost a cooking top and a
cylinder. Now during the course of the pandemic when economic activity had
come to a grinding halt at one stage and then it was slow, and the families who
are in the below poverty line categorisation were the most severely affected, the
Government gave three cylinders free of cost to those BPL families.

Sir, in so far as prices are concerned, | would like to submit, through you, to
the House that we import 60 per cent or thereabout, perhaps even more
sometimes, of our requirements. The import price is linked to what is called the
Saudi Contract Price.

The interesting thing is that the Saudi Contract Price during the last two
years or so — if we have to use this as a reference period — has gone up from
about $250 per metric ton to something like $900 per metric ton. Today also, |
think it is more than $75 per metric ton. Now, if your import bill is determined by
the international price, then it is very interesting to analyse what the Government
did. As the Government is sensitive to the requirements of the consuming
population, particularly as the hon. Member says to the most vulnerable, we did
not allow the cost of domestic LPG to increase. While Saudi Contract Price went
up by 333 per cent, yet the price increased was very small for the domestic LPG.
In May 2022, precisely as the hon. Member states, we introduced

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, | want to conclude this. At the end of the day,
at a time when the hon. Prime Minister was providing three free meals, dry rations
to a very large segment of our population, even at that stage, we did not allow the
price of domestic LPG to go up. Now, at the end of the day there is a subsidy of
Rs. 200. What is this subsidy? It is tax payer's money. As the hon. Member says,
the ones who are most vulnerable, we are always ready to help if it is left to this

House and the hon. Prime Minister. It would be ideal if the international or the
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Saudi Contract Price could further come down from $750. It would enable
domestic LPG to be sold at even more economical rates.

So, | wish to submit this in response to what the hon. MP has said. | always
stand ready to be able to provide further details for this.

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: Sir, | was only trying to reiterate that 33 per
cent of a family’s income goes towards gas, which is probably not acceptable.
How can it be alleviated?

My next question is this. What is the status of your investment in
Mozambique where there is a huge project going on which is taken up by ‘Total'.
There are some unrests over there. If that project happens, probably gas can be
made a lot cheaper in India. So, | would like to know what is the status of the
project which is happening in Mozambique.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, | want to thank the hon. Member. It is my
understanding that at least | have set out the context and the international
situation.

As part of many initiatives which have been taken during the last seven-
eight years — import of gas, acquisition of assets outside, and increasing domestic
production of gas, | would like to inform the hon. Member, through you, Sir, that
last year our domestic production went up by 18 per cent. This year also, it is
going to increase by more than 15 per cent. But for an economy which is thriving,
where the rate of growth is 6.5-7 per cent, where our growth rate is three times
the global average, we have a situation arising. More demand for energy is

arising on a daily basis.
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Insofar as the investment in Mozambique is concerned, the hon. Member
has referred to unrest. There is an issue there. We are in partnership with an
international group of companies. He mentioned one of them. There are local
conditions arising out there. | would perhaps call unrest is too mild a term but
there are issues of dealing with a form of insurgency there. We are in touch with
these people. The project is under what is called force majeure.

As regards the $6 billion investment by Indian companies, we are very
confident that due to the negotiations we are having both with the Government
parties and the others, and people taking on responsibility, we will find a way to
navigate through this problem so that we get gas not only from Mozambique but
from several other sources where we are getting gas from. At the end of the day,
the international price is determined by a variety of factors. One of the analyses |
read was in a few years’ time, all this will be a thing of the past because there
would be so much gas available. But we have to navigate the next two or three
years through the kind of global situation as it exists today and as it is evolving.
SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE: Sir, | appreciate the hon. Minister
saying that for Aatmanirbhar Bharat, in nine years, he has managed to increase.
But you are still at 60 per cent. So, from where did you start to bring it to this 20
per cent? As you said, you increased it by 16 per cent and 16 per cent. | need a
clarification on this.

In the international process what was mentioned, we have had a slight
conflict with our various relationships because of the amount of oil and gas that

we are getting from Russia. So, that was the big benefit, and that is what came in
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the media. Why that benefit of the oil cost was not given to the consumers? You
had made that agreement with Russia which has come in the newspapers, and
we have strained our other relations worldwide including with America. | want to
know how does this balance work and why is the common man not getting the
cylinder cheaper if you think you have done such a good intervention?
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Speaker Sir, | think | should start by saying
that precisely because the Government wants to insulate our domestic consumer
from the volatility which results on account of the international prices, we took a
number of steps. First of all, if you look at the scale, in 2014, we had 14 crore gas
connections. That has risen to 31 crore or more than that. Today, apart from the
31 crore connections, several other things have happened. Our gas pipeline
which was at something like 14000 kilometres in 2014, we are taking it to 33,500
kilometres. That is the target, and we are already at 23,500 kilometres. Our
domestic production, as | mentioned, has gone up 18 per cent last year and 18
per cent this year. But after that increase in production, we still have to import
about 60 per cent. Now, the issue here is that oil marketing companies have not
increased the price. They took huge losses on account of the fact that they were
not able to pass through on to the consumers the international price at which they
were imported.

| know what the question is! Sir, in so far as rural households spending is

concerned, | can again reiterate that the Government has taken a number of
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steps and very effective steps to insulate the consumers by not raising the prices
of petrol and diesel. They have not gone up since 6" April last year. Throughout
the world, the increases are astronomical. In India, petrol and diesel prices in the
OMC pumps have not gone up since 6" April, 2022. | think this point needs to be
appreciated. Equally, for gas, we have not allowed the increase in the Saudi
contract price to be reflected in the domestic price.

It is so easy to get excited and talk about things. The ground situation is
that India stands out as a shining example where the consumer has not had to
face increase in the global volatility and price increases. ... (Interruptions) As |
said earlier, from 6" April, 2022 petrol and diesel prices have not gone up in India
whereas they have shot up elsewhere. You only need to look at what is
happening in our neighbouring countries. While in one country after 8 o'clock you
cannot switch on the electricity because there is no energy.

Equally for gas, if the international price comes down, we are still willing to
look at the issues if we need to. Equally, let me say that those who are the
beneficiaries of UJJWALA, their consumption has gone up. | occasionally hear
statements saying people do not take benefit. The average under UJJWALA is
3.68 cylinder. So, it has gone up very fast, and even those who earlier were not
taking refills are now taking more and more refills.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Mr. Speaker, looking at the Minister’s response | must
say | am concerned about the very uneven pace of implementation of the Smart
Cities Mission given that there are only about four months left for the ultimate
deadline of June, 2023 for the 100 cities. You take one example or one pair of
cities that were both selected in September of 2016. You take Varanasi on the
one hand and you take Atal Nagar in Chhattisgarh. In Varanasi, pretty much
every programme has been done — 98 out of 104 according to your website. In
Atal Nagar, only 3.8 per cent of the projects, that is two out of 53, are complete.
So, my first question to the hon. Minister is, how do you explain these
discrepancies and the unevenness in the implementation of the Smart City
projects? Secondly, how do you account for the delays? If there are some cities
where there are major delays, there must be some common factors that your
Ministry has studied to understand why these projects are not getting completed.
Finally, Sir, how does Thiruvananthapuram fare in this league table of uneven

implementation?

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Thank you, Speaker, Sir. The Minister is a very
dynamic Minister and he has all the data on his fingertips. | just want to ask you
regarding pilot projects; there are two parts.

The first part is this. How do you ensure that when you lay these fibres,
you do not expand the roads again so that these fibres do not get affected? The
fibres which you are laying along with the National Highways, will these be used
exclusively for the National Highways programme or it will also be leased out to
other private operators like ISPs and other service providers?

The second part is this. Since Bengaluru has been mentioned, we have
been making a serious request to you. Recently | had the opportunity to travel to
Ranipet from Chennai. There, the roads are pathetic. All the land has been
given by the State Government. But your contractors have gone to the court. For
the last four years, the Chennai-Bengaluru Highway is in a mess. To cross 100
kilometres, it takes nearly four-and-a-half hours. It is in a very pathetic state. |
know, you will come and tell me that all the contractors have gone to court. What
is this process? How do you overcome it? Why should a common man or why
should the people of Tamil Nadu suffer because your people are not able to
ensure that these contractors fall in line? Please ensure that these projects are
completed on time. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, | had just got an opportunity to visit the
Chennai-Bengaluru Express Highway site. The problem does not lie with my

department. | need your cooperation in this regard. Aggregate is not available.
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We get permission for three months, and after three months it is a very difficult
task to again get permission. We do not get permission for mining, which is also
a big problem in making roads. Land acquisition is a problem. We do not get
environmental clearance or forest clearance. Still, progress on the Bengaluru
side of the Express Highway is very good. As far as Tamil Nadu is concerned,
we do not have land as also the required clearances. In such a case how will the
contractor work? This is a big problem. | am really thankful to you because | do
want to work for Tamil Nadu, and | need your cooperation in this regard.

In the State of Tamil Nadu, we have a number of projects and | have
explained it also to the hon. Member. | have given representation also to the hon.
Chief minister a number of times. Without land, without environmental clearance
it is not possible for us to construct the road. | am with the hon. Member. We
want to complete the Chennai-Bengaluru Express Highway. My target is to
complete this project by the end of December this year. This will facilitate the
commuters to travel from Chennai to Bengaluru in two hours.

| had recently travelled from Bengaluru to Mysore. The work is completed
on this track. We are talking with the PMO and taking date for the Prime Minister
to come over there next month. It will take only one hour to travel from Bengaluru
to Mysore. | understand the importance of this road. We will hundred per cent try
our level best, but if your cooperation is there it will be a great thing for me to
complete this project.

With regard to Delhi-Mumbai Express Highway, | would like to say that it is

a greenfield project. We are working on it and our mandate is only to construct
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the road. The Petroleum Ministry requires land for laying gas pipeline. They
have undertaken a number of big projects. With regard to laying optical fibre, the
other department is doing a lot of work. We are doing two pilot projects on an
experimental basis; one is Delhi-Mumbai Expressway, the greenfield expressway,
and the other is Hyderabad-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor, the brownfield
expressway. NHLML, an organisation of the NHAI, has already appointed
Andhra Pradesh Urban Infrastructure Asset Management Limited for this work.

The cost of the project is very high. It comes to Rs. 6 to Rs. 7. per
kilometre. We are planning to make a duct in which we can lay petroleum
pipeline, IT fibre line, and there will also be PVC or LDPE or HDPE pipe for the
optical fibre cable. We can use electric cable also. This will be easy for us
because we do not need to acquire any land for that because already land
acquisition is there. So, we can save money on that.

Under the Prime Minister's Gati Shakti Project, we are required to create
cooperation, coordination, and communication between the stakeholders. We are
taking up this project on the basis of that. | am thankful to the hon. Member to
have asked me this question. We are now framing a policy keeping in mind the
possibility of working on BOT model. We are exploring whether it will be hundred
per cent possible to make private people invest money on duct, and give services
to the concerned department. Today, when | was taking the briefing, we have
taken a decision to formulate the policy on PPP mode. If it is not economically
viable on PPP mode, we can make it in Hybrid Annuity Model. We will finance

some subsidy for that. But this is the need of the hour.

As far as achieving target with regard to enhancing popularity of Internet
and other thing is concerned, it is very important for our Government. Our target
is to lay optical fibre cable up to 50 lakh kilometres. We need to connect villages
also. It assumes great importance when we talk of 5G. We are working on that.
Basically, my mandate is only to construct road. For other things, IT Ministry and
other ministries are there. Land is available for Delhi-Mumbai Express Highway.

The one-lane is only 3.5 metres. At first stage, we are only making 8-lane.
We can go up to 16-lane. Still, we can provide land for the bullet train projects.
Even, tomorrow, if they want to start the work with regard to bullet train project
from Delhi to Mumbai, land is available. We are also thinking on the lines of
hyperloop technology or something like that.

The hon. Prime Minister is going to inaugurate the Delhi-Jaipur Highway on
12", For the first time, we are planning to make it e-highway. From Delhi to
Jaipur, electric cables will be set up keeping in mind the futuristic technologies.
The idea behind the same is that our trucks and buses, travelling from Delhi to
Jaipur, will be able to take advantage of electric cables just like trains. We are
now working in this direction. That is also a first pilot project. | do not know
whether it will be a success or not. But it is a first trial.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, | am very much thankful to the hon. Member for asking
me this question. Again, it is my humble request to all the hon. Members from
Tamil Nadu to cooperate with us with regard to the NHAI works in their respective

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Hon. Speaker, Sir, Part (b) of the
question is, whether the Government has taken note that the huge virtual water
trade of India is a great concern for water security, and if so, the details thereof.
After going through the reply to the said question, | found that this has not been
spelt out in an elaborate manner. Part (b) and Part (c) have been marked
together, but the core issue of virtual water trade has been conspicuously absent
in your explanation in Part (b) and Part (c).

We know that in the year 1993, the idea of virtual water trade was
conceived by Tony Allan. The name itself implies import and export of hidden
water present in various products. We do not have any idea as to what is this
virtual water trade. People are not aware of it. Even personally, | am not aware of
it.

Do you have any policy with respect to virtual water trade in India? Have
you ever estimated what are the challenges and what are the benefits of it? In the
prevailing situation, | think, this could be considered. But the answer to the
question -- which was raised -- is seriously deficient.

Therefore, | thought it prudent to draw your attention to it.

(a): The replacement of conventional street lights with energy
efficient Light Emitting Diodes (LEDs) for promoting energy
conservation is one of the major reforms under Atal Mission for
Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation (AMRUT). So far in AMRUT
cities, 98 lakh out of 101 lakh identified conventional street lights
have been replaced with energy efficient LEDs leading to energy
savings of 497 crore units per annum and reduction in CO, emission
by 287 crore tonnes per annum. In non-AMRUT cities & Gram
Panchayats too, 65.96 lakh conventional street lights have been
replaced with energy efficient LEDs by EESL leading to enerﬁy
savings of 443 crore units per annum and reduction in CO, emission
by 306 crore tonnes per annum.

(b) and (c): There is no substantial delay in this regard. 98% of the
target set under the Mission has been achieved so far.

(d): No financial allocation is made for replacement of street lights
with LEDs because the programme is run without any budgetary
allocation from Government of India as it is based on a sustainable
business model where the cost of LEDs is repaid by Urban Local
Bodies (ULBs) from savings in energy and maintenance expenditure
over a period of time through savings in electricity bill.

Under AMRUT, funds are allocated for the entire mission period not
year wise. 50,000 crore was allocated for the entire mission period
including ¥35,990 crore for AMRUT Projects. The detalls of funds
released and utilised in last 3 financial years and current financial
year are as below:

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(v) Regarding establishment of an AIIMS in Raichur

SHRI RAJA AMARESHWARA NAIK (RAICHUR): The Government announced
an AIIMS in Karnataka. The Raichur and Yadgiri districts are considered most
backward districts and got Special Status under Article 371 J. They are
Aspirational Districts declared by NITI Aayog as 70% population is SC/ST and
backward classes and literacy rate is 59%.

Raichur Constituency is having most of the population with SC/ ST and
OBC group who are financially backward. Even they were unable to give good
education, health facilities to their children. Starting of AIIMS in this area will
improve educational and health facilities of the public in this area and it will also
create employment opportunities to the most unemployed youth of the area.

The Dr. D.M. Nanjundappa Committee on Regional Imbalance in
Karnataka recommended establishment of IIT at Raichur but IIT went to Dharwad
in place of Raichur. Kalyana Karnataka region is lacking in heath facilities and
people are dependent on Bengaluru/Pune/Hyderabad for Medical treatment.

Raichur has the highest number of cases of infectious diseases and 56-
73% of pregnant women/children are suffering from malnutrition. People are
forced to spend more than 76% of their income on medical treatment. Therefore, |
demand to set up an AIIMS in Raichur to enhance medical infrastructure in the

region.

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(xi) Regarding release of funds for strengthening research infrastructure in
Pali medical college

SHRI P. P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): | would like to raise the issue of allocation of

funds to the Multi-disciplinary Research Unit (MDRU) in Pali Medical College.

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare had established the
Multidisciplinary Research Units in the Government Medical Colleges to facilitate
and develop evidence-based diagnostic procedures to improve health research in
the country.

The proposal for starting an MDRU at Pali Medical College has already
been submitted to the Government of India. However, till date, neither
observations from the Technical Committees have been received nor the funds
have been allocated. The pandemic has shown us that investment in health
research is the need of the hour. Therefore, | would kindly request the
Government to expedite the matter for sanctioning and release of funds for Pali
Medical College in order to strengthen the research infrastructure and initiate

quality research in the country.

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(xv) Regarding exclusion of Angel Valley of Erumely Panchayat from the
forest land and Periyar Tiger Reserve (PTR)
SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): | request the Government to take
urgent steps to exclude Angel Valley of Erumely Grama Panchayat, Kottayam
District from the Periyar Tiger Reserve. According to the recent notification issued
as per the direction of the Hon’ble Supreme Court, the area comes under forest
land and is included in Periyar Tiger Reserve (PTR). Before Independence, the
Government of Thirukochi gave approval for using the land for cultivation under
the ‘Grow More Food’ Scheme to overcome the food shortage in 1945. Therefore,
people started cultivation and settlement in these places well before the
declaration of the Wildlife Protection Act in 1972. As per Government Order
GO(P)289/69/Agri. dated 07/06/1968, Angel Valley (Pampa Valley) was
exempted from forest land, and after that, the PTR came into existence in 1978.
The UDF Government in Kerala, granted Pattayam for nearly 502 hectars of land
to 1200 households. Most of the people are farmers, living for more than 70
years are facing evacuation. | request the Government to take immediate steps
to exclude Angel Valley of Erumely Panchayat from the forest land and the PTR

at the earliest.
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(xvi) Regarding development of tourism sector in Kishanganj district

DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): Kishanganj, Parliamentary
Constituency in the north-eastern region of Bihar, contains the special ambience
of some of the remarkable spots of ancient importance.

Badijaan Durga temple and Venugarh Fort have an aura to attract people
from far off places. Spots enriched with scenic biological diversity have Siberian
migratory bird and environment friendly strata including Kachuudah lake,
Maramandhi lake, Kataramani lake, Odra ghat, Chichodajhar forest and riverfront
of Ramzan river under Kishanganj town. There is scope to develop areas under
Ramayan/Mahabharat circuit as part of religious tourism.

Despite having the privilege of elegance, beauty and aesthetics, they lack
in attracting tourists due to the deprivation faced by the constituency in the
development of tourism sector since Independence.

Initiative by Central Government is required to develop the tourism sector

of Kishanganj district to help the region grow in all dimensions.
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(xvii) Regarding development of an Airport in Kanyakumari

SHRI VIJAYKUMAR ALIAS VIJAY VASANTH (KANYAKUMARI): Kanyakumari
district is famous for the confluence of three seas viz. Arabian Sea, Indian Ocean
and Bay of Bengal. It is visited by large number of people from within the country
and abroad throughout the year for its historical and tourism importance.

As regards Kanyakumari Airport, | understand that a team of AAI experts
had visited Samithope and two other locations and found that they are unsuitable
due to various reasons.

Another suitable site in the Samithope Village free from obstruction and
limitation has been identified for development of the airport. Before pursuing the
matter, the feasibility study of the site was conducted by private expert agencies
and they found it suitable. Hence, | would request to kindly depute an expert
team of AAl to move forward the proposal. | am glad to render any kind of
assistance to the expert team on their visit to the site. If this project succeeds, it
will attract more domestic and foreign tourists through improved connectivity and

promote more employment opportunities.
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(xviii) Need to review the decision to adopt GATE scores as benchmark for

recruitment to Graduate Executive Trainees in PSUs
SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): The Public Sector Undertaking (PSU)
companies like ONGC, 10C, NLCIL and many more consider GATE scores for
recruitment of Graduate Engineer Trainee posts. Candidates who want to appear
in the PSU interview have to qualify the GATE 2023 cutoff for PSU. This will be a
big burden on students from rural areas who studied under various State Boards.
Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu had requested the Union Government to
refrain from the decision to adopt GATE scores for the recruitment of Graduate
Executive Trainees (GET) in PSUs including NLCIL.

This is a deviation from past practice and earlier priority was being
accorded while recruiting for various positions, including GET, to the eligible
candidates from amongst those families who provided lands for the PSUs.

At present, the PSUs have considerable requirement of land for its
operations. While acquiring land, there arises a very justifiable demand amongst
the local people that job opportunities be provided to those families whose lands
were acquired by PSUs.

We consider that the local communities, especially those who have given
up their land and house sites for the development of PSUs, should be accorded
priority in the process of recruitment to various positions in PSUs including GET.
Further, the present sudden shift in the recruitment process to consider GATE
marks for appointment would deprive the candidates from poor and rural

backgrounds who are not in a position to attend GATE exam.

Therefore, | urge the union Government to refrain from the decision to
adopt GATE scores for recruitment to GET in PSUs including NLCIL, NPCIL,
ONGC, 10C, BHEL and to accord priority to those candidates whose families

have given their lands for the development of PSUs.
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(xix) Regarding focus on Palm oil under National Oil Mission

SHRI SRIDHAR KOTAGIRI (ELURU): The Government of India in a bid to
reduce inflation dropped import duties from 49% to zero per cent causing a price
crash of Fresh fruit bunches from Rs. 23000 per tonne to Rs. 13000 in just 2
months. We import 14 Million MT of edible oil. There is a strong case for National
Oil Mission to focus entirely on palm oil growth in India. ‘Atmanirbar Bharat’ can
only be achieved with oil palm for edible oil. | also would like to remind our
Government’s promise to double farmers income.

Rs. 1 lakh per tonne of edible oil is the minimum required to sustain cost of
production locally. | request the Government to adjust import duties to maintain a
consistent price of at least Rs. 1 lakh per tonne for edible oil to protect oil palm
production domestically.

| beg the Government that while making policy changes, either cover the
loss to the farmers or maintain import duties high enough to help farmers recover
cost of cultivation. A thriving oil palm cultivation can reduce import of edible oil in

less than a decade with a reasonable support from policy makers.
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(xx) Regarding slums built on the Railway land in Mumbai

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH-WEST): There are large number
of slums built on the Western Railway lands in Mumbai. The persons residing in
the said slums due to their poor financial condition are unable to provide housing
for their families. The Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana provides for housing for all
citizens of this Country. Recently, the Hon’ble Supreme Court on 25th February,
2022 whilst hearing a petition regarding demolition of slums on the Railway Lands
directed the Railways to decide the eligibility of the Slum dwellers in accordance
with Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojna in order to provide them Permanent Alternate
Accommodation alongwith ex Gratia amount. | therefore urge upon the
Government to provide the eligible slum dwellers residing in Mumbai on Railway

Lands, Permanent Alternate Accommodation alongwith ex Gratia amount.

DR. M. P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI (MALAPPURAM): | draw the attention of
the Government towards the situation of Nilambur — Shornur Railway line.

SHRI MARGANI BHARAT: Sir, at the outset, | am very grateful to place my
views on the Union Budget, 2022-23.

Despite the precarious situation globally, aftermath of pandemic, the warn
between Ukraine and Russia, and the global economic turmoil, the hon. Finance
Minister managed to bring down the fiscal deficit from 10 per cent to 5.9 per cent.
The growth rate is hovering around six per cent to seven per cent.

But how far can the vision and the dream of the hon. Prime Minister of
making India a 5-trillon dollar economy be achieved?

SHRI MARGANI BHARAT: Sir. we do understand that the hon. Finance Minister
made her Budget very balancing. The capital expenditure of Rs 10 lakh crore is
coming to around 3.3 per cent of the GDP. There is a feel good factor among
the middle class through direct taxes. But at the same time, if the Government of

India had slashed the LPG cylinder prices, they would have managed to gain a lot
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of attraction from the women voters. So, perhaps, they missed that electoral
gamble, | guess.

Sir, primarily, | have got my own reservations when it comes to my State of
Andhra Pradesh where my State was unscientifically bifurcated, and the injustice
is made to my State. Many times, | have represented in this House itself and |
would reiterate to this Government. It is deeply bothering. This is the ninth
consecutive year of the Budget of this Government, but there are no prominent
allocations made for my State. It is really heart-wrenching for the State of Andhra
Pradesh.

As | said, the State of Andhra Pradesh was bifurcated by the same old
Congress party without any rhyme or reason. Just only for the political foul play or
the political benefits, they had split Andhra Pradesh. This division is just like a
birthday cake.

There is no scientific evidence. When the State is getting bifurcated, they
should have to see the repercussions. But, as | said many times, the Hyderabad
Capital City is given to the State of Telangana. It has never happened in the
history of independent India when a State got bifurcated and the Capital city
would be restored with the residual State. But, here, it is completely turned
around. The people of Andhra Pradesh have invested their sweat and blood for
about 70 years here. In turn, what have we achieved? The great Hyderabad city
went to the State of Telangana. Now, as | said, during the last nine years, there
is no prominent budget allocation for the State. As the Act was made on the

Floor of the House, the Government of India should have to honour and
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implement the Act. Now, the Ruling Party is leaving the people of Andhra
Pradesh in the lurch.

| want to reiterate one thing very loud and clear. Parliament should have
the ears to hear my voice. The entire country should have to understand it. The
then Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh, had promised on the floor of this
House that in compensation with respect to bifurcation, the State of Andhra
Pradesh will be given ‘the special category’ status. | would like to read out the
benefits that a ‘special category’ status State gets. The State will get preferential
treatment in Central assistance; concession on Excise Duty to attract industries;
additional budgetary support from the Government of India; in Centrally-
sponsored schemes, 90 per cent of the money will be shared by the Government
of India and 10 per cent can be availed through loans; and the tax concession to
attract industries. All the above assurances were approved by the Union Cabinet
in March, 2014.

Sir, Telangana is not a new State. The State of Andhra Pradesh is a new
State. We have been facing the burdens and other troubles for the last nine
years alongwith Telangana agitation for four years. So, we are, really, dying for
development. We have lost the time of 13 years for development.

Secondly, Sir, | would like to convey the sense of Article 4 to this House. It
says about the provisions of a bifurcated State. The supplemental, incidental,
and consequential measures have to be taken care of by the Government and the

Parliament. Where are all these provisions? | am asking this question.
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Sir, for the better understanding of the Ruling Party, | would like to quote

Sir, | would like to come to the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act of
2014. The less | speak on this, the more the Ruling Party will be in the comfort
zone. | am not here to enjoy the luxury; | am not here to enjoy the comfort; | am
here to sweat it out and protect the rights of our country, especially, the rights of
my Andhra Pradesh State. We are here to make legislation. Here, | request the
Government, through you, Sir, to honour the provisions of the Act and implement
them. Where should | go, Sir?

This is after all a number game. We are just 25 in number. That does not
mean our voice is low. Our voice is loud and clear. But the Government should
honour the Act which was passed in this very House.

| would like to mention a few other points which are included in the AP
Reorganisation Act. The new South Coastal Railway Zone has to be given to the
State of Andhra Pradesh, which is also included in the Act itself. Nine years have

passed but nothing has been done.
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Regarding the Polavaram project, the hon. Minister, Gajendra Singh Ji is
rightly present here in this House. | am requesting you, Sir. Almost nine years
have passed. The revised estimation is around Rs. 55,000 crore. But that was
estimated in the year 2019-20. Now this is 2023. But how much will the estimates
grow? This is all public money. We are not giving from our pockets. But the
escalation will grow on and on, and we are wasting the money of the public, |
guess, because the project has to be completed on time.

| am clearly stating that the last Government had given the contract of
Polavaram project. What have they done for the Polavaram project? Nine years
have passed. There were some technicality lapses due to which the diaphragm
wall breached. Up-till-now that particular problem has not been addressed. The
investigation is going on. Some technicality issue is coming into the picture but
nothing has been happening. The project has been stalled since one year. |
request the hon. Minister to kindly take cognizance of this particular issue.

Regarding the major port, | have been talking about the Dugarajapatnam
Port, which is included in the Act. It is clearly stating that in the year 2018, the first
phase of the port work has to be completed but nothing has started up-till-now.
Why is this step-motherly treatment to Andhra Pradesh? Due to some
technicalities, they have shifted to Ramayapatnam Port but still the work has to
be started.

Regarding the Kadapa Steel Plant, our hon. Chief Minister always comes to
the Prime Minister and the hon. Home Minister. We have been asking for

allocation of funds to the Kadapa Steel Plant also.
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Regarding the major rail projects, especially the Metro Rail Projects of
Visakhapatnam and Vijayawada, what happened to them? How can we compete
with Mumbai? How can we compete with Bengaluru, Hyderabad, and Chennai?
We are having the biggest cities like Visakhapatnam, Vijayawada, and of course,
my constituency, Rajahmundry also. So, through you, Sir, | request the hon.
Minister and the Government to sanction the Metro Rail Projects to Andhra
Pradesh.

Coming to the greenfield crude oil refinery and petrochemical complex, this
was also mandated to be established in Andhra Pradesh. As we all know, and,
perhaps, the country must be knowing about the KG basin, the KG basin is
located in the area of East and West Godavari and Krishna District. You are all
taking out the oil and diverting it to Gujarat or to other places. So, why can we not
have the petrochemical complexes in the State of Andhra Pradesh? Do you know
how much cost effectiveness will be happening to the country due to this? But the
Government of India is asking for the viability gap funding for erecting the
petrochemical complexes, which was not mandated in the Act. | would like to
reiterate this point in this House. Why are the petrochemical factories or
complexes not there at Dahej in Gujarat, and Paradip in Odisha? Did you ask for
this viability gap fund in those particular areas? Perhaps, | do not think you have
asked for the viability gap fund? Therefore, | request the hon. Finance Minister to
allocate funds for these petrochemical complexes.

Coming to the national picture as a whole, | appreciate the hon. Finance

Minister for delivering an expansive Budget amidst the global economic turmoil.
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It is good that she has opened the strings and pleased the taxpayers,
especially in view of the upcoming elections in nine States. However, financing
the fiscal deficit is challenging. Look at the receipts and the expenditure. Where
would the Government of India manage to get Rs. 17.5 lakh crore from? So, to
manage the fiscal deficit is very challenging. The House would be very happy if
the Finance Minister explains and elaborates the roadmap where these golden
eggs are going to come from, and how these golden eggs would hatch to become
the golden goose.

My suggestion to the Government is that primarily we need to understand
our strengths. "Buy local," says the Prime Minister, and he promotes
"AatmaNirbhar Bharat." But the question is how come public would participate in
it? The Government is talking about AatmaNirbhar Barat. But they should also
show the pathway to portray this nationalism. In this context, | would say that the
Government should open the local marts for grocery and other things throughout
the country. You may name it as Bharat Mart or whatever. But these local marts
should be opened across the length and breadth of the country, even in small
villages also. The products available in these local marts should be only ‘Made in
India’, and the local promotion should happen. Moreover, the Government should
also encourage the local manufacturers and producers with incentives and tax
benefits. | think this model will definitely be successful and fulfil the dream of the
hon. Prime Minister.

Now, | would like to speak about imports. We all know that crude oil is

India's biggest import item. To create an alternative to this, the Government of
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India has allocated Rs. 33,000 crore for green energy and Rs. 17,000 crore for
renewable energy in this Budget. In the State of Andhra Pradesh, we are
encouraging pump storage, which is the hybrid model and is trending now. The
hon. Chief Minister, Shri Jaganmohan Reddy ji has recently inaugurated the
pump storage capacity of 5000 megawatt. Perhaps, the Government should think
on these lines and extend this model across the country. If we are able to curtail
about 20 per cent of the crude oil imports by this year end, that will be a very
good move.

The second biggest item that we import is gold, which is also very lucrative.
| want to be very clear while | speak on this issue that the Government of India
should increase the export duty on gold. However, when the ‘number two’ gold
comes in India through international borders, the circulation of currency notes of
Rs. 2000, which are lying with big tycoons, increases. So, the Government should
allow this gold, and when the currency notes of Rs. 2000 come into circulation,
they should curtail and cease the routes of smuggling. This would be a win-win
situation as after demonetization we hardly see the circulation of currency notes
of Rs. 2000.

Sir, it is laudable that the Government of India has done outstanding work
in terms of road networking. | appreciate Shri Nitin Gadkari ji for this. He also
visited my constituency. For last nine years, the Government of India has been
doing a phenomenal job in terms of the road networking.

Sir, so far as industrial corridors are concerned, | would urge the

Government to be very aggressive in promoting industrial corridors in India from
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north to south and from east to west. Here, | would like to quote Swami
Vivekananda ji. He says, ‘Youth is the foundation of a country, and they are a
great asset to any nation as they are full of energy, enthusiasm and innovative
ideas.’

Sir, he called for channelising their energy in the right direction so that they
can drive the country on the path of progress. The youth in the country is a great
asset for India. Almost 50 per cent of the population is youth. Likewise, in this
House also, we are not less than 70 to 80 Members who are youth
parliamentarians. My request here is to create parliamentarians’ groups and send
them across the globe for study tours along with scientific researchers. We are
ready for the nation-building.

Sir, | would like to mention that Taiwan is very famous for manufacturing
semi-conductors. It produces almost 50 per cent of the global demand. Why not
India? | would like to quote that Singapore is famous for electronics, logistics,
transportation and even bio-medicine. Why not India? So is the case with
floriculture, agriculture and horticulture. Why can the Government not come up
with the latest technology? When it comes to floriculture, Amsterdam, Vietham
and Thailand are doing very well in terms of agriculture and horticulture. Japan is
famous for electronics. Why can all this not be promoted in India? We are not
short of competence in any field.

We can move the world, but at the same time, constructing the industrial
corridors, creating SEZs, creating MSMEs and creating small-scale industries will

create, generate and accelerate the flow of money. | would like to remind
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everybody that we need to identify what our strengths are. We have a vast
coastline. It runs into thousands of kilometres. The exports of marine products are
really high. Why can the Government not concentrate on this issue? Of course,
the Government has allocated Rs. 6,000 and odd crore in PM Matsya Sampada
Yojana, but still, it is not enough. Even Vietnam, Singapore and the nearby
country Bangladesh are doing very well in terms of aquaculture. We need to
promote it more. In my State of Andhra Pradesh, under my pragmatic leader, Y.S.
Jagan Mohan Reddyiji, we are constructing nine fishing harbours without any
support from the Government of India. So, | would request the hon. Minister to
consider this suggestion also.

Finally, | wanted to reiterate to this Government that if you look at the
sector-wise break up, 46 per cent of the population are engaged in agriculture.
How much is the contribution of agriculture to GDP? It is just 20 per cent. It is just
because of lack of technology, just because of lack of promotion from the
Government. The Government has to understand that the Government has to
push the farmers to inculcate new technologies. We should see how best
Vietnam is doing. We should get the scientists and the trainers from different
places of the world and train our farmers. Definitely, we could contribute more to
this.

Sir, every youngster should feel that he can do agriculture when he will
become older, but none of the youth in the country is ready to do agriculture. This

is the fate of the country.
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The second thing is that 32 per cent of population is dependent on service
sector. They have been making a phenomenal contribution to the GDP. They are
making an extraordinary contribution where the highest contribution is 54 per cent
of the GDP. People dependent on industry are 21 per cent, contributing 26 per
cent of the GDP. It has also to be improved.

Before concluding, | would like to, with folded hands, on behalf of the
people of Andhra Pradesh, on behalf of my Chief Minister and on my own behalf,
request the Government of India to grant special category status to Andhra
Pradesh and honour the Act. We are like a small baby. | request the Government
of India to caress and nurture us. A father figure is there in front of us. Why is the
Government not honouring the Act? Why is the Government not implementing the
Act?

With these words, Sir, | conclude. Definitely, God is there and God is
watching everything. Definitely, the good days will come to the State of Andhra
Pradesh.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir.
The Budget basically reflects the plan and programme of the Government and the
nation. So, when it is said that it is only the accountants’ job, | dot not believe in

that type of comment. There have been umpteen reasons to be apprehensive in
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2023, more so, while waiting for the Budget. The US Federal Reserve’s unbridled
aggression, rising cost of funds, intensifying war between Ukraine and Russia,
and China’s COVID crisis are only to name a few. Yet, in the backdrop of this, this
Government has decided to go bold and big on capex and chosen consistency in
a world characterised by randomness and volatility. The Prime Minister has
outlined the period from 2022 to 2047 as the period of Amrit Kaal. It is a vision to
make India a developed country during this golden phase. To realise this, India
needs to rapidly invest in social infrastructure. This investment would need to
come from taxpayers’ money and not borrowings. India’s tax to GDP ratio is still
below the critical mark of 15 per cent. India’s gross tax to GDP ratio, which was
11 per cent in the financial year 2019, fell to 9.9 per cent in the financial year
2020 and marginally improved to 10.2 per cent in the financial year 2021-22. This
is much lower when we compare ourselves with the emerging market economy
which is of average of 21 per cent and, in the case of OECD countries, the
average is 34 per cent.

Today, the country boasts of more than 4.3 million crorepati households,
equivalent to 23 million consumers. They are spread all over the country. If
political and economic reforms have their desired effects, India has the potential
to become the fastest growing economy in the world by 2047. This growth will
not only make the Indian middle class the biggest income group in the country,
but it will also be the major driver of economic, political and social growth. The
Finance Minister’s full-fledged Budget before the next year’s General Election can

be commended on many counts. | will mention only three — staying in the course
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of fiscal consolidation, changing the composition of Government expenditure in
favour of capital as against revenue spending, and welcome move relating to
personal income taxation.

In turbulent times like this, a good Budget can only be said to be just a
good beginning. The turmoil in the global economy is likely to continue. As the
impact of higher interest rates shows up in weaker demand for consumption and
investment, geopolitical tensions continue to disrupt in every supply and trade. As
the resilience of the domestic economy gets tested by global headwinds, deft
fiscal manoeuvres are necessary like they are in this year. Now coming to the
basic things, there is need for some answers. The allocation for PM Kisan Yojana
is 13.33 per cent lower as compared to budgetary estimate of Rs. 68,000 crore
made in 2022-23.

No doubt, the Revised Estimate of 2022-23 was reduced to Rs. 60,000
crore. But in 2021-22, an external expenditure of Rs. 68,825 crore, was incurred
on the PM-KISAN. The figure is there for all of us to see. Should we believe that
people have moved from farming to some other avenues for better? Or, should
we believe that they have been pauperised and have become daily wage
earners? About MGNREGA, this generated an all-time high of 389 crore person
days of employment in 2021-22, and 363 crore person days in 2020-21. Even
this fiscal’s projection of 290 to 300 person days will exceed the 265 crore plus
generated in 2019-20 and 2018-19. It is a demand-driven scheme. Whenever
we make this point, it is always said that ‘it is a demand-driven scheme.” But

here, the figure shows how it has met. The budgeted amount this year is
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Rs. 60,000 crore. The question is: how realistic is the assessment? If the next
South-West monsoon is normal, and the non-farm economy recovers timely, the
MGNREGA may not require any additional funding. Till then, do we have to keep
our fingers crossed?

Coming to Free Food Distribution Scheme, this is a scheme which we have
all experienced. There is a moderated income inequality in many States. The
Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Yojana played a key role in keeping extreme
poverty in the country at the lowest level. We did not hear a single death
because of hunger under this programme. The IMF Report says: “Extreme
poverty was at the lowest level of 0.8 per cent during the pandemic-hit 2020.”
Similarly, the State Bank of India Study has analysed that ‘several Government
transfer payments for the poor are adding Rs. 75,000 to a household per annum.’
But | would like to draw the attention of the Government to the design flaw as
ration records have not been updated since 2011 onwards. More than 40 per cent
of India’s population is currently excluded from National Food Security Act. In
many villages and slums, the most marginalised castes and communities are
often without NFSA ration cards. However, States like Odisha, Tamil Nadu,
Rajasthan, West Bengal and Chhattisgarh have either universalised or
substantially expanded coverage with State cards. Sir, here, | would like to
remind the Government about a judgment of the Supreme Court of last August
2022, which had ordered and directed the Union Government to expand the
National Food Security Act coverage. But nothing has happened till now. The

answer that comes from the Government is: “Let the Census be over.” Despite
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Supreme Court’s direction based on population projection, at least, 100 million
beneficiaries especially children born in the last decade, are missing from the
ration list. When are they going to be covered under NFSA?

Now, | come to another very important issue where Odisha has been
affected to a very great extent. | would first put the figures of the Budget. About
the food subsidy to the Food Corporation of India under National Food Security
Act, the Revised Estimate of 2022-23 was Rs. 2,14,596 crore. This time, in the
Budget, it is Rs. 1,37,207 crore.

There is a drastic cut. On food subsidy for decentralised procurement of
foodgrains, the allocation of Rs. 72,283 crore has come down to Rs. 59,793
crore. The Government may say that because they have withdrawn the Pradhan
Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana, there is no need to procure more. Here,
actually, the catch lies. The catch is that Odisha produces more than 72 million
tonnes of paddy. We, FCI and the State Government, purchase the whole crop at
MSP from the farmers just to help them. Very few people keep rice for their own
consumption. The rest is purchased. What will happen there? Now, already, the
Odisha Government is purchasing but the Union Government is not purchasing
any paddy or rice at all. Earlier, the rice was being moved to Kerala, Tamil Nadu
and also to the North East. Now, that is also not being done. | would like to know
the reason behind this step-motherly treatment with Odisha. Which are the States
which are getting affected due to this curtailment in purchase of paddy? Odisha
is the major State which is getting affected. | would like to say that FCI is not

taking the parboiled rice and not making payments to Odisha though that is due.
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Sir, this Budget is of Rs. 45,03,097 crore which is an increase of 7.5 per cent from
the previous one. That is laudable as | said earlier. But, what is the position?
The position is that, as | would say, there is a structural problem with our Budget.
More than 40 per cent goes for the interest payments and 30 per cent goes on for
salaries. So, are we correcting it to a certain extent? We do not see anything like
that from this Budget. | am also reminded of another point. Most of us are aware
of this. Are we, at any point of time, talking about Sahara India? Around 13 crore
people have invested in that. What has happened? Does the Government not
have any responsibility? We will say that it is sub judice and the Supreme Court
and SBI are looking after it. Who is caring for these 13 crore people who had
invested in it? Not a single reply is coming from the Government.

Now, | am coming to the health issues. In her speech, the Finance Minister
has announced that the budget for health, not including research, will be roughly
Rs. 86,175 crore and that is Rs. 615 for every person if | calculate it as per our
population. This is a 2.7 per cent increase from the previous year and lower than
the rate of inflation. In real terms, the health spending has declined. Vaccinating
a single child against all childhood illnesses in our country costs Rs. 1600. A day
of hospitalisation in the public hospital is estimated to be Rs. 2,800 and at a
private hospital, it is more than Rs. 6800. Rupee spending on health by the
Government gives more return than out of pocket or private spending by citizens.
The National Health Mission allocates less than 3 per cent, that is, Rs. 717 crore

to non-communicable diseases.
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It is three times for communicable disease, that is, Rs. 2,178 crore. For
reproductive and child health service, it is nine times more, that is, Rs. 6,273
crore. There is a need to rebalance it and to pay attention to non-communicable
diseases.

On education, the share of education has fallen over the past seven years
from 10.4 per cent to 9.5 per cent. This is stated in the Economic Survey. While
expenditure on social service increased from Rs. 9,15,000 crore to Rs. 21,32,000
crore, the share of education has shrunk from 42.8 per cent to 35.5 per cent
between 2015 and 2022. As a share of the GDP, the budgetary allocation for
education saw a minimal gain, that is, 0.1 percentage point, from 2.8 per cent to
2.9 per cent, during these seven years’ period.

On taxation, the Finance Minister has made five announcements to reduce
the tax burden. Four pertained to the new regime. The last one is for exemption
on leave encashment. But my question is, is the new tax regime attractive?
Despite the Government’s efforts to simplify the tax system, the uptake of this
regime is low due to the unavailability of common tax deductions and exemptions.
Why should they have to run to the Chartered Accountant or to a lawyer to
understand how much tax they have to pay? Can we not make it simple? Even
today, with this new tax regime, it is so cumbersome; it is very difficult to
understand. Coming to the devolution of States, the States’ share has never been
close to 41 per cent, though it has been announced by the Fifteenth Finance
Commission. The States’ share has never been close to 41 per cent due to cess

and surcharge imposed by the Union Government. From the Odisha Government,
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our Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, has been repeatedly writing to the Prime
Minister that you share some of this but that is falling on deaf ears. It keeps major
chunk of taxes. What have we been asking? Odisha is facing natural disasters
year after year. Our only demand is that you make Odisha a special focus State.
We discussed it. Our State Government also has discussed with the NITI Aayog
and the Prime Minister that you make Odisha a special focus State for at least
three years.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Your time is getting exhausted.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: If a natural disaster hits Odisha, you allow or
declare it as a special focus State where a fund sharing of 90:10, that is, between
the Centre and the State, will be there for three years only, so that we tide over
the situation and come up.

Sir, on railways, | will be failing in my duty if | do not mention 2-3 words
about it because the Railway Minister is a Member of this House representing our
State. We find a significant feature. It has set aside nearly a quarter of its total
CAPEX outlay of Rs.10 lakh crore. The budgetary support amounts to Rs. 2.4
lakh crore. The goal is to raise the share of rail freight traffic from 27 per cent to
45 per cent by 2030. Road transport is 64 per cent. The freight earnings are 2.5
times more than the passengers’ earnings. It is possible to improve on both
counts. It is not unachievable. It is possible. The railways must adopt to become a
transporter of FMCG, automobiles and other high value products for which the
last mile connectivity is important. On the passenger side, upper-class travel

should remain competitive vis-a-vis air and road travel. There is scope to raise
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both traffic and freight revenues despite the pension payment. Can we imagine
the pension payment of Railways is over 25 per cent of the total operating
expenses of the Railways?

The budget numbers indicate that Rs. 30,000 crore has been set aside for
doubling of tracks.

This was only Rs. 9000 crore in 2021-22. An amount of Rs. 33,000 crore
has to be spent on new tracks, which is 50 per cent increase in two years. An
amount of Rs. 40,000 crore has to be spent on rolling stock which was only
Rs. 8000 crore last year. Similarly, Rs. 8000 crore for electrification needs to be
spent. These are, in fact, very big numbers. The obvious question is, from the
point of view of my State, how much is actually percolating to the State of Odisha,
which has been denied railway development for last several years? The obvious
question, of course, is whether Railways have the capacity for absorption and
implementation for this expanded capital. Capital investment in railways is
overdue, no doubt. But it needs financial reforms, administrative reforms, and
greater independence. Before concluding, Sir, | have a small demand as my
friend from Kendrapada has just now mentioned. The station is there, tickets are
being sold, rail line is there, but it is not functioning. Passenger trains should ply
on that. That is necessary. With these words, | conclude. Thank you.

SHRI M. K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for allowing
me this occasion to participate in the discussion on the Union Budget 2023-2024.

First of all, | strongly object to this year’s Union Budget 2023-2024. Being
the last Budget of this Government, | had high hopes from it. Unfortunately, after
presentation of this Budget | have lost all hope. So, | wish to bring in a few
suggestions for your kind consideration and action.

What happened to MGNREGA in this Budget? Madam Minister is really
neglecting the rural population. This year's Budget clearly establishes it. The
contribution to MGNREGA was monumentally reduced to Rs. 60,000 crore. What
is the result of it? By slashing funds to MGNREGA, the Government is bringing
disaster into the lives of our common men. This world’s largest social security
scheme was the brain-child of our then Government in 2005 led by the UPA. But
unfortunately, we feel sad that the MGNREGA is being totally neglected by the
Union Government.

My suggestion is that the minimum wages under MGNREGA must be
increased to at least Rs. 400 per day, and timings should be reduced by giving

more thrust to physical asset creation by channelling these resources to
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agriculture and related activities. | humbly request the Finance Minister to
enhance the funds for MGNREGA to at least Rs. 1,25,000 crore to ensure 100
days of employment in a year.

Hon. Finance Minister has totally neglected my constituency, Kozhikode as
well as the entire state of Kerala. Of the Rs. 2,40,000 crore earmarked in the
Budget for Railways, Kerala is expected to get only Rs. 2,033 crore. This is a very
minute amount for our State. | wish to bring to your urgent attention that the file
for redevelopment of Calicut Railway Station has been pending with the RLDA for
years now. It is really sad that there is no provision for the Feroke Angadippuram
Railway line and Guruvayur-Tirunnavaya railway line projects in this Budget. We
request you to provide the Vande Bharat train connecting Calicut- Bangalore,
Calicut-Trivandrum and Calicut-Chennai along with the extension of Train
No0.16511/12 connecting Kannur-Yeshwantpur to Calicut, and to provide us with
more trains to the Malabar region.

Sir, the most important issue | have before you today is the establishment
of AIIMS in Kozhikode. | have been requesting that the hon. Prime Minister and
the hon. Health Minister sanction an AIIMS in Kozhikode for the past eight years.
Land acquisition for the AIIMS in Kinalur, Calicut, has already been completed. |
request that the Finance Minister provide funding for the establishment of AIIMS
and expedite the process.

Sir, Calicut airport is one of the most profitable in Kerala and the only one

owned by the Airports Authority of India. However, Calicut airport has been totally
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neglected in this year's Budget. We request that you kindly provide sufficient
funds for the expansion and extension of Calicut international Airport.

Sir, regarding Beypore port, | have made a request many times in this
House to upgrade Beypore airport into a major port and improve connectivity to
the Lakshadweep islands. But unfortunately, no initiative has been taken in this
regard. My humble request is that you provide us with funds under Sagarmala to
develop Beypore port as well as the Beypore Malapparambu road project. | thank
the Government of India for including Beypore under the Swadesh Darshan
scheme and request to allot more funds for tourism-related activities in Kozhikode

Sir, regarding the setting up of a Kendriya Vidyalaya at Ulliyeri, Calicut |
request your urgent intervention. | appreciate the hon. Finance Minister decision
to increase the duty on compounded rubber. But my only concern is whether
existing international agreements entered by us will permit this. | seek a
clarification on the same. | request the hon. Minister to enhance the allocation to
Rubber Board and Spices Board. It is disappointing that there is nothing in the
Budget for the coconut farmers of Kerala. | request the hon. Finance Minister to
provide more funding for the Coconut Board to ensure procurement of coconut
from farmers through NAFED.

Subsidies to the FCI under the National Food Security Act have been cut
drastically to Rs. 1,37,207 crore from Rs. 2,14,696 crore in the Revised Estimates
for 2022-2023. This can adversely affect a large number of people in our country

and the functioning of the PDS system. So, my humble request is that you
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provide more funds and take necessary steps to strengthen our country's PDS
system.

Sir, our country has a rich tradition of protecting minorities. However,
minority communities have been completely ignored in recent years. | request the
hon. Finance Minister to increase the amount allocated for minorities to at least
Rs. 10,000 crore.

| am not mentioning income tax, since the Finance Minister has clearly
made it clear that the intention is to move towards the new tax regime. In doing
so, our people will lose a large number of accrued benefits. There is a lack of
understanding among taxpayers regarding new and old tax regimes. So, my
request is to bring in a unified income tax structure by retaining the welfare
provisions of the old tax regime. | request the Finance Minister to grant the
pending GST dues to Kerala immediately. Otherwise, people in Kerala will not
even be able to breathe fresh air, since it may also be taxed by the State
Government in the future.

We are very much worried about the twin problem of rising inflation and
unemployment which this Budget totally failed to address. Since time allotted for
speech is limited, | am concluding my speech. | have given ample submissions to
this Government. The Union Government is duty-bound to respect fiscal
federalism. Hence, | request you to consider my suggestions which | proposed

SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | thank you for the opportunity
given to me to comment on the Budget presented to this House. | had the
opportunity to hear the speeches of Her Excellency the President and the hon.
Finance Minister.

During the past two days, Parliament has witnessed heated arguments and
accusations. The allegations have been made strongly by the Opposition against
the Prime Minister. Even though the allegations were serious in nature, for the
reasons best known to the Treasury Bench, the allegations have not been
refuted. The status of the allegation, in the absence of refutation, | think, will stand
as true. | do not know what news the Treasury Bench is going to give to the

nation. What type of message this will send to the nation?

For the first time, | have come across an irony in the Parliament. Two
friends were brought into the opposite poles by raising slogans. When the Prime
Minister started his speech, my friends from the Treasury Benches used to say
Modi, Modi, Modi.

When allegations were being levelled against the Prime Minister, at the
same time or simultaneously, the Opposition Benches started to say: ‘Adani,
Adani, Adani.” Is it not an irony that two friends were apart, on opposite sides, but
slogans were raised? What type of message is being sent to the people where
the Prime Minister claims as if he is enjoying confidence, patronage, protection
and trust of 144 crore people. How can he claim trust of 144 crore people?

Sir, they are having 310 or 320 seats with pre-poll alliance, and remaining
almost 200 plus seats are with the non-BJP parties. It means, people from
almost 215 Constituencies are not in consonance with their claims made in the
House or are not in consonance with the celebrations that they made in the
Parliament.

It is a rough calculation. | asked Shrimati Supriya-ji, and she says that she
is being represented by 23-lakh people. My friend from Kashmir says that he is
being represented by 30-lakh people. Another friend of mine, Gaurav Gogai-ji
says that he represents 25-lakh people. So, on an average, we may put it as 20-
lakh people per Constituency. So, 215 Members of Parliament are not
representing them and not accepting them, but they are claiming that they have
the trust of 144 crore people ... (Interruptions) That is official. That is

Constitutional ... (Interruptions) He is not saying that he is representing the
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people; he is saying that he is enjoying the confidence, patronage and protection
of 144 crore people ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Raja-ji, you please address the Chair.

SHRI A. RAJA: Sir, the statement that has been made by the Prime Minister
yesterday that he is enjoying the confidence of 144 people, is nothing but a
diabolical contrivance.

Sir, coming to the Budget, | am neither an expert in financial diligence nor
in fiscal consolidation, yet | want to submit that this Budget gave some
disappointments not only to me, but also to the people, those who are living at the
lowest ebb of the social and economical order in the country.

| would cover it one-by-one. Most of the media and televisions are
showering encomiums upon the Prime Minister and the Government. The reason
is known to everybody, and there is no secret. They have been incumbent and
they have been confined. Otherwise, they cannot run the media. That is the
situation today.

Why am | disappointed with the Budget? | would try to synchronise my
disappointments with facts and figures. | am disappointed with the Budget
because it fails to live up to the expectations of the people at large. My
disappointments are on four counts. First is education; second is health; third is
food and agriculture; and fourth is employment and social security. In view of the
time constraints, | have shortlisted just four counts of disappointment. But that

does not mean that they are having jubilant achievements in other fields.
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Yesterday, the Prime Minister claimed that they have made the President
of India from the tribal community. Here, | want to recall the words of Ambedkar
who said: “It is easy to give power to a person but it is very difficult to give
knowledge and wisdom.”

Simply because Her Excellency came from a tribal village -- | respect her, |
am having reverence for her -- this Government have no right to claim that they
are the saviour of the tribals. It is because the fact is otherwise. What are all the
attempts that have been made by the Government to give knowledge and wisdom
to the tribal people, to the Scheduled Castes, to the under-privileged
communities, and to the disabled? Where is the provision in the Budget which
will bring knowledge, which will give education to them? We have to teach them.
You have to create infrastructure. Is it all there in the Budget? What are their
initiatives on primary and secondary education? They are claiming that the
allotment has risen substantially. | do accept it. But let us come to the primary
and secondary education. There is no doubt that they have enhanced the
allocations on the higher education. But that does not mean that this Government
is giving due attention to the primary education which is clubbed with the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and gullible masses of this country.

Still, the Budget is very silent on the issue of providing primary and higher
secondary education to the SC, ST and OBC.

A promise has been made for the recruitment of 38,000 teachers in the

Eklavya Schools — | appreciate it as they are meant for tribals — but not even a
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single new school for tribals has been opened. The Government has promised it.
Is it now a mockery? They are calling it Eklavya School. Do they know the story
of Eklavya? Eklavya was compelled to give his thumb. Since he got education
as a shudra, he was compelled to give his thumb. They are running Eklavya
Schools on the one hand and on the other you are taking away the thumbs of
dalits, OBCs, and adivasis. Is it not a verbal jugglery in your Budget? You are
entitled to say legitimately that 13 per cent of the substantial allocation has been
enhanced in the Budget. But, what is the truth? Certainly, the hike is not
sufficient if we keep in mind the need of the public educational institutions and
augmenting teaching and research at par with global standards. Do not go
merely for figures. Even yesterday, the Railway Minister said that budget
allocations made to Tamil Nadu are nine times more than the allocations made in
2009. The Railway Minister is isolated to the railways. | request him to go for the
General Budget.

The amount of bulk of General Budget, its numerical strength, went up to
ten times. When the total budget went up to ten times, they are talking about
seven times bigger railway budget. Is it not a numerical jugglery? Is it not a
joke? Is it not a mockery? | request them not to play this numerical game. So,
the allocation that has been made for education is not at all meeting the needs of
the people, especially, those who belong to the lowest rung in the social ladder.
Ultimately, what has happened? The private educational institutions are going to
loot the public money. Consequently, the purchasing power of the middle class is

going to be drastically eroded. Finally, | can say that the assurance, which has
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been given to the people for the last nine years that this Government is going to
spend six per cent of the GDP on education, was not achieved. The Government
did not fulfil its assurance as six per cent of the GDP was not spent on education.
So, as far as education is concerned, my disappointment is true and the
Government cannot refute it.

Sir, now, | am coming to the issue of health. What has happened with the
health sector? The Prime Minister celebrated himself on the matter of vaccination
during COVID-19. It is just because of science and not by anyone else. Does it
mean to say that they have tackled the pandemic when it was at peak? Is this the
Government’s achievement? | can dare challenge that none of the ministers in
this Government visited any hospital during the pandemic. None of the Chief
Ministers visited any one of the hospitals. My leader Dr. M.K. Stalin — the present
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu — at that time was the Leader of the Opposition,
wore the medical dress, went to COVID-19 ward, touched the people and gave
assurance: “Do not worry, | will be there.” He is the only leader available in the
entire world who had done this at that time. | can say this. Nobody from the
Government side had come out at the time of the pandemic. ... (Interruptions) |
would like to know why the former Health Minister was sacked. You know the
answer better. The pandemic situation was not at all handled properly, medically
and prudently. That is our charge. There were no preparatory measures taken in
terms of medicine, in terms of beds, in terms of doctors, in terms of nurses, and
even in terms of oxygen cylinders. That is the status. There were no ventilators

at all. Thousands and thousands of dead bodies were cremated even without
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civilised burial. That is the performance of your Government. What did the
Government do at last? They lit the candles. Is it the scientific temper to
establish? ... (Interruptions)

Now, | come to the situation after COVID-19. ... (Interruptions) You leave it.
You got the vaccination done now. But 230 million Indians were pushed to
poverty due to COVID-19. How much? It is 230 million. What is your solace for
them? It is nothing. What did you do? | think that no solace was given to them.

What does the NFHS data say? The NFHS data says, ‘after COVID-19, 35
per cent of students were stunned; 32 per cent became underweight; yet there is
no rise in the budgetary support this year.” No attempt has been made to equip
yourself, right from the Primary Health Centres to the district hospitals to
withstand before another epidemic, if it comes. There is an announcement of 157
nursing schools in the Budget. It is being celebrated exorbitantly. But without any
proper care, when the structural problem is there, these 157 nursing schools will
not serve any purpose. You take it for granted. What is hard to digest is, this year,
there is a decline in the allotment to the National Health Mission to the tune of Rs.
500 crore. There is a cut of Rs. 500 crore in the allotment to the National Health
Mission. What is the answer? Rs.150 crore is reduced to the National Livelihood
Mission. There is total disappointment in the health sector.

Then, coming to my third count, agriculture. Good health is associated with
agriculture. What is your earlier promise? This Government will double the
income of the farmers in the agricultural sector by 2022. Now, we are standing in

2023. Has it been doubled? Where is your promise? You are claiming substantial
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rise in CAPEX. Always, they are saying that the capital expenditure allocation is
more and substantial. The allocation is Rs. 7.5 lakh crore. But you see the
agriculture sector. There is utter neglect. Out of Rs. 7.5 lakh crore of CAPEX, you
are spending only Rs. 120 crore on crop and animal husbandry.

In the public domain, millets became the menu of the Prime Minister.
Millets came to the Central Hall. Today, my lunch was millet. You are celebrating
millets. Where is the budgetary provision? Is it Rs. 1 crore or Rs. 2 crore or Rs. 3
crore for millets? There is no allocation.

The allocation for irrigation dwindled down from Rs. 350 crore to Rs. 310
crore for this current year. The Finance Minister used attractive captions in the
Budget. | quote: ‘Agricultural Accelerator Fund’. | do not know where is the
accelerator and where is the clutch. The numerical figure is missing. This
Agricultural Accelerator Fund is in the Budget paper but when you are going in for
the Budget Estimate, there is no allocation. Who is going to be cheated? Is it the
people or the Opposition? Or, are you cheating yourself? | do not know.

Coming to food storage and warehouse relating to the Ministry of
Consumer Affairs, the Budget Estimate has been reduced to the tune of Rs.
90,000 crore. The Ministry of Agriculture is deprived of Rs. 8,000 crore when
compared with the last year's Budget Estimates.

| can go on but in short, health, nutrition, and the agricultural sector are
being undermined, and as such my disappointment became true.

Now | come to employment and social security. ... (Interruptions)
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Sir, | will take two minutes. There is one more Head to talk about. The
Finance Minister claims in the Budget, and | quote:-

‘Investment in infrastructure and productivity capacity have a large

multiplier impact on growth and employment.”

This is the line in the Budget. She reiterated in the Press Conference that job
creation and control of inflation will be taken care of by the huge investment in
infrastructure. | do admit that there is a substantial and exponential allotment for
investment in infrastructure. But what is the truth? The increases in CAPEX on
infrastructure are to a larger extent in highways and railways. Am | correct? You
have given money to the railways and highways, and this capital is being used by
high-intensive technology to build the infrastructure. But it has very small
component of wages. You say that fund worth of hundreds of crores is being
pumped into infrastructure development. But wage component is not even 0.0001
per cent. How can you create jobs with this meagre sanction? Why are you
making something so naive, | am not able to understand.

Sir, much has been spoken about MGNREGA. | do not want to touch more
on it. About Rs. 20,000 crore have been dwindled down. ....(Interruptions) What
does the report of People’s Action for Employment Guarantee (PAEG) say?
According to the scientific report of this association, we need about Rs. 2,71,000
crore for this year to satisfy all the people. The need is of Rs. 2.7 lakh crore
whereas you have already reduced about Rs. 20,000 crore. Now, it is only Rs.
60,000 crore. Who is going to fill up this gap? Sorry, not ‘gap’ but ‘gulf’. Who is

going to fill up this gulf? | do not know.
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Please look at the National Social Assurance Programme (NSAP), which is
the most important programme for aged people, orphanages, widows, disabled
people, etc. More than 10 per cent funds under this programme has been
reduced.

Sir, you are supposed to be guided by the ‘Gujarat model’.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI A. RAJA: Sir, | am completing it in two minutes. ....(Interruptions)

What is the Gujarat Model which you are applying here? What are the
results? Please have a look at that. Our hon. Chief Minister explained what the
Dravidian model to the Prime Minister. This model is being run in the State of
Tamil Nadu. The issues in terms of employment opportunities and social security
measures are not at all viewed and addressed properly in the Budget.

Yesterday, during the Question Hour | came across some figures. | give
you simple example for the quick reference of this House, and would go for final
conclusion. The figure with regard to Below Poverty Line in Gujarat is 22 per cent.
In UP, it is 31 per cent. | cannot read the figures for all other States. But in Tamil
Nadu, it is 14 per cent, and Kerala, it is just 10 per cent. This is the Dravidian
model. Please decide which model this country is going to prefer.

Sir, | am concluding with one very sensible point. ....(Interruptions) Sir, | am
concluding my speech with wound and pain, but with a confidence that the heal
and solace will come in the near future. Today again, | have come across certain
disappointing figures during Question Hour. The hon. Minister mentioned it while

answering to the last Question. The fund allocated last year for minorities welfare
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was Rs. 1810 crore, which has been dwindled down to a mere amount of Rs. 600
crore. What type of message will go to the people of minority communities?

Sir, it is unfortunate that the voices are being raised not by common man
but by the constitutional occupants that the basic structure of the Constitution has
to be amended. It is very dangerous for minorities.

Sir, | would quote a letter and finish my speech. The basic structure of the
Constitution has been protected through the Kesavananda Bharati case of 1972.
....(Interruptions) It may be 1972 or 1973. You may take it as 1973.
....(Interruptions) Who argued in this case? The arguments were advanced before
a large constitutional bench of 13 judges for about 68 days. Who argued before
the Court? The famous lawyer - Nani Palkhivala. He argued the case and saved
the basic structure of the Constitution. When the basic structure of the
Constitution was saved, at that time the Prime Minister of India was Shrimati
Indira Gandhi.

After the judgement, Nani Palkhivala wrote to the Prime Minister. | can
quote the date. It was 9" November, 1975. He wrote, “The basic structure of the
Constitution is the real safeguard for minorities. They are bound to feel grave
apprehension at the prospect of the structure being held alterable. Today we
have saved the basic structure.” Please give attention to what it further says,
‘How many of your successors will share your own exemplary non-communal

outlook?” ....(Interruptions)
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So, he wanted a ‘non-communal outlook’ from the Prime Minister, Indira
Gandhi and her successors also. ....(Interruptions) Today, minorities fund has
been dwindled down. ....(Interruptions)

Sir, with folded hands, | am begging of the Treasury Benches — the Prime
Minister is not here — to save the Constitution, the first line of which reads ‘We,
the people of India’. Do not read ‘We, the people of ‘Hindus alone’.

So, it is a tightrope walk. | compliment the hon. Finance Minister for her balancing
act over a gut-wrenching situation.

Sir, the Budget has both hits and misses from what | can tell. The hits, if |
may say so, include things such as 10 per cent increase in the gross tax
collections, 33 per cent increase in capital expenditure of Rs. 10 lakh crore, which
comes to 3.3 per cent of GDP - and if you add in grants-in-aid given to States, it
comes to Rs. 13.7 lakh crore or 4.5 per cent of GDP - Rs. 2.4 lakh crore’s
noteworthy increase for the Railways, 11 per cent increase in agricultural credit
target, 66 per cent increase in the PMAY for more focus on tier-Il and tier-Ill
cities, income tax relief for the middle-class, 74 per cent increase for the Swachh
Bharat Mission and 157 nursing colleges to be attached to 157 medical colleges
to be set up by the Government of India.

But Sir, there are some misses as well. | will tell a few of them. The
noteworthy misses include reducing — | think, many Members have mentioned
this — the NREGA allocation to Rs. 60,000 crore from nearly Rs. 90,000 crore in
the Revised Estimates of 2022-23, reducing the allocation for the National Health
Mission from Rs. 37,000 crore in the budget estimates of 2022-23 to Rs. 36,787
crore, reducing the allocation for PM Food Processing Enterprises Scheme to
Rs. 639 crore for 2023-24 from Rs. 900 crore in 2022-23, reduction in allocation

for PM-KISAN to Rs. 60,000 crore, against Rs. 68,000 crore, this fiscal.

Sir, before | proceed with my observations on the Budget and giving my
suggestions on various proposals, | wish to first focus on what this Budget is for
my State of Andhra Pradesh. This Budget and the hon. Finance Minister have
disappointed the people of Andhra Pradesh once again. The issues are many, but
| wish to touch upon the most important ones in view of the time constraint.

Sir, | have been making this speech now for nine years and | am sorry to
say that | had to repeat myself year after year because none of the provisions
have been fully fulfilled, and the deadline is fast approaching.

Sir, | am deeply perplexed as to where | should start from. Should | start
from what the Andhra Pradesh Government has been doing since 2019 or should
| start with what the Government of India has been doing to Andhra Pradesh
since 20147 1 think, this is something which requires much more time.
Unfortunately, | do not have that at my disposal.

Andhra Pradesh has been receiving empty promises and scant allocations
since the bifurcation of the State in 2014. In this Budget, the Finance Minister has
given Rs. 5,300 crore to the Upper Bhadra National Irrigation Project in Karnataka
but nothing has been given for Polavaram Project, which is a national project and
is pending for so many years. This is the first disappointment for Andhra Pradesh.
| would not say much on Polavaram Project since the Government of India and
the Jal Shakti Ministry know every single detail of it. | would only request the
Finance Minister for approving the second revised cost estimate of Rs. 55,657
crore and release the pending dues to Andhra Pradesh which they have already

spent.
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Even though the Finance Minister allocated Rs. 8,406 crore for the
Railways in Andhra Pradesh, and announced taking up 72 stations in Andhra
Pradesh to be developed as world-class stations; introduction of Vande Bharat to
Vizag; giving Rs. 1,040 crore for Guntur-Guntakal and Guntur-Bibinagar doubling
projects; etc., there is no mention about the establishment of the new railway
zone for Andhra Pradesh. This is also a promise that is long pending and has
been made several times in this House by several Ministers. The piecemeal
announcements or allocations do not work. | agree that Rs. 10 crore have been
allocated to the new railway zone, but there is no announcement when the new
zone would come up and become functional. There is no mention about it either
in the President’s Address or in the Budget. Even the Railway Minister has not
announced anything in the post-Budget press briefings. This is the second big
disappointment for Andhra Pradesh.

The Finance Minister had given Rs. 23,260 crore for four metro projects in
2021-22. The Government of India spent huge amounts for Bengaluru, Chennai,
Kochi, Nagpur, and Nashik metro rail projects. The Bengaluru metro was given
Rs. 14,700 crore, and Rs. 19,000 crore was given for other metros in 2022-23,
but there is no mention about Vijayawada and Vishakhapatnam. Both of these
metros have been committed in the AP Reorganisation Act and there is no
mention in this Budget also. Rather since 2014, nothing has been done in this
regard. So, this is the third big disappointment for our State.

The Government of India says there are no States with Special Category

Status post the 14" Finance Commission’s recommendation. | do not want to go
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into details since the 14" Finance Commission never recommended not giving
SCS to Andhra Pradesh or any other State for that matter. But in the 2022-23
Budget, Government has given back IGST to the tune of Rs. 3,631 crore for SCS
States — they still exist — as an incentive for industrial development. In this
Budget, the hon. Finance Minister has allocated Rs. 1,814 crore for this purpose.
If Special Category Status, SCS, is given to Andhra Pradesh, it will also be
benefitted. We are a new State with no capital and no industrial base to speak of.
So many institutions have been left behind in the State of Telangana. Very few
institutions are there in our State. None of the provisions of the AP
Reorganisation Act are being met. And even here, the SCS is being denied to us.

The hon. Finance Minister has reduced the allocation to RINL, Vizag Steel
Plant also. In 2022-23, Government of India allocated Rs. 910 crore as Budget
Estimate, and this has been reduced to Rs. 683 crore in 2023-24. This is the fifth
big disappointment for Andhra Pradesh.

Sir, if one looks at Section 93 of the AP Reorganisation Act. It says:

“The Central Government shall take all necessary measures as

enumerated in the 13" Schedule for the progress and sustainable

development of the success of State within a period of ten years from the

appointed day.”

That time is approaching fast. The appointed day is 2" June, 2014. That
means the deadline is 2" June, 2024. This is the full final Budget before that date
will come. The next Budget is only going to be a Vote on Account. This is the final

chance for this Government to allocate funds to fulfii what is in this AP

Reorganisation Act passed by this House in 2014 with deadline coming up on 2"

| am getting to the end of my speech. Please give me one more minute. |
will conclude. We are at the fag-end of reaching this 10 years’ deadline, but not
even one of the 17 items mentioned under the Thirteenth Schedule has been
completely fulfilled. This is the sixth disappointment for the people of Andhra
Pradesh. Every single Member from Andhra Pradesh, cutting across party lines,
has been raising their voice since 2014 for conferring special category status to
the State of Andhra Pradesh. Elections in Andhra Pradesh and Lok Sabha are not
far off. The BJP Government still has time to rectify this mistake and implement
the decisions of the Union Cabinet taken on the 1% March, 2014. | am only
appealing to the hon. Prime Minister that he has the final chance of saving the
mother which he had assured during the election campaign in AP in 2014. But
there is nothing in this Budget which is the biggest disappointment for AP. ...

| once again appeal to the Finance Minister, the Home Minister, and the
Prime Minister to respect the commitments made in the AP Reorganization Act,
2014, passed by this Parliament, and provide sufficient funds to fulfil all of its
provisions in full before the deadline of 2" June, 2024.

Sir, we cannot observe and analyse the nature of a tree without analysing
the fruit. The fruit will explain how is the tree. We can all understand what kind of

result this Budget is going to produce in the country. It is not a responsible Budget
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because it does not undertake the responsibility to render help to the common
man, farmers, labourers, backward sections including the minorities of the
country. It is not a responding Budget. It does not respond to the burning
problems of the country. There is no concrete plan to check the inflation, nor any
special measure to save the youth from the peaking unemployment and to save
the people who reel under the price rise. There is no plan. The real problem
remains untouched. The economic needs of ours is not addressed by this Budget.
How can you say that this is an inclusive Budget? Hon. Finance Minister when
she was presenting the Budget, she used this word ‘inclusion’. You are the
people of exclusion. You are excluding so many sections of the society. You are
not the people including various sections of the society.

You have excluded minorities, farmers, labourers, and you have even
excluded women and youth who are really suffering great difficulties due to
unemployment.

How can you say that this is Sarva Hitkari? Fdfedel &l 81 It is for the
purpose of certain sections of people and to help them. The Maulana Azad
National Fellowship Scheme of the minority students was stopped.
(Interruptions) Now, you have immensely reduced the allocation for the
development and welfare of the minorities.

The role of the minorities is very important in social democracy and
democratic pluralism. It is undeniable and unquestionable. You cannot change

the history of the country by changing names. You cannot do it.
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A Budget has to address the social inequality of the country. It has to take
into consideration the economic equilibrium. This Budget does not take into
consideration these very important factors.

My learned friend on the other side was quoting a lot of couplets. | may

respond to him just by saying two lines.

The justification
made by the Government is that the number of beneficiaries under this Scheme is
reducing, which is not correct. At least, in our State of Kerala we know that it
ensures job for at least 100 days. In Malayalam, we call it ‘Thozhilurappu
Padhathi’. This programme is very important.

When | come to the policy of exclusion, this Budget does not take into
consideration the fiscal federalism. You did not give anything to our State of
Kerala. We had asked so many things. The Bengal Chief Minister, Bihar Deputy-
Chief Minister, Chhattisgarh Chief Minister, and Tamil Nadu Chief Minister spoke
against this Budget and said that they have not got anything in it. Even the
Punjab Chief Minister spoke against this Budget. It means that this is against the
fiscal federalism, which is the very basis of our Constitution.

It is not a growth-oriented Budget and it is not a stability-oriented Budget.

There is no growth and no stability. Growth is not the growth of the affluent.
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Growth is the growth of common man, and for the growth of the common man the
country needs maximum investment in the field of agriculture.

Even the IT changes and new IT slabs are not going to help the common
man. It will only be helping those people with highest income brackets, and only
they will be getting the benefits of it. The food subsidy is stopped. You have
reduced the budget for education as well as the budget for health sector.
Reducing the budget for health sector actually goes against the National Health
Policy, which is our Government’s own policy.

| may pose a question to the hon. Finance Minister and my hon. and
learned friends from the other side regarding bank loan for farmers. How are you
going to help the farmers by giving bank loans? How are the banks going to
sanction loans to the poorest farmers without sufficient documents as are being
demanded by the banks? How will they be able to produce such documents? ...
(Interruptions)

Sir, | am concluding. The benefit of bank loans is not going to be availed by
the poorest in our country, namely the poor farmers.

Our country needs more and more investment in the field of agriculture.
The Government theory that government investment would lead to private
investment has proved wrong. Nowadays, the country must take into
consideration both unemployment and inflation. Unemployment is increasing day
by day. In the city, it is more than 10 per cent. Our youth are suffering. This

Budget has no solution.
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Hence, | request the hon. Finance Minister and the Government to take into
consideration the burning issues of the economy of the country and to come

forward to solve them instead of making such and such claims.

Whitefield.

It
helps to provide drinking water and irrigation to the people of the region. The
government also announced 157 medical and nursing colleges in the country. 4

colleges were sanctioned to Karnataka after 2014. | welcome this move also sir.
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To ensure development of the tier2 and tier 3 cities in the country, Rs. 10
thousand crores were earmarked for the Urban Development. It helps decongest
metropolitan cities. Developing 2 tier and 3 tier cities would mitigate the problem
of migration.

As far as tax rebate is concerned the Finance Minister provides relief to the
middle class and salaried class by enhancing the tax slab from 5 lakhs to 7 lakhs.

Overall the union budget is pro-people and a visionary budget presented by
the Finance Minister for the year 2023-24.

DR. KAKOLI GHOSH DASTIDAR (BARASAT): Thank you, hon. Chairman Sir.
| also thank All India Trinamool Congress for allowing me to speak today. | seek
your intervention and protection from the heckling that has been going on. Right
from yesterday, | have been watching that whenever the Opposition speaks, there
is heckling going on from the Treasury Benches. So, | seek your indulgence for
10 minutes, not more than that.

| oppose this totally opportunistic and anti-people Budget. This Budget
comes with its ‘Saptarishi’ value system including inclusive development reaching
the last mile, infrastructure and investment, unleashing the potential, green
growth, youth power, and financial sector. This seems like a lot of lofty claims
without any substance in it. Strangely, not one sentence has been spoken by the
hon. Finance Minister, being herself a lady, encouraging proposals for the women

of the country except the Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana National Rural Livelihood
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Mission. Even the self-help groups are actually organised by the State
Governments, not by the Central Government. Besides the mundane ones, one
would have expected ‘out of the box’ schemes for emancipation and economic
empowerment of women including the urban poor students. This actually
regrettably neglects 50 per cent of the population, the adhi abadi, leaving them
outside the effective work force in nation building. So, this Budget cannot be
termed as inclusive, nor can it be termed as “Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas”. In
contrast, it is prudent to draw your attention to schemes like
Kanyashree, Rupashree, Lakshmir Bhandar conceptualised and implemented by
the hon. Chief Minister of West Bengal Smt. Mamata Banerjee which is taking the
women of West Bengal forward. A woman empowered is two generations
empowered: not only her generation, even her children. So, | appeal to the hon.
Finance Minister for sufficient fund allocation for reproductive healthcare of
women, menstrual healthcare of women, subsidy for their education, for their
educational loans, tax benefits, and for help towards entrepreneurship of women.

Thousands of posts are lying vacant. But there is not a word about
employment for the unemployed youth.

A new Data Governance regime is being talked about, but if we go by the
trajectory of the Digital Personal Data Protection Bill, 2022, this could be another
attempt to obscure data protection in the country.

Considering the fact that this was actually the last Budget before we go into
polls in 2024, this looks more like an appeasement towards the middle class. Of

course, the tax benefit given is welcome and appreciable, but already when the
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Reserve Bank has raised the repo rate by 25 basis points, the onus is coming to
the middle class as far as the home loan or car loan is concerned. That is going
to be higher by 6.5 per cent.

We have 3.7 crore unemployed youths in India, but not a word has been
spoken about them. Let us make it clear that the mere rebate of Rs. 50,000 for
the lower limit of taxable income is no relief for the middle class. It is more like a
drop in the ocean.

While the tax slab reduction has been announced, nothing has been said
about unemployment, about cost of petrol and diesel which is really telling on the
purse of the middle class and the lower middle-class people, and the debt the
country has on it. We saw a huge cut in the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Act (MNREGA) in the Union Budget this time. In the
Union Budget, there is a provision of Rs 60,000 crore for MGNREGA which is the
lowest in many years. It is a 33 per cent cut, as compared to the Revised
Estimates of the current fiscal.

In this year’s Budget, food subsidy has been reduced. In the coming days,
the poor will be suffering the most. Meanwhile, the Bengal Government provides
ration free of cost at the doorstep of the poor people through the ‘Duare Ration’
scheme. So, we call our Government for the people, by the people, and of the
people. Let the Central Government also be for the people, by the people, and of
the people as far as the constitutional promises go.

The Union Budget has promised that there will be a reduction of price in the

cooking gas, the LPG. At the moment, we have to pay Rs. 1,170 for a gas
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cylinder. There has been a hike of Rs. 70 per cylinder and a subsidised reduction
of Rs. 4 in the price of a cylinder. Who are they trying to fool?

Under Ujjwala Yojana, it has been claimed that so many lakhs of women
were given LPG connections. It is a welcome move, and we thought that women
are going to be relieved of smoke. But they do not have money to refill the
cylinder. They could make use of the cylinder which was given free but now they
do not have money to refill it. Money should be given in the hands of the poor
people by directly transferring funds into their accounts so that the economy can
take off. After the pandemic, the economy is actually dying. For the market to
thrive, more funds should be made available to the poor people.

We have, time and again, stated that there is a need to debate the
dismantling of cooperative federalism. But, as usual, the Centre has conveniently
neglected the issue in this Budget as well. The tax exemption is only a smoke-
screen to cover the Government’s monumental failures in addressing the
increasing unemployment and inflation along with the concerns for the poor.

What has the Centre done for the Self Help Groups, the ASHAs and the
ICDS workers? They are finding it very difficult to make ends meet. For the
farmers, the Minimum Support Price has not been talked about. The promise
with regard to enhancement of the farmers’ income has not been fulfilled. As far
as the medical research possibilities are concerned, there is a proposal for
research with ICMR, which is a very welcome move. But | would like to draw the
attention of the hon. Minister to the fact that there is a high economic burden of

diabetes in the country. It can also be said that India is the Diabetes Capital of
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the world. Nothing has been said about it in the Budget. We would request the
Government to create awareness or consciousness of the scare that people are
getting of diabetes, and guide the people properly so that diabetes does not
become another killer disease. It affects eyes, kidney, and heart. We should allot
more money to take care of this disease.

In this Budget, India’s economic growth is forecast, and also as per the
Economic Survey, to be 7 per cent in contrast to 8.7 per cent of the last fiscal.
This seems to be a hastily prepared, mindless document with no plan for
employment generation, and no relief for farmers, daily earners, and women. So,
| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to these facts. Thank you.

Now is the time for Amrit Kaal. Precisely speaking, there is an extended
Amrit Kaal till 2047. By this extension, the Government is again deceiving the
ordinary people, and simply asking them to wait till 2047 to see that the false
promises are broken.

Now, | come to the budgetary provisions made in this Budget. The
Government is, again and again, proclaiming its anti-people policies, and showing
its insensitivity towards the ordinary people including farmers and labours.

A lot of hon. Members have spoken about MGNREGA. Therefore, | am not
going to prolong it. This programme still remains a gamechanger in rural India,
but is subjected to mercy killing. The MGNREGA is subjected to mercy killing by
this Government. For the first time, since its introduction, the allocation of Rs.
60,000 crore made in the Budget, has gone down to less than 0.2 per cent of the
GDP; whereas it has been estimated by the economists that it should be, at least,
1.6 per cent of the GDP. MGNREGA is a demand-driven scheme. Especially after
COVID-19, -- that had affected the lives and livelihood of the common people --
we have seen that there has been a huge increase in the demand for work in the
rural areas. If all the households -- which have demanded jobs -- are to be
provided 100 days of work, as stipulated by the law, how much should be the

actual allocation?
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Hon. Chairperson, Sir, similar is the case with the umbrella programme for
the minorities where the allocation for the same was drastically reduced to just
Rs. 530 crore from Rs. 1,810 crore last year. What about Rashtriya Krishi Vikas
Yojana? The allocation for Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojana has been reduced from
Rs. 10,433 crore in 2022-23 to Rs. 7,150 crore in this Budget. Hence, it is crystal
clear that this Budget is against the interests of the farmers, minorities, common
people, and above all, the interests of our country.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the hon. Minister has earmarked Rs. 4,327.85 crore
for the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying.

another plot hidden behind this love for Gau Matas, which is nothing but to give

an opportunity to the ...” to attack Muslims and Christians alleging their hugs to
Gau Matas as unholy. Therefore, | would like to request the hon. Finance
Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman Ji, either to allocate more funds or, at
least, to put more pressure on Shri Parshottam Rupala Ji, to advise the Animal

Welfare Board of India to withdraw its advisory.

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Hon. Chairperson, Sir, all the Centrally-sponsored programmes,
implemented by the Government of India, starting with the name, Pradhan Mantri
Yojana -- PMGSY, PMAY, Jal Jeevan Mission -- are all portrayed as exclusive
schemes of the Union Government. But actually, the States bear 50 per cent of
the expenses or more in most of the cases. Take the example of PMAY. In
Kerala, the State Government is providing a total of Rs. 4 lakh for each unit, out
of which, the Central share is just Rs. 1.5 lakh in urban areas and Rs. 72,000 in
rural areas.

AIIMS in Kerala, Ayurveda Research Centre in Kerala, Malabar Cancer
Centre in Thalasseri, special package to returned migrants, special assistance to
universal MGNREGA, special scheme for cashew, coir, handloom, agriculture

and traditional sectors, doubling of Ernakulam-Kayankulam Railway line, approval
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of semi-hi-speed Railway line, point of call recognition to Kannur International
Airport — all these demands were rejected in the Budget.

The Central Government is
giving Rs. 200 per month but the Kerala Government is giving Rs. 1600 per
month. For disabled persons, the Central Government is giving Rs. 200 per
month but the Kerala Government is giving Rs. 1600 per month.

Sir, this is the situation. After the BJP Government has come to power in
2014, about Rs. 10.5 lakh crore worth bad loans of the corporates were written off
whereas amidst the hardship of COVID-19, not a single paisa of loan taken by the

common people was written off.
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Instead, this Government has penalized them by announcing the
moratorium on loans for which they were actually charged penal interest on the
loan amount for that moratorium period.

Sir, the poor people of this country are becoming poorer. Business empires
built by corporates like Adani’s and Ambani’s are looting the public money.

This Government has no courage to send ED, CBIl or SEBI to their
doorsteps even when they are trying to destabilize our economy by creating shell
companies and by manipulating the stocks.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Sir, thank you

for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Union Budget. | am speaking on

behalf of the people of Andhra Pradesh whose State has been divided very
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unscientifically. | am also speaking on behalf of the people of Narasaraopet, my
Parliamentary constituency, which is very rural and very much dependent on
agriculture.

When you look at this Budget, it is encouraging in some way, worrying in
some ways, and disappointing in many ways. Let me start off with a few issues
that are encouraging. The first one is the enhancing productivity of the long staple
cotton coming from Guntur. All the farmers are very much dependent on cotton.
This is very much encouraging. The value addition happens in Guntur after the
cotton crop comes out after ginning, spinning etc. which is very high in Guntur.
So, this is a good initiative that the Central Government is taking. Most of this
value addition had moved in the last ten years to fifteen years to Vietnam,
Bangladesh and other such countries. At least, at this time, they are looking at
this very seriously and trying to bring that value addition back to India.

The second encouraging factor is on the aqua exports as well as decrease
in feed imports of aqua products. This is an encouraging factor because 80 per
cent of the aqua exports actually happen from Andhra Pradesh. So, most of the
cost that is actually incurred by the farmers, 80 per cent of it is on the feed. So,
decrease in the import of feed cost from 25 per cent to 15 per cent is very
encouraging for our farmers.

The third encouraging factor is the GST tweak that has been given for the
MSMEs and professionals. The difference is, earlier GST was deducted when the
invoice was raised. But now GST is deducted only when the payment is actually

made. So, now MSMEs need not pay GST when the invoice is raised. This is a
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very good initiative. Also, MSMEs have to take loans at the rate of 12 per cent.
So, they have to incur anywhere between 20 per cent to 25 per cent. By the time
the bill comes, one or one-and-a-half years later, it is already too late and they
feel dejected. So, this is a very welcome move as it helps them in competing with
other countries.

The fourth encouraging factor, a very small one, is regarding the law
services for which the Central Government has provisioned for some financial
support for the poor people who are in prisons and are unable to afford penalties.
But | will take it with a pinch of salt because in the last Budget also, the Finance
Minister had spoken very eloquently on the crypto currency, but in this Budget,
nothing has been spoken about it. It is completely forgotten. In the last Budget,
they had levied 30 per cent tax on income as well as one per cent TDS on the
crypto currency. The Finance Minister used the words, ‘it is a sunrise industry’.
But what actually has happened is that in the last six months, Rs. 32,000 crore of
this transaction has shifted from domestic exchanges to the foreign exchanges.
This is what has happened with the sunrise industry which they had spoken
about. So, when | say encouraging stuff, | take it with a pinch of salt.

| am coming to the next point that is really worrying because | come from a
very rural constituency where most of them are dependent on agriculture. The
first one is rural distress and unemployment. Rural inflation is hovering around
seven per cent and above, and it is almost breaching the levels that RBI has put
up. They have put up to six per cent, but it is breaching that. The second one is

that the growth in rural wages has remained negative. When inflation is going up,
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wages also have to go up, but it did not go up. The CMIE data also shows that
workforce participation rate has fallen since 2016. People are not actually going
and trying to find work. These are the very worrying factors.

With these in perspective, it is very disappointing that the budget for
MGNREGA has been reduced by almost Rs. 30,000 crore. The National Rural
Livelihood Mission funds has also been reduced. Further, as if to add salt to the
wound, MGNREGA funds that was supposed to be released to the States on time
are not being released. We are actually asking for extra man hours for our people
from the State of Andhra Pradesh, but instead of increasing it, decreasing it is a
very unhelpful thing. It is a very disappointing thing.

The second most disappointing thing was agri input inflation. This is a very
worrying factor because in the last 20 months the agricultural input inflation has
remained in double digits. Inflation is going up every month, but the budget outlay
for the market intervention scheme and price support scheme is supposed to be
more. When the input is very costly, then at least you should cover the farmer
when the produce comes out by giving him MSP. This is the scheme that was
conceived to protect them, but it has been slashed from Rs. 1,500 crore to almost
nil in this year’s Budget.

The second one was the PM ASHA Scheme, which has been almost
wound up in the last three years. The third one is PM KISAN. Its outlay has been
reduced by almost Rs. 8,000 crore this year. In PM KISAN Scheme, the Central
Government is giving Rs. 6,000 to each farmer. | would request the Central

Government to actually look at what Andhra Pradesh Government is doing with
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YSR Rythu Bharosa. We are giving the farmers an input subsidy of Rs. 13,500 so
that they can actually fight this inflation and try to stand on their feet when the
cropping season comes. But instead of increasing the budget for this, they are
actually cutting down Rs. 8,000 crore. This is very disappointing to see.

The third most worrying factor is employment and jobs. MSMEs are the
growth engines of this country, which produces a lot of employment and jobs. But
yes, they have launched a PLI Scheme, which is a good scheme and almost 15-
18 industries are availing that Scheme. ... (Interruptions)

Sir, | have 12 minutes. | have started only 4 minutes back.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Okay.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU: | am the second speaker in my
Party. So, | have 12 minutes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The time is of the House. Please continue.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU: Okay, Sir.

But after launching the PLI Scheme, Make-in-India, etc., still the trade
deficit with China remains at almost $ 73 billion. The PLI Scheme was launched
so that Make-in-India, etc. goes up. Whoever takes PLI Scheme are the anchor
institutes, but the ancillary institutes or MSMEs, which are supposed to be taken
care of have not been taken care of. Two Schemes have been announced last
year in the Budget and one year has passed, but till now not even one inch of it
has moved. One scheme is Raising and Accelerating MSME Performance
(RAMP). It was announced in the last year’s Budget, but nothing has happened in

it. The second one is the surety bonds in public procurement. This was also
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announced last year, but nothing has happened in it too. MSMEs are where jobs
are created. So, | think that the Finance Minister will take account of it. ...
(Interruptions)

Sir, give me another two minutes and | will wind up. These are the signs,
which are very much visible on the ground. For example, these are the figures
that are coming out. The two-wheeler sales have fallen off by almost 36 per cent.
Now, it is almost to the level of 2012-2013. Commercial bank loans against gold
jewellery have increased by 218 per cent. So, people are pawning gold. In India,
gold is valued very well and they do not pawn it that easily, but they are pawning
almost 218 per cent just to make sure that they can live well. Other than for
household borrowings as well as for housing, vehicles, security or education, they
are borrowing just to live. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, please conclude.

... (Interruptions)
SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU: These are the very worrying things.
... (Interruptions) The one thing that is growing in the last one year is manufacture
of luxury cars. Mercedes has increased sales by almost 64 per cent.

Anyway, it is a disappointing factor concerning our State. Our Chief
Minister has given this letter to the Prime Minister. Numerous letters were given
to the Prime Minister.

The first and most important is the Special Category status promised to us
in the AP Reorganisation Act of 2014. Nine years have passed; one more year is

left. Till now, it has not been fulfilled. Special Category status was promised
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because our State was bifurcated in a very unscientific way. We didn’t have any
industry; we didn’t have any capital. That is why it was given. Till now, this
promise has not been fulfilled.

Even the Polavaram project, which is the lifeline of Andhra Pradesh, has
not been fulfilled. In my constituency, the Nagarjuna Sagar dam was built in the
1950s, when the technology was not there. It was built much faster than the
Polavaram project. In 2020s, we are not able to build this project, which is very
disappointing.

Sir, Telangana's power dues of Rs. 6,800 were supposed to be settled by
them, but they were not. In regard to the setting up of medical colleges, we have
been requesting Central support; for national institutes, land has been provided
but nothing has happened. About railway projects, Rs. 8,000 crore have been
sanctioned this year, but | am sure, the capital outlay will not be spent. Adding
salt to the wounds, they want to privatise Vizag Steel Plant. We are against this
privatisation of Vizag Steel Plant. The people of Andhra Pradesh are very
attached to the Vizag Steel Plant. ... (Interruptions) Thank you very much.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to take part in the General
Discussion on the Union Budget for 2023-24.

Sir, | rise to oppose these Budget proposals for the financial year 2023-24,
because they do not address the genuine concerns of the people of India, in
particular, concerns regarding unemployment, poverty and inflation. The
proposals envisaged in the Budget are not sufficient to address the general
issues concerning the down-trodden or most of the population of our country.

You may kindly see, the speech of the hon. Finance Minister begins with
the sentence, and | quote:

“We envision a prosperous and inclusive India, in which the fruits of

development reach all regions and citizens, especially our youth,

women, farmers, OBCs, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.”

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, Madam Finance Minister spoke about the inclusive

growth in her Budget speech. Special paragraphs are also being enunciated in
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the Budget speech. But if you do the micro-level scrutiny of the speech, it is seen
that the term ‘minorities’ is deliberately avoided in the inclusive development
which is being envisaged in the Budget speech of the hon. Finance Minister. This
is not only in the Finance Minister’'s Budget speech, but also in the Presidential
Address. It mentions only SCs, STs, OBCs, weaker sections of the society, North
Eastern people, and Jammu and Kashmir people. Normally the term ‘minorities’ is
also there in the weaker sections of the society, but it is quite unfortunate to note
that it is missing in the speech. That itself shows that a deliberate act of
discrimination against the minorities is reflected in the Budget for which | strongly
oppose.

The main allegation that | would like to pose is that the Budget proposals
are not sufficient to meet the purposes envisaged in the Preamble or in the
Preface of the Budget. Why is it so? | do appreciate the Government and the hon.
Finance Minister for maintaining the fiscal deficit at 6.4 per cent and maintaining
the growth at 7 per cent. Yes, the country is having a very good economic growth.
Even after the COVID-19 pandemic situation, we are able to have seven per cent
GDP growth and we are able to honour the commitments made in the 2022-23
Budget speech of the hon. Finance Minister that the fiscal deficit will be contained
at 6.4 per cent. On behalf of my Party and on my own behalf, | do pay
appreciation. But my specific question to the hon. Minister is this. When there is
an economic growth of seven per cent and when we are able to contain the fiscal
deficit at 6.4 per cent, as declared in the previous Budget, why are we not able to

address the issues of unemployment, poverty, and inflation?
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Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am not going into the statistics with regard to
unemployment. | know that there is paucity of time. As per the estimates of CMIE,
about 8.3 per cent is the rate of unemployment growth. The National Statistical
Office says that it is 7.1 per cent. The post-Independent India has never seen
such an exponential growth of unemployment in this country. That is the first
issue which | would like to make.

What are the labour-intensive sectors? These sectors include, agriculture,
mining, manufacturing, trade, hotel, transport, and telecommunications. There is
a growth of 13.7 per cent in the telecommunications sector. But there is no
change in the growth in all the other sectors. With respect to industrial production,
the growth rate is 1.6 per cent. It is less than what was there in 2022-23. The
growth in the manufacturing sector is 9.1 per cent. In 2021-22, it was 11.5 per
cent. That means there is a reduction of two per cent. If this be the ground reality,
| would like to know from the hon. Finance Minister how the Government is going
to address the issue of unemployment. Please tell the House about that.

The second issue is with regard to poverty. | am not going into the details.
Now, India has been pushed into 132 rank, out of 191 countries, as far as the
Human Development Index is concerned. This is the UNDP Report. As per the
National Multidimensional Poverty Index, about 16.4 per cent of the population is
poor. As per the National Multidimensional Poverty Index, about 18.7 per cent of
the population is vulnerable. This is the situation. About 48 crores of the people
are below poverty line. As per the report of NITI Aayog, the number is 50 crores.

The Government itself is admitting that 81 crores of people are being provided
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with free ration. That means they are also in poverty. This is an accepted fact by
the Government.

So, in such a situation, | would like to pose this question once again. When
there is an economic growth of seven per cent even after COVID-19 pandemic
and when we are able to have a good growth, why are we not able to address the
issue of poverty which is increasing? That is the second question which | would
like to pose.

The third question is with regard to inflation. What is the rate of inflation? It
is 6.7 per cent. It is above the upper band of six per cent. There is a provision in
the RBI Amendment Act of 2016 that when the rate of inflation exceeds the upper
band of six per cent, there is a mandatory provision on the part of the RBI that the
matter should be informed to the Government through a letter. It is really quite
unfortunate to see the situation. The RBI should inform the Government, through
a letter, the reasons for inflation exceeding the upper band of six per cent.

Sir, through you, | would like to ask the hon. Finance Minister some
questions. | want to know whether the RBI had written to you regarding the
reasons for inflation. If so, please disclose the reasons for inflation as given by
the RBI.

| would also like to ask the hon. Finance Minister about the Minutes. Why
is the Minutes of the recent Monetary Policy Committee meeting not made public
and is not available in the public domain as there is a mandatory provision that

the Minutes of the MPC meeting should be published in the public domain? Why
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is it not put in the public domain? That is my next question which | would like to
ask.

The basic principles of your liberalized economic policy are through wealth
creation which will create employment and development. Unfortunately, that is
missing in our country. | am not going into the Current Account Deficit. | am
passing on it.

My last point is about the direct taxes. The hon. Prime Minister as well as
the entire Treasury Benches were thumping their desks when a populistic
announcement was made by the hon. Finance Minister, that is, upto rupees
seven lakhs, there is no income tax.

Sir, this is also a jumla. | will explain this. If you are having an income of
Rs. 9.5 lakh in the present tax regime, you are entitled to have Rs. 4.5 lakh of
standard deduction and exemptions and you need not pay any pie of tax. If you
are having Rs. 9.5 lakh of income as per the old tax regime, you need not pay
anything because you are having an entitlement of Rs. 4.5 lakh of deductions and
exemptions under Section 80C and all other sections. | am not going into all those
details.

Suppose you are having an income of Rs. 7,10,000, you have to pay
Rs. 26,000 as income tax. If you are having Rs. 9.5 lakh as per the new tax
regime, you have to pay Rs. 45,000 as income tax. Which is better, Sir? | am not
going into the comparative study of all these things because of the time

constraint. | would like to say that this is just a jumla to mislead the middle class.
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Sir, with all these observations, | would like to say that the Budget
proposals are not favouring the common people at large and even the middle
class. Hence, | strongly oppose the Budget proposals for the year 2023-24.

Thank you very much, Sir, for providing me this much of time to speak on
the Union Budget.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Sir, on the 1% of February, when

hon. Finance Minister read her Budget Speech, | heard her with rapt attention.
And | was almost tempted to nod my head in approval when she mentioned that
there were no apparent back-breaking new tax proposals. She spoke about

widening of tax concessions for the salaried and the middleclass people. She also
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mentioned the increased allocation for capital investment, thrust on green
initiatives, and energy transition. However, on closer scrutiny, actually we find that
there are a lot of contradictions in the budget proposals.

Sir, | would like to say this in Assamese. Khun nahay khunali samakar eta
aavaran hoe. It roughly means, all that glitters is not gold. Actually, beneath the
veneer of the glitter of a self-trumpeted Amrit Kaal, India is menacingly poised to
become the most unequal country in the world. Sir, the character of the economic
management and the state of economy reflect an aura of ‘Rahu kaal'. It is not the
Amrit Kaal. We all know that Rahu gobbles up everything. In this current state of
economy in India today, the ‘Rahu kaal’ is gobbling up the poorest of the poor, the
small traders, the small businessmen, the salaried people, and the middleclass
people. Therefore, there are lot of contradictions in the Budget.

Sir, | would like to quote Article 39(c) of our Constitution which says, “that
the operation of the economic system does not result in the concentration of
wealth and means of production to the common detriment;” The Directive
Principles of State Policy say that the state shall, in particular, direct its policy
towards securing the operation of the economic system that does not result in
concentration of wealth in a few hands.

20.04 hrs (Dr. Kakoli Ghosh Dastidar in the Chair)

Sir, the crorepatis of this country today are controlling 55 per cent of
country’s wealth today. The top 10 per cent of the 140 crore Indians own 78 per
cent of the total national wealth; and 75 per cent of the wealth generated after

2016 went to the richest one per cent of the Indian population. On the other hand,
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the number of hungry Indians has gone up from 19 crore to 35 crore in last six
years. This is a figure put out by the World Inequality Report. That is the
contradiction of the Budget.

Sir, India’s tax system is making the lives of the poor people more difficult.
On the one hand, the salaried and middleclass people are being exploited, and
they are having a tough time. On the other hand, the revenue forgone by the
Government between 2019 to 2022 in the form of tax concessions and waivers to
the corporates was more than Rs. 1.2 lakh crore.

As you can compute, that can fund MGNREGA for 1.6 years. So, this is
the contradiction. Today, in India, ultimately there is rising of poverty and rising of
very affluent, elite. We all know that the rich are getting richer and the poor are
getting poorer. We can have the Bloomberg Billionaires Index as an indicator. |
can give you one example. Take the case of Mr. Gautam Adani. Before 2014,
his position was 609". But probably a booster rocket has been installed at his
back that his upward mobility went up at a supersonic speed and he attained the
2" position as the most wealthy person in the globe today in 2022. This is the
irony of the present state of the economy.

India is now among the most unequal countries in the world today. In this
backdrop, the Finance Minister would have taken measures and very clearly spelt
out measures to reduce the gap between the poor and the rich, which has not
been done. That is why, | am worried today. | am worried as a rational thinker

that on the one hand there are some glitters in the Budget, but on the other hand
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there are a lot of lacunae. | am worried because there is a sinkage of public
spending.

As per the Budget data from 2009-10 to 2023-24, the social sector
expenditure — as this Budget spelt out — as a share of total expenditure has been
lower than 20 per cent. So, this is quite alarming. We all know that we do not
have to be a rocket scientist to know that when you put money in the pockets of
the downtrodden people, the poorest of the poor people, who actually live and
stay in the lowest strata of the pyramid, they are the people when they get money
that our economy is rejuvenated. The top one per cent, no matter how much
money they spend, the economy is not rejuvenated. But in a situation like this
when we need the economy to be rejuvenated, the economic condition to be
improved and the economic activities to be generated, the poorest of the poor are
being deprived. Thank you.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Madam, thank you very much
for giving me an opportunity to participate in the general discussion on the Union
Budget. | oppose the Budget proposals for the following reasons

All of us in this august House and the millions across the country had
expected the hon. Finance Minister to give a healing touch to the ailing Indian
economy. This could have been done by increasing public spending so as to
provide social security net to the poorest of the poor in this time of distress. But
to my sheer disappointment, the Government focused more on fiscal

consolidation.
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Poverty alleviation programmes have been given less importance in this
Budget. The glaring example among them is MGNREGA where the allocation has
been cut down to Rs. 60,000 crore from the previous year’'s Rs. 73000 crore.
The total allocation for the National Social Assistance Scheme, anganwadis, the
National Livelihood Mission and nutrition programmes has stagnated at less than
Rs 60,000 crore. As a ratio to GDP, the allocation for the above anti-poverty
programmes has declined from 0.79 per cent in 2022-23 to 0.53 per cent. The
other two major programmes are the drinking water and housing programmes
with an overall allocation of Rs 1.5 lakh crore and an increase of 13 per cent only
from the Revised Estimate of 2022-23. It is still below the Budget Estimate of
2021- 22.

Here, | would humbly remind hon. Finance Minister that despite Prime
Minister Modi calling MGNREGA the ‘living monument of failure’, only it had
served as the migrant workers’ cushion during the COVID-19 pandemic.
Moreover, the Budget cuts will drive women to the periphery of the MGNREGA'’s
interests.

The Budget fails to address measures to check inflation and generate
employment. These were the need of the hour.

The allocation for agriculture and allied sectors, including PM-KISAN is
Rs. 1.4 lakh crore, which is lower than the Budget Estimate of 2022-23. The food
subsidy has been cut by 31 per cent, and the fertiliser subsidy has been cut by
over 22 per cent. The allocation for food procurement and market intervention

has been reduced from Rs. 72,000 crore to Rs. 60,000 crore.
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Madam, | wish to emphasise here the discriminatory farm policies of the
Government. The rubber producers in Kerala do not get adequate price for their
product vis-a-vis the cost of production. Several times in the past, | had raised
this issue in this House. As per the Swaminathan Commission Report, the
farmers should get at least 150 per cent of the cost of production to make farming
feasible. The cost of production of rubber is Rs. 172 per kg. As per the
Swaminathan Commission Report, the rubber producers should get at least
Rs. 258 per kg. of rubber. | urge upon the Government to fix a minimum price of
Rs. 250 per kg. of rubber. At present, the farmers are getting only Rs. 13 per kg.
of rubber.

In the Budget, the Finance Minister has raised the import duty on
compounded rubber from 10 per cent to 25 per cent, bringing parity with that of
natural rubber. However, when we go deep into the proposal, it can be observed
that this may not benefit the rubber growers much. The tyre manufacturers
import compounded rubber which compose carbon black, silica, and natural
rubber. During last year, a total of around 1.02 lakh tonnes of compounded
rubber was imported. Out of this, almost 60 per cent was imported from ASEAN
countries which have Free Trade Agreement with India, and as a result the import
duty imposed was only zero to five per cent. Hence, this hike on import duty will
not be applicable to them.

The only solution to save the rubber growers from the present predicament
is for the Government to take steps to renegotiate or revisit the Free Trade

Agreement by which the bound rate can be raised to at least 40 per cent instead

of the present 25 per cent. This is possible as the bound rate of coffee and tea is
fixed at 100 per cent. Renegotiation of FTA is due as ten years have elapsed
since the original date of Agreement.

"DR. THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): Madam Chairperson
Vanakkam. Budget for the current financial year has once again proved that this
Government is anti-poor. The budget allocations have proved that this
Government is not only against the marginalised section of society, particularly it
is anti-Dalit, anti-Muslim and anti-Christian. MNREGS is aimed at providing daily
employment to the poor and working class on a regular basis. This year’s budget
allocation for MNREGA is very less. The present allocation has been reduced to
Rs 60000 Crore as against the last year’s allocation of Rs 80000 Crore. With this
allocation, you cannot even provide employment for 10 man days in one year for
a family. This reduction of allocation for MNREGA is reflective of the fact that the
Government wants to exploit and supress the poor people of this country. | want
to blame this Government for being anti-poor. And for the Dalits, the fund
allocation has not been raised this year as compared to last year. They have
been ignored. This Government has not shown concern for the welfare of Dalits.
The current Budget has proved that the Government has not taken care of
the welfare of Dalits. Similarly, for the minorities, last year the allocation was
Rs. 5020 Crore. But this year it is only a meagre amount of Rs 3097 Crore. With

this, they have almost reduced Rs 2000 Crore in the allocation for minorities. It is

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evident for this reduced allocation the Government is completely ignoring the
welfare of minorities including the Muslims and Christians. Pre-matric
Scholarships provided to students from Classes 1 to 10 have seen a reduction in
allocation of Rs 1000 Crore. This is just like hitting under the belly of our student
community. This once again proves that the Government is anti-muslim. Last year
Rs 1650 Crore was allocated for improving the infrastructure facilities for the
minorities. This year, this allocation is only Rs 600 Crore. There is a drastic
reduction of almost Rs 1000 Crore this year. This Government wants to keep
aside the interests of minorities by not even providing the needed basic
infrastructure facilities. Maulana Azad National Fellowship Scheme is completely
withdrawn. This has taken away the opportunities of the Muslim students
becoming research scholars and pursuing research activities. Not only this
Government is anti-Muslim, it is also functioning as anti-Christians and
particularly anti-Dalit Christians. Targeted attacks are carried out against
Christians in the North-eastern States. Christians living in the North-eastern
States are being attacked in the pretext of religious conversions, similar to the
group and violent attacks faced by minority Muslims. A Committee has been set
up under the Chairmanship of Shri K. G. Balakrishnan. But this is seen as a
delaying tactic. The Presidential Order of 1950 is deterrent for extending benefits
of reservation to the converted Muslims and Christians.

Therefore | urge that this Presidential Order of 1950 should be withdrawn
and these converted Muslims and Christians should be included in the list of

Scheduled Castes and the much needed reservation benefits should be extended
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to them by the Government. | am duty bound ay here that this Government, on
one side, is upholding Sanaatana Dharma and on the other side engaged in
corporatisation. There should be an enquiry against Adani. His assets should be
seized. Hon Prime Minister should openly state that Adani is not his friend. Thank
you for this opportunity.

SARDAR SIMRANJIT SINGH MANN (SANGRUR): Thank you, Madam
Chairperson.

As minorities, we are not consulted in the making and drafting of the
Budget. So, | cannot speak professionally about it because we are never
consulted. The other thing is that the Shiromani Gurdwara Parbandhak
Committee is the mini-Parliament of the Sikhs. Elections to that have not been
held for the last twelve years, and it is the responsibility of the Union Home
Minister to hold these elections.

Madam Chairperson, then the next question is with regard to Sikh political
prisoners who have been languishing in jails for the last thirty-two years and they
have not been freed though Bilkis Bano's rapists and her relatives’ murderers
were set free on 15" of August, which is the Independence Day.

The other thing is that two Sikh leaders Deep Singh Sidhu and Sidhu
Moosewala, and two Russian descendants in Odisha, have been killed under
mysterious circumstances and we want a top investigation on these murders.

Many cases of sacrilege of the Sikh religion have been committed since

2015 and the culprits have not been arrested.
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The MSP of agriculture, allocation of funds to NREGA and fertilizer subsidy
— we want all these things on priority. In the Defence sector, the flying craft — the
squadrons of the Air Force - have depleted to a very considerable extent. And the
Jaguar Aircraft, the Mirage aircraft and the MiG series are going to be phased
out. So, we cannot fight a two-front war. Then, four-year tenure for a soldier is
insufficient. This Government which has come into being post-1947 have no
experience in military matters and we are afraid that the Defence is getting very
weak.

Madam, then, there are no Sikh Judges in the Supreme Court or Chief
Justices in the High Courts. In the Union Territories and in the Parliament, we see
no Sikh officer or Sikh person working which is very sad.

In foreign affairs, the Indian Government has not criticized the Russian
occupations in Ukraine. In 2014, Russia occupied Crimea. Now, if India does not
criticize these occupations in Ukraine, then, it would mean that India has
accepted the Chinese aggression in Ladakh and NEFA.

These are some of the points and 60,000 farmers were divested of their
legitimate farm lands in Gujarat in 2010 and in 2013. We wish the Prime Minister
did something to rehabilitate them.

There is one good word for the Prime Minister. He is doing very well for the
poor people but his partymen are putting on too much weight on their tummies. |
wonder whether they are working for the poor or fattening themselves on the

Only one more minute
madam, | will conclude my speech. | request you to extend those exemptions so
that people are encouraged to save more in provident funds. One more point
madam, | heartily congratulate our finance minister Nirmala sitaraman for
presenting the 4th general budget in a large country like India. As a woman, | am
proud of her. Mahatma Gandhi said that if a man is educated only he gets
education, but if a woman is educated whole family gets education. We are proud
that a woman is Finance Minister of our country.

We have Indian Institute of Foreign Trade in Delhi and Kolkata. Third
institute is sanctioned in Kakinada. The finance minister herself laid the
foundation stone for this institute and released funds. The fund sharing between
state and Union Government is in 50:50 ratio. | request the Union Government to
provide 100% funds taking into consideration the financial situation of our State.
With this request, | thank you for giving me this opportunity.
