SHRI T. R. BAALU (SRIPERUMBUDUR): sir, first of all, | would like to associate with the matter raised by Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury.

Sir, there are 10,000 manufacturing units in Tiruppur and more than 6 lakh workers are involved in these units. This matter is not at all heard by the
BJP Government. These workers are already reeling under severe pressure. In 1985, export was of the order of Rs. 15 crore whereas now, after 37 years, it

has reached Rs. 30,000 crore which is 22.87 per cent of the compounded growth rate.

Actually, cotton production is only 3 per cent to 5 per cent in Tamil Nadu. There is a demand of 120 lakh bales whereas there is production of only 3
lakh to 5 lakh bales. This demand and supply ratio is very huge. That is why, the textile associations want to have the duty concession. They have to import
cotton at the rate of 11 per cent. Invariably, they have to import cotton and then only they could manufacture and compete with other countries. The

Government is not listening to the voices of these units and, as a result, more than 10,000 units are suffering.

As far as the knitwear industry is concerned, it is facing a severe threat. It is about to close because of less booking orders, delay in receiving
payments, non-acceptance of booked orders, and deferment of shipments also. It is because of these reasons, the industry is suffering. What is the
difference? If we compare the last year's export in July, 2021, with that in July, 2022, it is minus 0.6 per cent. It is a negative impact. In August, it is minus
0.34 per cent and in September, it is minus 0.18 per cent. The negative impact is increasing. That is why, Sir, on cotton the Import Duty should be waived off.

In the meantime, | have also come to learn that the lawyers were assaulted by the police while they
were in the lock-ups of the police. So, | would request the hon. Law Minister of India to intervene in the matter, to take up the matter with the State
Government, the hon. High Court and the Bar Council of India to address the problem and resolve the issue as well as the deadlock arising out of it, including a

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SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): sir, | would like to draw the attention of the House to a very important matter related to the new regulations
imposed by the IRDAI. We all know that the Life Insurance Corporation (LIC) has always been a logo of trust. The goodwill factor of LIC is something which our
nation is proud of. The LIC and the other insurance corporations are facing a huge threat with the new IRDAI regulations and guidelines. LIC at the time of
inception had an investment of Rs. 5 crore, which turned into Rs. 30 lakh crore in terms of assets. Thirteen lakh agents are working in this sector. Having
grown into a pillar of Indian financial system itself, the LIC and the General Insurance Corporation have a unique way of operating, and that has been very
successful. | urge the Central Government to withdraw the new regulations and guidelines put forward by the IRDAI because the life and livelihood of lakhs of
LIC agents are at stake. The new regulations have demanded the payment of commission whereby there is a 20 per cent cap on first-year premium. Most of
the agents are from the rural and under-privileged sections of society. The first-year reduction would drastically affect their livelihood. If the new regulations are
in place for helping the private insurance companies of this country, the private insurance and the corporatisation of these companies would destroy the Life

Insurance Corporation. LIC has a goodwill factor, which has served the nation. So, | urge the Government to withdraw the new policy.

Title: Regarding increase in Salary of ASHA Workers.

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): The ASHA workers working in the health sector in our country are experiencing a lot of

difficulties. The Government used to engage them as part-time staff, but now it has become full-time work.

The ASHA workers play a major role in the immunization of children, running the lifestyle disease clinics, attending wet duty, primary and secondary
palliative, sub-centre level meetings, panchayat level meetings, nutrition class, meeting with mothers, ward level review meeting, COVID vaccination, besides
infectious disease prevention activity, chlorination, home visit to give medicines to TB patients, etc. But currently, the ASHA workers are getting only Rs. 6,000
from the State Government and additionally Rs. 2,000 from the Central Government. The statutory minimum wage of Rs. 700 per day is not granted to ASHA

workers, nor are they covered by the Provident Fund and the ESI Scheme.

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Several provisions have been incorporated in the Constitution for safeguarding and
promoting the interests and rights of the Scheduled Tribes in various spheres so as to enable them to join the national mainstream. Article 46, Article 275,
Articles 335 and Articles 342 cast a duty on the State to promote with special care, the educational and economic interests of the Scheduled Tribes.

In Pre Matric and Post Matric
Scholarship Scheme for ST students the family income limit is 2,50,000 per annum and for National Overseas Scholarship for ST students for studying abroad
and National Scholarship Scheme, it is 6 lakh per annum. The mandatory requirement of a family income is against the constitutional guarantees provided to
Scheduled Tribes and it is a form of exclusionary practise which denies benefits to the deserving candidates who have been deprived for several years. |
request the Government to kindly abolish the requirement of income criteria in scholarship schemes for Scheduled Tribe students in order to provide them a

level playing field.

SHRI KHALILUR RAHAMAN (JANGIPUR): Murshidabad is the home of lakhs of labours to which the Jangipur catchment area contributes
the most. Poor labours, especially bidi workers are not conversant with digital technology and are unable to carry out the work related to EPF Office with ease.
They have to travel to Berhampur, nearly 150 km, which is both time-consuming and expensive. Moreover, the Berhampur EPF office is the only office serving

three constituencies (Jangipur, Berhampore, Murshidabad). Hence, EPF office at Jangipur will reduce the burden.

On my earlier appeal on this subject, the Ministry of Labour and Employment replied that labours can visit the online portal of EPFO but labours are
mostly uneducated with zero knowledge of technology. They are bound to be present physically in the EPFQO. As per the Ministry, Jangipur has poor internet
facilities which makes Jangipur unsuitable for EPFO but the ground report is absolutely opposite. Jangipur has a Sub-Divisional Office, Court and Banks with

excellent and uninterrupted high-speed internet facilities servicing people at their best.

Title: Regarding appointment of security guards in ATM booths of Banks- Laid.

Title : Regarding access of advanced medical technology for patients suffering from heart valve disease-
Laid.

DR. LORHO PFOZE (OUTER MANIPUR): A large population in India suffers from valvular heart disease. While degenerative heart valve

diseases mainly affect older people, developing Countries witness the prevalence of rheumatic heart valve disease, affecting the younger population.

Medical technologies to deliver better/safer patient outcomes are some developments over the past six decades. Pioneering work in heart valve
replacement started in the early 1950s. Mechanical valves were introduced to replace the natural valves in the human heart and treat valvular heart disease.

However, one of the inherent limitations of this technology included requiring patients to be on life-long blood thinners.

A better solution was proposed in the 1970s with the development of biological tissue valves using either porcine (pig) or bovine (ox) pericardium,
allowing patients to lead a better quality of life. However, tissue valves presented degeneration limitation and required repeat surgery. The newer tissue valves

exhibit evidence of upto 30 years of longevity among patients over 60 years.

The most recent revolution is the advent of transcatheter valve replacement as an alternative to surgical intervention in severe aortic stenosis

patients. Transcatheter aortic valve implantation does not require open-heart surgery.

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to discuss on under Rule 193 on the problem

of drug abuse in our country and the steps taken by the Government.
| would like to quote Thiruvalluvar who has written about everything under the Sun, where he has said:

“Eendral mugatheyum innadhal enmatru

Sandror mugathu kali"

Technically, what he is trying to say is this: A mother will not tolerate a son being under the influence of alcohol or any drug abuse. When such is the

situation when a mother feels that way about him, what will the learned people of this society talk about that person?

Taking from his words, | would like to say that drug abuse in our country is a huge concern. The major drugs which are being abused are cannabis,

opioids, sedatives, inhalants, cocaine, amphetamine stimulants, and hallucinogens.

Though these are common throughout the country and probably in the whole world, it is more common in States like UP, Punjab, Sikkim,
Chhattisgarh and Delhi. India being sandwiched between the golden crescent about which my earlier friend was talking of Pakistan, Afghanistan and Iran on

the one side and the golden triangle on the other side right from Thailand from where we get a lot of drugs from both the Eastern and the Western sides.

When we are talking about these drugs that are coming in, we have to understand that they are coming in through ports. The earlier speaker also
spoke about the Gujarat port where there was a huge haul of about 3,000 kgs. of drugs that were seized, but subsequently we do not have any idea about
what happened to those drugs. What kind of action was taken in the matter? Was anybody held accountable for it? What we are looking at is trying to see how

we can protect our country and our citizens from the abuse of drugs.

The second biggest abuse is the abuse of the powers under the NDPS Act. The Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (NDPS) Act is a
draconian Act because it treats the drug peddlers and the consumers at the same level. One has to understand that the consumers are teenage kids who have
lost their way, and probably most of them are in schools or colleges. The earlier speaker was also talking about the importance of giving these people an
opportunity where they should probably be put in rehabilitation centres and not sent to jail. | am saying this because sending these youngsters to jail is a sure

way of making them hardened criminals when you are allowing them to co-exist along with the hardened criminals in the jail.

We also know how the NDPS Act is being abused. We know that there was a famous personality whose son was caught in possession of a small
quantity of a drug and the rigmarole which followed. The political vendetta, the highlight, and everything was being diverted as if that was the only case that
was happening in this country. Everything else in this country was forgotten at that point of time. So, | would urge the Government to ensure and pass a Bill
where consumers of drugs are not treated as criminals and are treated as people with a disease. They have some kind of a psychiatric disease and they need

support from the Government. To that end, | would urge the Government that you need to have more rehabilitation centres.

When we are talking about the need for rehabilitation centres, there has been a lot of survey that shows that the number of rehabilitation centres in

our country is very less. So, | would urge the Government that -- we have about 543 Parliamentary Constituencies -- in each Parliamentary Constituency a free
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drug rehabilitation centre should be provided. If not two, at least one such centre should be provided in each Parliamentary Constituency to ensure that there

are facilities available both as out-patients and in-patients for serious drug abuse victims.

As regards the ill-effects of drug abuse, we have to invest in this because the youngsters are our wealth for tomorrow and if you are going to ignore
these children, then the number of people who are going to be economically productive for our country in the future is going to fall because all these drugs
cause great health hazards like increased heart rate, fluctuation in BP and lead to more instances of heart attacks, stroke, psychosis, change in personality,
and change in appetite. They also lead to heart diseases, lung diseases, cancer, HIV/AIDS, and hepatitis. The way to prevent drug abuse is to stop these
drugs from coming into our country or we can try and reduce indigenous manufacture of these drugs in our country. But the other way is to give these children
an opportunity to engage themselves to distract them from these drugs and to engage them productively by starting more sporting facilities. In our State of
Tamil Nadu, our hon. Chief minister has initiated a very appreciable scheme where each and every MLA Constituency will have a sports complex with Rs. 3
crore investment from the Government. So, when the State Government of Tamil Nadu can do it, | would request the Union Government to spend at least Rs.
50 crore per MP Constituency to start a sporting complex in each and every Parliamentary Constituency. | feel that this would help the youngsters to stay away
from drugs because once you engage them in some kind of sporting activity, the incidents of drug abuse would also definitely come down. The earlier speaker

from Mumbai was saying that each and every substance has a use and all those things.

Why is that referred to as "abuse"? It is because when the use is exceeded — in Tamil, we have "afavukku meerinal amirthamum nanju.” So, when
taken in excess, even the nectar can become poisonous. Of course, we have medical substances like amphetamine, ketamine, etc. There are so many drugs
used in medicine that are being abused. So, | feel that the Government should also ensure that these pharmacological agents are kept out of reach of the
general public. So, we should implement a system in which prescription drugs are handled with extreme caution; they should not be sold across the table; they
should not be given to the general public; and people who provide these kinds of over-the-counter sales of these drugs should face strict penalties, as they are
also considered drug peddlers.

Unless we bring in changes like this, | do not think we will go forward. | hope the Government will definitely consider starting a sports complex in each
parliamentary constituency, starting a rehabilitation centre in each constituency should be taken up favourably, Sir.
*m07 SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Sir, it is a position that is acceptable in the country. Everyone will accept that. India is facing a great
problem and a great challenge to curb drug abuse. It is an acceptable position. There is no blame game in play. This is the position in which we must confront
the situation in the country. The United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime World Report of 2022 estimated that around 284 million people use drugs
worldwide. The report also claims that India is one of the world’s single largest opiate users. Youth in India are among the most affected by drug abuse. | am
sorry to say that more than 60 percent of the illicit drugs seized in India are from Punjab. According to the study, more addicts are between the ages of 15 and
35, and many are unemployed. Although it has been said, | want to make it very clear that India is sandwiched between the two largest opium producing
regions of the world. That is, the Golden Triangle is on one side, and the Golden Crescent is on the other side. Now, the Golden Crescent area includes
Pakistan, Afghanistan, and Iran. And the Golden Triangle area comprises Thailand, Myanmar, Vietnam, and Laos. During the National Household Survey,
more than 40,000 men and boys, aged between 12 and 16, were interviewed. Studies looked at drug misuse among women, prison inmates, and the rural
population in the border area. Each state bears responsibility. However, in the case of smuggling from other countries into India, the Central Government must
accept responsibility for preventing these smugglings. We are talking about so many ways and means. How do | stop it? We can give a number of suggestions
on how to build, how to educate our children, how to educate young generation, etc. But crime has to be prevented at the root itself. If it is not prevented at the
source, then simply educating the young generation and others will not suffice.

Who are the parents in the country? These parents are among us. Which parent does not teach their children that no, you must be on the correct
path, you do not mix up with these types of people or this category of people? Despite the fact that every parent gives good education and good lessons to
their children, unfortunately, these youngsters, who are in the adolescent age, are on the wrong path. Why are they on the wrong path? It is because there are

many attractions. In the field, it is not only the drugs; abuse of drugs also brings different colours of crimes.

The crime has to be stopped. The first preventive step to take is that the Central Government has to stop this smuggling itself. Everyone should
cooperate with the Central Government. | am not making any remark against anybody but this is my suggestion. This has not been happening for one year,

two years or five years. This has not been happening because of this Chief Minister or that Chief Minister. It has been going on for decades. Who was in power
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in 20047 The survey report of 2018 is with us. The cases are increasing. We have failed. This is not a credit. We have not prevented it. We could not educate
our children. This is our fault. This is the fault of the older generation that they cannot teach their children the correct path. Why are such attractions there?
Why are there so many cabarets? Why are there so many hotels where children go and stay from evening to midnight? They stay late night also. This is going
on and we have failed to stop it. The practical thing is that we have to accept this proposition. | will just give you some statistics on it. As per the
Comprehensive National Survey on Extent and Pattern of Substance Use in India conducted in 2018, there is 26 per cent increase in the cases of drug abuse
reported in previous decades. Whom will | blame? | will blame the present Government only. Governments after Governments have failed to stop it. Now, the
time has come where this Government should stop it. It should be prevented at any cost. It is not the fault of any particular Government. We will blame this
Government or that Government. No, we have failed it. The name of the substance is cannabis whose estimated number of users from age 10 to 17 years is
20 lakhs, and from 18 to 75 years is 2,90,80,000 in our country. The estimated number of users of opiates from 10 to 17 years is 40 lakhs. The number of
users of sedative is 20 lakhs; of inhalants is 30 lakhs; of cocaine is two lakhs; and of ATS is four lakhs. These are the figures for people aged from 10 to 17
years. The data pertaining to people aged from 18 to 75 years: the number of users of opiates is 1,86,44,000; of sedative is 5,80,000; of inhalants is 51,25,000;
of cocaine is 9,40,000; and of ATS is 15,47,000. Now, applying estimates of prevalence to population figure, the survey estimated that India whose population
is over a billion, 62.5 million people use alcohol, 8.75 million people use cannabis, two million people use opiate, and 0.6 million people use sedative or

hypnotics.

Around 17 to 26 per cent people are classified as dependent users who need urgent treatment, says the report. There are cases of domestic violence
coming into the court. When we hear about those cases, it gives us pain. In almost 75 to 80 per cent domestic viclence cases, the women are suffering
because of their husband's drug addiction. It is the present scenario of our country. It has to be stopped at any cost. If we really wish that India should progress
and our young generation should take our India to a larger extent in the world, we have to stop it. Qur young generation has to be saved by any means. If a

more coercive step has to be taken and a more coercive law has to be brought, it has to be done.

If we do that, we will be able to save our youths from this menace.

I will tell you very honestly, | cry sometimes remembering why women of our country suffer from so much of domestic violence. Every day, some
victim of domestic violence comes and cries. In most of the cases, the cause is drug addiction. | will refer to one case without giving details. One of the richest
men in Kolkata married. Rs. 7 crore had to be spent by the bride's father. Within one year and fifteen days, the woman died an unnatural death. Do you know
the reason? He was one of the richest men of Kolkata, an Oxford-educated person, coming from a cultured background, having access to Ministers of State
and Central Governments. She died because of the drug-addict husband. | do not want to quote the language that was used. | have seen all that. | am seeing

such incidents every day. This has to be stopped.

Sir, currently India does not have a system of national or local monitoring for drug misuse. Dr. Rajat Roy, Head of the Centre of Behavioural
Sciences at the AIIMS, New Delhi said this. The present scenario of Indian society has entirely changed compared to the earlier times. Now in the urban areas
the families are getting nuclear. That is also one of the great problems. There is a need to build enough treatment centres. It has already been suggested. That
is a policy which has to be formulated by the Government. We are happy that the hon. Home Minister is present here. Of course, he will take all correct and
positive steps. Prevention is one aspect. There is another aspect which is very sad. Application of NDPS Act in a proper manner is always appreciated. But

misuse of the provisions of NDPS Act should be deprecated.

It is common scenario now that if you want to pick up someone, file an FIR against him under the NDPS Act. We know that if an FIR is lodged against
someone under the NDPS Act, the accused does not have scope to get anticipatory bail under Section 438 of the CrPC. He has to surrender first and then to
prove that he was not involved in the case. The burden of proof is shifted to the accused. In several cases, misuse of the Act is taking place. When they are not
getting any cases and the superior officer asks them to fulfil the target, they pick up someone and file an NDPS case. This is being done. ... (Inferruptions)

*mo08 P.V. MIDHUN REDDY: Thank you, Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on this very important issue. Currently, | think, this is the most serious
issue our country is facing which is more serious than the border threats, more serious than even the pandemic. This is the worst situation we can be in, in
terms of drug abuse in the country. It is very important because it is spreading at a rapid pace. We cannot imagine it. It is growing manifold. It is growing ten

times. |think, it is right time that we put aside politics and come with an iron fist to control this.

As per the report presented by the All India Institute of Medical Sciences, around five crore Indians reported to have used cannabis and opioids in
2018. Imagine in a population of 130 crore or 140 crore, five crore people are under the influence of drugs. So, you can imagine what per cent of our
population is using it, and that too in 2018. The report also says that 8.5 lakh people were using injectables in 2018. They say that around 60 lakh people

need treatment to get out of this mess. If this is the situation, if cases are going to grow like this, how is the country going to progress?

There was recently an article in The Hindu. It was about the comments of some of the NCB officers. It is estimated that close to 10 crore drug users
are there in the country, currently. If out of a population of 130 crore, 10 crore people are expected to be drug users or drug abusers, then what is the situation
we are in? | think, this is the right time to act. Also, recently we have seen a report released by NCB. From April, 2021, Rs.26,000 crore worth of heroin has
been seized. This is only what has been apprehended and seized. What about the other drugs? If you even consider that 10 per cent was caught and
seized, the drug trade is more than worth Rs.2 lakh crore or Rs.3 lakh crore. That is the estimate, even if you go by what they have seized. Itis just about the
heroin they have seized, which is worth Rs.26,000 crore. This is an alarming situation. What the Ministry of Social Justice submitted in the Supreme Court is
that 1.58 crore children aged between 10 and 17 years are addicted to drugs. This is a very bad thing for our country. If the young children aged between 10

and 17 years are under the influence of drugs, what future they will have? What impact it will have on the society? It has to be thought out.

Currently, we boast about having the highest population of youth in our country. We say that we have 60 per cent population of youth in our country.
But if you see the number of drug users, out of the expected 10 crore drug users, the majority, 80 per cent, are youth. If people lose their career at an age
ranging from 20 years to 30 years, even from 30 to 40 years, at the prime time of their life, it is a serious problem for our country. There are various types of

drugs. The most common one is stimulant abuse.

Amphetamines are used as stimulants. They make a person hyperactive, euphoric, and energetic. These drugs are being misused by kids.
Cocaine is a very common drug. | happened to be in one of the restaurants in Delhi. In its washroom it was written that cocaine is not allowed to be
consumed there. | have read it with my own eyes. If such is the situation, it shows the extent of the usage of drugs like cocaine. Where are we going, is the
question. Even Adderall, a prescription drug, is being abused extremely. Meths are also being abused. It is known for its euphoric effects. In the extreme
case, it may cause depression, and may lead to severe psychological problems, which may end up with permanent disorders. There are two types of Opioids,
natural and synthetic, but both are equally addictive and damaging, both physically and psychologically. There was a seizure of Rs.26,000 crore worth heroin.

This is one of the major drugs being abused in our country. Prescribed painkillers like OxyContin, Vicodin and Fentanyl are also being abused. Sedatives are
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also being misused. Hallucinogens have become a part of club culture. There has been a talk about rave party. The effect of hallucinogens last long. They
have an extreme impact on both the psychological and physical conditions of a person. Ecstasy is also being abused widely. So, there are a number of drugs

which are being abused. The Government has to take necessary steps to stop this.

There was an article mentioning that drugs are now no longer available in packets or powder form, but are being sold as eatables also. They are
being sold as cake, oil or butter. This shows that its use is going to the extreme. We need to take precautionary measures and act in the right direction. |

would request the Government to act just like it did during COVID-19 pandemic.

The Government had made available free vaccine for the people of the entire country. Today, we are not under the threat of COVID-19. | would
request the Government to take immediate action. All the students, from high school to university, must be screened for drug abuse at the Government level
because then only we will know who is under the influence of the drug and who is not. If it is not done, parents will not come to know that their kids are getting

addicted to drugs. If the Government is really serious to control drug abuse, screening is an important step, and it must be done every year.

Parents of a medical student from my constituency came to me. The student was in his final year and was very good in studies. He is related to me
also. They came and told me that their son is innocent but he has been booked in a drug case. | was wondering why the police has booked him, and | spoke
to the police also. They told me that he was actually paddling drugs to make money for his drugs. These drugs are extremely costly, and students — all the
drug users — are getting exploited. If boys are getting exploited like that, you can imagine the plight of the girls who are under the influence of drugs. This is a

serious issue which we need to take up.

What is addiction? It is a sign, a symptom of distress. We need to treat the addicts with empathy.... (Interruptions) Sir, | have initiated this

discussion on behalf of my Party. | have been allotted twenty minutes.

DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): He is YSR Congress Party floor leader.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, they should not be stigmatized. People should not be treated bad because they are under the influence of
drugs. We need to give them a chance. We need to see that they recover because most of them are youth. Earlier, we used to see that drug abuse issue was
there in cosmopolitan cities or in big cities only, but now, it is prevalent in Tier Il and Tier Il cities also because drugs are now being manufactured in small
rooms. They just need some chemicals to mix up and some small utensils to manufacture drugs. A lot of drug busts have happened these days. Nowadays,
they are manufacturing these drugs in small rooms. So, we need to do more than what we are doing right now. We need to put in a lot of efforts. The

Government is saying that they have made several laws. But these laws are not enough. We need to come up with more stringent laws.

I think, this matter has to be dealt with an iron hand. There is a huge impact of drugs on the society. It is a threat to our demographic dividend. Drugs
are also a threat to the happiness of all the families. If eight crores or ten crores of people are under the influence of drugs, it means that if you take three
persons per family, it goes close to thirty plus crores out of the 130 crore or 140 crore population. So, it is not a small thing today. It is a serious issue which

needs a serious thought.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, there is a strong link between injectable drugs and spread of diseases like HIV/AIDS and other infectious diseases. lllegal

nature of drug trafficking is prone to money laundering and even terror financing.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | think, apart from controlling the usage of drugs, a major step -- which needs to be taken -- is screening. Screening is very
important. So, | request the Government to make a decision with regard to screening of all the colleges and institutions. It is good that we are spending money

on this issue. If we spend a rupee now, we will save thousands of rupees later in the form of the future of the country.

The Andhra Pradesh Government, under the leadership of Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy, has set up a Special Enforcement Bureau exclusively for
dealing with drugs and other illegal activities. There have been a lot of busts and a lot of seizures which have happened. A lot control is there. Therefore, the
Government of India should set up such an exclusive force or bureau to control drugs at this moment because this is one of the most important issues in our

country.
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Before | conclude, | would like to make it very clear. This is above politics. Kalyan Ji was also speaking about it. This is above politics. We do not

need to blame any party. We do not need to blame the previous Governments. But we have to look forward and we have to take the right steps so that we can

save the future of our country.

*m11 PROF. ACHYUTANANDA SAMANTA (KANDHAMAL): Hon. Chairman, Sir, on behalf of Biju Janata Dal, | stand here to speak on the Discussion under
Rule 193.

It is a burning issue. More people are using drugs; and more illicit drugs are available than ever in our country. The COVID-19 led-crisis has made

this challenge even more grave.

The vulnerable and marginalised groups, youth, women, and the poor have been harmed the most. While more people use drugs in the developed
countries than in the developing countries, and wealthier segments of society have a higher prevalence of drug use, people who are socially and economically
disadvantaged, are more likely to develop drug use disorders. The pain in the whole issue is that around 13 percent of those involved in drug and substance

abuse in India are below 20 years of age. Nine out of 10 people with drug addiction begin using substances before they turn 18.

It has a very bad impact on the person in particular and society in general. It comes with negative effects like higher risk of unintentional injuries,
accidents, domestic violence, and also death. Demographic dividend suffers. It affects relationships with family and friends creating emotional and social
problems. It increases financial burden. Drug abuse seriously affects our health, security, peace, and also development. Drug dependence, low self-esteem,

and hopelessness can lead to criminal action and even suicidal tendencies.

However major challenges to curb the drug menace that exists, are: legally available drugs, lack of availability of rehabilitation centres, smuggling of
drugs, disproportionate focus of law enforcement agencies on cases of personal consumption of drugs rather than the root issue of drug trafficking, and lack of

a distinction between addicts, first-time drug users, and recreational drug users.

Having said about the magnitude, cause and impact, | would like to mention here that under the leadership of our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi-ji, our hon Home Minister, Shri Amit Shah-ji has been pursuing a decisive war against the drugs menace, working together with the Ministries of Health

and Family Welfare, Chemicals and Fertilisers, and Social Justice and Empowerment.
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We commend the initiatives like strengthening the institutional structure, empowerment, and coordination of all narco agencies, comprehensive
awareness campaigns, and de-addiction helplines for support. We also appreciate the Nasha Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan (NMBA) to strengthen action and
cooperation in achieving the goal of a sustainable world, free of substance abuse. The launch of NMBA in 272 Districts across 32 States and Union Territories

will go a long way to address the problem in the most vulnerable areas.

| also recall one of the Mann ki Baat speeches where hon. Pradhan Mantri ji advised young population that addiction is not cool and not a style

statement. His way of dealing with most complex problems from all angles is truly praiseworthy.

I would also like to highlight what back home in Odisha we are doing to address this issue. | like to apprise the House that several initiatives have
been launched by the Odisha Government under the leadership of Shri Naveen Patnaik to help the young generation to develop a positive attitude that is
protective against substance abuse. Our hon. Chief Minister says that in Odisha, it is imperative to give a serious push to efforts to contain drug abuse and
drug trafficking so that the emerging problem is nipped in the bud. This can be done by a combination of demand reduction, supply reduction, and harm

reduction measures.

The Odisha Government has launched the Navchetana Programme to curb drug abuse among the children. The Programme is being implemented
under the National Action Plan for Drug Demand Reduction in 10 selected districts, namely Puri, Cuttack, Jagatsinghpur, Angul, Sundargarh, Khurda, Ganjam,
Balasore, Kendrapara and Kalahandi for the next three years to reduce adverse consequences of drug abuse. The Government has directed the District Social
Security Officers to implement the Programme as per the State Action Plan prepared in line with the National Action Plan. As a part of the Programme, 10
schools in each of the 10 identified districts are being taken up to provide education and awareness on drug abuse among the school-going children in the age

group of 11 years to 18 years.

The Outreach and Drop-in Centres in five Districts - Cuttack, Puri, Angul, Khurda and Jagatsighpur — have been set up to conduct outreach activities
in the community for the prevention of drug abuse with a particular focus on youth who are dependent on substances. A community-based peer-led

intervention drive has also been launched in three districts namely, Puri, Angul and Khurda.

To deal with these things, there is an urgent need to prioritise treatment, education, and rehabilitation because stigma, shame, and silence will
perpetuate the problem; and channelling funds towards treatment and rehabilitation will go a long way towards addressing the root of drug addiction. As a
society, we must collectively envision and take steps to minimise the stigma and discrimination across party lines. Let us move to a health-based and human

rights-led approach along with institutional mechanism to address the issue.

Thank you very much.
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I would like to congratulate all for having a serious discussion in this august House on the problem of Drug abuse in our country. Chairman, Sir, this

has become a very big problem for our country as well as our society.

This drug menace is attracting everybody towards it at a faster pace and everyone is getting hooked. These narcotic substances are being spread

throughout the country and we cannot ignore the drug smugglers and the agencies involved in it.

Sir, it is very unfortunate that the Police Department, Narcotics Department and the Security agencies seem to be supporting the drug mafias directly
or indirectly. The Government Departments meant to control these illegal activities are found to be helping these drug syndicates and it is really very

unfortunate.

Sir, there are 443 identified drugs in our country and some of them are used as medicines. Some are used for the treatment of cancer too. These

443 drugs are banned.

The menace of Gutkha is also increasing day by day but the Central and State Governments are helpless. Gutkha is still being sold outside school

and college gates. They are targeting our new and younger generation and trying to ruin it.

In the coastal areas of the States like Maharashtra, Gujarat and Goa, these international drug smugglers are very much active and they smuggle it in
broad daylight and openly. In my Sindhudurg district there is place called Doda Marg, a Centre of cashew cultivation, lot of villagers can be found consuming

drugs supplied from Goa sitting under cashew trees.

In a small town like Samantwadi, school children were found to be used as drug peddlers. One boy was arrested for drug peddling and he found to

be belonged to the family of one Police Officer. It means they are controlling the entire system.

Sir, earlier consumption of liquor, Gutkha or drug served as some kind of mental relief to the persons having some mental tensions. But now this is

not limited to that only.

We can see the people residing in slums along the railway lines consuming drugs and liquor throughout the day. The people living on footpaths and

in under bridges are actively and openly involved in consumption and supply of drugs.

In the metropolitan city like Mumbai, we have been witnessing the crimes like murder, loot, robbery and burglary in the houses of senior citizens for

the last so many years and the drug addicts were found to be guilty in these cases.

There are also cases in which the drug addict children killed their own parents under the intoxication. This poison of drug is influencing our family

bonding very adversely and killing everybody.

Hence, if we really want a drug free country, drug free society and to eradicate this drug menace, Government should bring a comprehensive bill in

this House in this regard in addition to the existing laws. Government should also ensure the effective implementation of laws.

*m14 SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): Sir, at the outset, | would like to thank the hon. Members for raising a very important issue which is beyond politics,
beyond religion, beyond caste, and beyond gender. It is a very serious menace which the law makers of this country should be aware of, and should be ready

to tackle. | congratulate the hon. Members, the hon. Speaker and the Government for allowing this discussion because it is a very important one.

Sir, 50 per cent of our country’s population is below 25 years of age. When we have a young population, we all should understand how important the
youngsters and human resource of a country are. Most of the drug peddlers or the big lobbyists mainly concentrate and focus on students and youngsters of a

country.

Sir, the report, which the Government of India submitted in the Supreme Court, states that a staggering 1.58 crore children aged between 10 and 17

are addicted to substances in the country. This is a very shocking fact, and is something which we have to very carefully look upon.

Sir, India is hosting the G-20 Summit next year. One of the main agendas of the G-20 Summit should be on narcotics and drugs, where India should
anchor this debate on safety of children and reduction of drug usage. The legal civil societies, organizations and other NGOs, as | have mentioned earlier,
should be involved in anchoring this agenda, and making sure that we adopt good practices of other countries in this regard. So, in the G-20 Summit, we

should have a discussion mainly focussed on this matter.

A country's development cannot be just measured on the basis of the infrastructure it builds, on the roads or bridges it has or the number of buildings
it possesses. The Happiness Index ranking is one of the biggest statistics or the yardsticks to measure the happiness of people in a country. If a person has to

be happy, development should be inclusive and sustainable.

Sir, the hon. Member who spoke just before me mentioned how the parents, whose children are drug addicts, are suffering from this drug menace.

So, if a country has to be self-sustained or happy, the population of the country has to be happy.

They should also make sure that the use of drugs or synthetic narcotic substances is much less. The idea of drugs itself has been outdated. Earlier,
the names of drugs which we used to hear were common in our country, but now the modern synthetic drugs always amaze us. Drugs like LSD, MDMA,
cocaine, hashish and ecstasy are drugs which can give you an effect up to 15 to 18 hours. Most of the young population is addicted to certain music and
certain drugs which they enjoy during parties like drug parties, rave parties. The film industry of India has even parties called pack-up parties which are given

after a location is shifted or the shooting of a film is over, and they are drug parties which have also been the subject of quite a discussion of the time.

Sir, there are many important ports in a country like India, such as Cochin Port, Kolkata Port, Mumbai Port and Chennai Port. These are transit ports
for drug trafficking, with Mumbai also having a destination port of drugs from Pakistan and West Africa. These are details which came up in newspapers and

other magazines.

The updated version of 2015 Indian Maritime Doctrine recognises the Indian Ocean as the hotbed of narco-terrorism, smuggling, gun-running and
associated crimes. The need to counter such threats in conjunction with the Coast Guard, the Navy and other law enforcement agencies is very important.
India is very much connected with the international waterways. As many of the hon. Members have spoken, there are many major ports which have been hubs
of drug trafficking, but unfortunately, there was no serious action taken by any of the Governments. So, we have to strengthen our border security forces,

especially the Navy and other allied authorities which can very effectively deal with drug trafficking through our international water channels.

Sir, there are many organisations, NGOs, which are working against drugs and the usage of drugs. | come from Kerala and my State has started a

huge campaign. When the Congress Party, in the Opposition, raised a very important issue related to drugs and when an Adjournment Motion was presented

in the Assembly, the State Government started a series of campaigns in schools, in colleges and in public spaces through the local self-governments. There

are many actions taken, but unfortunately, these are gatherings in which we take oath and be a part of those campaigns.

During the World Cup time, we hit a goal against drug addiction and against these menaces, but unfortunately, we have not been able to target the
exact users of drugs or we have not been able to break the chain or we have not been able to use the law enforcement to prevent the flow of drugs or to arrest

a particular group or mafia or the people working behind these illegal activities.

Sir, Kerala has been doing a lot of campaigns, but as | said, the law enforcement has not resulted in taking out the exact culprits who are working in
these arenas, as yet. The Excise Department, the Police Department — all these departments have limitations because of the NDPS Act which is existing. |
believe that a comprehensive plan and law should be made where, as | said, beyond politics, beyond religions and beyond any interest, all the law-makers in

the Parliament should make sure that there is a law to curb this menace and there is a legal enforcement.

There should be awareness in a proper direction. Our system of education should also be connected. The awareness classes or the curriculum
should be connected to make sure that children at a very young age are taught how to curb these menaces and how to avoid falling into the trap of these

menaces. They should also be told how the security of our country and how the prosperity of our country are affected by the usage of drugs.

*m17 SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Thank you, hon. Chairman for allowing me to participate in this discussion under Rule 193. | also thank the

hon. Members who have initiated this discussion on a very important and urgent matter. Drug addiction has assumed alarming proportions across the country
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almost in every State.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Try to conclude within three or four minutes. That is the direction from the Speaker, please.

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI: Sir, according to the United Nations Office on Drug Abuse, 70,000 people are reportedly addicted to drugs in Jammu and
Kashmir. So, it does not only impact 70,000 people, it also impacts their families. Directly or indirectly, it impacts around six lakh people. As reported by one

of our experts in mental health, there are almost 10,000 patients in the Institute of Mental Health and Neuroscience, Srinagar.

What are the reasons for such an alarming situation? Why were we caught napping? Why did it go to this level? There can be a number of
reasons. In case of youngsters below 20 years of age, it can be an exposure to an adverse atmosphere, a hostile atmosphere and not having a good
ambiance. In case of adults, it can be unemployment and under-employment. Even in the last few years, one lakh people are on the streets of Srinagar who
are not getting work. They are need-based employees, daily wagers and casual workers who are not getting regularised. It is not that every case will end up
in drug abuse but it is likely that the people who are affected by all this lack of empowerment fall prey to drug abuse. Again, disillusionment with the system,
bitterness, denial of justice and political uncertainty: these may be among a number of other reasons. There may be a number of reasons in the case of

Jammu and Kashmir. Some are reported, and in proximity, some of the reasons are given.

What should be the strategy to combat the situation? First is the legal regime. | do not find there is anything deficient in the legal regime. We have a
good law in the shape of the NDPS Act. But the problem is that the enforcement agency is not up to the mark because we do not have special investigating

officers.

As a trial Judge, | have seen that prosecution fails in most of the cases because investigation was not there in accordance with the rules; seizure was
not there in accordance with the rules; sampling was not there in accordance with the rules. Then, analysis was not there in accordance with the rules. So, a
police officer, who is, in the forenoon, working on a law-and-order duty or maybe he is with a VIP, in the afternoon, he is asked to investigate a matter under
the NDPS Act which is a highly technical matter. So, my request would be this. The problem is that we are not able to make use of the legal regime as a

weapon against this menace.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: If the quantity is small, it is a bailable offence also.

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI: Yes, Sir. Then, | mean there is no problem with the law, as such. But the machinery is to be put in place to enforce the law. We
should have a specialised force in almost every police station, more so in the police stations which are in vulnerable areas. Then, we must have awareness at
the grassroots level. We must engage the civil society groups because they have an impact. It has been seen that in case of this situation of drug abuse, the
civil society has a very important role to play. Then, we must have screening in the suspect areas. We can go for mass screening in educational institutions,
in the areas that are known to be prone to drug abuse. So, screening is one of the strategies, one of the tools that we can use. Then, once somebody is
detected to have fallen prey to addiction, we do not have adequate number of deaddiction centres. As regards Jammu and Kashmir, we do not have them in
adequate number in all the districts. At least, there must be one centre in each district. Then, the local representative, MLA or MP, must be associated
because he will help the administration to tailor the programmes. At least, he will play his role. Once it is detected — as | said that it is reported that there are

10,000 patients — then we do not have treatment facilities.

| would like to quote one instance. | had to find a place in Bangalore for a boy, who was reported to be a drug addict, as there has been no adequate
facility in Srinagar. So, in every district we must have a de-addiction centre where we can treat persons who fall prey to drugs. Emphasis should be laid on the
role of NGOs and universities. If we wish to fight a war against drug addiction, we should start at the grassroot level. We should wean away students or
youngsters who fall prey to drugs or who are influenced by the negative elements. We should take steps to see that they do not fall prey to drugs. We can

wean them away and reform them at the earliest.
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*m18 SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, while participating in this discussion, | feel that | am joining a holy war against the most dangerous

evil that this country is now facing.

When we read the newspaper in the morning, we get a lot of disturbing news. | was thinking about the ill side of the budding generation. They are

perishing inch by inch. It affects them physically, emotionally, mentally, economically, and socially.

Let me first point out a lacuna in the law. We had brought an amendment to the NDPS Act. In 2001, the definition of a ‘small quantity’ was altered.
You have also just now mentioned it, Sir. Small quantity of Ganja was earlier specified as 500 g., whereas in the notification issued pursuant to the
amendment, it was increased to 1000 g. Likewise, as per the earlier notification, opium and hashish were specified as 5 g., whereas, it is 25 g. and 100 g.
respectively as per the new notification. In the case of cocaine, earlier it was 125 mg., which has now been increased to 2 g. What is the effect of this? Every

offender, who commits very serious offence, is not given punishment according to the gravity of the offence. And, they will also get bail very easily.

We are the law-makers of this country. As the law-makers we are duty-bound to see what is to be done. We have to dedicate ourselves to scan and

plug the loopholes in the legislation. | have got a very limited time to speak.

Drug mafia has spread its net even in schools. They are following the policy of ‘catch them young'. Through this policy they are canvassing or

bringing them in the fold of this danger.

We all know about the effects of drugs on health. There has been an unprecedented growth of diseases which affect, liver, respiratory system,

neuro, heart, cancer, etc. Alcohol consumption is the main reason.

We are the villains in other crimes, like the crime against women and kids, domestic violence, motor accidents, riots, suicides, and so on. For
women, their house is the safest place but even there domestic violence takes place. Who is the villain? | would say that it is alcohol only. We have to realise

that and address it properly.

The Supreme Court has also once said that we must have a National Action Plan, which may include counselling and rehabilitation. In contrast, what

is happening? We have the Nasha Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan. | am a Member of the Consultative Committee of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment.

We are doing certain things. But that is not sufficient. It is a very dangerous evil. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to place certain shocking facts.
The incidence of drug abuse among children and adolescents is higher than the general population. What is the reason behind the same? That is because
youth is a time for making experiments. Like, let us make a trial. Even the children of the age group of 15 years and 20 years are into drugs. Drug mafia use

the technigue of, ‘catch them young'. So, that is very dangerous. ... (Inferruptions)

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am concluding. | just want to make one more point. The Central Government has certain responsibilities when it comes to
this drug issue. | agree with it. The Government has to do it. That is why, we are discussing it here. But the State Governments also have a role to play in this
regard. | would like to state one fact with all politeness. What is happening in the State of Kerala? There is an open general licence policy of that Government
for opening liquor shops everywhere. Wherever they want, they have taken that policy. It is a very dangerous thing. What is happening is that, wherever it may
be -- whether it is mosque, church, temple, or school -- it is liberal. Even during the COVID period, they were supplying it. They have a determination that there

should not be any shortage in the supply.

So, these kinds of things are going on. As | have told you in the beginning, it is a holy war. We are bound by it. If we do not act properly with regard
to this issue, we will be called ‘culprits’ in history. In order to achieve this noble cause, we have to work hard. | hope that these deliberations will pave a way for

such progressive steps by the Parliament of India.

*m28 SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Respected Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me an opportunity to participate on the discussion under

Rule 193 on the problem of drug abuse in the country and the steps taken by the Government.

Sir, WHO has declared drug addiction as a disease. It is a physical disease, mental disease, psychological disease, social disease and a disease that

affects the family also. This is a disease that has no recovery. Hence, the best way is to avoid the use of drugs.

Sir, as was mentioned earlier in this house, 50 per cent of India's population is below the age of 25 years. And drug addiction is found more among

youngsters and students. According to Gary Lewis, the South Asia Regional Representative of the UN Office on Drugs and Crime, the opinion that drug abuse

is an exclusively urban phenomenon is a myth. Injecting drugs and high-risk behaviours are seen in both urban and rural areas. The observation of 26"h June
as the International Day against Drug Abuse and lllicit Trafficking alone is not sufficient to eradicate this menace. The entire world is facing the menace of drug

addiction which has a devastating impact on the addicted individual, family, and a large section of the society also.

Sir, the launch of the Nasha Mukt Bharat Abhiyan is a good endeavor. In this campaign, 272 districts across the country have been identified as the
most vulnerable in terms of usage of drugs. During the last three decades, the Ministry of Sacial Justice and Empowerment has conducted two nation-wide

drug surveys. One was published in 2004 and the other one in 2019. The results of these surveys suggest that drug use in India continues to grow unabated.

According to the National Survey conducted by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment in 2019, there are more than 60 million drug users in

the country of which a large number of users are in the age group of 10-17 years. Let us join together to fight this menace.

Sir, the results of these surveys suggest that drug use in India continues to grow unabated. More disturbingly, heroin has replaced the natural opioids

as the most commonly abused opicid. A large-scale epidemiological study from Punjab also concurred with this finding.

The uses of other synthetic drugs and cocaine have also increased significantly. The National Mental Health Survey (2015-2016) showed a treatment
gap of more than 70 percent for drug-use disorders. The recent nation-wide survey on substance-use disorders has replicated the result, with nearly 75 per
cent treatment gap for drug-use disorders. Added to that misery, merely five per cent of people with illicit drug use disorders received in-patient care. This large
treatment gap indicates poor accessibility, utilization, and quality of health care. To meet this unattended need, the Government should expand the treatment
and rehabilitation facilities for substance-use disorders. As drug demand reduction falls under the direct purview of the Ministry of Health as well as the

Department of Social Justice, a coordinated and concerted effort is required to fill the treatment gap with a minimum standard of care.

Current and future challenges in the supply reduction lie in the early detection and scheduling of the new psychoactive substances. The recently
published report of the International Narcotic Control Board (INCB) revealed India's threat to mephedrone and captagon. Misuse of over-the-counter
medications with definite or with possible addictive potential is another concern, as voiced by the international forum. The biggest challenge remains to
maintain a rehabilitative approach than a punitive one even while punishing the addicts. It has to be well maintained that they are treated and not simply

punished.

*m29 SHRI S. VENKATESAN (MADURALI): Hon Chairman Sir, Vanakkam. Thank you for this opportunity. Many Members have spoken here about the ill
impact and the dangers caused by drug abuse in the country by taking part in this discussion. Drug de-addiction is a herculean task. Particularly the sale of
illicit drugs is a commerce targeted around the innocent school children and the younger generation making the biggest impact on their mental health. We see
such drug mafia targeting the students in schools and other educational instructions having lots of mental pressure. In the first instance they catch hold of any
particular student and through him a big network is created. These have come out due to the researches on this subject. They talk about two issues. One being
the gap, particularly the mental gap which is created between the parents and the children. Many say this is one among the important reasons for these
children getting into use of intoxicating substances and drugs. Many have mentioned this aspect in this House. This is one angle to this issue which talks about
the relationship between parents and children. Another aspect is the relationship between the Government in power and the drug network. Intoxicating drugs
play a major role in preventing the younger generation entering into politics besides diverting them. Any substance which makes the people get into an
inebriated condition can be available only with the blessings of the government in power. This is not my statement. Arthashastra vividly talks about this. It talks
about how the rulers who are in power make ways for the people to get into the network of intoxicating drugs and get them diverted from the mainstream
issues. This is similar to just a snake entering into a crowd. Arthashastra discusses in detail about the nexus between those who are in power and those who
sell intoxicating drugs. | have two examples to cite here. Most importantly | wish to share a positive exemplary example which pertains to Tamil Nadu. This is
the action taken by the South Zone |G of Police in Tamil Nadu who has submitted charge sheets in the Courts in almost 2000 NDPS cases in the last 9
months. This is a remarkable achievement. Under Section 102 of Cr.PC, 1873 bank accounts have been frozen by him. Besides issuing 1376 affidavits of good

conduct, Shri Asra Garg IPS has taken action for freezing the assets of 69 persons under the NDPS Act of 1985.

All these efforts of Shri Asra Garg IPS has been appreciated by the Madurai Bench of Hon. High Court of Madras.

SHRI TEJASVI SURYA: India is a young country, and more than 60 per cent of the country's population is below the age of 35 which makes it very important
for the Government and the society to take this war on drugs very seriously. In the last eight years, the Government under the leadership of the Prime
Minister, and the Home Minister Amit Shah ji, has effectively handled the war on drugs in an unprecedented manner. Some Members from the Opposition were
asking questions on what has been the result of this war on drugs. | just want to put three points before the House, and through it before the whole nation. In

the last eight years, nearly 200 per cent more cases have been registered compared to 20 per cent cases between 2006 and 2013. This is a 260 per cent
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increase in the number of arrests in the last eight years under the leadership of Amit Shah ji. The quantity of drugs that has been seized is more than double.

Between 2006 and 2013, 1.5 lakh kg. of drugs were seized.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, but between 2014 and 2022, 3.3 lakh kilograms of drugs have been seized, and this is the effectiveness of the war on drugs.
From 2006 to 2013, drugs worth Rs. 768 crore were caught. But in the last eight years, the Government of India’s war on Drugs has captured and destroyed
drugs worth Rs. 20,000 crore, and the credit for this must go to the hon. Home Minister for leading this battle from the front. Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to
bring two other points before the august House. The war on drugs needs a multi-pronged approach. While enforcement and investigation are one aspect,

ensuring that young people and young Indians do not take the path of drugs, is more important.

Studies have proven world over that the cost of preventing a young person from taking to drugs, is more cost-effective than investigation and
enforcement at a belated stage. Therefore, the Ministry of Education, Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, and the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare must
come together to develop a multi-pronged strategy to engage youth through sports, yoga, and also such other purpose-driven activities so that they are not

distracted towards the path of drugs.

In addition to that, many hon. Members made a point about rehabilitation centres. It is very important to have a rehabilitation centre fully sponsored
by the Government at every district. It is also important to have success stories of young people who have given up on drugs; who have made recoveries; and
who have come out of drugs. The society must celebrate them and their spirit of coming out of the vicious cycle of drugs, and the society must also ensure that
they become role models for many others. The society must effectively make a journey from spirits to spirituality and that is something that the Government
and the society together must encourage. Drugs corrode the very vitality and the very strength of our young population. Unless and until the society,
beyond politics and parties, comes together and wages a comprehensive war on drugs -- which also finances terrarism -- the country will not be effective at

battling this very huge problem.
At the end, | only want to make an appeal to the young of this nation through this august Parliament:
“Drugs. it is said, is a disguised road to hell, disguised as heaven.”

| call upon the young people to not get distracted -- whether it is under pressure, or under duress, or under influence. Drugs corrode us. Drugs take
away the very life that is a gift from God. The Government -- from the hon. Prime Minister to every single person in the country -- is with every youngster who

wants to come out of this. It is a positive battle that the whole country is very keen to fight.
