DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): The Government of India
is committed to the development of every section of the society and in
furtherance of the same it is implementing Centrally Sponsored and Central
Sector Schemes. However, the guidelines of several schemes provides for
contribution by villagers or the residents of the region where the scheme is
being implemented in the name of maintenance charges which include
electricity bill for water supply etc. A case in point is the provision of community
contribution towards the capital cost of water supply infrastructure and related
source development under Jal Jeevan Mission wherein residents of a village
have to contribute 10 percent of capital cost to the concerned Gram
Panchayat. This creates an additional financial burden on villagers who are not
financially sound. There have been instances of disparity between selected
villages in a region in terms of compliance while paying maintenance charges.

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(xv) Regarding inclusion of pilgrim centres of
Kerala in the PRASAD Scheme

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): The two world famous pilgrim
centres of Kerala are the Cheraman Juma Mosque, Kodungallur and St
Thomas International Shrine, Malayattoor. Both these pilgrim centres have
been included under the Pilgrim Rejuvenation and Spiritual Augmentation
Drive (PRASAD) Scheme of Government of India. The projects were:

1. Development of Cheraman Juma Mosque, Kodungallur, Thrissur,

In last week of March 2022, Secretary, Department of Tourism has
announced that the above 2 pilgrim centres are included in the PRASAD
Scheme and official announcement will come by last week of April 2022 itself.
As per the instruction of the officials of Central Tourism department,
Government of Kerala have already completed the DPR of both the projects for
the development of Cheraman Juma Masijid, Kodungallur and development of
St. Thomas International Shrine, Malayattoor, and submitted the final Project
Report to Government of India for inclusion in PRASAD Scheme. Now, the
final DPR of the two projects for including the projects in the PRASAD Scheme
is pending for financial sanction of the Ministry of Finance. Therefore, | request
the Central Government to issue financial sanction to the above said projects

under the PRASAD scheme without any further delay.
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(xvi) Regarding development of river ghats on the bank of Ganga river

SHRI SUNIL KUMAR MONDAL (BARDHAMAN PURBA): | want to draw the
kind attention of the Hon'ble Minister of Jal Shakti regarding 'Bathing Ghats'
and Ferry Ghats on the Western Banks of River Bhaghirathi. On the other bank
of the river the district Nadia, the birth place of 'Lord Chaitanya Mahaprabhu' is
situated. Lord Chaitanya Mahaprabhu grew up in the area, the places are
popularly known as Nabadwip, Mayapur, Shantipur (places famous for Lord
Krishna's Rashyatra) and spent his early days in these places. The holy river,
Ganga is worshipped by Hindu Community at large and lakhs of devotees take
their Holy-dip everyday in the river. During festivals, the number of pilgrims
rises. The ghats where people used to take their bath are conventional rural
ghats in nature and the devotees face many difficulties to go inside the water.
The process is very risky and minor/major accidents used to occur throughout
the year. If the bathing ghats are constructed and the ghats are properly
illuminated, it will certainly come for good use for the devotees and it will also
create beautification of the river bank. So, | request the Government to make
necessary arrangements to take up the development of river bank. Some
places where such ghats be constructed immediately are Katwa, Kalna,

Agradwip and Dainhat.
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(xvii) Need to run trains from Supaul district, Bihar to Patna and Delhi
