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The exports were mainly to the 
U.S.A., Ceylon, Malaya, Nigeria, 
Singapore, Aden and a few countries 
in Africa. 

(b) Government have instructed 
their Consuls and Trade Representa-
tives abroad to popularise handloom 
fabrics by organising fashion shows, 
opening of show rooms, and assessing 
consumer tastes and keeping the 
Indian exporters informed of the 
market trends. 

(c) The variety known as 'Bleed-
ing Madras' fabrics is popular in the 
U.S.A., handloom lungies and sarongs 
are in demand in Ceylon, Burma and 

. Singapore; Madras handkerchiefs are 
in demand in Nigeria.
