Trans-Himalayan Highway

1740. Shri Maheswar Naik: Will the
Minister of Transport be pleased to
state:

(a) the progress of construction of
the trans-Himalayan Highway connec-
ting the three Himalayan States of
Punjab, Himachal Pradesh and U.P;

(b) the estimated cost of the pro-
ject;
(c) the manner in which the cost is

to be apportioned between the Cen-
tre and the States concerned; and

(d) when the Highway is likely to
be completed?

The Minister of Shipping in the
Ministry of Transport (Shri Raj
Bahadur): (a) to (d). Presumably the
Hon'ble Member is referring to the
news item which appeared in some
papers on the 25th August, 1963 in-
dicating that a Trans-Himalayan High-
way was being constructed by the
Governments of Uttar Pradesh, Pun-
jab and Himacha] Pradesh connecting
Badrinath in Uttar Pradesh with
Shipki in Himachal Pradesh for the
development of the backward areas of
the Central Himalayan region. The
news item further added that the pro-
ject was to be financed by the Union
Government.

The Government of India have not
sponsored any such project nor have
they any such scheme under consi-
deration, although they are assisting
the State Governments concerned to
develop certain individual roads in
this region to meet the local needs.
