Ia addition, tribal students from NEFA 
hare been admitted to Sainik Schools 
elsewhere.  These aramgements are 
considered satisfactory.

There is no proposal at present to 
set up more Sainik Schools in Assam 
aa the Government of that State have 
not made any approach in this regard 
to the Sainik Schools Society.
