MATTERS UNDER RULE 377

(i) NEeD FOR SPECIAL QUOTA OF FooOD
GRAINS OR THE DROUGHT AFFECTED AREA
OF RAYALASEEMA,

SHRI P. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU
(Chittoor) : Sir, under rule 397, I wish to
raise the following matter :

Almost all parts in Rayalaseema are identi-
fied as droughtprone areas. Every year,
drought conditions prevail in one part or
the other of that area. Since last year, the
drought conditions are prevailing in most
part: of Rayalaseema.

This year, the rains failed and the agricul-
turists are not able to sow the grourd nut
even. If rains do not come within a month,
even the standing crops will fail. At present,
the agricultural labourers are not able to get
work and their condition is becoming pre-
carious.

Only old schemes under Food for Work
scheme are being continued and new works
are not taken up, due to paucity of food-
grains sent by the Central Government.
Unless the Quota of foodgrains under special
Plan is increased with specific instructions
to the A.P. state Government to spend them
is Ray'lascema for taking up new works,
it will be very difficult to protect the agri-
cultural workers 1n that area.

(ii) NEED FOR NATIONALISATION OF KUMA-
RDUVI. ENGINEERING WoORKs, DHANBAD.

SHRI A. K. ROY (Dhanbad). We are
shocked to know that the Kumarduvi Enginee-
ring Works, One of the leading engineering
units of the country, employing some 4000
workmen, is being handed over to a monopoly
house , TISCO. This concern was previously
owned by Bird & Co. and later it was trans-
ferred to Helgers Group Company.

The factory was lying closed since July
1979 due to the mismanagement and draining
of its working capital with the result, the old
company had to undrgo liquidation and the
factory was placed under the receivership of
Allahabad Bank by the order of the Calcutta
High Court.

At the time of closure the Kumarduvi En-
neering Works wasindebted to Allahabad bank
about Rs. 8/-crores. State Bank of Bihar about
Rs. 2/-crores and the workmen in the
form of Provident Fund, carned wages ctc,
Some Rs., 14 lakbs.

Since July 1979, the workmen are in peace-
ful satyagraha demanding nationalisation of
the company and reopenin it. Serval discuss-
sions were held between the Allahabad Bank
Government of Bihar and the Central Govern-
ment in this connection,

The matter was raised in the Parliament
on March 26, in the form of Unstarred Ques-
tion No. 1699 and then againin the form of
Calling Attention Notice and on both the
occasions the Minister of Industry assured the
House to reopen the factory within the shor-
test possible time under some public sector
management.

In this case several alternatives were also
open to the Government, It could reopen the
factory under its direct management as
the case of Swadeshi Cotton Mill of Kanpur
during the Janata Government or the factory
could be placed under the mangement of
Coal India Limited or TISCO, Alrcady
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operating in the area. But to our great dismay
we have come to know that this important
Engineering concern is being handed over to
the TISCO already a formidable monopoly
House even circumventing the provision of
MRTP Act and in contravention of the pro-
fessed economic policy followed so far. So
this handing over of the Kumarduvi Engin-
cering Works from its present possenssion
of Allahabad Bank to the TISCO
not (nly constitutes a breach of commitment
to the House but also a betrayal of tte policy
of the Government gapart from disappointing
the workers so long agitating for the take over
of the Company by the Government.

(v) NEED FOR RUNNING ADDITIONAL TRAINg
BETWEEN BANK(URA AND RAINA ON BANKURA
DaMopArR RAILWAY LINE.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR SAHA (Vishnu-
pur) : Earlier, threec pairs of tr ins were
running in the Bankura-Damodar
Railway linc between Bankura
and Raina. But at present only towo pairs
of trains are being run causing great hard-
ship to a large number of peole of the area,
particularly the -agricultural labaurers
and the tribal people who move in large
numbers during sowing and harvesting sea-
son. There is no other means of communi-
cation for these people and others. The divi-
sional superintendne of Adra  division,
South Eastern Railway had promised to run
trains in the above railway line by diesel
cngines, which unfortunately has not yet been
implemented, nor the line is being properly
maintained. Even routine maintenance
work has not been done for a long time,

I, therefore, would like to request the
Railway Minister to look into the matter
and see that atlcast three pairs of trains are
run for the convenience of the poor agricul-
tural labour and others.

DEMANDS FOR GRANTS (GENERAL)
1980-81—Contd.

MINISTRY OF DEFENCE—coOntd,

PROF, NARAIN CHAND PARASHAR
(Hamirpur) As I observed vyesterday,
the defence preparedness is the concern of
the entire nation and all the resources of
the country have to be harnessed for this
purpose, It is, in this connection,
that one of the interesting shortcomings
in our defence management has to be high-
lighted. The Administrative Reforms
Commission have recommended the setting
up of a specialist cadre among other things
for defence management, As it 5o happens
at the moment, we do not have a Civil
Secretariat  for the Army and the
persons who are drafted from the service,
viz,, IAS, etc,, are frequently changed.
With the result that there is no continuity
of co-ordination and indepth study and
making of the defence policy. I would,
therefore, request that these recommenda-
tions of the A,R,G, should be taken
seriously and further there should be a
think bank consisting of specialists, stra-
tegists and retired ex-service officers of the
rank of Major General and above for pre-
paring a blue print from the defence policy
of the country because unless indepth and
life long type of study is made available.
the country cannot be on a secure footing,

I also want to point out the grave in-
justice that has been done to the Border
States of the country. In the new recruit-
ment policy, Government has reduced the
quota and linked it into the recruitable
male population. In this case Himachal
Pradesh, J&K, Rajasthan, Punjab and
Haryana and the North Eastern States as
well as Kerala and Tamilnadu have been
the victims. As far as Himachal Pradesh
is concerned, I may say that from a quota
of 4.68%, and above which was therc in the
Army, our quota has been reduced to
6% only, Consider this in relevance
with the sacrifice made by this State for the
defence of the country. I was looking
to the figure supplied by the hon., Minister
Defence Production regarding the war
widows Statewise and I find that with a
ggﬂlation of go lakhs, Himachal Pradesh

as many as ﬁ,ﬁ war widows on its soil,
Similarly, Punjab has g72, Haryana 707
and Uttar Pradesh, 1113 and Rajasthan
alvo has a large number—459. The total
number of war widows in this country are
5210, From this you can find the sacri-
fices made by es¢ border States, I
would, therefore, plead with the hon.
Prime Minister and the Minister for defence
Production for reconsideration of the re-
cruitment policy and restore the old quota
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to the States which have fought tooth and
nail the aggression of the enemy, sacrificed
their sons for the nation and a?;o defended
the borders of the country with all the
might at their command. I would request
that in view of the strategic position of
Punjab, Haryana and Himachal Pradesh
to tace the twin danger of Pakistan and
China, these States & J&K must be given
special consideration not only in the Armed
Forces but also in the para nulitary forces
like B.SF,, C.LS,F.,, ITBP and others.
It is not that we grudge recruitment from
other States to the Army but what we say
is that with the absence of any major in-
dustries in these border States, with the
absence of any ordnance factories here and
with the lack of avenues for employmnt,
the people of these areas are having a sense
of grievance and ex-servicemen in parti-
cular are nursing grievance on this score,
This should be set right,

I come to the most important task of
the re-settlement of ex-servicemen. 1 find
from the answer given in the Lok Sabha as
on 1st January 1978 the number of people
registercd with the Dircctorate of Re-
settlement and Employment was  45462.
In the next year i.e, 1979 on the same date
the number rose to 63893 and this year on
1st January it was 79140. As against this
huge numgcr, the number of those who
were employed within these years, year by
year, I quote—

1977 . . . . . 3590
1 978 . . . . . 3413
1979 . . . . . 3084

79,000 is the number registered with the
Directorate and 3,000 is the number given
employment. You may, therefore, take into
account the  woeful inadequacy of the
work that is being done by the Directorate
of Resettlement and Rehabilitation..
Parliament should concern itself with the
resettlement of our ex-servicemen, At least
60,000 people are coming out ecvery ycar
and they are not finding employment. I
have quoted figures to prove_how woefully-
inadequate is the work of this Directorate.
I would propose that a Parliamentary Coms-
mittee of this House comparable to the
Committee for Scheduled Castes and Sche-
duled Tribes be set up, so as to assess and
evaluate and regulate the work regarding
rescttlement of ex-servicemen by State and
Central Agencies, Public Undertakings and
other employment-oriented institutions in
this country.

to which I would draw atteation of ths
Government,

The various decisions of the Ministry
must bs exp:dited. I have with m= one
complaint that a transit camp was sst up
1n Jakhri in Simla District, several years ago
and, land was acquired, but so far no com-
p=nsation has bsen paid. Similarly, I
would plead that not oaly ex-scrvicemen
but also the areas from which they come
must bs given adequate attention by the
Governme=at of India, especially in the
setting up of new railway lines, new in-
dustriecs and new border roads.

Another point I would like to stress is
about the disparity in pensions. Army
people and ex-servicemen arc highly rank-
conscious.  They find it difficult to digest
that a psrson who retires now and who is
of the same rank as they are is get*ing three
times the pensions they are getting. The
various measures taken by the Government
in the nature of granting ad hoc relief are
not sufficient and ex-servicemen must be
given their due and the disparity must be
removed. I must thank the Prime Minister
for this that when she became Prime
Minister, the officers of the Government of
India went to the war widows and handled
the pension papers. There was a sigh of
relief fiom them. So, not only with an
cye to fight the enemy on the borders but
also to provide relief to those who laid
down their lives and their families is the
concern of the ecatire nation and I am
thankful to the Government for this. I
would request that the task of providing
relief mustbe expedited.

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR (Dindigul):
Sir, I support the Demands for Grants
relating to the Defence Ministry, In the
ficst instance, I would like to congratulate
our able and efficient scientists who success-
fully launched the Rohini satellite a day
back, One of thescientists yesterday met
the press and stated that our military forces
and scientists and technicians of our country
are compstent and have acquired sufficient
knowledge to make the IRBM-—not the
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ICBM; that is the next stagc—but he also
expressed his inability to get sanction from
the Government., He said that our men of
science and technology are competent and the
Government should grant permission to
them to go ahead and make the IRBM.
At the next stage we muet be prepared to
make the ICBM and finally even the atom
bomb,

Oan bzhalf of the DMK Party I derrand
that all these sophisticated and modern
wzapoas should b manufactured to defend
our country with all our might. To defend
our country is our birthright. Qur learned
brother, hon. Shri Vajpayeeji, was ecx-

ressing his inahility to suport the plea
E)r the making of atom bomb. When he
was with us in the opposition from 1973 to
1977, he was making speeches in favour of
an atom bomb for the defence ofthe country.
After he took charge as External Affairs
Minister in 1977, he told that the Govern-
ment led by Morarji Desai was not willing
to go ahead with an atom bomb. I do not
blame Vajpayeeji. He is a competent
leader. But his hands and legs were tied
and his tongue was atoi:pcd to talk by
Mr. Morarji Desai and his Government.

Our learned brother, the former External
Affairs Minister was commenting on the
formulation of the foreign policy. The
foreign policy is formulated keeping in view
the defence of the country. These are the
twin principles. He was commenting
something on this, I want to ask him:
did you formulate any foreign policy from
1977 till you were thrown out of power by
the people ? They did not formulate
any policy at all, e entire nation knows
it; the entire world knows it. We sugges-
ted to them many a time to formulate a
foreign policy and a defence policy. But
they did not do anything. They were
cutting cach other’s throats, They were
stabbing each other in the back. They
could not defend their own janata Go-
vernment. They could not keep their own

rty in-tact. They did not allow this
on, House to continue for the full term of
five years. How can g'ou expect them to
defend this country I am not com-
menting on any body individually. I am not
attacking any hon. Member personally.
But 1 am commenting on the policies and
principles followed by the Janata Go-
vernment which were impractical and arti-
ficial. We have to switch over from
Morarji Desai policy to Indira Gandhi
policy which is a national policy. I appre-
ciat our hon. Prime Minister who is res-
ponsible for launching of ‘Rohini’ satellite
and all such things,

Our armed forces are second to none in
this country, They are very heroic, very
sacrificing and very patriotic. Their sacri-
fice and dedication is even bctter than the
British  Acmy. But thsir empty hands
canpot fight in the batt'e-fie'd. The empty
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-
stomach will not give strength to fight in
the battle-field. We have to provide so-
phisticated weapons to our army to fight
in the battle-field.

Our hon. friend, Shri Indrajit Gupta,
was pleading inability to provide finance
becausc we are ecnomically backward.
We can lead our life without wife, without
children and without profession but we
cannot live without the country. Therefore,
the defence of the country should he given
the topmost priority.

There is a constant fight between Dharma
and adharma. We are fighting for dharma.
Our country from time immemorial is
fighting for the right of dharma, which will
succeed ultimately, But our adversaries are
fighting for and advocating only adharma,
wickedness, Therefore, although we
were precaching non-violence and advocating
the policy of co-exixtence laid down by
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, we should not
forget that our neighbours and adversaries
did not respect and did not follow our policy
of peace. Therefore, we cannot preach
non-violence to man-eaters. 1 am sorry
to say they are like man-eaters. We cannot
preach non-violence to a tiger or a lion,
A leopard cannot change its colour. There-
fore, our country should be strengthened
as a super nuclear power. That is my
recommendation. On that basis I am
supporting these Demands for Grants and
I am extending my wholchearted support
for converting our nation into a super
nuclear power. This has already been at-
tained by China and other countries.

Who are our real friends? 1 read the
speech of Dr, Subramaniam Swamy deli-
vered last year on these Demands, It was
very unfortunate that he made such a
speech, Last year when he made this
speech I was not ﬁrescnt. Yesterday I
asked him whether he would be here today,
He said: ‘I am going to be absent, you can
talk anything you like” (Interrupitons). He
pointed out in his speech on Demands last
year that USA is the real friend of India.
(Interruptions). He continues to hold the
same opinion even now. He said that USA
is our real friend. We should not forget
that USA Government despatched the
Seventh Fieet to attack India when we
were in the battle-field fighting with China
and Pakistan. This Seventh Fleet was armed
with all atomjc missiles and ICBM.
Therefore, we must identify our real
friends. Not only myself or my party,
but the whole Hopuse is bound to extend
cooperation to the honourab'e Prime
Minister, Mrs. Indira Gandhj, who was also
the Prime Minister at that time, for entering
into a peace treaty with Russia to safeguard
the interests of our country. Theyare our
real friends. A friend in need is 3 - friend
indeed. The USA js not a dona fide friend.
They are dangerous enemies, and it ds
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very unsafe to rely on them. Therefore,
we have to formulate an effective foreign
policy. The Janata Government created
all confusion outside the country and
Inside the country and spoiled the name
and fame of this great nation. We will
have to reconstruct the entire defence
policy as well as the foreign policy Therefore
we are extending our wholehearted support
for the Demands for Grants, We arc always
for the safety and security of the country.
Even up to the last drop of plood in our
body we are ready to defend our coun.ry,

With these words, I conclude my
speech.

SHRI R. P. GAEKWAD (Baroda) : Mr
Speaker, Sir, I felicitate our scientists and
technologists for launching our first atellite
Rohini successfully ; I would like to appeal
to them to bring out another gadget to safe-
guard our interests in the House; whereas the
senior sector. in the House have been
taking our time, if the Scientists can come up
with some gadget, we might be able to get a
word in edge-ways. This Ministry should have
got priority over all other Ministires. In
spite of our limited resources and though we
do believe in non-alignment and we do not
want to conquer any more countries or lands,
we have to safeguard our own interests and our
own lands and our own people. For that, we
have to have a adequate defence equipment
so as 1o face any on-slaught from outside.
This year, there is an increase in the budgetary
allocation, but that can be put down to the
price hike. I feel that more funds should
be allotted to this Ministry. From time to
time, we have been replenishing our forces
with new equipment, whenever funds
allowed it and we have also been trying to
make somc indigenous weapons to sagfeguard
our interests. As the prices are going up,
we have to look inwo the mat.er. Not only
because of that, as we see today, but also be-
cause of the present state of the whole world,
there is a lot of unrest around our country, we
have to look to our country’s interest and we
should see that our forces are adequately
equipped with modern  wecapons. It is
heartening to note that, with our non-ali-
gnment policy, we have been able to convince
our neighbouring countries and other
countrics also that we do not want to conquer
their lands and that we want a peaceful
world. I think with the improved relation-
ship with Pakistan, the whole world has
appreciated our stand. It is all mainly
becausc of our Prime Minisier—1 do not want
to flatter her, I do not ever resort to flattery—
but I thinkshe is our best weapon of peace,
which none of the other countries have and
it is because of her, this weapon of ours, a
missile which never misses its mark, that
we have come upto this standard. Because
of this atmosphere in our country,
there is a feeling of security and peace. If
more funds are allottted to this Ministry, I
think, we should also go in for atom bomb,
not to explode, as a safegurd for our country,
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The sector which interests me most is the
compensation in licu of the quarters allotted
to the jawans and the defence personnel.
This sector has not been looked into for some
time, But I am happy to hear from
the Minister of State for Defence that more
houses will be allotted to these forces and
also that the forces that are stationed near the
cities will be provided accommodation,

Another disturbing  aspect ahout Ex-
Servicemen is that, after retiring from service,
they do not get appropriate  jobs, It
has already been said before, Butl would
like to stress on one point that there are
certain jobs which they can definitcly do
much better than the average men like jobs
of security, jobs of signalmen in the Railways
and the like which need a lot  of expertise
and vigilance, Thesc defence
personnel are trained for this sort of work.
A Committee should be appointed to look
into the matter of giving jobs to the Ex-
Servicemen.

In the same way, I request that a Commit-
tee of MPs. should also be appointed to look
into the educational facilities to the children
of these brave men. There are several schools,
But they are not enough, There was a target
of adding 121 schools. But still 67 schools
arc to be opened. This should be done very
quickly on a priority basis. The MPs should
take interest in the matter of d educational
facilities that are being given to the children
of these brave men.

SHRI N.E. HORO (Khirti) : Mr,
Speaker, Sir, I would like to speak on the
recruitment policy of the Government
that is applied in the Armed Forces,

A few mintues back, the hon. Member
on the other side, Shri Parashar, was speak-
ing about certain gricvances. He was
saying that the percentage of recruitment
from certain areas, from Punjab, Himchal
Pradesh and Haryana, has gone down
to 7 per cent. 1 would like to reply to him
by giving a quotation from the book entitled
“The Agony of West Bengal” written by
Mr. Ranajit Roy. I quote :

“The Centre’s policy of recruit-
ment to the Armed Forces from the so-
called ‘martial races’ also causes a heavy
drain of wealth from many States to a
few. Not only does this policy hurt the
the pride of the ‘non-martial’ States
and work against national integration, it
has serious econmic and social im-
plications,”

He says, speaking about the 1971 budget:
«“About Rs, 1,300 crores or 30 per cent

of the Central budget is carmarked for
Defence now. The strength of the Armed
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Forces has b::a raised from 250,000 msn
in 1947, to over 80,000. Lcss than 2
par_cent of this vast force has bzen re-
cruited in West Bengal, a state which
happens to be the biggest producer of
Central revenues after harashtra, On
the other hand, Punjab, Haryana, Him-
achal Pradesh and a few district of West-
tern \I.P. and Rajasthan have together
a shre of over 60% of these forces.”

So, he says that the percentage of recruit-
ment in the northern area is 609, while in
other areas, especially the ecastern States,
it is less than 29%.

MR. SPEAKER : You can spcak on the

major paints,

SHRI N.E. HORQO : There is an ele-
ment of ‘martial’> and ‘non-martial’ races
in the matter of recruitment. This has
become red indant after the Second World
War and after the Chinese War in which
many of the people from the castern area
have shown their valour. The Government,
after Indcpendence, had announced that it
will give up the British policy of recruitment
from martial races. But then, later on,
they said this could not be done because
of some administrative reasons. So, when
recruitment from different martial races
is being dene, I wiould request the Government
that they would consider raising an army
of the Tribals also. This has been the demand
of the House in previous years also.

I would request the Governmsnt to con ~
sider these points regarding recruitment. I
would request that they should keep away
from this policy of recruiting only from a few
states. They should recruit from other
States also.

SHRI SHIVENDRA BAHADUR SINGH
(Rajnandgaon): Sir, spcaking on the demands
for grants for the Ministry of Defence for the
year 1980-81 while appreciating the budget,
I am of the view that more funds should be
allocated for the same., It may be a matter
for thought in some circles as to why a
genuinely non-aligned country like ourse=
dedicated to the case of world peace—might
want to incrcase the size of its military
budget and hence its military power. The
recasons are many, but the mostimportant one,
1 feel,is to be able to have a sense of security
in the increasingly insecure turn that global
politics have taken. To be able to effectively
advocate world peace and,indeed, even to
be heard, one must have a certain military
might: o match one’s moralistic and verbal
one.

I realise that our Governmentis doing
its very best to normalise relations with our
immediate neighbours, under the dynamic
leadeship of Smt. Indira Gandhi. This i
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indeed a very commendable approach, but
let us not forget the hostility shown to India
by these ncighbours in the recent past.
We must negotiate, but in no way must we
let them take us for granted or think of us as
inferior in any respect, in matters pertaining
to the defence of our homeland. I appeal to
the members of the venerable House to endorse
my view. Apart from our responsibilities to
saf}::guard our land borders, it must be kept
in mind that we have a very large coastline
t0 protect,

Unfortunately, the Indian ocean has, in
recent years, seen the intensification of super-
power presence and rivalry, Our Government
and, in fact, every citizen would like this
unhappy situation to discontinue so that the
Indian ocean may be declared a zone of peace.
To be able to ensure the safec guard of our
coastline und also to made ourselves heard,
we must huild up the naval powr, Till the
1971 conflict, our Navy was note considered
an effective force. Since then, of course,
major strides have heen taken to rectify this,
which is again very commendable.

I was glad to read that the Government is
considering the purchase of some modern
submarines for our Navy from either of the
German $hipyards at KIEL or EINDEN.
Though ai1e cannot refute the wisdom of this,
I would urge the Government that this may
not be enaugh. The crucial role played by the
Vikrant in 1971 could possibly lend support
to my view that the Indian Navy purchase
another aiicraft carrier. I do not say that this
be bought to replace the Vikrant, which,
due to the recent reconditioning programme,
should be as good as new itself ; but, to add
to ow f rce, I would also suggest the purchase
of a few udditional mine-sweepers.

To remind the'House asto the effectiveness
and necessity of a strong Navy, let me ask
them to recall the crucial ro'e played by the
British Navy in the last world war. It was
England‘s naval supremacy that kept the
Germans at bay. Sophisticated naval vessels
must also be bujlt in India 80 as to cut down
our reliance on foreign countries,

The Indian Air Force, I believe, has the
best pilots in the world. With the recent
purchase “of the Jaguar aircraft to replace
the aging fighter bombers, our air strength
has been effectively increased. I have also
read that the Government is considering
the purchase of MIG 23 B from the USSR
to replace the Hunters and Sukhois in our
airfleet. Allthisisindeed very commendable.
I would like to request the Government to
ensure that, when HAL starts the assembly
of Jaguar or MIG 23 B arircraft, it must
bedone by a time bound programme, and
the HAL should be asked to coordinate the
production with the requirements of the Air
Force on a top priority basis. I would appeal
that our Air Force should be well balanced,
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though a slight priority could be given to
fighter aircraft, for, attack could well be the
best means of defence.

The HAL should develop and build so-
p‘:llstlcatcd aircraft for our Air Force. Itisa
pity that, after developing the Marut,
HAL has so far not been able to develop an
aircraft to suit the future needs of our Air
Force. May [ also suggest that a higher
powered engine should  be developed to fit
the Marut which is grossly under-powered
and thereby incrcase its life by another
decade instead of 1ts being phased out now ?
HAL should also consider manufacture and
development  of helicopter gunships and
heavy transporters.

With regard to the facilities afforded to
ex-servicemesn, I feel that these could be
improved. Almost 60,000 men are demobiljzed
every vyear, and the facilities offered by
the Government for the re-employment or
rehabilitation of these personnel are not
sufficient though this House has been assured
that there a.e a number o" schemes for ex-
servicemen. I find that the majority ol them
set up small businesses with their meagre
savings. I would urge the Government to
increcase the reservation of seats for the
employment of ex-military personnel in
government services, in the BSF, CISF, Poiice,
Dock-security, Customs, etc., etc. Where
they can be easily employed. Due to the fact
that a number of such personnel are.not
graduates, 1 feel that allowance should
be made for them by relaxing the rules of the
employment exchanges in their case, so that
they may not be demoralised.

I would like to bring to the notice of the
Defence Ministry that no new cantonments
have been opened in Madhya Pradesh after
Independence. In the Chhattisgarh area
particularly, there are no cantonments at
all, I feel that the Chhattisgarh region is
ideally sithated and strategically safe for the
opening of defence production factories:
there is none existing there now. I would
urge the Defence Ministry to do the best,
whatever they can, in this matter.

[ would also urge the government to consider
increasing the pension to war-widows prior
to 1970; to at least a minimum of Rs. 200.

Lastly, I would appeal to the government
to make NCC compulsory till Class XII so
that the defence awareness and preparedness
of the citizens increase appreciably.

SHRI M. M. LAWRENCE (Idukki):
While speaking about defence, we cannot
confine ourselves to the bare outlines of
the organisation and deployment of the defenc
forces.

As the report of the Ministry starts, the
political, military, geographic and economic
environment is a vial factor to be taken into
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account in formulating the defence
policy, preparedness and the perspective.

In this context I may say the report of the
Ministry shows a singular lack of under-
standing of the presentinternationalsituation
from the stand-pointofour national security,
The history of our various conf icts with the
neighbouring countries, the long history of tbc
imperialist intrigues earlier in Kashmir,
then in Bangladesh and now in the North-
Eastern India points to the clear and unambi-
guous fact that the main threat to our security
comes from the imperialist circles led by US
imperialism. Hence, equating theso-called two
super powers in the emergent tensionsin the
Indian Ocean isa piece of tter mischi-
evousness. The writers of the report fight
shy of mentioning even the name of Diego
Garcia. The tensions engulfing the Indian
Ocean area arise solely from US imperialism®s
attempt todominate the littoral States thro-
ugh the establishment of their buse in Diego
Garcia. Yesterday’s papers highlight the
deployment of a huge US Task force in the
Indian Ocean, This obviously is meant to
blackmail and threaten the Arab States,
India, etc. into submission to US intcrest.
On the other hand, it is the Soviet Union
which has consistently stood with us in all
the international conflicts to which we were
dragged by the machinations of US imperia-
lism.

In this connection, we welcome the recent
agreement for the supply of defence eq ip-
ment and stores between our country and the
Soviet Union. Soviet Union has proved

herself to be the reliable ally in times of crisis.

Coming to the Budget provisions, I also
strongly feel that the allocation for the
Navy is grossly insufficient as mentioned by
some of the hon. Membersin their speeches
carlier. I hope the Government will give
more attention to the development of Navy,
In this connection I would like to bring to
the notice of the hon. Minister the question
of the Naval Academy. At present there are
no big employment-oriented defence es-
tablishments in Kerala. Not a single ord-
nance factory nor a Cantonment is there
except a small Naval Establishment in
Cochin including the Naval Academy. We
understand that efforts are being made to
shift the Naval Academy from Cochin on the
plea of lack of cnough space in the present

Naval base. I strongly protest against this, The

Kerala Government is willing to give suffi-
cient suitable land in any locality the Navy
chooses. Sir, I hope the Minister wil] recog-
nise the strong feelings of the Kerala people
on this issue and will continue the location of
the Academy in Kerala itself.
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Now, coming to the need to motivate the
rank and file in the Defence forces and keep
their morale high, it is necessary to inculcate
knowledge and respect for democratic values
and institutions, The present policy of keep-
ing them isolated from the general, social,
political currents in the country is a legacy of
the British colonial rule. In all other demo-
cratic countries, the mlitary personnel have
a greater freedom and better access to know-
ledge and appreciation of politics. The
experience of underdcveloped countries all
around show that the situation in which
the military forces are kept in complete
ignorance about their social, economic and
political problems is a dangerous one, giving
opportunity to adventurist military officers
to try their luck in meddling with working
of the democratic system. The ofFcers and
jawans in the armed forces establishment
in the Army retire early in the prime of their

outh. At present the arrangement for reha-

ilitating them in civil service i3 inadequate
and unsatisfactory. In some establishments
such as major ports the military service of
rehabilitated ex-servicemen are not fully
counted even though thereare specific govern-
ment order for the same. The practice has
to be changed radically. No doubt, the opp-
ortunity of re-employment of ex-servicemen
isdependent on general economic develop-
ment. Therefore, the question of muintaining
thc morale of defence services cannot be
delinked from the general economic welfare
of the people. But even without the general
understanding, it is neccssary to provide
adequatc employment opportunities to the
ex-servicemen.

Sir, I would like to raise one or two other
points. Oneis the questiors of civil employees
of the defence department in ordnance
factorjes etc. While employees in the public
sector and even in departmental undertak-
ings like railways, posts and telegraphs have
been given bonus the civilian employees in
defence department are denied bonus. This
injustice must be ended.

Sir, the Border Roads Organisation con-
sists mainly o” civilian emp'oyecs ard . 'nder
the Ministry of Transport is controlled by
the officials deputed from the Army. They
are governed by Civilian Regulations Classi-
fication Control and Appeal Rule and at the
same time Army Actand Army Rules. Ifthe
employees claim thatthey are governed under
Army Rule and given the bancfits available
to the Army personnel serving with them in
the GREF the authorities will say that they
are civilians. If the employees say that they
are civilians and all benefits aviilable to
civilian employees be given then the authori-
ties will say that they are governed by the
Army Act and are not deserving any parity
with Army personnel. For raising their
grievances they are being persecuted merci-
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lessly. Some months back about 400 of them
were arrested. Many of them were court-
martialled and imprisoned upto six months.
They were tortured. Even their women-
folk were molested. The army officers are
treating these employees as they are pri-
soners of war under their custody. I fervently
appeal to the Minister to take action to stop
these atrocities and I request the government
to appoint a committee of parliamentary
members to go into the working of the Border
Roads Organisation. j

Sir, there is a system of employing casual
and temporary workers in defence undertak-
ings and these workers are facing acute
difficulty. The top heavy administration in
the Defence Ministryis totally un-concerned
with the condition of thesc workers. I urge
upon the government to immediately regula-
rise all such temporary and casual workers
s0 that they are given benefit of labour laws.

Before I conclude, I want to raise a very
important matter. It is widely known that
many officials from the level of Deputy
Secretary upwards are sent to the United
States for training. The defence department
is no exception. Even officials of the defence
accounts department: re being sent to U.S.A.
for such training. I do not know what train-
ing in accounts they are going to get there,
Everybody knows that defence accounts
officials have all the details of all the arms
and equipments we are buying, from where
we are buying and what price and so on.
They also know the stocks of various military
equipment we have and they are in a posi-
tion to divulge this information. So, this
training in USA be ended here and now.

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SHRI BAPUSAHEB PARULEKAR
(Ratnagiri): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I take this
-opportunity to congratulate our scientists,
our jawans and officers in the  Defence
Services, as they are imbued with
a deep sense of patriotism, devotion to
-duty and professional competence of a
wery high order. During this debate, many
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valuable suggestions have been made by
my hon. friends. Sir, I endorse a few of
them,

With reference to the manufacture of
the atom bomb, I fully support the sug-
gestions made by the hon. Members.
We want to use atom in times of peace, we
want to us~ atom in times of war and in
the interest of the nation. And in the
interest of the security of this country, it
is necessary that we should manufacture
atom bomb. I would only say let us go
ahead with that particular thing.

The second suggestion that was made
was with reference to the improvements of
conditions of the ex-servicemen. Without
alluding further and giving any details of
this, I also fully support that. Many of
my colleagaes here expreised their concern
about the threats on the borders of our
country. Even in this report at page 1
para 3, it has been mentioned as—

““The likely pressures of outside forces,
the potential induction of armaments
in the region adding to the vulne-
rability of the unstable area in the
sub-continent, as well as its neigh-
bourhood, create a delicate situation
not only for us, but for the entire sub-
continent which cannot be ignored
by us.

Against this background, if we take into
consideration the threat from Pakistan, the
threat from China, the threat
from north-eastern border and the Super
Power that is now coming into eXistence—
Japan, United States and other coun-
tries are coming together—it will be
necesgary for us to consider our defence
line very seriously.

As far as Pakistan is concerned, seen from
the circumstances prevailing in that parti-
cular country, its prime object would be
to have a confrontation Policy towards our
country. As far as China is concerned,
even if it is told on the fl>or of this House
that a solution is possible to the vexed ques-
tion of the boundary line, a solution which
will be acceptable to both is not, in my
opinion, possible, because the Aksai Ladakh
region is very strategically important to
China—from the strategical importance it
has with Russia—and as it is connected
with Pakistan by the Karakorum high-
way. It is against this background that I
would like to ask the Prime Minister as to
how far, as a nation, we are really prepared
to meet the challenges across the border,
and whether our Defence Services are quali-
tatively and quantitatively sufficient to meet
these particular threats.
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When we were discussing the Demands,
many Members spoke about the Armed
Forces. I believe that national security
does not involve the Armed Forces alone.
We have to take into consideration the
whole spectrum of security apparatus
which consists not only of the Army but
includes, in my opinjon, the geographical
situation; the foreign policy in which our
sccurity is inter-woven; the political and
military and strategical profile; the whole

amut of our natural resources; efforts to

ack up the security apparatus and lastly,
the need to maintain the national morale
and motivation.

If we read the Report that has been
furnished to us, we see that it is morc
or less a replica of the previous Report;
it hides more than it reveals. We don’t get
any information on these particular lines.
Against this background, we have also to
consider whether there are gaps and short-
comings in our defence. Even after care-
fully hearing the hon. Minister of State
for Defence Production as to his plans, I
feel there are shortcomings and gaps in the
development of the force structure, strategic
and practical concepts and evolution of
military hardware.

As far as fore-structure is conccrned., 1
have to say something about our Indian
Navy. We cannot forget the incident
that happened in 1971 when the US
Seventh Fleet entered our territorial waters.
Only one ship, I am told INS KARAVATTTI
was there to defend the entire cast coast.
Fortunately for our country, the 7th Fleet
went back. Had it come ahead, the
results would have been disastrous. It is
on this background that we have to sec that
we have threats not only from Himalayas,
but from the seas also, If we take these
into consideration the allocations made,
we find that the expenditure on the Navy is
too meagre. Even this year we find a pro-
vision, for the Army, of Rs. 2159 crores.
As against this, on Navy it is only Rs. 216
crores and on the Air Force it is Rs. 866
crores. The Report mentions that some
ships have been commissioned, some
sur vey ships are being manufactured,
some ships are to be handed over to the
coastal guards and some ships are being
manufactured at Goa. Put what I want
to know from the Prime Minister is whether
'a_ll this is swfficient to defend our coastal
ine.

Three or four questionsarise in my mindj
and I would, pose them for the considera-
tion of this august House and of the Prime
Minister. The first question that comes
to my mind is : how many ships of our
Indian Navy have outlived their lives. My
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information is that more than 809, of our
ships have done so. The second
question is, how many of our ships lack in
the requisite mobility; the third is, how
many of our khips lack in sophistication in
other? comkat! equipment,” particularly
in anti-submarine warfare role;and Iam
1n10re concerned with the last question, viz.
what is the amphibious capability in copr-
junction with the Army, to undertake
combined operations to meet the threats
to our island  territories? I have been
informaed —it has come in the reports—
that this amphibious capability is almost
non-existent. Will the Prime Minister
kindly say whether any efforts are
being made to improve this ? As far as
our Navy is concerned, I believe
that our Navy has to lay three-tier
role : One of the Arabian Sea, second in
the Bay of Bengal and for defence of our
vast coastal line which now includes.
I would emphasise, vital off-shore assets.
It is with this background that we have to
consider as to whether we haveto gear up
our Navy and whether we should double
our Navy in this connection. There is one
more point, asfar as our Navy is concerned.
I find that many of the senior personnel
in the Indian Navy are seeking prema-
ture retirement. How many Commanders
and how many Captainsare there who have
sought premature retircment? Why ?
That instigates others to ccme out of the
Navy when their services are nceded in the
country. So, this question should be given
a serious thought.

Coming to the Airforce, it is again
an important point. QOur Air forces lack
in scphisticated, more modcrn and more
versatile aircrafts the detajls of which have
been ﬁiven by thehon. Minister. I would
not like to allude to that, But, as far as
transport fleet is concerned, I read in the
report that one Major-General (retired) —
has said that our transport fleet is
just fit to be consigned in the
museum. Is it true? We would like to
know about it. The People who have read
this paper arediscussing among themselves,

Finally , I come to the question of Jaguar
to which reference was made by my learned
colleague here who spoke before me. Is it
a fact that the Jaguar deal is being scrap-
ped ? This is a major aspect. Yesterday,
there was some reaction of Mrs. Thatcher.
Today, itis in the papers that the Gcv-
ernment of India has informed U.K. Gov-
ernment about this particular  decisicn.
There are some misgivings, some misunder-
standings in the minds of the people and we
would like that those misunderstandings do
not exist. I would request the
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bon. Prime Minister to take usinto confid-
ence and tell us as to what it is. As far
as Jaguar is concerned, we are told that
major portion of jaguar deal is  scrapped
and ‘‘Instead, the Governmenrt lo k., like
going in for the manufacture of the
latest French Mirage (2000).” As far as
the capability is concerned, if Mirage
(2000) is more capable, I have nothing
to say ; you go in for that . But it has
come in papers that the capability of
Jaguar is much more better than this
particular Mirage (2000). It says,

“New proof of Jaguar’s
all-round capabilities as a tactical strike
fichter has been provided by successes
on two continents. In E wope, Jaguar
squadrons defeated Mirage squadrons in
the French Air Force’s binnial Fighter
Chngress.” And many other  instances
have been quoted here. I would like
to know whther that is correct . The
other question which T would like to pose
is as far Jaguar deal is concerned our
Indian Air Force officials arc of the
firm view that ‘ what the country needed

was a deep penctration st-ike aircraft. The
Jaguar filled the bill. Tae Mirage, it wis
reitiraced, was primarily an interceptor, ”’
And this was accepted by the Government
of India. It, at «ll, we want to go
in for Mirage (2000), I would like to ask a
question whether it is not true that the
French Government had agrced to give to
Indja at the end of 1980 the most sophisti-
<cated Mirage (23co) ? Is it that we are
thinking of taking Mirage FI which is
not so sophisticated ? These are things
which are coming in the papers and pecple
are discussing them. There are misunder-
standings created in the minds of the
people; may be purposely. I would,
therefore, like to know as to whatis the true
pasition ? Let Government take
us into confidence and tell us about it,

But I shall reciterate it just
in case any misunderstanding remains,
We arc committed to the psaceful uses of
nuclear energy. At the same time, we must
do everything possible to ¢nable our scien-
tists to gather knowledge and experience.
Also, IlshOuld like to ask : can one really
maintain that the possession of one or a few
bombs would be a deterrent to conflict ?

Hon., Membszrs have rightly stressed the
need to view defence in its totality and to have
a correct threat perception.

Defence policYcannot be viewed in  isola-
tion, Itis an Integcal part of our foreign
and domestic policies. It must have the clos-
est coordination with other areas of govern-
ment. It is intimately linked with the h=alth
of the economy, the system of , industrial
and agricultural production, Tthprevalence
of order and a scase of natioaal purposs is

vital, Quite ecarly in this century, wars
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became total wars. The work of farmers,

of factory workers and housewives is a neces-

sary hackgorund for the valour of pro-

fessionaly ja the defence forces. A people

withou%nse of direction become easy prey
to outsl{de machinations. History is witness

that when a people are imbued with faith in

their nation, no power, however, mighty,

can subdue them. The strength of an indivi-

dual or of a nation’rests on 1ts self conﬁdencc/
and its self-reliance. That is the rationale
of our green revolution and of our indust-

rialisation, No one claims that we arc any-

where near the achievement of our aims.

at the same time, no one can deny the enor-
mous progress we have made and arefcapg-

ble of making. The latest example is' yester-
dayss satellite launching under the able
guidance of Dr. S.S. Dhawan. That is why
we emphasize not only the adoption but the
correct choice of and the right application
of science and technalogy, bl

We have talked ofﬁelf-rcliancc and ther€o
i8 no doubt ir my mind that we must bend
all our energies towards this end. But no
situation or problem is so simple, We do
do not live in a vacuum. Let us not forget
that we have joined the/fface very late. We
are handicapped by the pamcity of funds,
with a system which is slow and with attitu-
des of mnind which look te the immediate
and often enough imaginary gain, rather
than the long-term and more solid benefit,
As Alice said inf Wonderland, we have to
keep running merely to stay in our place,
while the others are far in front and racing
fast ahead. We hardly begin project when
it becomes obsolete in the developed countries
how do we compete in the race for petroleurn,
ura niumfand other scarce and ~strategic
materials ? How do we match satellite
surveil ance and space espionage and the
open interference in the internal affairs
of other nations ?

Hence the nced to use whatever ca acity
exists in the country and to buy from abroad
what we cannotfproduce, For this is one
sphere in which we simply cannot afford
to lag behind too much.

There have been some jll-informed com-
ments in the foreign piress and in some
political circles on our recent military
purchases from t Soviet Union. Self-
reliance canno reclude purchases from
abroad, particularly a certain proportion
of advanced defence requirements. How-
ever, we have adopted the balanced and
wise policy of not being dependent on any
single country for our supplies. This has
8lven true underpinning to o non-
alignment, The contracts that our/defence
team concluded in Moscow have been made
to appear cumulatively large but they
Tepresent the aggregate of several agree-
ments which have been under diccussion

some considerable time. Absolute nece-
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ssity and financial prudence are our watch-
words. A third consideration is that, to
the fextent possible, imports should be dove-
tailed with domestjc production programmes
and should not inhibit indigenous design
and fabrication capacities.

The Defencc Ministry’s 1eport has iiefly
outlined the progress of defencc R & D
and the work done by ouy Ordnance factories
and the Defence public‘igcctor undertakings.
I have admijration fof our Defence scien-
tists and designers. We appreciate the
work they have done on designing a new
battle tank, an armed light helicopter and
our naval R&D. But 0 not know if even
now we make thepbest of scientific
talent. Antiquated ' administrative rules
dampen and  discourage their innovative
capacities. For innvoation involves risks
and the possibility of making mistakes. No
one begins at the top. But with the right
encouregement, the leeway between us
and other countries can be made up-/om‘
Defence forces demand and deserve the very
best. We are only sorry that we cannot
always provide them wi what they need.
Negligence in any sector may lead to harm.
However, we should remember that while
we may purchase good tanks, good aircraft,
good ships, defence itself cannot be bOUE_ht-
This 'is what makes self-reliance so crucial.

So far as the Jaguar is concerned, we have
a memorandum of understanding with
Aecrospace. We shall adhere to its terms,
However, where the discretion lies with us,
we shall excrcinc{it in the best interests of our
country,

While innovation and the general capacity
of the total industrial structure shape defence
production, defence asa whole depends upon
the vigilance of the people.

Every country‘s defence policies and
decisions rest on its threat perception.
We know from where we have been threa-
tened in the past. But dangers can emerge
from other directions also, Shri Panigrahi
made an important point, namely, thatallies
and groupings fchange. Some alignments
secem  obvious ‘today but we cannot guess
what combination may confront us in any
future conflict. We just must be prepared
for anyeventuality. This isnosmallresponsi-
bility with over 15,200 Km. of land frontiers
with halfaldozen neighbours and 6,000 Km.
of sea coast open to the entire world.

The Indian Ocean has ceased to be an
area of friendship. The unanimous voice of
the littoral States is unheard and unhecded.
The incgyease in thenavalpresence of outside
Powers Jin the Indian Ocean has been going
on for some time, butit has been guite drama-
tically increased in the wake of developments
in Iran and Afghanistan. This has contri-
buted considerably to escalating tensions
in our area. These dgvelopments do pose
a threat potentjal tofthe stability of all the
littoral States. The "military build up in
Diego Goarcia will have a  chain
reaction.

The best way to win a war js to prevent it,
That is why we have been trying so hard for
peace. The Foreign Minister has already
spoken of our initiatives with our immediate
neighbours. Today the whole world is our
neighbour. That is the rationale behind our
policy in Afghanistan and elsewhere. The
destabilising development which have taken
place in Southeast and Southwest Asia
have alsobrought the menace of confrontation
closer to us. There does not scem to be a
singale country which does not feel uncertain
about its own future. Even the missiles and
nuclear stockpiles of the Great Powers have
not freed them from nervousness., In the last
decade there was a gradual recognition of the
futility of the arms race, and this prompted
the search for an alternative for arrangements
t6 limit strategic arms with the ultimate aim
of reducing them. But in recent morths,
detente has had a setback. Suspicion lurks
behind words and actions.

Evenis in Afghanistan, unpalatable to
many as they are, are not sufficient reason to
jettison detente, My talks with leaders of

urope gave me an idea of how perturbed
they arc at the prospect of open conflict. TIn
that they will be joined by a large number
of countries of Asia, of Africa, of Latin
America. The aligned, no less than the no-
aligned have a stake in peace. I  should
like to appeal to the Great powers to act
with th cresponsibility that their own military
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capabilities enjoin upon them. They cannot
afford to make crrors of judgment or to act
rashly.

The over-all global security environment as
well as the security situation in our own nei=
ghbourhood has deteriorated. Events in
Afganistan, whichinclude thearmed encoura-
gement given to insurgents no less thal\the
induction of Sovietforces, have created serious
instability too close fo1 our comfort. From the
very [irst day my Government took office, we
have striven to use our influence to moderate
hardening attitudes and to pull nations back
from the brink of a fighting war towards
which they scemed to be rushing.

We shall consistently endevour, through
our deep commitment to the path of peaceful
negotiation, (0 convince other nations that
there is no problem which cannot be solved
through discussions or which would justify
recourse to hostilities.

The Janata Party Government, in a masgui-
ded effort to earn the applause of some ele-
ments abroad, characterised our stand and
adopted whatthey thought wesa softer posture
towards our immediate neighbours. I should
like to assert that at no time have we been
unreasonble. We were and shall continue
to be fjrm if our national interest or security
is in any way m-naced.

I would be failing in frankess if I did not
give expression to our uneasiness a the reported
plans of various countries to arm Pakistan.
Even as it 1s, Pakistan®s (Per capila expenditure
on defence is well over double ours. Reports
of Pakistan’s nuclear programme have caused
widespread disquiet throughout out country.
I hope that the absence of mechanisms of
public opnion and public accountability
in Pakistan will not serve asan encourage-
ment to confrontation. The possibility of
Pakistan developing nuclear weapon capa-
bility in the : ear futurec ha comeup for dis-
cussion in various forums recently. Govern-
ment are aware of the serious implications
of Pakistan acquiring this capability. We hope
that the Government of Pakistan will live up
to its pledge to gea: its nuclear programme
only to peaceful purposes.

No. remarks on defence can be complete with-
out paying tribute to the gallantry and bravery
of our jawans and officers. Out country has
been the victim of aggression several times. It
is well know that he who commits aggression,
he who attacks bas a tremendous advantage.
In spite of this, because of our preparcdness,
because of the quality and training of our
defence forces we have been able to give a
good account of ourselves. Our officers have
given true leadership, not just in guiding and
advising, but by being in the very forefront
of the fighting and face to face with danger,

We should be and we are truly proud of them,
We are aware of the sacrifices which the offi-
cers and men have tomake and the hard
ship with which they have to put up and also
of their dedication in times of peace, when
they rush to the helpof thegafflicted in natural
or man made calamities. For all this, we axe
grateful. That is why we have concerned our-
selves with the welfare of the serving personnel
and the retired, of their families and widows
and of problems of their re-employment and
resettlement. Not all grievances and demands
are fulfilled. I am well aware of it. But we
are trying to take them up one by one. Once
again, I reiterate that the objective of our de'-
ence is not war but peace. We do not ever want
to begin a war. But if any one plans to attack
us, we must let them know in unambiguous
terms that they will be up against a strong
defence froce and a resolute multitude, which
is united with singleness of purpose in the
defence of their motherland.

I hope the hon. members will withdraw
their cut motions and pass the Demands.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, I will try to pick up
certain major items under this Ministry
one by one.

Firstly, I turn t» the sensitive north-
eastern region, J d» assert that a proper
approach towards arriving at a solution
of this problem —not Assam only, but the
eatire north-eastrn region—has not been
made; things were allowed to drift for a
pretty long time indeed. And in Naga-
land, an insurgency movement was going
on for the last more than 29 years. Like-
wise in Mizoram also an insurgency move-
ment was going on.

What has b:en  the approach? The
approach has b=en taking recourse to
utilising the army, deploying the army
aginst the pesople. A solution within the
framewdork of the Indian Constitution has
to bz found. To that we d» nnt disag ce.
But the question is: by that it is implicitly
hinted that Nagaland or Mizoram can
only be just like any other States of Iadia,
nothing more and nothing less. That
does not mecet the rational democratic
kernel of their demand, rthat is, basically
more powers. It does not shuad s0. One
after another, the entire States of the
North-Eastern region have been drawn
into the vortex and now we find in Assam
a scessionist movement arti-Indian move-
ment, a plaything in the hands of the reac-
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tionary wvested interests and imperialists.
Between them  and us there seems to be no
common ig_round. While some solution has
got to be found on the basis of consensus at
the C:atral level, recourse to army would
not golve the issue. It has never entered
into the head of the Governmeat. This
kind of approach can or will never solve
the problem in that rezion; particularly I
do not rafer to Assam, that falls into a sepa-
rate category. And blind eye has been
turned to those things.

Now, we are faced with a very dangerous,
difficult and complicated problem. Yes,
neglect there has been, econnmic and other.
There are genuine grievances, economic
backwardness is also therec. But that is
not enough. So, I do not agree to the de-
mand for secession by Nagas or the Mizos or
anybody else. But I do say that a broad
approach has got to be there. I do say that
the ultimate so%ution liesin radicalagrarian
reforms, in giving wider powers to those
States of this rezion, industrialisation on
a wider scale. That is the ultimate solution.
Otherwise, you will never be able to solve
this problem and precisely on such soil
imperialists are trying to fish in troubled
waters. That is what is happening. That
is why I utter a note of warning about the
approach that you have taken all through.

Now, coming to the Assam problem, I
do not want to go into detail because that
has been discussed many a time. But it
seems that this moveme it has been direct.
ed aganst all the linguistic and religious
minnorities, like Nepalis, Bihans, Oriyas,
Bengalis, Muslims, tribal people against
all,  To them all are ‘‘Foreigners’’. There
are 35 lakhs of people to whom no citizen-
ship certificate has been given between
1951 and up till now and perhaps no Assam
Government will ever give them. That
is the position and it is a known fact now
that tacitly the Government has been
forced to admit that the imperialists are
now behind this movement.

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE:
They have admitted explicitly.

SHRI NIREN GHOSH : Who are
they? They donot know..... ? They don’t
want to pin-point. Let them pin-point
them. It is the U.S. imperialists who are
behind this movement. It is they who are
behind this movement and indeed almost
the Intire upper echelons, upper strata
of the administration, have become an arm
of this anti-national movement,

All through it is known to them.®*

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MR. CHAIRMAN : You cannot criti-
cise the Governor of any State or the Presi-
dent of India in this House...

SHRI NIREN GHOSH : I have not
given any name. There is no such rule,
I have spoken many a time in the Parlia-
ment and no Presiding Officer has ever
said that,

MR. CHAIRMAN : I rule that there
will not be any criticism against the Presi-
dent of India or any Governor in this
House.

SHRI NIREN GHOSH : There is no
such rule, and there cannot be. I have
not taken any name, but I do say that he
is  the **(Interruptions)

MR. CHAIRMAN : Plcase take your
scats. I would like to bring to the notice
of the members in this House that there
are certain posts ourj country under our
Constitution and the persons holding those
posts cannot be criticised in this House
unless there is a substantive motion against
them. That is the rule, and I am reading
the relevant rule

“A Member while speaking shall
not. . .............. reflect upon the
conduct of persons in high authority unless
the discussion is based on a substantive
motio1 drawn i1 proper terms,’

You cannot criticise the President of India,
you canuot criticise the Govenor, but you
can criticise a Government. Please go
ahead now.

SHRI NIREN GHOSH : I said the
Head of the administration. There are
reports and wide sections of public have
also told ug-its is for the Government to own
it or to clear it, it isfor them, I put this ques-
tion to them—that the upper echelons of the
administration, those who belong to the
Assamese pcople, are also supposed to
be in complete league with these people.
In order to suppress this movement you
should weed them out thoroughly,
otherwise you would not be able to deal with
this movement. What have you to do ?
In my opinion, the administration should
be thoro ghly cleaned up, the head of the
administration should go from all the five
States, whoever is there, These elements
should be cleaned up at one go and in one
cleaning  sweep : you would win the
lower strata, you should defend and pro-
tect the minorities, and there should be
a central national level political consensus.

The question should be settled politi-
cally, and not throuﬁh mere violence,
though protection should be given to all
t who need protection. And you should
isolate the agitatorsif they don’t listen to

reason, and they do not call off the agi-
tation and come to the negotiating table.
You should isolate those hardful of persons
and find a solution. You will getthe support
of the entire country then. Only by pro-
ceeding in this manner can you come to.
grips with the sjtuation.

I had said that ultimately the solution-
lies in giving greater powers to the States,
A mass movement should be launched
on those fronts. This mass movement
should be spear-headed by democratic
parties, forces, groups and individuals.
Only then will you be able to get the back-
ing of the masses. But you will never
go in for such radical movements. Never,.
never. You have allowed things to get
aggravated and the local, national and
chauvinistic forces have become powerful.
Those local national chauvinism are a
potent weapon. You have allowed them
an almost completely free hand. That is
what my charge against the Government
is.

Now I come to the next question about
the consideration of the demand for more
powers for the States of India, in a proper
perspective. 1 know that no bour-
geois Government will concede this demand,
unless forced to. Not even a national
dialogue is there on this. They are dives-
ting the States of the powers and concen-
trating all the powers in their own hands..

There are two concepts about the unity
of India. According to the first concept,
unity of India has got to be upheld by the
baton, bayonet and by Army. It is unity
imposed from above. That is the concept
of the ruling classes and of all the bourge-
ois-landlord Governments including, I do
say, the Government of the Janata Party.
That was also in the same class.

Our mass-based approach is comple-
tely and diametrically opposed to it
This second concept says: give more powers
to the States, get the willing cooperation
of the people of India; and on the basis of
of that, cement the unity of India and make
it iromlike strong. That is the only basis
on which the unity and integrity of the
country can be built—and by no other. If
you go on imposing Yourself and toppling
Governments and playing the game of
nine-pins, what will happen to thia count::y?
More and more anger, discontent, frustrat;qn
and fury that are gathering below, will
one day burst. There will be a raging and
tearing fire throughout India, and  that
is the situation you want India to be in.
That is another of my charges. God forbid,
you succeed in imposing such a situation

**Exp. nged as ordercd by the chair,
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on India. This question should.be discussed
in ltht: National Development Council
itself,

In this connection, I'would also like to
talk about the question of Presidential
form of Government. It is in the air
that the idea was mooted in 1977. It was
not put into practice. But it seéms that the
present Government is steadily and slowi‘v,v
trying to make a drive towards a Presi-
-dential form of Government. And that
means dictatorship; and in a multi-
national coatry like Iadia, if dic-
tatorship yoes on ‘or 3 or 4 year;, iltimately
there will be an explosion; and India will
not be there.

1 suppose you do no want it. But
You are b:having in a way, you are pur-
suing a policy which l:ads India precisely
to such a position. That is why I do
say, the recent Supreme Court Judgment,
you are trying to bypass or get revised. I
do stand for the recent Supreme Cour Judg-
ment in the sense that the Directive Principles
should not get precedence over Fundamental
Rights. Why ? Either make the Directive
Principles obljgatory by law and enforce them
justiciable by court or we do not trust any
rTuling party; people do not trust the bourgeo-
is land lord classes and their governments;
and nobody would give you such widé powers
in the name of implementing the Directive
Principles which you do not impleme t,
In their name, youtry to crush the Opposition,
Crush the people, you employ brutal repres-
sive forces.

Then coming to the State-Centre relation,

-timeg without number, nobody.knows how many

times, 6o times or 75 times or 8o times, the
State Governmments have been toppled, . ... ..
(Interruptiont) The worst experience we have
passed through in our State in this respect,
Even now in pursuance of your policies marcl,
towards worst dictatorship, much worse
tyranny, enacting suchlegislations,preventive
detention and all that you arc concentrating
all the powers of the gtatcs in your hands,
in order to pin point all these things, I will
give you one example. Since theinstallation
of this Government at the Centre, you are
adopting all possible means so that the left-
front governmeént cannot work in West
Bengal. How many times the Prime Minjs-
ter has written letters to the Chief Minis-
ter ? How many times the other Ministers
have written letters to the Chief Ministcr
demandi g explanation ? Is it-not more than
7 or 8 times or 10 titmes ?. I do say there
are thany Congress (I) governments in the
States. Has any expla ation been called’
for' orice even from the Ghief Ministers;of those
States ? No, no; never. Hasany representa-
tiort’ beenrir made by anydamn fellowiy
-the nam¥ of Congress (I): It is shree intep..
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ference in the day-to-day working of the
governinent. And than our good friend—
I do not know whether you will keep him as
Minister-Shri A.B A Ghani Khan Chaudhuri
wanted to throw the government over there
into the Bay of Bengal. Others are also say-
ing, putit under the President’s rule. You
are driving towards a Presidential form of
government. They sy, there is no law and
order question. How many of our cadreshave
been killed when our government is saddled
there ? Itisnot less than 70-80. How many
of the Congress (Ichrsons have been killed
and how many of them have been killed due
to inner party clashes ? Ten to eleven Con-
gress (1) elements bave been killed or murde-
red by Cong. (I) elements-int:r-party clashe-.
They are creating problems there. (Inter-
ruptions) These are admitted things. (Inter-
ruptionsg Now the stage of poll violence is
engulfing this country. Nine State Govern-
ments had been dissolved. This is the vio-
lent atmosphere that has been created. 1
do not know where you will lead this coun-
try to. You are making a mockery of the
very concept of parliamentary demacracy.
That is what you are doing. There was the
worst type of experience in 1972 when in
50 constituencies there was no  votng; in
100 constituencics there wasa mass ve:igging.
That is what you did in crder to oust us.
Trere was no democracy; nothirg of the
sort. You have built up some apparatus,
standing above the common peogle, in the
hands of the Centre. 1 d» not speak about
the Army, but the BSF, CRP, CISF, etc. Let
me give you certain figures. Maintenance
of law and crder is in the state list of the
Constitution. Even then, expenditure on
account of central police has been growing
by leaps and bounds; from Rs. 3 crores only
in 1g51 it has gone to Rs. 275 crores in 1980-
81. Theexpenditure hasincreased from Rs,
4" 53 crores in 1960+61 to Rs. g1 croresin
1978-79, as regards the ordinmary police.
Asfor CRPfrorm Rs. 6° 95 croresin 1966-67 it
has risen to Rs. 5588 crores in 1978-79.
So these are tHe increases. T will say some-
thir g about RAW also, Resecarch :nd Ana-
lysis’ Wing. Budgeted expenditure is an
expenditure of Rs. 8 crores. From secret
source further expenditure is many times over
8 crores, Their expenditureisvery tangible,
They rented out some buildmg at ex-rbjtant
rent from F.I{C.C.I: building. The market
rent was Rs. 40,000 but they gaveRs. 80,000.
You do mnot need a secret police:
apparatus for ordinarylaw and order. Time
and again they are used toc ush popular
movements, opposition partics, democratic
movemerts; you have utilised them for that
That expenditure is growing Rerearch ond
anatysiswing felltwsin the g vbh of ycung
Congress (I) elements, murdered 500 of our
cadres in 1971-72. They cre suppesed to

collect external intellingence when they go
on' foreign trip. Somtbody went on a “oreign
trfip to see a movie in Trafalgar
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Theatre in London. That ia how recsearch
and analysis wing does work.

MR. GHAIRMAN : Your time is up;
you have taken 25 minutes. Pleasc try to
conclude,

SHRI NIREN GHOSH : Their shouts and
your obaervations should be counted separately
. . .. (Interruptions) Anyway, I am concluding.
Shri Dhanik Lal Mandal spoke about social
tensions, I support him on this. There iy
no need to say; you have to deal irmly with
those elements. Glass war is going on in the
form of caste war. We see that when the
downtrodden, agricultural labourer, poor
peasant, they try to raisc their heads, all the
landed gentry bands together. There are
30 many of them in the Assembly benches;
perhaps here also. Remember the applause
given to Mr. R. Venkataraman when the
wealth tax on land was abolished by the land~
. <d gentry. The police is at their back and call.
Military is at their back and call. Centre is
in their grip. Nothing can be done. That
is what is happening in this country. The
PoOr are trying to assert themselves. That
is why all sortsof atrocities are going on.
I do not want to go into all these details.
That has been done by Shri Mandal. After
thirty-three years of Congressrule, the common
people, 50 crgres out of 65 crores, have lost
hope. Synicism stalks the land. They are
frustrated. They see no hope for life. But
for how long will all this linger on go on ?
There will be a radical departure. India
is ripe for social 1evolution. Only the sub-
Jective factor is lacking. You are upholding
the landed gentry and big business interests.
You come down heavily on the poor. That
is why discontent is bursting forth here and
there., Will'it remain at that stage ? No.
It may not happen in our life time, but the
entire people in_all the States banded to-
gether and breaking their barriers of caste,
region, e c. will bring revolutign. Bengalies,
Biharies, Gujaratis, Assames¢, and people
from all other States will come. together and
with one clean sweep, sweep you out and clear
youall. Thatwill usherina naw era. With
that I conclude,

SHRI H. K. L. BHAGAT (East Delhi) :
The debate an the grants of the Home Miria-
try.,ﬁrov.idcs us with an qpport&nity to survey
the e scene. I propose with your permis-
sion to.place before this a t.House some of
my observations for their kind consideration.

AsT sce the sityation, w cn the Lek Sabha
electﬁ?;; 8 took place, I,n'r’o' Id not dilage muol?
on this, in the torality of the circum stanc s,
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from social, econgmic and political consi‘ler-
ations, the country stood on the precipice
of a chaog. With the new Government hav-
ing been elected, I know that the people in
this country expect miracle from Shrimati
Indira Gandhi. It is because of the
faith and confidence that they have in her.
So, they expect the situation to change
quickly because of their faith in her, their
thinking about her capacity and her capa-
city to t.ke action. I would very respect-
fully submit that from the dangerous situa-
tion of a precipice of chaos, they want to
climb down to normalcy, particularly
when there are too many pit falls and road
blocks created. It has to be, 1 believe, ste
by step. Somectimes, it may have to be inc|
and milimetre by milimetre., I find from a
situation of chaos, we have ome to a situa-
tion which is yet difficult. Quite a lot has
to be done to b-ing the situation to complete
normalcy, But we are on the road to 1t.
I would specifically mention a few points in
that context.

Shri Niren Ghosh was speaking, as usual,
with his revolutionary fervour and told us
that we all will be washed of, He has himself
evaporated from the Hougse. This situation
of complete chaos—he 'may or may not accept
it—was partly to some extent created by the
late Janata and Lok Dal Governements and
partly abetted by the CPM also.

Leaving that apart, I heard tbhr former
Minister of State for Home Affairs, Shri
Dhanik Lal Mandal with a lot of amusement,
I do not mean any disrespect to him, because
after all, he is an old Congressman, who
has of course taken so many extra dances.
I have respect for him but it was really
surprising. People who cease to be Ministers—
1 am also an ex-Minister—keep some modesty
for some time, I call them bereaved politicians.
They take some time at least to take an ahout-
turn, But Mr, Mandal took an ahsolute about
turn today and he said very very interesting
things. 1 propose to refer to some of them.

Mr. Mandal talked of Kafalta, atrocities
on Harijans, etc.and said that Mrs. Gandhi
only talks, Giani Zail Singh only talks,
but they do not act. Does it li¢ in the mouth
of MY. Mandel to say this? When the Belchi
outrage took place, he was the Minister of
State for Home Affairs of this country.
It took place an 27th May,®77. Shri Karpoori
Thakur waa ruling there. sessions
hearing in this case started on 5th Febryary80,
virtually three years after it took . Mr.,
Mandal is not here; but he would not be
able to deny it. Now he says, we talk and don’t
act. List me take another example to show
whether our Govetnment acts or not and
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to show the differece. The Dipra incident
took place on 25 th February,’8o. The charge-
sheet was filed on 8th March,’80 i : the cort
and the sessions hearing started on 8th April,
’80 and it was on day to day basis. In the Belchi
case also, the previous Government did not
take any interest, When the new Government
came, it took interest and the final hearing
took palce on 1gth May, 80 and the persons
found guilty were convicted,

Thirdly, take the Kalfalta case. The inci-
dent took place on gth May, *80. The charge-
sheet was filed on 26th May, ?8o. I think no-
where in India has it happened before,
The High Court appointed a Special Judge
to deal with the case. I have given you one
case where Mr. Charan Singh talked, Mr.
Mandal talked then and he is talking now |
A very clear comparison is there,

We said, Rs. 100 corres have been kept
for Harijans by the Government. Mr. Mandal
complimented the Home Minister, Giani
Zail Singh, but said, it is just a drop in the
ocean | My dear friend, you did not put
even a drop in the ocean. When you were
Minister of State for Home Affairs,
it was your responsibility to do it and you
did not do it, It was under Mr., Mandal
stewardship that we had whatis known as
the Khanjawala episode. He is a follower of
Mr. Charan Singh, the Lok Dal leader.
His followers were doing all that when he
was Home Minister. What happened then?
Recently 1 read in the papers that our
Madhya Pradesh Government, after Sanjay
Gandhi’s death, promulgated an ordinance
giving ownership rights to lakhs of people
who were occupants of Government and
Private langs. For vyears, they were
there. But I found the ‘Organiser’ the
mouthpieced of the Bhartiya Janata Party
criticising it saying that this is absolutely
wrong. Lakhs of people were given a right
in land under the 20-Point Programme but
these lands were snatched away from them
when Mr. Mandal’s Party was in power,
Where was he at that time? He was sleeping
in the cosy cushions in the Home Ministry,

The incidents had taken place then and
incidents have taken place now. All these
incidents are shameful. It was a shame then
and it is a shame now also. But the only differ-
ence is that you talk and this Government acts,
He said : Prime Minister went to Narayanpur ;
1 do not object. But your Chief Minister,
Shri Banarsi Das, objected to it. If he had
his say, he would not have allowed the Prime

Minister to land there. That was your approach,

Mr. Mandal said that there is lot of exce-
ssive power with the police And the said
that large numbers of people have been rotting
in jails for the last 10, 11 years. He parti-
cularly mentioned Delhi. I want to tell him
that in Delhi, the Police Commissioner’s
institution was brought about not by us
but by you. Under your stewardship, more
powers were given to the police depriving
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the Magistracy of its power and giving it to
the police. Today, you are criticising a
system which you yourself have created,

Since he has mentioned the name of Mr.
Bhinder, I am answering it ; otherwise,
I would not have said anything about it,
And it was not proper to mention the name
of Mr. Bhinder when he is not a menber of
this House, We know your love for Mr,
Bhinder. You had involved him in false cri-
mina! cases and he would have been hanged
by now, Now, he has been acquitted by the
court. He is a conscientions and hard-
working officer. All criticism against him is
politically motivated, I am expressing great
anxiety over the incidents of dacoities and rob-
beries. All our MPs, are concerned about it.
The Home Minister himself has expresed his
anxiety, We wantthese incidents to be stopp-~
ed. We want firmer action to be taken against
the anti social elements so that these incidents
arc stopped. But are the Bhartiya Janta
Party and the Lok Dal really interested in
improving the law and order situation ?
They are not. It has hecome a vested interest
for.them. The more it deteriorates, the more
it is in their interest. That is why, their
criticism has nothing to do with the improve-
ment of the law and order situation. But their
criticism is to make the things more compli-
cated particularly when the local elections.
are vyet to take place in Delhi.

The Delhi Congress (I) stands for an
Assembly with adequate powers. I would urge
upon the Home Minister to kindly consider
this and take an early decision. Early clection
should be held in Delhi,

Quite a lot has been said abou Baghpat.
I would not say much on this particularly
because Judicial inquiry has been ordered,
And I have no personal knowledge about
it, Wl}atevc:h knowledge I had about it, I
got it from the newspaper reports. But I sa
that the judicial inquiry shoulgo be held quick}-'
ly. It should not take too long and whoever is.
found guilty, should be proceeded against in
accordance with the law and ultimately
he should be given deterrent punishment.
But what are you doing ? I consider it as a
shameful incident.I consideritto bea thorou-
ghly bad incident, but taking this incident
as a pin point for springing on an all-Indja
agitation particularly when you have run
this Government and s0 many things have
happened, is it fair and proper ? Are you not
trying to take undue ad7antage of the miseries:
of the peolpe? Where were you when that
woman was disgraced "Where were those people
What happened ? Why did you not do some-
thing to save her ? You have come only after
the incident had taken place.

The worst disservice, I think done to this
country by these governments, the Lok Dal
and Janata Governments, was that the process
of disintegration was started by them.
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Since timesimmemorial these narrow tenden-
cies have been there, these caste and commu-
nal considerations have been there and people
have tried to take advantage of it. There
have been forces of integration and there have
been forces of disintergration. Now the forces
of disintegration started working and they
created a situation in which the country was
brought to its present pass. About Assam I
won’t comment much, and T won’t take
much time, but, I hope you will kindly
bear with me, I am yet to make a few more
points and I will be very brief.

With regard to Assam, my friend, Mr.
Niren Ghosh, was just now saying : ‘Well,
your approach in Nagaland has been that
of military, your approach there has been
that of guns,’and this snd that, and that is
how it happened®. What about Tripura?
This has been under your charg~ for a long
time. Whatis your Chief Minister complaining
about ? He says ‘Oh, there was not enough
military’. You are asking for military. When
things are in your hands, you mismanage
it or you fail to manage it and today you
say this. The fact of the matter is that on this
Assam and North-East frontier, there have
been diversities there. Tribes and other people
have a natural desire to maintain theijr
identity, but the fact of history is this that
if this p-rt of the coun try became emotionally
integrated and came emotionally into the
mainstream of India, it was under the leader-
shup of Shrimati Indira Gandhi and you have
destroyed that. You and your friends have
destroyed, That situation has to be tackled
with a judicious combination of tact and firm-
ness which this Government has been very
ably doing—the Prime Minister, the Home
Minister and the entire Government has
been doing. They have powers also which
they have not yet exercised and they have
tried to solve it and T am sure they will
continue to solve it with the best possible
spirit, but it has to be solved. It is today not
Jjusta movement ouly against foreigners, it has
become anti-Bengali—vyon yourself say this—
it has become anti-Bihari, it has become so
many ‘antis’ and a lot of money is flowing
in, a lot of things have been flowing in and
80 - n and so forth. The whole of the country
fecls very much concerned aboutitand I am
sure that this will be done.

One thing more I wish to say and that
is this. What are we going to do about
this ? I do not think that the situation
is desparate in the country, though the
situation is diffiicult indeed.” That is bow
I feel about it.’ But, Sir, what do you do
abosxt the habitual knifers, habitual robbers,
habitua] dacojts, habitual chain-snatchers
habitual train looters, habitual smugglers,
habitual tax-evaders and caste and comm-
unal riotors,

AN HON. MEMBER : Blackmarketeers,

SHRIH. K. L. BHAGAT : I think you
ve some law for blackmarketeers etc,

Now, what do we do? Shall we continue
taking action against them under the preven-
tive detention Provisions of the Criminal
Procedure Code, harass themin the morning
and get them released in the evening by the
courtson bail ? Shall we allow this situation ?
That is the question which we have to think
seriously. We have to think seriously on
what is to be done about it. Can we allow
them to play with the no*mal life of the people?
I am going to say something which might
shock some of my friends, and T wou'd tell
the honoyrable Home Minister: Please de
not arrest them, and certainly not under
MISA. But I am making this supgestion
and vou consider this suggestion. Bring
the MISA to put these categories of people,
which T have mentioned, in jail. I say very
specificallv, clearly and firmly—this
is my honest conviction—that you should put
these people benind  bars. People expect
it from a man like you, from .thc dynamfc
leadership of Shrimati Indira Gandhi.
Fven at dead of night no woman should
be molested by anyone. Women should
be able to walk on the streets  peace-
fully. Your wvote is for this. If you do
not do this, you will be failing in your
duty, we will be failing in our duty. Bring
a MISA and put all such gangsters in,
Some people asked me not to suggest this
as it will be counter-productive and we
may lose the next clections. I am sure
if you do this, we will not lose the next
elections. After all, elections are not .for
the sake of elections. Winning or losing
an election is not material. We have to
stand by what we told the people and get
it done. That is our mandate.

ith regard to Delhi, I would request
th:v i{omegaMinistcr to reduce the size of
the police districts as they are too big,
and to increase the number of police sta-
tions. Gjve them more strength, make them
more mobile, more model. The Delhi
Congress said in its election manifesto
that in law and order matters we would
bring the involvement of the people through
some kind of an institutional arrangement.
That was the language we used. I request
vou to consider this. I can tell you thzlxt
the people all over India and the pcople
of Delhi are law abiding citizens. They are
willing to co-operate with you, they artlt
willing to help you, so that you can contro
the undesirable ~elements. And the police
has also been working hard, I honestly
feel so. The people are ready to help and
assist you. Youhave to bring the invoive-
ment of the people. In Ashok Vihar, for
instance, somc incidents took place. The
people came forward and helped the auth-
orities and brought about normalcy, putting
an end toa difhicult situation. So, I hope
you will kindly do this quickly.

There are a pumber of problems  of
the Delhi cadre of the IAS officers. Without
going into details, I would request the Home
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Minister to go into them with sympathy
and solve them.

The Home Minister told us in the Con-
sultative Committee that the National
Integration Council wes going to be revived
soon. I do not know how soon. I request
him to do it soon so that there is a forum
where discussions can take place and pro-
belms can be solved.

There appears to be a clear design to
create  establishing c)nditions in the
country. My friends will ask me to

rove it. How can I prove it ? Tt is
ike teling a friend that two and two make
four, and his going on saying no, it is not
so, The point is this. The Report says
that the number of communal incidents
has increased, I would appeal in all
earnestness to the opposition
parties and to my party also that the country
is bigger, greater than all of us. Once
elections have taken place, let us co-operate
in all earnestness and sincerity. These
caste and communal cobras, narrow things,
lawlessness, goondas etc., will eat the coun-
try. There are various assets in a country
like India. We want parliamentary de-
mocracy to continue, and they too swear
by it, though I do not know how many
parties really do.

But the fact of the matter 1s, for a parlia-
mentary democracy, you need an all-India
party, an all-India leader, a national party
which exists—lecave aside, whether our party
is good or bad, whether you likeitornot, whe-
ther you agree with our policies or not.
throughout the length and breath of the coun-
try. For a purliamentary system, a leader
who has national goodwill is necessary. Late
Jawaharlal Nahru once add. essing a meeting
said : “Congress may have so many weak.
nesses, Congress has 50 Mmany weaknegseg
I know; but Congress is the only national
party existing throughout the length and brea-
flth' of the country, there is no escape from
it, if the country escapes fiom it, it wall be

to grave dangers from within and
without”, That is what happnd ed in 1977
and thiscan happen tomorrow. Ifyou want
democracy to survive, bow to the verdict
of the people for the next four or five years,
I. \_:io not mind constructive opposition, but
oin the Government in its endeavour to

ild the country, to reconsturct the
country and to come down to normalcy and
I am sure that  with that gocdwill, we can
certainly progress better and further. There
is no lack of goodwill from this side, The
Prime Minister is always very nice and good
to the opposition, she is calling them and
holding discussions. The Home Minister §s
having discussions with them. Let us not fajl
at this crucial movement in the history of
our country. I hojpse we will not fail,
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With these words, I thank you for the kind
ind ce shown to me.

standing here to sapport the Bidget and all
the demands made by the Home Ministry.

I was listening to the speech made by
Shri Niren Ghosh with all th¢ fury and
fire that he could emit. It is quite obvious
that thef Opposition parties here have reason
to be s0 full of chagrin and anger about the
situation that row obtains here. Before
the elections they were expecting something
different. Their calculation was that the
Congiess  (I) would be routed ,and that
with some sort of combination/they will
come to power, People were against it.
The people voted otherwise. So, they have
reason 10 be disappointed entirely and
wholly. I can quite understand the fury,
the criticism coming from the other side,
?)lthoufh it is entircly without any sort of

asis.

Shri Niren Ghosh was calling for some
sort of mass revolution which is, about to
take place in this country. , Perhaps, he
was expecting that his own party was
growing in power—extending from West
Bengal to Keralg and Tripura and then it
will strengthen by itself and they will one
day capture power at the centre. But
he is living in a  dream world. That sort
of thing is not going to come about in_ this
country because we know  the back-
ground of the people, the traditions of
the/people and the culture of the people.
Our people are not so violently inclined.
That sort of revolution is not going to take
place.

There are certain situations and cer-
tain problems which should be the concern
of all of us. I may take them one/by one.
‘Assam situation js one which has a consi-
derable ground for concern. Assam
situation has been there for a long
period of time. Perhaps, many factors have
contributed to the development of the
situation. The Assam people, the people
in the entire North Eastern/Region area,
are feeling that they have been alienated.
Proper development hasnot taken place.
On the economic front they have
neglected. Tt is their legitimate demand.
I had an occasion to go to those area
Isaw the people and the miserabll;::/ ndi-
tion in which they live. That will cértainly
provoke anger and disgust. So far, most
of them are living on petty cultivation.
Their food is only some rice or some other
corn and pork. They wear clothes made
by themselves on handlooms. They have
hardly any industry. There are hardly
Tany vébads. No developmental activity
has taken place. They feel that tuey do
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not form part of the mainstream. They feel
alienated. At the same time foreign agrnts
are very active in that area, suppor by
certain tendencies, certain elements] certain
forces who are undermining the attachment
and th: emotional integrity that these
peaple in the entire area should have vo the
mother land, bit by bit, I am refetring
to the activities of those elements. The
Churches are actively engaged in converting
people. I /can quite understand a man
voluntarily convertng himself and accepting
another religion. But the first step in the
process of conversion is sabversion of one’s
own religion. Many of the pecople are
some sort of Pagans but they are Hindus
to the core. The first/€tep 1n converting
them is to subvert their faith in the tradi-
tional religion. And Hinduism is identified
with India. That sort of subversion
therefore means subversion of their faith in
the country and love for the country., This
is what it ultimately comes to. I /am sure
many of the foreigr missionaries are engaged
in this sort of work. When I went there,
I found a guod many people were feeling
that they were more attached to America
than to India. They do not feel that they
are Indians. They/do not care for India.

Byslow inculcation of thisspirit of alienation,
the people are getting farther and farther
away from their motherland. So, these
agencies are certainly to be curbed,
Otherwise, we will find one day that the
enure arca is lost to/us culturally and
emotionally and we will have no control
over them. With all this the situation
need not arouse any sense of despair. We
have had occasions in the past to face this
sort of trouble. On one 101, we had
the Telengana agitation. TOn  another
occasion we had the Maharashtra agitation.
Gujaratis and Maharashtrians  were
fighting each other and burning each other®

houses. But in course of time, these wound $
were healed by the process of persuasion,
The situation in Telangana , also was
brought under control in courseof time and
the wounds were healed. herefore, I

am sure, the present attitude and approach
of the Central Government is the enly
way to bridge the gulf between the Assam
people and the rest of India, The process
of time and the process of soft-pedalling
and soft handling alone will solve the situa-
tion,

Assam is but only one of the trouble"
spots, There are certain other trouble”
spots also where too some people feel that
they do not form part of the mainstream.
1 am referring particularly to/West Bengal
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Tripura and Kerala. The developments
in these States are very strange. Thgse
States have came together in a sort of
sub-federation, ‘Recently there was a circular
isswed by the Chief Seeretary to the Kerala
Government to the offi faying that
taking place
in Xerala should be intimated to West
Bengal and similarly, whatever develop-
ments are taking place in West Bengal
should be intimated to Kerala. Some
sort of undertanding or alliance or federa-
tion is being formed by these three Govern-

ments. This is very dan and the
Central Government should take note
of it. We should see the way in which the

administration is being carried on. I
willgive one instance. As soon as Shrimati
Indira Gandhi was restored to power
immediately after the recent clections, the
West Bengal /| Government took three
steps. The first was to repay overdrafts
amounting to about Rs, 26 crores to the
Reserve Bank. Another step was that
Shri Jyoti Basu called upon the block
officers to prepare accounts for whatever
amounts they had received for flood
reliefAwo years ago. For crores of r. pees
received from the Centre, 1o proper
accounts were sent. Out of fear that the
new Government at the Centre may take
some steps against West Bengal, Shri

N Jyoti Basu called u the officers to
prepare some sort of(&fz‘?x})‘l‘mts to send them

to the Centre. The third step was, the
police were called upon to round up all the
outlaws and criminals who apparently had
been let loose on the people till then.
Now, what were these criminalsand outlaws
doing in the/ countryside ? These people
had been let loase to canvass support for
their party candidates in the parliamentary
elections. And ohviously it was as a result
of this that many of the members on the
opposite side have been elected. These
criminals and outlaws were rounded jup
out of fear that the Centre might intervene
because the law and order situation has
become worse. In Kerala also a similar
thing took place. Lmmediately after the
present Government in the State came to
power, the jails were opened and the latest
information is/that about 400 criminals
who had served 8 years in jail were relecased
and let loose on the people. And now they
go about looting and murdering people.
During the past few months, not less than
200 murders have taken place in Kerala
and not less than 300 temples have been
looted. The police are restrained and are
not free to act, Hardly any arrest has been
made so far, The Chief Minister goes
about saying. that the old criminals have

nothing to do with these crimes,"7 and
none of them has heen arrested. In fact,
they have started orgamising the police
into two asseciations-~the constables’
association on the one side and the officers’
amociation on the cther.

a question in the Parliament the other
day as to how many temples have been|
looted., The reply was that only 9 temples
had been looted. But the press reports
say that not less than 300 temples have
been looted. The Chief Minister is on
record saying why should the police bother
about temples; the Gods are all powerful,
they /should bs able to guard themselves.
Mr." N. K. Krishnan who is incharge of
Temiple property and Endowments says
that he does naot Dbelieve in Gods——he
is a Marxist—and that he is not su

wbe g ian of these institutions. With
this sortzg provocation, with this sort of
inducement, crimes arec takingdPlace on a
much larger scale than ever ore. This
is the situation in Kerala and West Bengal.
The Chief Minister of Tripura has been
on record saying that he had secret talks
with the Jtribals and latter on, we found
that massacre had taken place and so many
people were murdered. Yesterday, we hac
the experience here in Parliament. A
gquestion was asked about North Bengal.
The Minister of Statc for Home Affairs
pleaded his inability to secure any!kind of
reply from the West Bengal Government.
Hec said that he had sent 50 many telegrams
to the West Bengal Government but they
did not care to reply. Similarly, I am
also in the same difficulty. After getting
reply to my question that only)g temples
were looted, I wanted to pursuc matter
further because the newspaper report’s says
that not less than 300 temples were looted.
But the State Government do not send
any reply. They say : why should the
+Centre send any q -estion to thenl{aﬁd why
sho Id they reply ? In actual fact, these
Governments are always on tenter-hooks.

In Kerala, there are other developments,
I was mentioning about the number of
murders that have taken place. Right
in daylight, Government officers have been
stabbed to death. Other party/workers arc
being killed. If a Cong(I) wotker is killed
they say that he was an RSS man. They
kill a man and call him an RSS man and
no furtherinquiry is made, no arrest is made,
They ralkjof crimes in Delhi, The atmos-
sphere all over Kerala is muc¢h more
tense, Everybody here in Parliament is
afraid of mentioning about Kerala or West
Bengal hecause they claim to be separate
from India., They claim they can go on
asking for relief money andfall forms of
assistance but mo accounts should be asked
for from them. That :is the position. The
peaple of Kerala feel that the limit has been
reached, the limit of tolerapoe and patience
Jaa been reached, Many. erganieations have

called for agitations. / Denrenstrations are
taking place for prdtection against the
criminals.

1 was trying to mention certain things
concerning freedom fighters. I have been
receiving many comp'aints that the freedom
fighters are not getting their due. 1
raised the question here, I also wrote to
the officers of the Department conncerned.
They say that under such and such clause
or provision they are not entitled. We
have a situation in Kerala where we are
asked to produce a co-prisoner’s certificate
saying that the applicart had been in jail
for six morths continuously along with him,
At this time, after a lapse of 30 years to call
upon a man to produce that certificate
is asking for too much, Another practical
difficultyis that in those days Travancore was
ruled by the Dewan Sir C. P. Ramaswamy

~ead Aiyer. He was a very clever man. His
men would not arrest satyagrahis, but
would take them a little distance away,
give them blows and then send him back.

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : Who
was the Dewan ?

SHRI B. K. NAIR : Sir, C. P. Rama-
swamy Aiyer. He would not jail a man,
but the police would take him 15 or 20
miles away, give him blows and then
release  him. This continued for many
days and no proper records were kept in
jail or clsewhere. So, certificate of that
kind is impossible te be produced.

In my constituency, Quilon, my -pre-
decessor was Mr Srikantan Nair. PFec was
in the committee for sanctioning these
pensions. I did not want to mention his
name, butl have been receiving numerous
complaints that just because of politieal
differences he used to endorse applications
coming from non-RSP men or Congress
men, with the result that so many people.
kave not got their pensions. I am sorry,
this sort of rule is being strictly
adhered to in spite of the fact that they are
cntitled to gct pension on the basis of the
sacrifices which they had made at that
time and that they arc denied of this little
benefit. Andso,I would request the Home
Minister to examine the case for relaxation
ofthe ruleregarding co-prisoner’s certificates

in respect of all those people who cannot
produce such certificates,

One more point I wouldlike to mention
and that is about the Indian Administrative
Service people, This Service is an important
service. But at the same time the importance
of this Service is too much exaggerated.
As it is, they are all-pervasive and they
are posted everywhere whether it is an
industrial establishment or anything else.
They  are controlling overything amd that
situation iy mot conducive to satisfaction
in the lower ranks.. The seghnocrats
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complain that they do not get opportunitics
because of these people dorinzting. When
one IAS man leaves his post, another of the
same cadre comes in his place, This
situation is arising out of the monopoly
of the IAS people, Inspite of other people
having capabilities, these IAS people
are placed in all jobs, In many positions,
administration is not the main thing. Tech-
nical management may be needed, but the
talents of the technical people arc not
being utilised. They are all brought
under the control of the 1AS pecople who
may not be the best candidates for filling
those posts., This will have to be examined.
1 have come across a lot of discontentment
from the side of the senior people in the
industrial  cstablishments and technical
and scientific organisations.

Sir, with regard to Centre-State relations,
thatis another subject that has been covered
in this Report, Anyhody who is talking
about Centre-State  relations with the
object of weakening the Centre to any
extent will be doing a great disservice to the
country, In spite of the fact that we have
been free for go years and more, have we
developed a sensc of nationhood so far, a
sense of integration 2 No. Allsorts of fissi-
parous tendencies and  disintegrating forces
are there, Anything will causc a conflagra-
tion, but there arc no centrifugal forces so
far developed. Any propaganda or claim
under any guise whatsoever to  weaken
the Centre will be doing a disservice to the
country. What is the ground on which
they ask for revision of Centre-State
relations? Maybe they want more powers
for development. But let me ask them
a question. Punjab and Haryana are the
most prosperous States in the GCountry,
and they have bcen working under the
same Constitution, within its limits. Nor
have they been unduly blessed with Central
assistance any more than Kerala or West
Bengal. Still they have thrived and pros-
pered. Sir, it all depends upon the State
Governme=nt’s  intrinsic devotion to the
State and concern for the  peoples
interests and welfare. The Centre-State
relationship question is now being raised
because they are interested in pointing an
accusing finger at the Centre all the time,
They are themsclves weak, incapable of
administration, and they want to put  the
blame on the QGentre, In Kerala, they
were saying that a delegation was  going
to Dclhi and that something would come
out of it, Everybody knows that Cadburys
have enjoyed monopoly in cocoa, What
have the State Government done all these
years ?

SHRI R. P. YADAV (Madhepura) :
When important matters are being dis-
cussed in the House, there is no quorum.

DEPUTY SPEAKER : I have
noted your point. Somectimes Members
are unable to b:present., You yourself
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may not be able to be present on some other
occasion. You have got every right to
press your point, but I am making a request

Hei an old Member of this House. I am
not disputing his right, but I am only
saying that the Deputy-Speaker can request
him not to insist on this. If he insists,
the Deputy-Speaker can direct the bell to
be rung. If you stand on technicalitics,
we are not going to object.

SHRIR.P. YADAV : I am pressing
my objection, There should be quor.m.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The
quorum bell is being rung.

Now, there is quorum. The hon.
Member may continuc his  speech,

. SHRI B.K.NAIR : I was submitting
Just now that when a State Government
asks for more powers and raises the question
of centre-Siate relationship and puts up
the plea that the developmental works
are not being taken up because the Centre
is not extending the necessary assisiance,
they are only trying to cover up their own
weaknesses, With all the limitations that
we have in the mater of Centre-State
relations, States like Haryana, Punjab
and Maharashtra have prospered. It
is not a question of the Centre being more
powerful. It is only because of lack of
political willand lack of honesty in adminis-~
tration at the Stiate level that the  States,
which are weak and which have inhibitions,
are pointing their finger to the Centre
saying that the Centre is not doing anything,
The State Governments in such cases are
just evading their responsibility.

There is one more point. We all realise
that the crimes are being  committed
and that they are on the increase in some
places. But, Sir, is it that the police and the
laws alone will take care of crimes ? Do
we not have our hands in it, thouszht 1ot
in a direct way? The politicians miay not
commit crimes, but are they not shielding
the criminals at one time or the other,
Do we not propagate communalism ?
We do,and more s0 at the time of elections,
If a criminal belongs to my party, I try
to shield him. If he belongs to some other
party, I will throw him to the police, If
only the politicians, as a class, withdraw
their support, both at the time of clections
and otherwise, to the criminals, the number
of crimes will certainly come down,

If the police are committing any crimes,
they deserve double punishment, a more
severe punishment than ordinary citizens,
We should all withdraw the political support
to the criminals, 1 will give one or two
instances., When Shri Morarji Desai was
here, a question was raised about the in-
crease in crimes and he gave a cold
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reply : “Look here, this is nothing. Look
at the developed countries like United
States of America, where every four minutes,
a man is being killed. Be patient, it is
allrightin our country.”” There was another
occasion, when the former Home Minister,
Mr. Charan Singh was asked about atrocities
o1 Harijans aad he said : A village
cosists of so many Harijans and so many
non-Harijans, the latter out-numbering
the former by such and such a proportion
and on this basis, the number of Harijans
killed is so small, in the sens= that on the
basis of numbYzrs non-Harijans could have
killed many more Harijans.”” That sort
of an attitude to crimes will not do.
That has to undergo a chan7e.

What happcned during the  Janata
regime ? Just to deify Shri  Jayaprakash
Narayan, they brought all the smugglers,
dacoits and criminals to the Express Towers
where he was staying. The papers
were full of them saying, so and o, Haji
Mastan, for instance, had been converted
into an honest man; that just because of the
influerce of Shii Jayaprakash Narayan,
all the criminals and dacoits of Chambal
Valley have become honest men. What
was the result of that ? The criminals got
acceltance in society ; the crime was
acceptcd as if they had a right to commit
crimes. It was made out that they had
indecd made a sacrifice and came to the
fold of honest men. All support from
politicians as such to crimirals and crimes
has to be withdrawn. Hereafter, we
should not shield criminals on political
considerations. Only if we  politicians
withdraw support to criminals, I am quite
sure that the degree of crimes will certainly
come dowa and we will have a more peaceful
life.
