Universal Cables lid., Satna (MP) and M/

Based on the 
laboratory tests, the cables supplied by M/ 
s.Konark Cables and M/s.Roxy International 
Pvt Ltd. have been found to be sub-stan­
dard. M/s.Vijay Cables Industries, New 
Friends Colony, Delhi, who are reported to 
have supplied inferior quality cables, have 
agreed to replace thedefectivecables. DESU 
has already taken action to backlist these 
firms besides withholding their pending 
payments.
