activity, So, he went to Lucknow
two days back in order to defend
the cause of the wcmen who were
on hunger strike there and came
back in a wvery exciled :panner, and
he was lost to us, We hope, his
cause will be taken by the other
fighters from the Party and the de-
mocratic movemedt

S8hri P. Ramamurti (Madurai): 1
bad known Comrade Jai Bahadur
Singh for a number of years, for the
last twenty to twenty-flve years. We
had been together in the movements
of the country.
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Comrade Jai Bahadur Singh had
the background of coming from the
national movement inside the Com-
munist Party, and he had been jailed
during the anti-imperialist struggle
against British imperialism, When he
came into our movement, since he
was coming from that most back-
ward area of Ballia, naturally his
attention was drawn t{owards the
conditions of those Ballia peasants.
When those peasants were being or-
ganised. it was not an easy matter,
not only because of the oppression
by the zamindars and the big land-
lords but also because of the active
assistance that they got from the
police; it was not an easy matter to
organise the peasants particularly in
those areas. But none-the-less, he
was one of those young men who or-
ganised a big kisan movement there
and fought the oppression by the
~amindars.

Later, as we know, he became a
Member of Parliament in 1957 Just
two or three days back, 1 saw him in
the Lobby, Of course he was pulled
down, but I never thought that his
end would come so soon. Il was a
poignant thing that this morning we
all heard that he was no more with
us,

Shri A, N. Mulla (Lucknow): On
behalf of the Independent Group, I
rise to associate our group with the
feelings which have been expressea
by the members in this House.

I did not know Shri Jai Bahadur
Singh from before, but when last
time I went to Lucknow I came 1o
know him as we were associated to-
gether in one particular work. Shri
Ishaq Sambhali has already referred
to it, it was the cause of Urdu that
was taken up by him.

I went there, and only the day
before he went on hunger strike for
24 hours to show his sympathy for
that cause. So, this can certainly be
inferred that knowing that almost a
death sentence was hanging against
him, he was so fearless, and when-
ever he considered what was his
public duty, he did not fail to do it
at any cost. I think all must pay
homage to this particular quality
which he mainfested, and therefore

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we are here to associate ourselves
with what has been said by others.

Shri M. Muhammad Ismail (Man-
jeri): I also beg to associate myself
with the sentiments expressed here
in the House regarding the untimely
and sad demise of the hon. Member.
1 do not know much about him, but
I learn that he really sacrificed him-
self for the good of the public, par-
ticularly for that of the poor people.
