SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): | want to bring to your kind attention an
important matter regarding the Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) categorization
in the Ernakulam constituency of Kerala.

Regrettably, the
13 panchayats, ie. Alangad, Chendamangalam, Chittattukara, Ezhikkara,
Kadungalloor, = Karumaloor, Kottuvally, = Kunnukara, Puthenvelikkara,
Udayamperoor, Vadakkekkara, Kuzhippilly, Pallippuram; that were not
included in the CRZ category Il and have not received any substantial
explanation or clarification from the Ministry regarding the reasons for their
exclusion. | would like to highlight that CRZ category Il provides a more people
friendly approach, as it imposes fewer restrictions on building construction. On
the other hand, categories IlIA and IlIB have stringent limitations on the

construction of dwelling houses.
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(xvi) Regarding Reconnaissance Engineering-cum-Traffic survey for

SHRI A GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): The Reconnaissance Engineering-
cum-traffic Survey was ordered for the erode (Ingur)-Palani new BG line via
Chennimalai, Kangeyam, Dharapuram, in the Railway Budget 2005-2006 and
certain amount was provided.
