IBRAHIM) : (a) Directorate General of Civil Aviation has issued
a Civil Aviation Requirement for installation of Ground
Proximity Warning System (GPWS) by 31st December, 1998
on all turbine engine aircraft with the maximum certificated
take-off mass in excess of 5700 Kgs. or aircraft which are
authorised to carry more than nine passengers. Further, all
aircraft to be imported in India after 1st April, 1997 in the
above category shall have to be fitted with GPWS.

(b) and (c). Since GPWS is required to be installed by
31st December, 1998, safety audit for the purpose of fitment
of GPWS is not considered necessary at this stage. However,
Safety Audits of operators and maintenance organisations
are carried out in their operational, engineering and other
aviation-oriented management activities.
