Discusswn between Foreign Secretary
and the Prime Minister of China

2259, PROF. RAM KAPSE: Will
the Minister of EXTERNAL AF-
FAIRS be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Foreign Secretary
of India held any discussions with the
Prime Minister of China during his
recent visit to China;

_¢b) if so, the details of bilateral
issues that figured in the discussion;
and

(c) the follow-up action taken by
the Government thereon?

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI MADHAVSINH
SOLANKI1): (a) The Foreign Secre-
tary called on the Chinese Premier
Mr. Li Peng in Beijing on May 13,
1991 during “his visit to China for the
third meeting of the India-China
Joint Working Group on the boun-
dary question.

(b) Bilateral issues discussed dur-
ing the meeting covered the boun-
dary question, Tibetan actjvities in
India, India’s concern about Chinese
missile supplies to Pakistan, and the
forthcoming visit of the Chinese Pre-
mier to India.

On the boundary question, both
sides reaffirmed that further efforts
should be made towards resolving the
issue in a fair, reasonable and mu-

tually acceptable manner in keeping
with national interesis and national
sentiments.

The Chinese side referred to the
activities of Tibetan refugees in In-
dia. The Foreign Secretary reiterated
the Government of India’s consistent
stand that Tibet is an autonomous re-
gion of China and that activities in-
compatible with this position are not
permitted on the Indian soil.

The Foreign Secretary also convey-
ed to the Chinese Premier India’s
concern about the supply of sophisti-
cated arms and technologies, includ-
ing missiles. to Pakistan by China.

Foreign Secretary informed the
Chinese Premier that the Govermment
and people of India were looking for-
ward to his visit to this country.

(¢) The invitation to Premier Li
Peng to visit India has been renew-
ed by the Prime Minister Shri P. V.
Narasimha Rao.

The two Governments are continu-
ing their efforts to resolve all out-
standing issues through peaceful dia-
logue.

THE MINISTER OF WATER
RESOURCES (SHR1 VIDYACHA-
RAN SHUKLA): (a) to (c) Com-
mand Area Development Programme
initiated with the objective of better
utilisation of created irrigation po-
tential and improvement in produc-
tivity consisls oi many activities such
as construction of field channels, field
drains, land levelling, realignment of
tield boundaries, enforcement ot  ro-
tational water supply, introduction
of suitable cropping patterns, moder-
nisation and efficient operation of ir-
rigation system, etc. While satisfac-
tory implementation of many com-
ponents such as, field channels and
rotational water supply is being ge-
nerally achieved, difficulties are be-
ing faced on some of the items. The
main reason for the same are bud-
getary constraints of the State Gov-
ernments, lack of coordination bet-
ween the Command Area Development
Authority and Department of Irriga-
tion, higher costs of land levelling,
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slow progress of consolidation .of
holdings and flood problems particu-
larly in the eastern parts of the coun-
try. The Central Government have
been in continuous dialogue with
the State Governments to remove
these deficiencies. Evaluation studies
in some States have been carried out
to identify the bottlenecks project
wise and remove such obstacles for
the successful implementation of the
programme.

Visit of Foreign Minister of
Sri Lanka

AFFAIRS (SHRI MADHAVSINH
SOLANKI): (a) Yes, Sir. Sri Lanka
Foreign Minister Mr. Harold Herat
visited India from 29-31 July 199].

(b) and (¢) India and Sri Lanka
signed the Agreement to establish the
Indo-Sri Lanka Joint Commission.
The Joint Commission will initially
incorporate two Sub-Commission; One
dealing with Trade, Investment and
Finance and the other dealing with
Educational, Social and  Cultural
matters. It was agreed that the Sub-
commission meetings could take place
in mid-November so as to preparc the
ground for a meeting of the Joint
Commission before the end of the
year.

The two sides exchenged views on
the ethnic situation in Sri Lanka and
reiterated thz neel to seek a political
solution to the problem. The two sides
agreed on the need to encuurage an
early and voluntary return of refugees
presently in India and to take steps
in this regard. '
