Before
the commencement of the procurement
season, amesting of State Food Secretaries
was held and Union Food Secretary empha-
sised the need to take ail steps to maximise
procurement. States were aiso exhorted to
reach certain levels in respect of procure-
ment of paddy and levy rice. Stress was also
laid on procurement of paddy, especially in
large paddy producing States like Orissa,
West Bengal, Madhya Pradesh and Bihar,
where procurement of paddy can be in-
creased if a larger number of agencies are
involved and price spport operations are
extended infar flung and interior areas.
