(c) Cochin-Madurai and Kottayam-Bodi-
nayakanur :

A survey for conversjon/construction of
a B.G. line between Madurai-Bodinayaka-
nur-Cochin is an advanced stage of pro-
gress.

Chengannur-Trivandrum :

Enpgineering-cum-Traffic Survey for doub-
ling of B.G. line between Chengannur-
Kayamkulam to Trivandrum Central is also
in progress. The request for the construction
of a line between Chengannur and Trivan-
drum via Pandalam, Adoor, Kottarakkara,
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Ayoor, Kilimaanoor, Vembayam and
Nedumangadu will also be kept in view.

Kuttipuram-Guruvayor-Trichur and Telli-
cherry-Mysore :

In view of the severe constraint of resour-
ces there s no proposal to take up
construction of these lines at this stage.
