In so far as Doordar­
shan is concerned, provision already 
exists for giving preference to candi­
dates holding a diploma in the field 
relevant to a Doordarshan post from 
the Film and Television Institute of 
India, Pune. A  new staffing pattern 
for television Is under consideration 
of Government and when the recnilt- 
ment rules are framed, the claims of 
diplome holders from the Film and

Television Institute of India, Pune and 
similar other institutions will be kept 
in mind.

The recruitment Rules in respect o f 
regular civil posts in the Films Divi­
sion already provide for a degree or 
diploma in the relevant field from a 
recognised University/linstitution, as 

either an essential or a desirable qua­
lification. The possibility of amend­
ing these rules to provide for giving 
preference to the diploma holders of 
the Film and Television Institute of 
India, Pune and other similar institu­
tions is being examined.
