(b) Against an average daily sche-
dule of 79 trips on route No. 720, 62
were operated, and against a daily
average schedule of 83 trips on route

No. 854, 77 werc operated, during
April, 1977.
(c) While there ig some irregular

operation of the services on route No.
720, the position on route No. 854 is
satisfactory. Main reasons for miss-
ing of tripg on route No. 720 have
been the mechanical failure of buses.
holq up of buses in the workshop for
major 1pairs, and delays at the
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Nangal Rai Railway Crossing. Every
effort is being made by the Corpora-
tion to improve maintenance of buses
and speed up the repairs of buses off
the road for major repairs.
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
