There were two incidents in 1976
vide Government Railway Police Station,
Balasore case No. 61 dated 29-6-76 under
Section 302/328/379 IPC and Govern-
ment Railway Police Station, Bangalore
case No. 69 dated 19-7-76 under Section
328/379 IPC and one casc in 1977 with
Government  Railway Police  Station,
Balasore case No. 47 dated 2g-5-77 under
Section 328/379 IPC. The police sub-
mitted charge-shect against five persons
in case No. 61 and against two persons
in case No. 6g. Case No. 47 dated
29-5-77 is still under Police investi-
gation.

(b) In order to prevent such crimes,
escorting have been introduced and sur-
prise raids are being organised in Ex-
press and Mail trains under supervision
of Senior Police Officers between Kharag-
pur and Cuttack.
