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(b) The standing directive followed in 
the Embassy under the guidance of the 
Anbassador is to interact in a mutually 
beneficial manner with all organisations, 
and Amsrican organisations in particular, 
to bring about better understanding of 
India, its achievements and aspirations. 
A  notable effort was the production of a 
spioial volu.TiJ on Indo-US interaction 
entitled “ The United States and India 
1776-1976”  to commemorate the Am­

erican Bicentennial last year.

(c) Annual reports are received, as 
prescribed by the Ministry, covering 
political, economic, commercial and 
consular activities in the Embassy, apart 
from special reports on matters of speci­
fic interest.
