The
Labour Commissioner has iaunched
prosecution against the management
for illegal closure. The monthly wage
bill in this mill is reported to be of
the order of Rs, 8 lakhs, but the man-
agement has not paid wages to the
workers since the mill's closure ex~
cept’ to the extent of Rs. 1.5 lakhs
which were disbursed under pressure
1frém’ State authorities, Bonus to the
extent of Rs. 12 lakhs also remains
unpaid.
